Literally “finished”

WASHINGTON Marshal Lin Piao, formerly the anointed
heir of Mao Tse-tung, is “fimshed. " Very probably, the chief of
staff of the Chinese Communist army and the commanders of
the air force and navy are “‘finished " too

It is not absolutely clear whether ‘“‘finished’’ means under
the sod physicially, or simply dead politically. At any rate
“finished " is the official description of Lin Piao's present
condition. And the Communist Party cadres all over China are
further being told that “'Lin Piao and others™ are “‘finished
because they plotted unsuccessfully ggainst Chairman Mao!

All'this may appear as lurid and hard to credit as the wildest
excesses of Mao's Cultural Revolution. But the evidence is now
overwhelming that the process of briefing the party cadres on
the “‘fimsh'" of Lin Piao began about mid-October. It is still
continuing throughout the Chinese provinces '

I'he word ““finish " i1s here put in quotations because it is the
literal indeed the only possible — translation of the Chinese
word used in the briefings. Enough mutually confirmatory
reports of countrywide briefings have now seeped out of China
to leave no doubt about the matter

I'he briefings were quite certainly ordered to acquaint the
lower ranks of the party with the state of affairs at the top
Thus there can be no doubt, either that this really is the state
of affairs. In sum, Lin Piao’s hash has been permanently
settled, quite possibly by his death

In the briefings. those described as having plotted against
Chairman Mao. and having been “‘finished ™ in consequence
are simply "'Lin Piao and others.”' But that word, "others
must be interpreted in the lLight of the abrupt and total
disappearance from the scene of the army’'s chief of staff
Huang Yung-sheng, and the air force and navy commanders
Wu Fa-Hsien and L1 Tso-peng

It 1s an odds-on bet, in fact, that all three leaders of the
Chinese Communist armed services have suffered the same
tate as the former heir of Mao. Their “‘fimish™ also appears to
be linked with the earlier fall from power of two more of Mao
I'se-tung s closest collaborators in the Cultural Revolution, his
sinister Chen Po-ta. and Chen Pota's
partner in the Politburo, Kang Sheng
