Area needs corporation for
economic development
A corporation should be

set up to promote the
economic development of
the MRC du Haut-Saint-

Laurentterritory. This was
the message brought to the
members of the St. Anicet
Chamber of Commerce at a
general meeting held in the
“Foyer 45 in Huntingdon
last Sunday. Nov. 2.
The guest speaker. Jean-
Eudes Gagnon, an adviser
on industrial development
with the regional office of
the Quebec Ministry of
Industry and Commerce,
built his address on this
idea. which was the main
recommendation coming

out of the local MRC's
recent zone meeting in
preparation of the Mon-
téregie Economic Summit
scheduled for the spring of
1987.

Gagnon. who has been
appointed by his ministry

to look after the MRC du
Haut-Saint-Laurent specif-
ically, believes that an
economic development
corporation is a need for
this area.

The territory of the local

MRC has three or four
main areas of activities:
industrial, touristic,
agricultural and com-
mercial. A corporation
would look after the
promotion of these four
facets of development in
order to improve the
economy of the whole
region.
Such a corporation would
receive help from the
Quebec government.

Gagnon added that an
organization such as a
Chamber of Commerce
could serve as the moving

force behind such a cor-
poration, and he invited the

known when the work will be completed.

St. Anicet Chamber to
accept that challenge. He
said it was up to them to
convince business people
and municipal councils of
the need for an economic
development corporation.

The area of the local MRC
has many resources said
Gagnon and all that is
needed is some
organization to co-ordinate
and push their develop-
ment.

Talking abouthis job with
the Ministry of Industry
and Commerce, Gagnon
explained that he was one
of 13 advisers working out
of the Montéregie Regional

office located in Longueuil.

The main concern of the
Ministry is industry for
which the Regional Office
has developed many
assistance programs.

How
wide the paved section of a
road has to be is deter-
mined according to how
many vehicles travel on it
per day.
Studies of the Ministry of
Transport have found that
the traffic on route 138. out
of Huntingdon to the U.S
border is quite low, with 775
to 1,000 vehicles per day
For the sake of com-
parison, route 201, which is
only a regional - nota main
- road, has 20,000 vehicles
travelling on it per day

Between Ormstown and

Huntingdon, the daily
traffic flowis 2,000 vehicles

per day.
Because of the traffic

flow. route 138 out of
Huntingdon should be 6.5
metres wide. Before the
present work started. the
paved road was only 5.5
metres wide.

Traffic flow also regulates
the width of shoulders The
section of route 138 now

under construction had
little or no shoulders at all

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TO PREVENT CRIME
Crime in Canada 1s not as

widespread as many may believe.

The country’s relatively low crime

rate, however, cannot be taken for

granted.
Keeping communities safe and
enjoyable to live in cannot be left
entirely to police forces. It also takes
motivated and well-informed citizens
of all ages working together.

Since the first National Crime
Prevention Week in 1983, thousands

of Canadians, including
businessmen, teachers. students.
newspaper television and radio
people, have joined with police and
governments to give information and
make people aware of subjects
ranging from vandalism to drug

abuse.
The themes of National Crime
Prevention Week: partnership.
neighborliness, family and com-
munity. have always been a part of
life in Canada.
Caring about one's families and
communities and showing that
caring through commitment to ac-
tivities which improve the quality of
life for all, is something the Week is

meant to encourage and stimulate.
It's also a time to let Canadians
know what they can do to help
prevent crime and {to encourage

100 years

them to become actively involved in
the crime prevention partnership.
For those who haven't been involved

before, here are three basic ways
they can help keep their community
safer:
1. The first step is to follow basic
safety precautions at home, at work,

and on the street,
2. Another way is to join with
colleagues and neighbors in co-

operative crime prevention ac-
tivities such as Neighborhood Watch,
Block Parents or anti-shoplifting
programs.
3. A third way to prevent crime is to
help provide alternatives for people
who might be tempted to carry on
criminal activities, or join
organizations which help offenders
not to revert to their past in-
volvement in crime.

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Beware of Priority Post
The mailing of an important envelope by
Priority Post from one Province to
another can create difficulties and
anguish.
On October 16, 1985 I mailed by Priority
Post an envelope containing a $25,000
Certificate destined for Toronto. A
guarantee was given that it would be
safely delivered within 48 hours - the
deadline set by the Financial Company.
Two weeks later my Retirement Pension
Broker contacted me to enquire as to its
whereabouts as the Company in Toronto
had not received it,
Immediately, I telephoned the Head Post
Office in Montreal and was told
arrogantly to await a reply which never
materialized.
Consequently, a letter was sent to Mr. D.

L. Lander, then Acting President and
Chief Executive Officer of Canada Post
Corporation, detailing the problem.With
regrets, he informed me that it fell within
the responsibility of officials of the
Priority Post function and that they would
be notified.
On December 12 a letter of
acknowledgement of correspondence was

dawned and a letter was received from
Mr. Peter Wilson, Special Projects,
Priority Services, apologizing for the
inconvenience along with the assurance
that newsof the envelope shortly would be
transmitted to me.
On February 27, 198 in a letter stating
the lost envelope had not been found and,
as the article in it was of “‘no intrinsic

value” (according to Mr. C. Simmoneau,
Specialist) a refund cheque for $9.01 (cost
of mailing) was enclosed with apologies.

The envelope was found one yearlater at
the Head Post Office in Montreal! Believe
it or not, no written apology for this
grossly inefficient type of service has
been forwarded, personally, to me from
the Postal Authorities.

The Quebec population as

of June 1, 1984 is estimated
by the
“Bureau de la Statistique
du Québec” to be 6,541,500,
which is a 4.9 percent in-
crease over 1983. The
population increase in
Canada for the same period
was 10.3 percent, and in the
United States, 9.1. percent.
Two of the contributing
factors in Quebec's low
growth rate are a net loss
to other provinces and a
decline in the birth rate.

The inter-provincial
migration continued to
show a higher number of
people leaving Quebec for
other parts of Canada than
those coming into Quebec.
In 1983. 31, 327 people
arrived and 50,404 left - for
a net loss of 19.077 people.
The net total loss for the
period of 1981 to 1984 was
69,545 people. During the

past 15 years, Québec has
lsot 686,393 people while

receiving 382,742 - for a net
loss of 303,651 people.
The Quebec birthrate in
1983 reached a new low for
the past 40 years - with
87,739 births. The number
of deaths remained ap-
proximately the same in
1983 as in 1982 with 44,150
deaths reported in 1983.
As another point of in-
terest, during 1983. there
were 38,360 marriages and
18,579 divorces in Quebec.
