It 
lies within the 5 fathom line of the Admi­
ralty Chart, but in passing up the Harbor 
no vessel of size should approach the 
wharves until well passed this bearing from 
Government House. If York Redoubt be 
kept open of the wharves this will be 
cleared.

countries, and has given tho best possible reply 
to the absurd statements that he had behaved 
discourteonsly to persons Who had to transact 
business with him.

Shameful Delay in Doing Justice.—It will 
be remembered that, nearly two years ago,—on 
the 29th of April, 1860,—a poor woman, named 
Marguerite Robillard, met her death by the fall 
of the massive stone wall in rear of the Court 
House. We learn that this unfortunate victim of the 
carelessness of the public officer, whoever he may 
be,whose duty it was to have seen to the security of 
the wall in question, was so poor that the cost 
of her burial had to be obtained by subscription, 
and that she left behind her fouryoung children, 
who had been dependant upon her industry for 
their support. The death of their mother, and 
their consequent destitution, was undeniably 
caused by the negligence of the custodiers of the 
public property, and few will he inclined to dis­
pute the liability of the Government for such 
reasonable compensation to the children, for the 
loss of their mother, as a jury would not fail to 
have awarded had the wall, bv the fall of which 
she was killed, been private property. It appears 
that, in view of the circumstances in which they 
were left, a benevolent neighbour was found 
willing to accept the charge of tutor to the or­
phans, and that he has supported them at his 
own proper expense up to the present time—the 
petition for an indemnity, on their part, present­
ed to His Excellency, the Governor Genera], 
shortly after their tutor’s acceptance of the enor- 
ous office, having, as yet, had no result. In 
commenting upon the case of these four children, 
a contemporary, with some justice, remarks 
that, while thousands of pounds, beyond the 
amount voted by the legislature, can be found 
for the public buildings at Ottawa, and millions 
of dollars for the Grand Trunk, not a penny can 
be got for a poor family dependant for its sup­
port upon a mother killed by the negligence of 
government employées. We would fain hope 
that the neglect manifested by the Government, 
in affording the relief so justly due to these 
orphan children, has not bccn“intentions!, and 
that we shall have the pleasure of recording, be­
fore they are many days older, that a liberal 
amount has been granted by the Government for 
their support and education.

The “Trent” and toe “Himalaya.”—In the 
Mysteries of Paris there is a character by the 
classic title of le Ohourineur, Anglice knacker, 
-who, besides the horse-slaughtering business, had 
no profound objection to do a little human blood 
spilling from time to time, as the occasion served. 
One of ins physical peculiarities, arising out of 
his moral constitution and course of life, was, 
that lie constantly saw red. The persons who 
did not at once detect the improbability of the 
story of the Trent and Himalaya must be so bent 
upon having war that, like le Ohourineur, they 
see every object through the medium of an ap­
propriately sanguinary tint. The Trent, as it is 
now stated, does not go to England but only 
takes passengers to St. Thomas ; though, as 
the way boats of this line are occasionally sent 
to England for repairs, she might have gone 
there. Yet, the next West India mail was only 
due at Southampton on the 29lh, as any one can 
see on referring to the London 'jytn- jmi. 
Inst. ; and the Trent, being of inferior force to 
the other vessels employed by the West India 
Company, is not likely to have made a quicker 
passage. Every one who knows anything about 
the voyage from the West Indies must have 
toowjLlhaàü-wj0j..utair^lv.uiEY'BS8îïlAÆ^inêh 
is the latest date by the Canada from Queens­
town. If, therefore, news of her arrival, even, 
had come by tho Himalaya, that ship must have 
sailed after the Canada, and yet have ai rived 
simultaneously with her, which is not very pro­
bable, especially as the Times of the 13th states 
that the Himalaya was ready to sail on that 
day. Again, it was necessary to suppose, 
in order to credit this story, that the 
British Ministry made up their minds upon 
this important point, and wrote their despatches 
with the same haste as some Chourineur editors 
reached their decisions and wrote their editorials. 
But even then, why send a frigate? What was 
a frigate to do? She could not bring the ne vs 
as quickly as a mail steamer ; nor could do much 
to revenge our wrongs on the Yankees. Never­
theless, this very palpable hoax, brought up no 
end of red colour into certain optics. We all 
know what war means—harried homesteads ; 
bleeding men ; women and children starving with 
cold and hunger, in many a frontier village; 
landed property valueless ; bank and other stocks 
at ruinous discounts ; all ordinary industry at a 
stand still ; families now living in comfort reduc­
ed to beggary, as they have been in the cities of 
the United States ; men who have believed that 
they have acquired a competence, forced to begin 
life again; young men attracted or forced for 
several of their best years into the army, only 
after a certain term of service to find, as many 
found after the troubles of 183?, that armies are 
disbanded when no longer wanted, and that 
those who have served in them have acquired an 
incapacity to return with success to the pursuits 
they gave up. All this will be bad enough if it 
comes ; hut if it does come will be met bravely 
and firmly. Only, in the meantime, we hope the 
Chourineurs will oblige us by indulging in strict 
privacy the luxury of their own imaginations; 
without unnecessarily shocking the nerves of 
our wives and children, at their morning repast, 
by stories of a “Cock and of a Bull.” Let us 
drink our coffee in peace till we have war in 
earnest.

The American Government and Canada.— 
We are glad to find that whatever attempts may 
be made to stir up ill will on one side of the lines 
or the other, the men who really represent the 
American people, as the Government at Washing­
ton, are showing their desire—a desire which it 
would be the highest imprudence not to entertain 
—to live at peace with their Northern neighbours. 
On three several occasions lately the Govern­
ment at Washington has been appealed to from 
Canada, once officially and twice officiously ; and 
on all three occasions they have promptly ac­
ceded to the demand made upon them. The 
first instance of an application of this kind was 
a demand for reparation for the affront offered to 
our territory by the blackguards who crossed 
from Detroit to arrest deserters at Sandwich.— 
That act, it is said, has been properly represented 
to the President by Lord Lyons, and has been 
disavowed and apologized for. Again, many 
minors, the children of Canadian parents, having 
been enlisted in the American army, Lord Lyons, 
upon the suggestion of Sir Allan McNab, address­
ed the proper authorities upon the subject, and 
an order was promptly made for the discharge of 
such youths. The passport system—in our opin­
ion a very foolish one, inconveniencing no one 
but harmless travellers, but yet perfectly within 
the right of any Government—was found to be 
inconvenient, and upon the representations of Mr. 
Giddings, who, though in no respect charged 
with the duty of forwarding the interests of 
British subjects, a Consul’s services being inten­
ded only for persons of his own nationality, an 
immediate remedy was applied. Passports may 
now be countersigned at either New York, Boston 
or Portland by the following gentlemen ;—At 
New York, by Oscar Irving; at Boston, by Jona­
than Amory ; and at Portland, by E. L. O. 
Adams. In obtaining this arrangement, Mr. 
Giddings has, we believe, only acted in accor­
dance with his constantly manifested wish to do

CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.
SPECIAL MEETING.

(Reported for the Montreal Herald.)

At the special meeting of the City Council 
held on Wednesday evening, by adjournment 
from Monday evening, there were 

present :
Worship the Mayor; Aldermen Leciaire, 
Thompson, Lyman, Beaudry, Bulmer, Mc- 
Cambridge, Gorrie, and Grenier ; Council­
lors David, McNevin, Stevenson, J. B. Rol­
land, Rodden, Homier, Penn, McGrath, 
Duhamel, Cusson, Contant, McCready, G. 
L. Rolland, Brousseau, Muir, and Bowie.

The galleries were also crowded till the termi­
nation of the meeting at midnight.

NEW MARKETS.
The Market Committee submitted a report that 

Clerks will be required for the St. Gabriel and 
St. Antoine Markets, but they have not made 
any recommendations from the applications sent 
in. That several members desiring to see the 
Markets farmed out in the ensuing Spring, the 
Committee deemed it their duty, before appoint­
ing permanent Clerks, to submit the question 
to the Council as to whether it will not be more 
advantageous to let out the whole of the New 
Markets. In this case the appointment of Clerks 
would not be necessary, as temporary assistance 
could be procured from the other Markets.— 
Postponed.

STALLS.
The Markst Committee reported that on the 

25th and 26th instant, the stalls and shops of the 
St. Gabriel and St. Lawrence Markets were offer­
ed for sale at public auction, and the following 
was the amount of the highest bids :—

forming a grand total of $13,568 ; being $9,118 
more than the upset prices.

As a 
slight token of their esteem and regard for the 
late Chief, and in consideration of his long and 
faithful services, the Committee recommend that 
the balance owing to the deceased up to the 1st 
January next, be paid to his bereaved daughters.

Councillor Stevenson inquired whether such 
motion were in order. After the resolution had 
been adopted on the 11th Sept., a motion for re­
consideration had been brought forward at the 
same meeting and lost. A second motion for re­
consideration could not be brought forward.

The Mayor decided that it was not in order, 
Alderman Beaudry appealed from the decision 

of the Cbair ; but, after a lengthy discussion, the 
Council sustained the ruling by a vote of 20 
to .4.

Alderman Grenier then moved, seconded by 
Alderman Thompson :—“ That the 20th rule of 
the Council be suspended with relation to the 
motion before the chair.” This was with a view 
to allow the question to he reopened.

Lost by 12 to 12, a vote of two-thirds being 
necessary.
THE FRENCH PRESS UNREPRESENTED IN THE COUN­

CIL,
Councillor David moved, seconded by Aider- 

man Gorrie :—
“ That the Publishers of French newspapers, 

patronized by the Corporation, be requested to 
send Reporters to attend the meetings of the 
Council and report Us proceedings.”

Councillor David represented that at present 
there was not a single reporter at the Council 
meetings on behalf of the French Press, while the 
English Journals were all ably represented, and 
the debates reported with commendable accu­
racy.

Councillor Penn inquired what prevented the 
French reporters from coming there.

Councillor Rodden thought it would have been 
an improvement upon the published reports of 
the proceedings at the last meeting if there had 
been French reporters present to take down and 
lay before the public the precise remarks which 
had then fallen from the lips of his French con­
frères.

Councillor Contant, rising excitedly—Don’t 
throw stones ; we are quiet now. That is an 
insult. Tùere are English members who have 
said tilings just as foolish and disgraceful as any­
thing ever said by French members.

Councillor Rodden disclaimed any intention of 
insulting the French members, and was about to 
explain his njeaning in French, when

Councillor Contant ggjd he understood him 
perfectly, and would not be insulted if) that way. 
He called on the Mayor for protection from iii 
suit.

Councillor Duhamel thought the motion was 
called for. At present they took qp {fee Herald, 
Gazette, or Commercial Advertiser of a morning, 
and found accurate reports of the Council pro­
ceedings ; but they observed that generally what 
Councillor Rodden, or Alderman Gorrie, or Bul­
mer, &c., had said was reported qt length with 
much fidelity, while the French speeches were 
greatly condensed or omitted altogether. Of 
course in doing so these papers could not be 
blamed, as they only gave what tbs/ .çonsidered 
agreeable to tlieir readers.

The motion wits then carried unanimously.

A new Bye-law to regulate water courses in 
this city was then taken up and read a first 
time.

Alderman McCambridge proposed to leave out 
the imprisonment added to the fine, 4-5 and 3 
months imprisonment.”

The Rules were suspended, and the bye-law 
was then read a second time, but, by consent, it 
was then left over till the opinion of the City 
Attorney could be had on a legal point.

Another by-law to compel the fencing of va­
cant lots and the removal of nuisances was also 
read a first, second and third time, end passed.

APPOINTMENT OF A SUCCESSOR TO MR. HAVS.
The Police Committee reported that, having 

advertised for applications for the Office of Chief 
of Police, they had received the following appli­
cations from 1. Eugene Flynn ; 2. Adolphe Bis- 
sonette ; 3. 0. F. McKenzie ; 4. Guillaume La­
mothe; 5. Jacques Yilbon ; 6. Jas. Civalier; 7. 
A. Montreuil; 8. Dom. Dupont.

After a careful examination of these applica­
tions, the Committee were of opinion that the 
application of Mr. Lamothe was best entitled to 
consideration, and they recommended that the 
appointment be conferred upon him. Signed by 
Messrs. Leciaire, Beaudry, Homier and Roilaud.

Alderman Leciaire moved, seconded by Aider- 
man Beaudry :—“ That the Report he adopted.”

Alderman Leciaire observed that he had 
known Mr. Lamothe for several years and be­
lieved him well qualified for the position. He 
was a man of good education and well establish­
ed firmness and bravery. He did not consider 
Messrs. Flynn and Bissonette qualified for the 
position of Chief, though the/ had performed 
their duty well as sub-chiefs.

Counelllor Rodden would say here what he 
had already said in Committee. He regretted to 
say that they had not in the Police force a man 
exactly fitted in every respect for the office of
Chief of Police. If they had, it would be their

duty to place him in that position. Both Messrs. 
Flynn and Bissonette w#r® very active and ener- 
getio, but neither had all the qualifications re­
quired in such an officer. He would prefer that 
they should give a fair salary for the services 
required, and they might expect to get a person 
possessing higher qualifications. He did not 
mean to disparage any of the applicants. He 
knew nothing against any of them. He thought, 
however, the Council should have time to become 
better acquainted with the gentleman whom 
Alderman Leciaire had recommended so highly. 
It was an awkward thing for the Council to have 
to decide thus hastily so important a matter. The 
Police Committee had lost no time in advertising 
for applications, but he was under the impression 
that they would have had a greater number of 
applicants, and more with whom the members of 
the Council were acquainted. He believed that 
the Police Force was inadequate to the wants of 
the city. They had two police forces—he might 
say two Police Courts. The sooner this was 
done away with the better. He proposed to 
merge the Fire Department into the Police De­
partment. He would have certain powers added 
to the Recorder's Court which would make it 
work with greater advantage to the city. He 
would also unite the Government Police with the 
City Police. He would also wish to have a House 
of Industry to which destitute persons might be 
sent instead of to Jail. Entertaining these views, 
he desired to wait a while before making the ap­
pointment, in order to ascertain whether it were 
possible to merge the two police forces into one, 
and unite the Fire Department with the Police 
Department. They would thus have fewer chiefs 
of Departments, and so be able to place at the 
head of the Joint Department a gentleman who 
would command respect—perhaps that might 
happen to be the gentleman now recommended, 
and perhaps not. He would lastly speak of one 
who had entered the Police Force 21 years ago, 
and so far had received no reward for his services. 
Twenty-one years service in almost any other 
department would entitle a man to be pensioned 
for life. But if they did not pension Mr. Flynn 
for life, let them not do him a great injustice. 
Let them neither bring in a stranger nor put a 
junior over his head. Let them give him a fair 
trial, and ii he were found deficient, he (Mr. R.) 
would be the first to come forward, and vote for 
the appointment of a better. (Cheers in the 
galleries.)

His Worship rising—Mr. Darcy, bring me the 
name? of those who are stamping ; this not a pub­
lic market, nor a fish market either. (Laughter.)

Alderman Lyman would have preferred that 
more time should have been given to the con­
sideration of the question, as it was a very im­
portant post they were about to fill. On com­
paring the merits of the different applicants, he 
must say that, upon the face of it, Mr. Flynn had 
the advantage of being thoroughly acquainted 
with the duties he would be called upon to per­
form. With regard to Mr. Lamothe, however, he 
must say that what he knew of him was very 
favourable. He would prefer that he should be 
a few years older ; but this was a fault which 
would be cured by time. He concurred in Coun­
cillor Rodden’s" views respecting the amalgama­
tion of the Police and Fire Departments.

Councillor Rodden then moved m amendment, 
seconded by Councillor McNevin, “ That Sub- 
Chief Flynn be allowed to continue as Acting 
Chief of Police, and that no other appointment 
be made at present.”

The mover said he made this motion with the 
view of giving Mr. Flynn a fair trial, and, in the 
meantime, other gentlemen would have an op­
portunity of coming forward. His acquaintance 
with Mr. Flynn was very favourable, and his de­
ficiencies were such as might be removed in 
time. Some persons had spread a report that he 
(Mr. R.) had been spoken of for this office. He 
could solemnly declare that he had no desire for 
the position ; it would not be agreeable to him, 
and it was quite a mistake to circulate such a 
rumour.

Councillor Contant observed that there were 
other applications that merited attention. He 
maintained ihat there was not a man in the city 
better qualified for the post than Sub-Chief Bis­
sonette. He objected to Mr. Flynn’s appoint­
ment on the ground that he was not sufficiently 
familiar with the French language. He read a 
report which Mr. Bissonette submitted with his 
application, giving the number and names of the 
prisoners he had arrested since January last.

Councillor Stevenson inquired whether, since 
the death of the late Chief, Mr. Flynn had not 
performed the duties of Acting Chief sa.is- 
factonly ?

Councillor Rodden ans ivered in the affirma­
tive.

Alderman Leciaire was well acquainted with 
Mr. Flynn, and must say that he was aware that 
he was not sufficiently conversant with the 
French language to carry on a conversation in 
it. Innocent French prisoners, brought to the 
Station, might be hardly treated, if unable to 
make themselves understood.

Councillor Bowie thought they would never 
have the Police Force managed properly till it 
was taken out of the hands of tie Corporation, and 
placed under Police Commissioners. The Water 
Police were now acknowledged to be by far the 
most efficient body. He believed the applicant 
recommended by the Committee to be the best 
qualified from all he knew or heard of him. He 
considered that his youth was rather a recom­
mendation than otherwise.

Alderman Bulmer rose to move another 
amendment. He doubted whether they had in

however, it was desirable to make a trial of 
amalgamating the Police and Fire Departments, 
and then they would obtain an augmentation of 
the strength and efficiency of the force. He 
moved, seconded by Councillor McGrath, “ That 
the report now under consideration be left over 
until such time as the Police and Fire Commit­
tees shall have made a report upon the propriety 
of amalgamating the Police and Fire Depart­
ments, which report they be requested to make 
at as early a day as possible.”

Alderman Leciaire thought this would cause 
too much delay, and he saw no good to be de­
rived from it

Alderman Thompson reminded the Council 
that seven or eight years ago, the Force had been 
under the command of Mr. Flynn for twelve or 
fifteen months during the illness of the Chief.

The Council then divided on the last amend­
ment, and it was lost by 13 to jO.

Councillor Contant then moved in amend­
ment seconded by Councillor Brousseau, “ that 
Sub-Chief Bissonette be appointed Chief of 
Police.”

Councillor Contant spoke at some length in 
favour of Mr. Bissonette, and then alluded to a 
rumour that he was seeking the office for him­
self. He denied the truth of it, saying “ he was 
too rich now to be Chief of Police." (Laughter.)

The Council then divided on the amendment, 
and it was lost by 14 to 9.

The vote was then taken on Councillor Rod­
den’s amendment, and it was lost by 13 to 10.

On the main motion for the adoption of the 
Report, the Council divided, 15 tor and 8 against. 
(We published the names yesterday.)

funeral procession to Dublin, and laid in state in 
the Lecture Hall of the Mechanics’ Institute, 
there, where large crowds have daily attended 
to do honour to them. The patriots of Ireland, 
however, are greatly enraged at Dr. Cullen, who 
forbid the priesthood to take any part in the ob­
sequies. The “ M'Manus Obsequies Committee” 
do not venture to speak on the subject, but the 
Rev. Patrick Lavelle issues an address in the 
Freeman, supposed to be inspired by Archbishop 
M‘Hale. We give some of the most impressive 
passages :—

“ Alas ! and alas ! that in Ireland there should 
be a second sentiment on his claims to a national 
moruning and national gratitude I . . . .
He, the Catholic and the patriot, the disinterested, 
the devoted, and the brave, he is denied the 
honours accorded to the Castle-slave, time­
serving, hypocrite, and wriggling sycophant, 
whose creed is to sell his creed and his country 
together to the first buyer for prompt payment.

“ Good God ! M'Manus denied a momentary 
resting-place in any church in Ireland, though 
those whose fathers b .ilt those churches would 
shed the last drop of their blood to honour his 
memory ! Oh I why not have brought those 
sacred remains to the fane of Jariath, that there 
the accents of tens of thousands of voices might 
mingle with the noble pronouncements of 
patriotic Cloyne in honouring the man who died 
a martyr to his country’s love ? Oh ! Ireland ! 
Ireland ! is this your act ? If not, in the name 
of creed, country, and people, speak out your 
sentiment. Did M’Manus die the banned of the 
Church? Then, my Lord Bishops of New York 
and Cloyne, explain your ecclesiastical homage 
to his memory. The patriot died as he lived, 
true to his faith as to his country, anointed and 
annealed, in peace with the world and with 
God ; with all except the enemy of all, the cruel 
oppressor of his dear native land. Yet is he 
denied in that dear land the honours heaped 
upon the coward, the traitor, and the slave ; the 
honours which to-morrow would be granted to 
those men who, for gain and interest, swore his 
precious life away, and would swear to-morrow 
mine and that of any bishop in Ireland.

“ St. Malachy, whom we this day commemorate! 
St. Laurence O’Toole, patriotic Oliver Plunkett, 
martyr to thy patriotism ! were you to-day alive 
would you deny Terence Bellew M'Manus a 
night's rest before the lamp of your sanctuaries ? 
Oh, Ireland ! Ireland ! how art thou fallen. 
When shall thou rise ! Is this thy act? If not, 
speak out ? Dare to spea1" it, Ireland !

“Dear M’Mar , h..^ n be thy memory in 
every land where freedom still dares to breathe. 
Thou art to-day ostracized in the heart of thy 
native land ; but thy living countrymen have no 
part in the dead. Nay, thou art still dearer to 
them, far and far, from the attempt to dishonour 
thy name and thy grave, and the principles for 
which thou hast died, than thou ever wouldst 
have been had the dim lamp of the sanctuary 
been permitted to cast its faint and melancholy 
light on thy precious remains. Bnt thou are 
enshrined in our hearts a thousand times more 
than ever ; and I, for one, vow never to enter the 
city in which thou art thus proclaimed on thy 
bier almost as I am in my parish, without pour­
ing out my soul at thy grave, and vow a new 
vow each time of hate and hostility to thy enemy 
and mine, the enemy of our creed, our country, 
and our Holy Father.”

FAMINE IN IRELAND.
(Kilkenny, Nov. 5, Correspondence of the Dublin 

Evening Post.)
It is only just now that the last of the oat 

crop has been got secured, owing, in the first 
place, to the lateness of the growing season, and, 
secondly, to the wetness of the harvest. It is 
really lamentable to reflect on the difficulty 
which must exist in all directions on the part of 
the farming classes to meet tlieir engagements, 
which, at other times and under more favorable 
circumstances, would appear to them of verv 
inconsiderable magnitude. With scar-ely half 
a crop of potatoes—the keeping proper ies o 
win. ii are still a question of much doubt—with 
the same falling off in the other staple article of 
farm produce—wheat—and a barely average oat 
crop, which has been but very imperfectly saved, 
it will be with great difficulty the small tillage 
farmers will struggle through the coming year.

On Saturday, November 2, the clergy of the 
Deanery of Castlebar met at Armstrong’s Great 
Rooms, Castlebar, the venerable Archdeacon 
Browne in the chair.

THE NEW FRENCH TARIFF".
The effects of tbs commercial treaty with 

France are beginning to show. The 28th of last 
month was quite an exciting day for a great 
number oi the inhabitants of Marseilles.

Hardly a person passed along the Rue St. Fer- 
reol without stopping to inquire about “the 
foreign inyasio!).” Towards noon, groups of 
persons were to be seen anxiously awaiting 
something or other. And what was the pause ? 
Simply that for weeks past a spacious building 
had been gradually rearing an imposing front, 
destined to be a grand depot for the sale of Eng­
lish jpanufactures.

The doors opsh@4 it1,3i tied there was a tre­
mendous influx of persons to jrieiy thp s oçk, nor 
on the first day nothing was to be sold. Of 
Monday the Marseilles world had learnt what was 
to be fojmd at the new shop, and from that day 
to this' there has been çj» jngessant crowd of pur­
chasers.

At first sight I was disappointed at the style 
of goods sold. I found nothing but the cheap 
and useful,—blacking, hosiery, razors, flannels, 
corduroy, linen, beer, But I soon learnt that 
the company had selected wisely and well- More 
than half their stock was disposed of during the 
three fyst da/s. The affair has been got up by 
some most respectable persons here. The direc­
tor is a very intelligent man, apd bears a high 
character. It is supported by the first mercan­
tile house, and I am sure will prove a success.

They have selected a good P??ition in the 
Bond-street of Marseilles ; there are no less thap, 
JO windows in the facade. There are 40 men 
employed, 12 of ytbom are English. The direc­
tor gave me a list of the articles sold.

Among the principal were^hosiery, stationery, 
papiep mâché, perfumery ; provisions—such as 
cheese, beer, biscuits, squees and pickles ; Britan­
nia metal and the’ japanned Birmingham wape ; 
Staffordshire stoneware, but none of the finer 
porcelain, as in this article the French can beat 
us ; woollen fabrics, but no fancy goods either in 
this material or in silk, the French having a su­
periority in these jgwiufactures.

Carpets sell well, but the pile (maquettes) are 
thinner and narrower than those sqld in France, 
and do not compete well with like quality of 
French manufacture. Druggets sell enormously. 
Kidderminster is not much in demand. In dra­
pery, cotton and woollen mixture? sell well ; 
cotton velvet especially. Of course, there is a 
good stock of cutlery, some saddlery, whips and 
sticks, a few cheap writing desks and portman­
teaus, but ip tl)is branch I do not think they have 
been successful. The specimens f saw were very 
indifferent. Ready made paletots seemed to pe 
in great demand.

Since the abolition of passports, and since a 
treaty of commerce was concluded between Great 
Britain and France, the communication between 
the two countries has greatly increased. During 
the first ten months of the present year 108,758 
travellers passed through Boulogne, going to or 
.coming from England. The number of travel­
lers during the corresponding period of last year 
was only 91,785.

A. Alston, and are retained in 
custody.

Col." Heckhart was a lember of the Maryland 
Senate, and Messrs. Lading and Quinlan of the 
Maryland House of Rensentatives.

The men were arreslt at different times for 
various acts of treasef such as cariying de­
spatches, &c., &c. Th appear to be active and 
intelligent. Some of tm express themselves as 
exceedingly disgustedvith secessionim, find­
ing fault at the mannen which they lave been 
treated by the leadingicession prisonffs at the 
Fort.

We have no arrivals this week, and only one 
departure, viz. : the “ Conway,” for Liverpool, 
fully laden, 1156 tons.

We may now fully consider our direct trade 
by water as closed, as with the exception of a 
few wood barges and some river steamers, we 
shall see nothing more in our Port for the next 
five months. The harbour presents a very deso­
late appearance, all the sheds and temporary 
buildings on the wharf having been removed.— 
With the exception of some river craft and some 
dredging machines, no sign of life is visible, 
and all that remains is to point to what has been 
our trade during the past season, and later on to 
form our ideas as to the prospects of the coming 
year.

At the Canal some little animation still ex­
ists, and the arrival of Produce continues, 
though of course on a very limited scale. Two 
or three steamers are still due, and a vessel 
called theNiagara,” laden with grain direct 
from the West, for Liverpool, is daily expected, 
she being over six days out, since leaving the 
"Welland Canal, having been detained by the 
strong easterly winds that have recently prevail­
ed, and which, we regret to learn, have also ex­
tended to the Gulf, accompanied with heavy 
snow storms. We fear that a considerable 
amount of damage will be done to the vessels on 
the way home. So far, we have only heard of 
one accident lately, the “ John Pink,” laden 
chiefly with peas ; we see by a telegram to­
night that she is discharging her cargo, and 
will probably be got off without much in­
jury. The open weather we have been fa- 
fored with here has proved of the greatest ad­
vantage to enable vessels to get away We can 
only trust that the large number of vessels de­
tained here so late may safely clear the Gulf be­
fore the winter in those more northern parts 
fairly sets in.

Last week we gave a general analysis of the 
tonnage that arrived here last year, in compari­
son with that of the previous one. This week 
we give a complete one of the distribution of 
our large receipts of Produce, and we feel sure 
it will prove of considerable interest to our mer­
cantile readers, as they thus are enabled at a 
glance to see to what Ports the bulk of our ex­
ports flow :—

The English news is important. There is little 
doubt but that there will be a severe famine in 
large districts of Ireland, owing to the almost 
total loss of the Potatoe crop. We should have 
thought that the painful experience of 1846 and 
1847 would have prevented them ever again re­
lying on such an uncertain means of subsistence 
as the Potatoe crop has of late years proved to 
be. It was then hoped that the Irish farmer 
would turn his attention to the raising of other 
sorts of grain, and more especially of cattle, for 
which the country is eminently fitted, 
and for which there is always a 
ready market in England. We trust 
active measures will be taken to prevent the 
repetition of the sad scenes of 1846 and 1847. 
We regret to notice a strike amongst the Cotton 
operatives, this, at the present moment is cer­
tainly a most illtimed movement, and will cause 
great distress among the manufacturing dis ■ 
tricts.
