The
raid also led to the seizure of up
to a thousand marijuana plants
in various stages of production,.

Guindon says the ring oper-
ated in the Magog area and as
yet, no connection with orga-
nized crime has been estab-
lished, but the investigation
continues and additional police
interventions may be forthcom-
ing.

Two of the arrested individu-
als have been charged with pro-
duction and possession of drugs
for trafficking purposes and
theft of electricity. The third, ar-
rested at the Orford green-
house, was to appear in
Sherbrooke yesterday after-
noon.

A{rom the city on the subject,

ennoxville residents concerned
about the safety of pedestrians on St.-
Francis street will finally be seeing some
progress in the form of a new crosswalk.
Sherbrooke’s city council passed a mo-
tion Monday for the installation of the

crosswalk between Atto and Beattie
Streets, right in front of the entrance to
Atto Beaver Park.

“We're extremely happy with at least
the crosswalk,” said Borough President
David Price, indicating that the true ob-
jective is the creation of a sidewalk or
dedicated trail of some sort along the
street, “This is a great start to serving a
real need.”

The matter of pedestrian safety in the
area first came to public attention in Feb-
ruary of 2012, when concerned resident
Marie-France Beauregard presented a pe-
tition of more than 200 names to the
Lennoxville borough council. The peti-
tion pointed out the danger present for
locals attempting to cross from the resi-

given that St.-Francis Street
has no sidewalks.

about ‘one or two’ calls a week
concerning bed bugs in private
residences, but says the insects
can invade any type of estab-
lishment, including hotels and
homes for the elderly. Even the
Sherbrooke courthouse made
headlines with the problem in
2011. As a precaution, Cameron
strongly recommends against
the common habit of placing
guests’ coats on a bed, even sug-
gesting they be kept outside the
dwelling, a practice that might
pose its own problems.

Bed bugs are not class con-

scious and can attack both opu-
lent disadvantaged neighbour-
hoods, regardless of how clean
a place might be. Buildings in
which there is a lot of move-
ment of furniture are at higher

risk which increases with the

number of apartments.

“We can expect a resurgence
of bed bugs in January and Feb-
ruary, when people return from
the South,” Cameron adds, sug-
gesting that travelers not put
their clothes in the hotel draw-
ers leaving them in suitcases on
the luggage rack.

he current debate over Quebec’s so-
Talled Charter of Values touches on

several different issues that res-
onate within our society. The tolerance
of difference, the construction of iden-
tity, the role of religion, and the limits
to personal rights and freedoms a soci-
ety can legitimately impose represent
just some of them. The government, in
its push for this divisive, probably un-
constitutional legislation, has increas-
ingly focussed on one, however - the
equality of women.

This focus is understandable, given
the governing party’s counterfactual de-
sire to embrace its left-wing ‘progres-
sive’ roots, while caving in to its
ethnocentric, xenophobic inner nature,
but if this is the true purpose of ripping
the social fabric apart, then further dis-
cussion is needed indeed.

This Friday marks the 24th anniver-
sary of the day a young, disgruntled
Marc Lepine took out his misogynistic
rage out on women students at Mon-
treal’s Institut Polytechnique. By the end
of his suicidal rampage, 14 young
women lay dead, another 12 people, in-
cluding two men, wounded, and Quebec
and Canada were left facing the tragic
implications of an inexplicable event.

But it wasn’t inexplicable at all. Lep-
ine himself told us why he was doing it
- he hated feminism and blamed it for
the misery of his life. Female engineer-
ing students, stealing places that right-
fully belonged to men, were the perfect
targets for his hatred and despair.

Lepine, of course, is not representa-
tive of the attitudes of very many peo-
ple, let alone an entire society, but he
was, and remains, symbolic of the diffi-

culty many in a society can have in
adapting to fundamental change. ‘Tra-
ditional’ roles for women have deep-
seated roots in most societies and also
in most these have included aspects of
repression, isolation, and dependence.
We in the west have made considerable
advances in this regard, but if the level
of current feminist outrage is any indi-
cation, we have a long way to go.

Following Lepine’s murderous mis-
sive, considerable effort was made to
raise awareness, and expand the protec-
tion of the rights of women. The an-
niversary is marked by vigils
throughout the country, and our com-
munal commitment to the achievement
of equality is re-affirmed. But how far,
really, have we come?

While our laws entrench the legal
and civil equality of women, our societal
behaviour tends to fall behind. Like the
rest of North America, we pander to a
hyper-sexualized female ideal where
even heads of government are judged by
appearance and apparel. We applaud
the achievements of women in the
workplace, without mediating their bur-
dens at home.

In terms of awareness, we teach our
daughters that they can be anything
they want, by dressing them as
princesses, entering them in ‘toddlers
and tiara' displays, and bombarding
them with images of perfection that are
both unattainable and required.

More important, and less theoretical,
are the estimated 20,000 cases of domes-
tic abuse, the sexual assaults, and re-
venge attacks reported to police each
year in Quebec and the countless others
that aren’'t. At the moment, thousands
of Quebec women live in fear of this
kind of violence and many more are in-
formed that if it happens, they must
have deserved it.

In advocating for the rights of women
by limiting their personal freedom, the
current Quebec government, and many
of its supporters, are perpetuating a
startlingly paternalistic tradition of in-
fantilizing the female of the species — or
at least that part-of it that doesn't ‘see
the light’ of a certain feminist ortho-
doxy. To the government, the head cov-
erings worn by some Muslim women are
symbols of their repression and debase-
ment and must therefore be banned.

They bring up images of ‘honour
killings’ and other manifestations of
cultural misogyny that are rampant in
the world.

Symbols, of course, are always subject
to interpretation and one woman's cage
is, it appears, another woman’s free-
dom. In a society as culturally sensitive
as Quebec’s however, symbols achieve
great importance and must be inter-
preted uniformly. Thus, the wearing of
a fleur de Lys or a poppy does not repre-
sent just a love of territory or a remem-
brance of the dead, but an aggressive
political statement.

In a society that trumpets female
equality and dignity, yet continues to
wallow in an overly-sexualized cultural
reality, it should come as no surprise
that many women would find comfort
in divorcing themselves from the kind
of scrutiny women generally experience
- even if it elicits hatred and contempt.
In the eyes of many of these women, the
veil serves as an expression of modesty
and a rejection of the role society de-
sires for them.

Freedom, if it means anything at all,
means the freedom to express oneselfin
any way that does not inflict harm on

others. In no way can the voluntary
adoption of a head covering - or any
other religious symbol, for that matter
— cause such harm. Our government,
however, and a discouraging proportion
of our citizenry, prefer to ignore that
fact.

While we choose to call it a different
name, the violence against women per-
petuated in Quebec is essentially no dif-
ferent than the ‘honour’ violence we
attribute to other cultures, as men con-
tinue to deny women freedom, security
or the right to challenge male authority.
Guy Turcotfe did not kill his children to
punish them, but their mother, after all.

As we mark the anniversary of the
Polytechnique massacre, we should not
be confused into thinking we have made
game-changing progress in creating a
non-sexist, non-violent society. We
haven't. What we seem to have done,
however, is to create an entirely new
batch of expectations and demands to
which Quebec women must now acqui-
esce.

Our daughters can aspire to be Miley
Cyrus, if they choose, but not Malala
Yousafzai — not unless she changes her
outfit, anyway.

arol Channlng belted it out on |
‘- Broadway, and then Marilyn Mon-

roe immortalized it on the silver
screen in Gentlemen Prefer Blondes -
“Diamonds Are a Girl's Best Friend.”
Turns out they're also close to the heart
of Townships-based filmmaker Rugge
Thomson. That’s rhymes with “mug,”
for those of you wondering, and that’s
probably many of you who aren’t famil-
iar with the tall, handsome and engag-
ing thirty-something guy behind a
movie project brewing in these here
hills.

Rugge grew up in the Knowlton area,
but his film-related talent (both behind
the camera and in storyline and con-
cept) landed him (oh what a pun that is)
working for Carnival Cruise Lines, ar-
ranging and filming events, and seeing
the world while he was at it. On board,
Rugge met his wife, Tatyana, a Russian
languages specialist. The two opted to
make the Townships home, where they
are now raising their toddler son.

It was Rugge’s involvement in the
Eastern Townships Film Festival that
first switched me on to his talent. As one
of the organizers, Rugge was present at
most of the events I attended in cover-
ing the weekend-long event in August.
Most impressive in his involvement was
a “video-mapping” sound and light
show, projected onto the side of one of
the Brome-Missisquoi Historical Society
buildings. The historical building was lit
up, framed, appeared to crumble, and
then clips of the films shown circled the
surface, including spokeswoman Pascale
Bussiéres appearing in one of the win-
dows to welcome movie-goers.

Following the film festival, Autumn
had Rugge’s creative brain cooking, and
what has resulted is the short film and
crime drama, Lustre, set to film in early
January of 2014. The backstory involves
a powerful man, with a penchant for
getting everything he wants (ie. money,
money, money, stuff and a beautiful
young thing hanging on his every word).
Lustre’s story barges into the private
lives of its characters, as well as the view-
ers’ psyches.

Here is a basic breakdown, (thanks to
Rugge Thomson):

After a few deals go bad arms dealer
Victor Kovacs decides to sell some Con-
flict Diamonds at a private auction. On
the official guest list are a scheming
dominatrix, a corrupt priest, a pill push-
ing doctor and an Irish mob boss. Each
guest has the means - but is there a way

Last year, Thomson put together a
short film called “Til Death,” featuring
local actors, including United Church
Reverend Dave Lambie and Shefford
farmer Rich Semmelhaack, among oth-
ers. For an idea of what Thomson's work
is, his sense of timing, humour and his
ability to capture a shot, “Til Death” can
be viewed on YouTube
(www.youtube.com), as can other pro-
jects, and his demo reel. His work is fea-
tured under the username Van Rugge.

In order to make Lustre happen,
Rugge Thomson is deep in the throes of
a social media campaign. Lustre has a
Facebook page, where you can keep up
with news, including the recent in-
volvement of designer Jodi Mallinson (of
Jodi Mallinson Designs), who will create
the wardrobe for the female lead, Au-
rélie Lachance (played by actress Karine
Dashney).

More importantly, however, is the all-
or-nothing Kickstarter crowd-funding
campaign, designed to allow film lovers
and those who wish to support local tal-
ent and Townships-based projects. The
campaign is in its final week, and as of
press-time is just $1,225 shy of the
$3,500 goal set.

Many folks aware of Rugge Thom-
son’s abilities have jumped on board,
most recently author Louise Penny (le-

gitimately the queen of Townships mys-
tery) has taken an interest and made a
pledge through the Kickstarter cam-
paign. The campaign page can be found
by visiting www.kickstarter.com and
searching Lustre - The Film. Video
footage by Rugge Thomson himself,
clips of Tredilion Park, the impressive es-
tate acting as setting for the film, addi-
tional information on cast and crew are
featured there and on Lustre’s Facebook

page.

While this modest crowd-funding
campaign is on the go, the structure and
players involved have already assured an
impressive soundtrack, setting and then
some.

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Canadian students are high level achievers
but math, science scores dip: OECD study

new international study
ranks Canadian students
mong the top of the class
in key subject areas, but there
has been a noticeable decline
over the years in math and sci-
ence scores among the coun-
try's pupils.

Canada was among 65 coun-
tries and economies participat-
ing in the assessment by the
Organisation for Economic Co-
operation and Development,
which takes place every three
years. Findings of the OECD’s
Programme for International
Student Assessment _ or PISA _
from 2012 were released Tues-
day. Canada released its own
companion report, “Measuring
Up: Canadian Results of the
OECD PISA Study.”

More than 500,000 15-year-
old students were tested on
their knowledge and skills in
three subject areas. The pri-
mary focus was on mathemat-
ics with a smaller proportion of
students assessed in reading
and science. Around 21,000
Canadians from about 900
schools across the country's 10

he Quebec coroner’s office
Tsays it hopes to confirm the

identities of eight missing
“victims in the Lac-Megantic rail
disaster by the end of the year.

Office spokeswoman
Genevieve Guilbault says author-
ities are approaching the final
step in their work to identify frag-
ments of human remains found
in the Quebec town.

Forty-seven people were killed
in Lac-Megantic last summer
when a tanker train carrying
volatile crude oil derailed and ex-
ploded in the middle of the com-
munity.

Officials have confirmed the
identities of 39 people who died
in the fiery disaster that wiped
out part of the town.

Guilbault says the ongoing
analyses are a last-chance effort
because in some cases only a lim-
ited number of fragments are
suitable for testing.

She also says the intensity of
the heat from the fire in the Que-
bec town altered samples, further
complicating the identification
process.

Guilbault says experts are
working to confirm the identities
at laboratories in Montreal, Thun-
der Bay, Ont., and Bosnia-Herze-
govina.

provinces took part. Canada’s
three territories elected not to
participate.

Scores are taken from stu-
dents assessed in each OECD
country and pooled together
and set at an average of 500
points, which is the baseline
used for the study.

The average estimated score
in math was 494. Canada had
518. Shanghai, China topped
the list in math with an average
of 613. Canada was also outper-
formed by Singapore, Hong
Kong, Chinese Taipei, Korea,
Macau, Japan, Liechtenstein
and Switzerland.

Canada had an average score
of 523 in reading and 525 in sci-
ence _ well above the OECD av-
erages of 496 and 501,
respectively.

Shanghai topped the list in
both reading and science with
570 and 580, respectively.
Canada was outperformed in
both subjects by Hong Kong,
Singapore, Japan and Korea. Fin-
land and Estonia also fared bet-
ter than Canada in science.

While Canada was among
the high-level achievers, perfor-

a 14-point dip in the past nine
years. While performance in
reading has remained relatively
stable, the decline in science
performance was “statistically
significant,” dipping from an
average of 534 in 2006 and 529
in 2009.

Along gender lines, boys con-
tinued to outperform girls in
math across most participating
countries _ including Canada _
while girls placed ahead of boys
in Canada and internationally
in reading. The performance
was similar among boys and
girls in science.

Looking at Canada's scores in
the context of being in the top
10 or 15th percentile is “good
news,” said Alberta Education
Minister Jeff Johnson, chair of
the Council of Ministers of Edu-
cation, Canada (CMEC). But he
acknowledged Canada has been
“slowly trending down” as have
a number of other nations who
have been high performers, in-
cluding New Zealand, Sweden
and Finland.

Johnson said it’s also impor-
tant to keep in mind that
among countries and economic

mance of the country’s 15-year-
olds in math has declined, with

regions tested, high-achieving
students in Shanghai, Hong

Kong and Macau came from
one country _ China.

“If you look at countries on
the whole, more strictly speak-
ing, our numbers would even
be higher. Still, very respectable
numbers. But the one that
we’re paying extra attention to
is the math because it’s such a
fundamental skill for the 21st
century and because that’s the
area that the results have been
trending downward on.”

Johnson said there are sev-
eral schools of thought about
potential reasons for the de-
cline in math scores, adding
that he doesn’t think there’s
“any one single bullet.” How-
ever, what should be the point
of discussion and focus sur-
rounds the money and efforts
needed to bolster training for
educators, he noted.

“It seems from the study ...
some of the jurisdictions from
around the world that are
doing well spend more re-
sources on teacher quality,
teacher training and making
sure that their math teachers
have more specialized training
in math and that is paying on,”
he added. “We're looking at
those best practices all over, and

not only from outside Canada
but from within Canada as
well.”

At the provincial level, only
students in Quebec exceeded
the Canadian average. Recogni-
tion of Quebec’s performance
was one of the reasons the
province presented and led dis-
cussions when CMEC met last
July in Nunavut, said Johnson.
The approach to numeracy
math was one of the items of
discussion among the country’s
education ministers, he noted.

“Every jurisdiction is going
to tackle this potentially a little
bit differently and not every ju-
risdiction in Canada has the
same results, either,” he said.

“It's an ongoing process, a
process of continuing improve-
ment.”

Johnson said there are “a
couple of silver linings” in the
report: first, that Canadian stu-
dents are-still performing well
and second, that equity among
the results remains “very high.”

“In Canada, it matters less
who your parents were and
what neighbourhood you live in
than it does in many of the
other countries around the
world.”

Canadian world j Jumor hockey selection camp
features smallest ever roster

e biggest challenge in

I coaching any national

hockey team, says Brent
Sutter, is forming an identity
quickly.

“What you're about as a
team, how you're going to play,
the accountability has to fall
into it right off the bat,” Sutter
said. “That always is the case
when you're bringing in players
from across the nation to be-
come one.”

And so Sutter said the fact
Hockey Canada has named its
smallest roster ever _ just 25
players _ to its national junior
selection camp is a “huge ad-
vantage.” It allows him to coach
and instill that identity from
the get-go, he said, rather than
spend time evaluating players.

“You can run proper prac-
tices, you can just get things
implemented and get going
more with your team,” said Sut-
ter, head coach of Canada’s
world junior team.

“It’s a change, it’s certainly
different than in the past
where it’s been mid-30s or over,

the amount of players that have
been invited. But you know
what? It’'s good. It wouldn’t
have been done this way if
there wasn’t a real clear direc-
tion of path.”

Minnesota Wild defenceman
Mathew Dumba was the lone
NHL player named Monday to a
roster that Sutter called a “mov-
ing target.” He’'s holding out
hope that more NHL teams will
release players before the dead-
line, such as Calgary Flames
centre Sean Monahan, who's
out with a fractured left foot.
Countries must submit their
rosters on Christmas Day, 12
hours before the tournament in
Malmo, Sweden, begins.

“(The Flames) will make the
decision that's right for their
organization and for (Mona-
han). And if they feel its right
for them to keep him, they’ll
keep him, and if they feel it’s
right for him to come to the
world juniors and have this ex-
perience for the first time, and
go through this experience. . .
almost every player who's gone
through this experience, it has
enhanced or helped them at
some point in their career,” Sut-

ter said.

Two goaltenders _ Zachary
Fucale and Jake Paterson _ plus
eight defenceman and 15 for-
wards have been invited to the
selection camp which opens
Dec. 12 in Toronto.

This national junior team
shoulders perhaps more pres-
sure than any team before,
since last year marked the first
time in 15 years the Canadians
didn’t bring home a medal.
Canada hasn’t won world ju-
nior gold since 2009.

“There’s no question the
pressure is out there all the
time, just the way it is in our
country, with any major hockey
event,” Sutter said. “But we're
not concerned about a gold
medal right now, our concen-
tration here is focusing on Day
1 when the kids get in. There’s
a process you have to go
through to get to where we
want to get to, but that can’t be
a focal point. The focal point is
take care of the day to day
things and get better each and
every day and give ourselves the
best chance we can.”

The camp will be one of the
youngest junior groups ever as-

sembled _ Erie Otters forward
Connor McDavid, at 16, is the
youngest player invited. But
Sutter isn’t too concerned, say-
ing Canada has some phenom-
enal young players, and he
believes he.has a good mix.

“It gives us a little bit of
everything at every position, it
gives us some older guys, a bit
of experience, it gives us speed,
it gives us size, it gives us skill,
and now its how we mesh to-
gether to give us our best
team,” he said. “I'm not too
worried about ages, because it
is what it is, you can’t dwell on
it or be worried about it. To be
honest, I'm excited about the
group we have here.”

Sutter downplayed Mc-
David’'s potential role on the
roster, saying: “He's one of 15
forwards and again we still
don't know what will happen
at the NHL level.

“Lets see how it unfolds, he’s
a young player, he’s 16 years of
age, let’s see how it works itself
out, and see if there's a role
there. I'm not going to go into
who for sure is on the team and
who isn’t, that still has to work
itself out to some degree.”

Edmonton Oil Kings defence-
man Griffin Reinhart was
named to the roster, despite the
fact he still has three games re-
maining on a suspension from
last year’s world junior tourna-
ment.

Reinhart didn’'t play in
Canada’s 6-5 loss to Russia in
last year's bronze-medal game,
as he served the first of his four-
game suspension for hitting
American Vince Trocheck in
the head with his stick in the
semifinals.

“We’ll weather through it for
the first three games of the
tournament and then go from
there with Griffin,” Sutter said.
“You've got to think players
who played in the tournament
last year, their experience is
huge. You need their experi-
ence, and he's got experience.
Just his past history with the
program, players that have
played before, it’s tough not to
have them because it’s a unique
tournament, and you've got to
have experience.”

The Roeyal Canadian Legion Danville
Windsor #41 News. Just to date the month
of November has been very busy for the
members.

We started out with our Armistice Pa-
rade on November 2. Everyone gathered at
136 Grove Street, and under the direction
of John Hill, the cadets and members as-
sembled outside to march to the Ceno-
taph in the center if town. John from
Legion Branch #15 had installed his sound
system and was ready to assist us with our
ceremony.

Bob McKeage took over the micro-
phone and lead us through the Service of
remembering our fallen Comrades.

After the service at the Cenotaph, we
then marched down to the O'Hea monu-
ment situated on Daniel Johnson Street,
where Ladies Auxiliary President Dorothy
Evans as well as the Legion President Mar-
lene Goodenough placed a wreath on the
monument.

This monument was erected during
the centennial in 1960, with a plaque
commemorating the brave acts of Private
Timothy O’Hea who was subsequently
awarded the first, and almost only, Victo-
ria Cross, conferred for action not in ac-
tual warfare. The accompanying diploma
stated, “FOR CONSPICUOUS COURAGE
UNDER CIRCUMSTANCES OF GREAT DAN-
GER.” The circumstances of the case were
as follows:

(During the Fenian Troubles, it became
necessary to forward large supplies of am-
munition, including 95 barrels of gun-
powder, from Quebec City to Lake Erie

“under such precautions that only some of

the highest railway officials were aware of
the nature of the consignment. This was
placed in charge of Timothy O’Hea and
three other picked men from the First Bat-
talion Rifle Brigade and placed on board a
passenger train conveying some 800 Ger-
man immigrants westwards.

On June 9, 1866, as the train drew into
Danville, O'Hea noticed that one of the
cars was on fire and gave the alarm,
telling the contents and calling for assis-

tance. According to his statement, the rail- .

way officials and a company of infantry
(which was drawn up in the station yard),

as well as his three comrades, withdrew
to a safe distance. O’'Hea having found a
bucket, a short ladder and with water not
far off, mounted the burning car 19 times
and single-handedly succeeded in putting
out the fire; a task which required almost
an hour while his comrades and others
shouted for him to comeback.

The immigrants were locked in their
railway cars in total ignorance of the dire
peril they were in.

A Military Board sat on an inquiry into
the circumstances and recommended
O’Hea for the Victoria Cross which was
presented to him in the presence of sev-
eral regiments. He was awarded a special
pension of 10 pounds per year.

Timothy O’Hea was born in Bantry,
County Cork, Ireland and could have been
no more that 20 years of age on the date of
his remarkable exploits. On leaving
Canada, he retired from military services
and went to New Zealand where he served
several years in the mounted constabu-
lary.

He went to Sydney, Australia in June
1847 and two days later applied to join the
Andrew Hume's Expedition to recover a
survivor and relics of Leichhardt alleged
to have been found in Northwest Aus-
tralia. :

The leader, Hume and O’Hea, V.C. per-
ished by thirst in Stuarts Desert south of
Cooper's Creek in November 1874. O'Hea'’s
remains were found some weeks later by
aborigines, not far from those of Hume,
and were buried by T. Libery, Manager of
Nocatunga station. Queens; and, Aus-
tralia.)

After the parade, everyone returned to
the Legion where some gathered to remi-
nisce and others gathered around the
piano with our Veteran Jack Hobbs and
played many favorites pieces on the piano.

Entertainment by Mike Patrick, Terry
Howell and Kylie was enjoyed until 5:30.
Our Veterans banquet was catered to by
Buffet Raiche, who served a delicious
turkey supper with all the trimmings.

The cadets from Asbestos Danville were
on hand to clean up after supper. During
this time, President Marlene Goodenough
presented the cadets with a cheque from

Branch #41.

Pins were also presented to Laurent
Noel, 5 years, and Harold Willey, 10 years.

A 5 year pin will also be going to Jon
Powis and 10 year pins will be going to
Claude Boisvert, Jean Guy Laroche and
Guy Pelletier

On November 9, the Remembrance Day
Service was held in Windsor and under
the direction of Gerard Chartier the pa-
rade formed yp and marched off at 1:45
to the cenotaph on Main Street in Wind-
sor. After, everyone gathered at the town
hall for refreshments.

Judith Viorst, a novelist and poet, said,
“Strength is the capacity to break a
chocolate bar into four pieces with your
bare hands — and then to eat just one of
the pieces.”

Strength at the bridge table is the ca-
pacity to stop an opponent with four
good trumps from winning more than
one trick with them. However, doing that
may require imagination.

In today’s deal, South is in six hearts.
West leads the spade queen. South takes
the trick with his ace and cashes the
heart ace. East’s spade discard is a bad
blow. How can South recover?

It is unusual to bid a slam after a sin-
gle raise, but the South hand has few
losers. His three-club rebid was a help-suit
game-try. And when North jumped to
four hearts to say that he had club assis-
tance, it was a fair gamble for South to
bid the slam.

There seem to be two unavoidable
trump losers. However, if South can get
his trump length reduced, he might be
able to endplay West. This requires find-
ing the West hand with exactly 344-2 dis-
tribution.

Declarer plays a diamond to dummy’s
