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TERRIBLE EARTHQUAKE
The Island of Ischia Overthrewn-

Thousands of Persons Believed 10
Have Perished—The Wounded Arriv.
ing in Boat Loads at Naples—Comw
stermation Threugheut Italy.

Lonpox, July 29.—The town of Casamiceiola,
on the Island ef Ischia, near Naples,was almost
destroyed by’ an cartbquake last night. The
neighboring towns of Favio and Lacesameno were
greatly dazasged. A hundred persaus, more or
less severely wounded, have arrived at Naples.
The number killed is unknown,

Roue, July 20—The Minister of Public
Works has gone to Casamicciola to organize
measures of ralief. The shocks begaù at half-
past nine. The majority of the upper classos
were at the theatre, and nearly all the bousos in
the town collapsed. It is estimated that a thou-
sand persons bave beon killed and eight bundred
injured. A number of steamors are earrving the
injured to Naples. The impression produced by
tho disaster is iodesoribabie. Many victims
belong to good families.

DETAILS OF THE DISASTER.

CAPTAIN WEBBS DEATH.
Mis Body Found Near Lewisien—The

. Asrenes’s Inquest.

Quekxatowx, Jaly 28.—The body of Captain
‘Webb was found floating in the Niagara River, a
short distanes below Lewiston, N. Y., this after-
noon by Mr. Turner, of Youngstewn. It was
towed to Lewiston wharf, where an inquest was
held this afternoon. There are only two or three
bruisés on the body, one en the right hip and
another on the eft shoulder, with a alight out on
the forebesd. There is no doubt.whatever of its
being Webb's body; the short samdy hair, light
moustache, high forehead and Roman nose, with
other known features, makes his identity beyend
question. The red bathing trunks are still on
the body. It basthe appearance of -being more
soratched than bruised; the skin is off in a great
many places. Telegrams were sent notifying his
friends of the recovery of the bedy for which
$100 reward was offered. Censiderable excite-
ment prevails, as a great many did not believe he
underteok the feat at all. The Cercuer’s jury
retarneda verdict of “ Found drowned.” The
body has been se-t 48 Beston, where Mrs Webb
is residing at present. The bodies of the two
Indians, who were drowned en Tacsday last, were
also found floating in the river this morning.

' BUFPETED TO DRATH.
Tonosro, July 28.—Inspecter Mewburn, of

Hamilton, whe returned from Niagara frontier,
yesterday, gave the Hamilten Times an interesting
acebunt ef the incideñts connected with Captain.
Webb's sad fate in the rapids. Mr. Mewburn had
met and conversed with Mr. Culling, of H.M.Cas-
toms, Niagara Falls. This gentioman was st the
inclined railway, near tbe whirlpool, when Webb
came down the river, and with a coupls of boys
and some adios, who bear him ont in his state-
ments, saw the captain when he finally disappesr-
ed. Mr. Calling and his party saw Webb distinot-
ly for a miuute befere be resched the whirlpool,
and they are vonfident that he was either dead or
insensible prier te that time. As the bodys
proached the whirlposl, the kead seomed te be
hanging to one side, apd the body appeared to
have nolife init. Once.it was raised a little out
of the water by an extra eddy, but tell back as if
lifeless. Mr. Mowburn takes decidedly the same
view. He believes that Webb bad endurance.
enough to *wim a long distance, but was buffeted
to death by the pressure of tons upon tons of
water in the rapids. Therefers, be must bave
been killed or rendered insensible ere ho gat te
the whirlpool, into-which he was without a deubt
drawa.

The Allan Mail steamor “Circassian” has
brought over a number et letters from the Cana
dian pilgrims to their friends amd rolatives, and
also an official report of tho voyage at sea, pre-
pared by Mr. Simeon Mondon, who acts as secre-
tary to the exoursionists This report bas been
addrested to Rev. Mr. Senteone, parisa priest of
Noire Dame, and contains full and interesting
details of all the incidents of the voyage. The
special feature of the journey seems to have been
the great friendship and cordiality which pre-
vailed, not only among the pilgrims tbomselves,
but between all the passengers. After referring
to the varisus sights usual at rea,such as icebergs,
whales, seals, &c¢ The report states that the main
-saloun wae transformed into a temporary chapel,
through the courtesy of Captain Willtams, for the
convenience of the pilgrims, who bad the advan- |
tage of having three masses nearly every morn,
ing, many of the Protestant passengers attendisg
and being much interested in the proceedings.
Each day the time was divided between devotions
and tamilior intercourse. With the exception of
the ladies, very few of the pilgrims were sea sick.
On the night of Thursday, the 13th iust., a grand
concert was held on board tbo “Oregon,” with
the followinæ oboice programme :

CANADA CUSTOMS.

More Jewelry Relxnres—Irregularities
Reporied in the Hardware rade.

It appears that the value of the scixare of
watches at the establishment of Mr. Wm. Eaves
on Saterday was about $5,000. Mr, Eaves is
not at bomo and the clerkin charge was unable
to ausure Mr. J. A. Gros, the. dotective of the
department, who made the seizure, that there
were no moro goods in the stock which had been

-

thought without ascertaining that the
duty had been paid, and consequently
a strict ozxamioation ef the contents of
the store was forthwith instituted. Tho result
showed that a large quantity of the stock had
never been entered at the Castoms, and this
afternoon, tbo necersary papers were drawa up
for tho seizure of the whole promises, with the
books of the firm, and the detective served the
soizure; immediately shut wp the shop and walked
sway with the key. The value of this seizure
with that made from the same store on Saturday
is somewbat in the neighborhood ef $25,000. As
we go to press Detective Grose. is engaged taking
stock at Messrs E. & A. Eaves store in the ex-
poctation of finding the same thing there, and it
was reported this afternoon that his whale
establishment will likely be put under sei-
sure. The customs officials are remarkably
reticent in regard to the matter, and all that
can be learned from them is that thoy have a
very clear case in both instances It appears
that the information leadingto thess seizures
was received from some one in the trade whe
suffered from the operations of the two firms
pounced upob. It is pot expected that the fall
seizures in either oases will bo confisoated, the
seizures being taken out to show just how much
of the stocks was confiscated. Quite a little
excitement has also been exused in hardware eir-_
cles recently by ae investigation on behalf of the
Customs into the innermost scorets of the trade.
This is belisved te be tho result of a visit to
Britain of two officials ot the hardware appraiser's
department, who believe they have unearthed
somo erooked proceedings in connection withithe
shipment of iron and hardware to this country, |
tfle bills of lading being dated from peints further
removed from the port of shipmest than
should have been, and the dedaotion from.tbe
duoties for freight being consequently inereased.

A fow persens were taken from the rains alive
last evening. Eight hundred more troops went
to the eccne last night.

Thunilersterms — The Best
. Safty.

As this is the season for the play of serial
"electricity, and as the human body isa good
conductor for the fluid, it becomes everyonein
a heavy thunder shower to seek a place ofsafety
A thunderbolt, though seemingly at *‘the sport
of circumstance,” does move really in obedience
to most perfect law. In decending from a sur.
charged cloud, it seeks the nearst and the best
conductor. It makes a zigzag movenient through
the air because this element isa bad conductor
and does all it can to resist the intruder. ‘The
fire ofthe bolt itself is but the consequence of
its battle with the air through which it fights
its way. Sometimes a bolt passes from one cloud
to another, and then the thunder peal is one
long-continued reverberation. But when a bolt
strikeshe earth, the peal is sudden,solid, some-
times deafening. .

As sound travels at the rate of 1,120 feet per
second, and light with such velocity that we
need not here consider it, the distance between
the observer and the spot stuckby the. balt
may be readily estimated. It is doneby count-
ing the seconds intervening between the flash
and the report. Thus: if 10 seconds elapse,
the distance is 11,200 feet ; if 30 seconds, or.
half a minute, 38,600 feet.

In case of near and heavy discharges of elee-
tricity, it is always unsafe tostand beneath a
tree, because it is à good conductor, or near a
large rock, or mass of iron, or body of water,
for the same reason. It is also unsafe to stand
in an open field at a considerable distance from
any prominent object which might serve as a
protector. Ifalone in such a place, it were
wellin an electric battle to draw near, but not
too near, tosome roek, or tiee, or body of
water whichwob¥d be likely in your stead to
take the bolt. Refuge in a barn, especiall
when filled with hayand grain and aattle,
should always be avoided.

If in a house in a heavy thunderstorm, the
doors andwindows should be closed, for light.
ning tends to follow an atmospheric current,
and hence 50 many persons are: killed while
standing in a doorway, or while sitting at an
open window. When lightning strikes a dwell-
ing-house, it usuallygoes down the chimney, or
a corner of the building, runs along the walls,
taking bell-wires, looktugglasses,Tamps, and
other metallic articles in its course. Hence it is
always dangerous, when the storm is near, to
remain in the corner of a room, or to rest
against the wall,or near astove, or lamp, or
looking-glass, or, indeed, any good comducter of
electricity.

A tall tree standing close by a dwelling house
servesas a kind of lightning rod ; yet, some.
times, the fluid leaves the tree as it does a rod,
and enters the building; hence rooms thus ex-
posed should be vacated till the danger ceases.
Perhaps the safest place in a terrific thunder-
storm is on a hair or feather bed in the centre of
a room well closed, and without a fireplaces or
much metallic furniture, in the lowest division
of the house. But if the room be carpeted, a
chair in a similar situation affords comparative
safty.—Boston Traveller.
