Because of Canadian harsh winters, we decided to have indoor curling facilities,
that way we could play all year long. Today, most of the curling clubs are located

in the four eastern provinces.
In July 1992, the International Olympic Committee formally approved curling

as a sport to be included in the Winter Olympic program and, since 1998, the
sport has had full medal status.
