gee’.

Because of his propensity to express 
his views bluntly, especially when it 
comes to political or social matters, 
many consider him as a true blue red­
neck. He might be! The critical look he 
takes at the world, whether it is done in 
a cynical or humorous way, is always 
witty, sharp and on the dot.

This leaves country music fans one 
clear choice to either love Toby Keith or 
dislike him. We also have to keep in

mind that he is a very prolific country 
superstar whose hard work has kept 
him on top album after album. He gave 
us a lot of good country music since he 
first started.

Right on the heels of 2008’s That 
Don’t Make Me a Bad Guy, Keith deliv­
ers his sixteenth album titled American 
Ride. Most of the songs were written or 
co-written by Toby Keith and Bobby Pin­
son.

The album’s title track is the only 
song which Keith did not co-write; it 
was written by Joe West and Dave Pa- 
hanish. The story behind ‘American 
Ride’ is that the writers gaVe Keith this 
song because they considered that he 
was the only guy in the music industry, 
who could get away with recording it. 
‘American Ride’ is the first single re­
leased and it became Toby Keith’s 25th 
#1.

It is a very upbeat and catchy song, 
with clever and cynical lyrics. The song 
looks at American culture, from law­
suits and plastic surgery to terrorism 
and YouTube.

The rest of the album is surprisingly 

sensitive as Keith sings of broken hearts 
and the tôugh life of a musician on the 
road. It’s not easy but well worth it in 
the end. There’s a highly emotional mo­
ment on this new album. It comes with 
‘Cryin’ For Me (Wayman’s Song)’ which 
is a eulogy for Keith’s departed friend 
Wayman Tisdale, a basketball player 
and jazz musician.

This farewell is extremely moving 
and the production, including strings 
and the sax of Dave Koz, gives it a soft

jazz flavour. The lyrics are powerful, 
written from the heart, and show the 
softer, more sensitive side of the big 
man. Sure thing, this is a must hear 
song!

There’s also the catchy pop melody of 
‘Every Dog Has Its Day’, which sounds 
like classic Toby Keith material. ‘Ballad 
of Balad’ is another unique song, which 
you really need to hear to understand.

Half a deer = two bushels of wheat

L
ong before the dawn of recorded 
history there was a simple eco­
nomic system, unsophisticated 
and born of necessity. It was an 
economy based on the idea that we 

could trade our goods with others and 
gain a small advantage in the process. 
This advantage was shared by all. Each 
side gained something they needed in 
exchange for something that they had 
in excess; a very basic barter system 
grounded in survival rather than prof­
it. In some ways, the barter systems of 
the earliest humans were non-profit, 
altruistic and ubiquitous in applica­
tion, contributing in a large part to the 
growth of civilization and all of its 
components.

CIDI is a non-profit organization 
grounded in the community and based 
on the concept that there is always a 
need for creative outlets. This, in a

sense, is our barter system. But unlike 
our early ancestors, we do not trade in 
tangible goods. There is no “I’ll give you 
half of my deer for two bushels of your 
wheat” type of agreement for example, 
but a system moved by music and art, 
part of a communal culture, which has 
to be one of the greatest achievements 
of humanity.

Imagine a world without creativity 
awash in the banal and driven by greed, 
where people are commodities traded 
and cashed in at the whim of the pow­
erful. One need only look at the inter­
national banking system over the past 
year to see the costs of such tomfoolery.

The acquisition of excessive wealth 
by a few has resulted in the misery of 
many. And we all have to pay for it. In 
order to prevent the systemic collapse 
of the economy, we have been forced to 
spend trillions of dollars to bail out the 
greedy and the corrupt. The worst of it 
is that nothing has really changed. We 
have mortgaged our children’s future to

stabilize and reinforce a system that is 
corrupt in nature and possibly criminal 
in application. And it is only a matter of 
time before we are forced to dance to 
the same tune again.

Why do I mention this? Well, I sup­
pose in this profit oriented, consump­
tion driven, want-based economy, we 
seem to have forgotten our beginnings. 
Need has been slain by desire, inno­
cence vanquished by power, the artistic 
replaced by complex economic deriva­
tives. We have put a price tag on every­
thing and this is the gravest danger we 
face in our modern world. Is this a les­
son we should revisit as we move for­
ward? Should we take a collective step 
back and examine the idea of what is 
the nature of profit?

The measure of success and the idea 
that maybe, just maybe, there is a need 
for a new set of operational guidelines 
in how we define what is profitable and 
advantageous to the majority rather 
than the fortunate few should be exam­

ined. I mean, what is the point of hav­
ing the most expensive pots and pans if 
you have no food to cook? Maybe, it is 
just that simple

It’s not always about the money. To 
be able to sleep well at night with a 
clear conscience deserves more atten­
tion. We encourage all of you who are 
interested, willing and able, to join our 
ranks and to help shine a light on our 
beautiful part of the world. We have not 
come this far for nothing. Being who we 
are is CIDI, lots of great shows, lots of 
wonderful hosts and terrific volunteers. 
Give us a listen, send us your comments 
and suggestions, we always want to 
hear from you all and play the stuff you 
want to hear.

a far stretch from their low point in 
2007 that culminated with Ninkovic 
getting tossed into the street by bounc­
ers in Germany.

Those now past trials and tribula­
tions still made an impression on the 
new album, but they’ve been filtered 
through their new experiences. Work­
ing from January to August of this year, 
the group countered any negative ener­
gy they’d generated in the past with 
their most intense recording effort yet, 
and it shows.

They teamed up with Tegan And Sara 
and New Pornographers producer 
Howard Redekopp and put together 
what may be their best constructed col­
lection of songs to date. Their live shows 
have benefited from the reassessment 
of selves as well. The group admits they 
were drained of pretty much every­
thing, creatively and otherwise, when 
they literally were knocked on their 
butt in Germany, but now everything 
feels rejuvenated. The sense that they 
are enjoying themselves is there.

Loving is everything
They’re making the music and play­
ing the music they want to, and their 
concert audiences are the beneficia­
ries.

If you’re a fan of Metric, the afore­
mentioned New Pornographers, the 
now disbanded The Organ or Montre­
al’s Pony Up! then you’ll no doubt 
find something to like in YSP1WSD!

The shouted choruses and the dri­
ving new wave influences make the 
show a treat in and of themselves. The 
well crafted songs, the plucky guitar 
riffs and the bouncing lyrics are all 
little extra bonuses after that.

YSP! WSD! have established them­
selves as one of Canada’s prime am­
bassadors on the global music scene, 
and they are well worth catching 
when they hit Sherbrooke’s Le Tele­
phone Rouge on Thursday, November 
5. They’ll be supported by Half Baked 
and the show is scheduled to start at 
10 p.m.

Rising star: An interview with Howard Shrier
Suspended Sentences

time flies. Al­

_______________ Howard Shrier.
His debut novel, Buffalo Jump, was a 
strong beginning for the Toronto 
writer, and I suggested at the time that 
readers would want to keep an eye out 
for its sequel. Turned out, that was an 
understatement. Last June Shrier 
went to Ottawa to attend the Arthur 
Ellis Awards; he was there to collect 
the prize for Best First Novel of 2009. 
We touched base again recently, and 
had a chance to discuss his success and 
his plans.

Your debut novel, Buffalo Jump, was 
published to great acclaim in 2008. 
What’s happened to you (and it) since 
then?

It’s been an amazing time! After win­
ning the Arthur Ellis Award for Best 
First Novel, Buffalo Jump sold out its 
first printing, and a production compa­
ny acquired the film rights. That gave 
me more confidence as I was finishing 
the second book and certainly raised my 
profile within the crime writing com­
munity.

After taking four years to complete 
your first novel, I understand you 
promised your publisher the next one 
in twelve months. Whatever possessed 
you to commit to that sort of schedule?

My agent and I met with my prospec­
tive publishers while they were still con­
sidering whether to acquire the first

book. They asked if I could keep up the 
pace of a book a year and, in a classic 
case of the mouth working faster than 
the brain, I said yes! The truth is, I did 
feel up to it. I knew the characters much 
better by then, and felt I’d honed my 
craft over four years of writing and re­
vising Buffalo Jump.

Once you got going, your sequel, 
High Chicago, took just five months to 
complete. Would you do it the same 
way again, or are you planning to take a 
bit more time with subsequent novels?

My third book required a great deal 
more research and planning than the 
others and is taking a bit longer. I’m 
very close to finishing the first draft, 
but it won’t be ready in time for the 
summer of 2010.

So you’ve settled into a pattern of 
writing now. How do you work? Do you 
outline or make extensive notes, or just 
“go with the flow?”

I’ve found that I need a lot of time at 
the beginning for ideas to gestate and 
grow organically. To incubate, if you 
will. So I research, make notes and 
slowly build an outline before I start 
writing the text. I don’t outline every­
thing: just enough to know where I’m 
heading when I set out on the journey. 
As for my daily routine, I rent a little of­
fice in Toronto’s Annex neighbourhood. 
Surrounded by my books, both fiction 
and reference, I try to write at least 
1,000 words every day. Most days I ex­
ceed it, sometimes by a little, some­
times by a lot.

Your series features a Toronto-based 
PI named Jonah Geller. What is his 
backstory, or personal history?

Jonah is a former soldier, and a mar­
tial artist. He was something of a lost 
soul in his teens and early twenties. His 
older brother Daniel is everything a 
Jewish mother wants—a successful 
lawyer, married with children, a pillar 
of the Jewish community—whereas 
Jonah is single and still struggling to es­
tablish himself. Jonah was smart but 
didn’t do well at school. He drifted 
around a bit and, for all the wrong rea­
sons, ended up enlisting in the Israeli 
army, where his experiences affected 
him deeply and left him wanting to do 
some good in the world.

Geller has a female partner, Jenn 
Raudsepp, but they have a somewhat 
distant relationship. Will she play a 
more central role in your stories, or in 
Geller’s life, in the future? And what 
about Toronto detective Katherine 
Hollinger? There seem to be some 
sparks there.

Jenn is Jonah’s best friend and busi­
ness partner, but she’s gay, so there is 
no possibility of romance there. This 
was a decision I made early on: I didn’t 
want the series to turn into Moonlight­
ing or Cheers—will they or won’t they 
fall into bed one day? I wanted Jonah to 
be free to fall for other women. He defi­
nitely likes Homicide Sergeant Kather­
ine Hollinger, but it’s a slow courtship. 
They were originally going to wind up 
in bed in book two, but events came up 
that prevented it from happening. 
That’s how it is sometimes with fiction: 
your characters or unplanned events 
spring up and surprise you.

So Geller heads off to The Windy City 
for his second adventure. But he does­

n’t sever his ties with Toronto, and in 
fact calls on a former client to help him 
out of a jam.

Jonah finds himself overmatched in 
Chicago, up against a wealthy villain 
who has seemingly endless resources 
when it comes to rebuffing Jonah’s in­
vestigation or making attempts on his 
life. In Buffalo Jump he makes an un­
likely friend in hit man Dante Ryan, and 
when he realizes how far he’s in over his 
head in Chicago, he knows Ryan’s 
unique skills are exactly what he needs 
to survive.

So where do you go from here? Tell 
us a bit about your next novel, which I 
understand is well underway...

Actually, the third book is a stand­
alone thriller, set near Buffalo and told 
from multiple points of view, about a 
man who goes into the federal witness 
protection program to get away from a 
life of crime and violence, only to find 
that a corrupt sheriff has other plans 
for him. Because of the setting and the 
complexity of the story, and the chal­
lenge of writing in a different voice, it 
has taken longer than High Chicago, 
but I’m aiming to finish the draft by the 
end of November.

Combining fast-paced action with 
well-structured plots, and featuring a 
complex but likeable protagonist, Shri­
er’s novels are fast winning him legions 
of loyal fans. If you enjoy contemporary 
hard-boiled tales with nuanced charac­
ters, check out High Chicago;you won't 
be disappointed.

Any regular viewer of “The Border” will tell you that there usually seems to be just one person having 
fun.

And that's Jonas Chernicks character, Heironymous Slade, the computer nerd. Surrounded by sober, 
gun-toting public servants; slimy careerist agents from Ottawa; and sinister American imperialists, he’s 
the only one who seems to really like his job.

Back for a third season Thursdays on CBC Television, the show deals with a fictitious Canadian 
Border Services agency that patrols our country’s frontiers for everything (ram terrorists to drug 
smugglers and gunrunners.

“We do have a lot of fun,” says the Winnipeg-born actor. “It rarely feels like work. But, there’s no 
question that it is a serious show in that it’s dealing with fairly weighty issues and intense dramatic 
situations.

“And I think I’m fortunate in that I get to stretch my comedic muscles. I’m the irreverent, more 
energetic character, and 1 get to have a lot of fun with that.”

Chernick so-stars with James McGowan, Graham Abbey, Catherine Disher, Mark Wilson, J' 
Codrington, Grace Park and Sofia Milos.

As Chernick says, it’s a cast of “talented actors we’ve been seeing around for years but who 
given the venue to really show their strokes.”

While they’re soberly patrolling the airports, borders and ports, he’s back in the office with his 
computer screens, thoroughly enjoying his role as government-sanctioned hackee

And this isn’t so very far removed from the way Chernick feels about his place in the cast.
“I’d be happy if this show went on for the rest of my life, I love it so much. First and foremost, I love 

the stories. I feel like we’re telling really compelling and exciting stories.
“And the people that I work with are exceptional. It’s kind of gross how much we all love working 

with each other. All the way up to the producers and writers*Everybody’s really lovely.”
This season, Athena Karkanis (“Saw” IV and V) has arrived as Khalida Massi, a language expert - an 

event that forces Slade into something of a crisis.
“Slade instantly falls head over heels, gut-wrenchingly in love with her,” Chernick says, “and spends 

most of the season trying to woo her.
“Of course, he meets mixed success with that. He does a lot of growing up.”
Since “The Border,” he says he has been finding less and less reason to head south to Los Angeles 

every year. He and his wife are expecting their first child - further reason, he points out, for staying in 
Toronto. Unlike a lot of Canadian actors, however, he says he misses California.

The five white male comics hosting late-night and prime-time talk 
shows often feel interchangeable. Sure, Dave isn’t Conan, and the 
Jimmys (Fallon and Kimmel) have their moments. Jay Leno does, 
too, less frequently on his new show, but the choices are staid.

Fox hopes to change this with “The Wanda Sykes Show,” 
premiering Saturday, Nov. 7. Heading to the set of CBS’ “The New 
Adventures of Old Christine,” where she plays acerbic Barb, and 
fresh from her latest hilarious HBO special, “Tma Be Me,” Sykes is 
exhausted from work and caring for the 6-month-old twins she and 
her wife have, yet exhilarated.

A: I am going to do a monologue. It will be the big story - 

whatever the hot story is everyone is talking about this week. I 
have a sidekick, Keith Robinson. We have been friends for over 20 
years. He’s a very funny comic who opened for me on the road. 
The audience can see me with my real friends. He pushes my 
buttons.

Q: So you can riff on anything from reality shows to 
philandering politicians. Then what happens?

A: Then it’s just a big hodgepodge. Were calling it “Wandarama.” 
That will be video clips and photos, doing all of the stories of the 
week, then a three-minute produced piece, a man-on-the-street or 
correspondent. This weekend I went to Adultcon, the convention for 
the porn industry, asking them to go green. What’s wrong with a 
solar-powered vibrator?

Q: That should be rich territory. After die produced piece, 
what do you do?

A: Then a panel. That’s where the drinking begins. There’s a bar 
onstage. And we will have a panel, a pundit or an author and a 
celebrity and maybe a comedian. Not straight-on interviews, more 
about whatever pop culture, another pushing the buttons. It will not 
be interviewing a star about his new movie. It’s a little bit like Bill 
Maher, but not so stiff, more laid-back. Just hanging out with your 
friends on a Saturday night. Then we have inappropriate games, such 
as one game we tested and (it) worked - “Gay, Black or Crippled?’ 
We give you a clue and figure out if a person is gay, black or 
crippled. It sounds like this is just wrong, but it really opens up a 
discussion. You get to see the guest’s thought process, basically how 
we profile and stereotype.

"A Fistful of Dollars" (1964): Not only as the film that 
brought Eastwood from the small screen ("Rawhide") to 
international movie stardom, but also as the template for a whole 
genre, this "spaghetti Western" deserves a spot on this list.
"The Beguiled" (1971): In an image gamble, Eastwood 
played a Civil War veteran at the mercy of several women. 
"Play Misty for Me" (1971): Eastwood proved himself an 
able debuting director with this "Fatal Attraction"-like tale of a 
stalked disc jockey.
"Dirty Harry" (1971): A very good year for Eastwood was 
capped by arguably his most famous role, a maverick San 
Francisco police detective.
"The Outlaw Josey Wales" (1976): Back in Western 
mode, Eastwood yielded a genre classic with this saga of a 
once-peaceable man seeking vengeance.
"Bronco Billy" (1980): Enjoyably playful here, Eastwood 
had the title role as the operator of a Wild West show 
whose modus operandi appealed to a stranded, spoiled bride 
(Sondra Locke).

"Honkytonk Man" (1982): An extremely personal film for 
Eastwood, this quiet drama cast him as a sickly, small-time 
musician who gets his shot at performing at the Grand Ole Opry. 
"Unforgiven" (1992) :Westerns weren't done with Eastwooa 
- and vice versa - thanks to this introspective, Oscar-winning 
drama of a gunfighter opposing a corrupt sheriff (Gene 
Hackman).
"In the Line of Fire" (1993): Eastwood played to his age 
beautifully as a flawed Secret Service agent trying to redeem 
himself by protecting the U.S. president from a cunning assassin. 
"The Bridges of Madison County" (1995): Tfiey might 
have seemed an unlikely pairing, but Eastwood and Meryl Streep 
were outstanding in director Eostwood's adaptation of novelist 
Robert James Waller's midlife love story.
"Million Dollar Baby" (2004): Hilary Swank and Morgan 
Freeman were directed to Oscars by Eastwood, who also starred 
as a trainer skeptical about taking on an aspiring female boxer 
(Swank).

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Based on the solid material fea­
tured on this album, I think that 
Keith is an artist who will continue to 
ride high on the country charts for 
years to come. His voice is strong and 
extremely distinctive. Of course he 
doesn’t really care about the so called 
music industry ethics imposed by 
Music City but he loves the fans and 
he knows what they want.

This new album reaches a peak in 
its softer moments. He croons on the 
emotional ballad Tender as 1 Want to 
Be’ while he is very convincing on 
‘Woke Up On My Own’ which finds 
the singer facing his own limitations. 
Here the guitar work is reminiscent 
of 70’s music.

There are a lot of steel guitars and 
fiddles with blues-rock flavours on 
the party song ‘Loaded’ while the mo­
tivational ‘If You’re Tryin’ You Ain’t.’ 
offers fantastic gospel-soul back vo­
cals.

The track “Are You Feelin’ Me” 
shows his vulnerability, which is a 
side of the artist that we don’t see too 
often. Although this album offers a 
lot of variety, it is not more brilliant 
than what he has done so far. Indeed, 
Keith explores new directions but 
does not re-invent himself.

The man is faithful to his roots 
and faithful to what made him a suc­
cess so far. Those who are willing to 
forget the fact that Toby Keith can at 
time be bold and that he loves to stir 
a little controversy are in for a treat 
because he remains an outstanding 
s i nger/s on gwri ter.

Toby Keith Covel was born in Clin­
ton, Oklahoma, in 1961 and grew up 
on a farm in Moore, just outside of 
Oklahoma City. The country musi­
cians who played at the supper club 
his grandmother ran inspired the 
young man to learn guitar.

He listened to his father’s records 
and fell in love with Merle Haggard’s 
music. You can easily feel Haggard’s 
influence in Keith’s music and lyrics.

After graduation, Keith started 
working in the nearby oil fields.

In the meantime, he formed the 
Easy Money Band and played coun­
try-rock at local venues. After a 
while, the oil industry hit a major 
downturn, so Keith went to play 
semipro football for a USFL farm 
team.

Following two years as a football 
player, Keith decided to make music 
his priority. He cut a few records for 
independent labels, and his demo 
tape eventually got him a deal with 
Mercury.

Keith’s self-titled debut album was 
released in 1993 and made him an 
out-of-the-box success with its chart­
topping single ‘Should’ve Been a 
Cowboy’. It was the start of a very pro­
lific and lasting career for Toby Keith.
