The acconnts of the combat at Beanmon*, 
and of the great battle at Sedan, which we 
herewith publish, from a full history of the 
campaign against MacMahon, beginning at 
Bar La Due on August 25th. and ending at 
Sedan on Sept 1st Combined, the two dis­
patches form a clear, snecioct, and graphic 
account of the entire operations, embracing 
forced marches of more than 75 miles, five 
miner affairs between the heads of columns, 
one severe combat in which 6,000 French 
prisoners were taken, and a great and severe 
battle lasting through parts of two days and 
ending in tha capture of 130,000 men, includ­
ing the Head of the French army and Empire. 
These dispatches read like a romance rathrr 
than a veritable history. And this brief cam 
paign of a week, considered in ail its fea­
tures, mast be regarded as a marvel in war, 
with bnt few parallels for the brilliancy of its 
strategy and the daring of ite tactics. Yet 
the marches by which the field was reached, 
and fee manenvres by which It was won. were 
not only of the simplest kind, hot ofih**
* mplicity which Is true grandeur.

We have before apoken of the marches of 
the Prussian army from Bar la Doc north­
ward, In pursuit of JiacMahon. The fact ia 
now for the first time disclosed that, io fee 
combat at Beanmont, Geo. Do FaHly’s Qorpe 
was surprised, and 6,000 of fais men were cap­
ta red before striking a blow. It was for per­
mitting this surprise feat Gea. De Failly was 
•hot—whether by MacMahon a orders or by tho 
iadignaat French troops is of no [Coosequoace 
now.

It ia less of the Prussian march to Sedan 
than of the Prussian operations after reach io? 
there that we designed to speak. Although 
fee approach was from the South and We>k 
the Prussian attack was directly from fee 
North and East. Gen. Von Mbltke repeated 
at Sedan fee tactic» which won at Meta : and 
that, too, in the face of a stronger eifomy than 
B «saine, on more difficult grooad than Grave- 
lotto, and on the banka of h broader and 
deeper river than fee Moselle. Ha divided his 
army under the walls of Sedan—nnder the 
nose of MacMahon, aa If daring him to carry 
ont his throat of beating him In detail. 
While the Wnrtombergera and the Second 
Bavarian Corpa held the avenoes of eecape 
toward Mealeres, fee Crown Prince of Prumia 
formed hia army north of Sedan at Fiegaenx 
facing southward, and fee Crown Prince of 
Saxony placed his army eaat of the city at La 
Chapelle, facing westward. When fee battle 
of September 1 began, the light of the Saxon* 
and the left of the Prase Ians were separated 
by a mile or more. The aimple order 
of battle was that they should fight to 
a jonction.

I pass oyer all that hM happened since I 

wrote you from Mesisres, to come at once to 
the events of Aug. 31 end Sept. 1—the latter 
tbe saddest day the French arms have ever 
witnessed.

Early In the morning of the 31st, orders 
were given to bring into Sedan all the wagon 
traîna and oxen ^which had been left outside 
theglacis. By this time the streets were 
blocked up by troops of every kind which 
had entered the town during tbe night. I 
tried to ride down to tbe Porte de Paris, 
where the train wm stationed to carry the 
orders. I wm obliged to get off my horse 
and make-toy way M best I could between 
ths horses and caissons which choked up 
avery street and square of the town. As I 
reached the Porté de Peris, I mat tha wagon 
(rain entering m fast m possible, followed 
closely by the rushing oxen end interming­
led with the weeping and terror-stricken 
peasantry of the neighborhood flying into the 
town for protection. They little knew that 
it wm about the worst place Urey coaid have 
chosen. The gates on that side were imme­

It wm a defeat, evidently, yet it iras 
nor 11 o’cloek, and the battle wm destined to 
continue at various points for some time 
longer, though continuing without any real 
hope of victory.

To one entering the town m I did, there 

wm no longer any battle to describe. It wm 
first a retreat and too soon a rout I thought 
myself lucky to get away from the field m I 
did ; for an hoar afterward tbe rout of those 
forces that had been near by me wm complete. 
Already soldiers were crasbiog against each 
other in tbe straggle to get inside the town. 
Dismounted cavalry were trying to make rboir 
way, some even by the ramparts, leaping down 
from the counterscarp ; others forcing their 
way in by the postern gates. From a nook of 
the ramparts, where I rested a moment, I uw 
also Cuirassiers jumping—horses and all— 
into the Stoat, the horses breaking their legs 
and ribe. Men were scrambling over each 
other. There were officers of all ranks—Co­
lonels, and even Generals, in aniforms which 
it -wm impossible to mistake, mixed in ibis 
shameful melee. Behind all came guns with 
their heavy carriages and powerful horses, 
forcing their way into tbe throng, maiming 
and crashing the fugitives on foot.

To add to the confusion and hoiror, the 

Prussian batteries hod by this time advanced 
within range, and the Prassian shells began 
falling among ths straggUcg masses of men 
On the ramparts were £he national guards, 
manning the gnns of the $0*0, and replying 
with more or less effect go the nearest Prus­
sian batteries. It wm a scene horrible enough 
to have salted the fancy of Gustave Dori him­
self. I could form but one idea of our un­
happy army : that it vm at the bottom of a 
seething caldron.

I hurried back M best I could to my hotel 
following the narrow streets where the shells 
were least likely to reach thé ground. Wher­
ever there was a square or open place, I came 
upon the bodies of horse* and men quite defed 
or still quivering, mown to pieces by bursting 
shell* Reaching my hotel, I found the 
street in which it stood choked like the rest 
with wagons, guns; horses, and men. Meet 
luckily at this moment the Pruaian fire did 
not enfilade this street, for. a train of caissons 
filled with powder blocked tbe whole waÿ, 
itself unable ta move backward or forward.

BAD FAITH OF THE FRENCH.
On Saturday tbe whole force laid down 

tbeir arms. Not a tew soldiers in their rage 
broke rather than give ap tbeir arms, and tbe 
streets were littered with fragments of all 
kinds of weapons broken : swords, rifles, pis­
tols, lancers’ helmets, cuirasses, evsn mitrail­
leuses covered the ground ; and In one place 
wbsre the Meuse runs through tbe town tbe 
heaps of such fragments choked tbe stream 
aod rose above tbe surface. The horaes had 
been tied to tbe bouses and gun-carriages 
bat nobody remembered to feed or water them 
and in the frensy of hangsr and thloet they 
broke lose and ran wild through tbe town.

EMPTYING THE MONEY CHEST.
When the PrassiaM came into the town 

they were very sore and angry at the sight of 
all this destruction and waste. What must 
have pleased them still lees, was ths state in 
which they fonnd the military chest. As «he 
surrender wm resolved on, tbe French officers 
were told to make oat the best accounts they 
could, present them, and receive payment. 
Naturally, the statements thus brought 
in soon proved sufficient to empty the trea­
sury. I know of officers who demanded and 
received payment for horses that were killed 
and baggage which hod not been lost. De­
moralisation sbowed itself In every way. 
Even the standards were burned or buried, an 
act of tad faith not to be palliated oven by 
the grief and rage of a beaten army.

OSH. DS FA1UY.
Their rage is greeter against no one than 

Gen. De Failly. He had a room in the betel 
where I wm staying. On Friday, a great mul­
titude of soldiers gathered before the bouse, 
the doors of which were closed, demanding 
Gen. De Failly with such shouts end menaces 
that tbe landlord thought it prudent to harry 
him out of a tack window. The soldiers, 
could they bave reached him, would have torn 
him to pieces. Since then, I have heard the 
report that he wm shot by one of hUowmmcc ; 
but no such event bad happened on Saturday, 
and could not well happen later.
FRENCH ANNOYANCES AND PBU8SIAN COURTES Y.

It was a relief on Saturday when the Prus­
sians came in and occupied the town, and re­
stored order. I am sorry to have to acknow­
ledge that oil through the campaign the 
French have acted much more like a conquer­
ing army in a hostile coantry than tire Prus­
sians. All the annoyance I have experienced 
personally came from my own countrymen ; 
from the peasants who, above all, saw a spy in 
every stranger. When I foil into tbe bands 
of the Prassians, I found them courtesy itself. 
On leaving Sedan and thence to tbe frontier, 
in pasaing through the Prassian posta, 1 wm 
stopped often. I bad but to say, “lamtbe 
correspondent of on American journal,’’ and I 
wm at once sent kindly forward. Oa the tack 
of my French military pass the Prussian Staff 
had indorsed a Prussian safe-oondact. Often I 
wm not obliged even to show my papers, my 
word wm taken ; and once out of Sedan I woe 
speedily through.

When I left Sedan ou Sunday morning 
things were rapidly getting in order. Tbe 
streets were cleared of dead horses and men. 
Tbe indescribable filth of tbe town wm swept 
Into tbe river. The shops were opening 
again. Discipline bad taken the place cif 
disorder. I saw enough of Prussian organis­
ation and energy to change, If the grievoue 
defeat of n noble army had not already 
changed, tbe opinion I have 00 often sx- 
preseed that ultimate victory for France wm
