Buried Wednesday

A funeral service for Robert
Findlay, 419 Lansdowne Avenue,
Westmount, veteran architect,
was held Wednesday morning in
the chapel of Tees and Co., 1459
Tower street. Rev.® D. M. Grant,
minister of St. Andrew's United
Church, officiated.

Mr. Findlay, who died Monday
in his 92nd year, was born on May
12, 1859 at Inverness, Invernes-
shire, Scotland.

Two Week Egg
Diet Has Many

Advocates Here

The two week egg diet which
has been receiving considerable
publicity in the local press and
which has been taken up by many
local sportsmen particularly those
who frequent the M.A.AA. is
printed in this issue of the Exam-
iner at the request of several
subscribers.

Whether the diet has any merit
or would be recommended by the
family doctor is not known, but
reports would seem to indicate
that it is a weight reducer.

Herewith the diet and instruc-
tions: o

Follow the diet carefully for two
weeks. Not only abstaining from
anything not included in it, but
also eating. what is assigned
rather fhan doing without.

Naturally, a little common
sense has to be used, ie., the
vegetables without butter, the
grapefruit without sugar, the

salad without oil or dressing, no
sugar or cream in the coffee or
tea, and of course, only the lean
parts of chops and steaks to he
eaten.

It is best to begin the diet on
Monday, though, of course, Mon-
day's menu may be the start of
the two weeks on any day, Tues-
day the second day, etc. The ad-
vantage of actually starting the
diet on Monday is that it works
out better than in regard to Sun-
day dinner. However, it is pos-
sible to start the diet with the
diet for that day.

But since the meals are a little
more substantial toward the last
of the week, the loss in weight
may not be so large or so rapid
this way. Alcoholic beverages are
debatable at this time, but at any
rate, sweet cocktails or heer
should not be taken. Weight loss
may be from ten to twenty
pounds in the two weeks. DO NOT

Reports

In Spotlight . . .

Many questions concerning present conditions come to the Can-
adian Association of Consumers. One which is most frequently asked
is “How does C.A.C. feel about Price Controls?"” At the Nastional
Annual Meeting held in Toronto last Fall, the delegates were not in
favour of controls right across the board. This opinion was repeated
in a recent National newsletter, and has drawn some rather strong
criticism from some of the organizations with which CA.C, is as-

sociated. *

The right to express criticism'
is a natural one, just as is the
right to an independent opinion.
Our Canadian economy is made
up of many different and often
conflicting interests. With a mem-
bership which is composed of
housewives from all walks of life,
one of C.A.C.'s greatest problems!
is to give fair voice to all interests
without becoming the mouthpiece
of any particular one. And of
course any point of view thus
given by C.A.C.,, cannot hope to
please all of the people all of the

all the circumstances, and allow-
ing for recent developments, here
is what the Canadian Association
of “Consumers thinks of Price
Controls at this time.

Cost of Price Controls

C.A.C. does not believe that you
can get something for nothing,
The cost of anything has to be
paid and it can only be paid by
the people. To freeze prices you
must have control over all the in-!
gredients which make up the,
prices. This includes raw mater- |
ials, some of which may not orig-/|.
inate in Canada at all. Then con- |
trol muat a'so include subsidies, by !
which the Government pays part,
of the cost of the imported ma- |
terial, and spreads the cost out as
more taxes. Controls must also,
include wages, and all the proces-
ses of manufacture and distribu- |
tion. The cost of such control is
high, thousands of new govern-
ment employces must be hired,
offices opened, and all this com-
plicated machinery must be charg-
ed to the tax-payer who is now
facing the rising bill for prepared-
ness. As a ‘“defence economy" in-
creasingly prevails over “a peace-
time economy"” we reach the state
in which consumer dollars try to!
buy in a market which has less
and less consumer goods to offer. |
Controls are a lid on this steam |
of increased demand for lessened

amount of goods. Sooner or later
we have to face the result when
this 1id finally blows off. War-
time controls did produce a stable
economy during the most critical
war years, but the results of tha
lid blowing off have been befors
us for the past five years.

So, with all things considered,
C.A.C. does not want to see this
expensive, and often futile, method
acopted yet. However all wise men
and women have to change their
views with changed conditions, and
C.A.C. does recognize that con-
trols may have to come some day.
One thing could be stressed
though — how soon such controls

| must come, or how stringent it

must be, depends on Canadians
