Loans Under Home
Improvement Plan

More Than $41,000

62 Separate Accounts Opened Under Dominion Gov-
ernment’s Scheme—Residents Borrow Through
Local and Downtown Banks—Considerable In-

crease Since End of June

A total of $41,943.00 has been borrowed in Westmount under the
Dominion Government's Home Improvement Plan, up to and ineclud-
ing November 20th, it was announced this week by Hon. €. A. Dunning,
Minister of Finance. This amount was leased in 62 separate loans
to local residents for the purpose of makmg repairs and alterations
to their homes.

In the four-month and twenty day period from the end of June,

loans in this city totalled $14,128.40, made to 21 applicants. At the
end of June, loans numbered 41 and totalled $27,815.
The figures issued by the National Employment Commission,

*¥through whom the Government is
operating the Home Improvement
Plan, show that throughout Can-
ada, more than 30,000 loans have
been made. For the province of
Quebec, 276 loans have been made
since the beginning of November.
Nova Scotia leads the provinces
with a per capita rate of $1.518,
this being the average loan per
person; Quebec stands eighth,
with 'a per capita rate of $.79.
The average for Canada is $1.13.

40,000,000 there are 163 school
boards ,while in Ontario, with
about 8,600,600 of population, we
have between 25,000 and 30,000
school boards. “This is the reason
why our school system is waste-
ful and inefficient,” Dr. Putman
claimed. “In Great Britain they
have some unity to their system
and in that lies their strength,” he
said.

It is a matter of deep regret
to many people that the rural
schools of Ontario are little bet-
ter than they were 50 or 60 years
ago, Dr. Putman said, but if we
don’t have good schools in our ci-
ties and larger towns it is our
own fault for the machinery is all
there.

One of the great advantages of
the school system in Great Bri-
tain is the way in which they
assist the very bright students
making it far easier there for the
clever child of poor parents to
attend college than it is in Cana-
da. “We don't realize in this
country how very important bright
people are to the state,” Dr. Put-
man claimed, continuing that
“they should have all the assist-
ance the state can give them and
anything the state paid towards
their education will be amply re-
paid in service to the state. In
England the very bright child of
poor parents not only gets free
education by the state
his parents a sufficient sum with
which to buy food and clothes for
that student.”

It is generally recognized to-
day, Dr. Putman said, that be-
tween the ages of eleven and
twelve the child’s purely primary
education ought to come to an
end and they should be placed in
different schools with a change of
environment. Here the school au-
thorities can differentiate a bit
and take into account what the
child’s natural tendencies are. Tt
is towards this goal that the On-
tario educationists are working.
