He
drew 27 percent of the vote
from the Cote des Neiges dis-
trict of the riding and 23 percent
from Notre Dame de Grâce
polls. His acceptance within
Westmount was barely nine

French, Milner on parallel themes:

‘Participate in
Quebec life’
Victorious candidate Richard

French is more concerned, for
the moment, with the need for
his supporters to continue to
participate in Quebec life than
he is in preparing for his role as
an opposition member in the
National Assembly.
This became evident in his

victory speech, offered twice to
campaign workers Monday eve-
ning at the Liberal Party head-
quarters on Victoria avenue.

“1 am very much aware of
your frustration, sacrifice and
hard work," he told his suppor-
ters as they mulled over tele-
vision reports of a handy Parti
Québécois victory across the
province. ‘“This is a democratic
decision and we must accept it
as such.”
Mr. French emphasized that

Westmount was a ‘favored’
community and must take some
responsibility for leadership.
Westmounters, he said, must
show by example and commit-
ment “what we stand for in
Canada.”
He urged his supporters to

“show leadership in our busi-
ness and family life” and ‘not
to promote panic and despair,”
which had been evident in the
PQ’'s first victory in 1976. He
also warned against recrimin-
ations, noting that they are
‘‘neither constructive nor
positive."

Mr. French later said he had
felt no strong messages from
Westmount except for a general
concern about the high level of
taxes and the need to encourage
development in the province.
He promised that his own con-
stituency duties would mean
watching carefully the budget
cuts being imposed upon Ville
Marie Social Service Centre and
the progress of Dawson College
in obtaining a permanent cam-
pus—hopefully within the
riding. -
His own duties in Quebec Ci-

ty, he said, would be deter-
mined only after consultation
with Liberal Claude Ryan in
the coming weeks.

“I intend to be the best possi-
ble MNA in this province,” he
vowed, however, and he urged
citizens to phone him with con-
cerns and ideas once he estab-
lishes a constituency office.

for the Liberals.
Mr. Milner, interviewed

while stopping off at the West-
mount PQ headquarters be-
tween victory celebrations in
various parts of Montreal, said
he hoped political activity
would quiet down for a while,
since there was no pressure of
language legislation or a refer-
endum to deal with. In that
way, he suggested, citizens
could take time to reflect on the
identity of Quebec as a commu-
pity of its own, and to adapt to
it.
At the same time, he said, the

PQ government could go about
its business more carefully and
with better planning than it
had been able to do during its
first term.
Mr. Milner, a political science

professor at Vanier College, re-
mains president of the National
Anglophone Commission for
the Parti Québécois.

FASTER THAN A SPEEDING LET-
TER: Former Reader's Digest
direct-mail manager David Room
assured Westmount Rotarians last
Wednesday there will be some be-
nefit in making the Canadian Postal
Service into a crown corporation,

but he warned there would be prob-
lems, too.

This is a high honor; to be a deputy is the
fundamental reward and responsibili-

ty in our system of democracy. The

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Condominum issue ends

in elector’s thwarting

Sir: Modesty has always been the hall-

mark of your average born-to-rule Lib-
eral candidate for office so it's perhaps
understandable that the media, with the
notable exception of The Gazette.
missed the extraordinarily brilliant
solution proposed for Quebec's housing
crisis during the just-concluded election
campaign.
The formula came from Mr. Reed

Scowen, Westmount's gift to N.D.G.,
during the course of an address in his
adopted constituency.
His solution, as reported on page 9 of

The Gazette of March 30:
“The best way to protect tenants is to

try to make them owners of their own
homes.’

In case anyone should be baffled by
the simplicity of it all, here's a

paraphrase: If you make every tenant a

landlord there would be no tenants.
And how do you do this? Simple. You

“lift the freeze on apartment to con-

dominium conversion.” The quotes are
the Gazette reporter's.

I read this item barely 12 hours after
watching the disturbing CBS 60 Minutes

documentary on condominium conver-

sion, which triggered memories of the

anguish and despair that led to the

freeze in Quebec: pensioners and athers

on fixed incomes being told to come up

with $60,000 to $70,000 to keep posses-

sion of apartments that were costing

them $300 to $400 a month to rent.

Are we going back to those good old,

bad old days? I was incredulous, indeed

appalled. I thought Mr. Richard French,

our very own Liberal candidate in West-

mount, might elaborate. I waited in vain

for a reaction (denial,
clarification) and then called his election
office.
A very polite and earnest young man

told me Mr. Scowen’s remarks might
have been ‘personal’ although the can-

amplification,

didate had been described as ‘the
party’s housing critic.” When I ex-
pressed dismay that the Liberal Party
might allow the barracudas who are tak-
ing great chunks out of tenants every
year with rent increases to swallow us
whole, he assured me he would have Mr.
French, or an aide, get in touch with me.
Mr. French,it turns out, though a neo-

phyte in politics, knows a hot potato
when he sees one. His aide phoned with-
in. 48 hours with the message that Mr.
French had nothing to do with the state-
ment, that he was not quite sure whatit
meant and suggested that I ‘‘go to the
source.”
Then followed a call to Mr. Scowen’s

N.D.G. office where a sympathetic
worker told me the candidate was tak-
ing the gospel to another constituency.
No, she was unaware of any storm fol-
lowing the speech, yes she understood
my concern and then followed the assur-
ance that before any legislation was
passed there would be hearings and am-
ple opportunity for all to voice their
views. She could not guarantee that Mr.
Scowen could return my call before next
week (after the election).
So much for one elector’s attempts to

study one issue.
Perhaps next month, if Mr. Scowen

and Mr. French find themselves taking
their seats on the Opposition side of the
national Assembly, they might wonder
who elects governments—landlords or
tenants.

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Sees through others’ eyes

BRITISH-born neuro-ophthalmologist
Dr. Trevor Kirkham has devised a
quick, painless method of confirming
suspected cases of multiple sclerosis.
The director of neuro-ophthalmology

at the Montreal Neurological Hospital
and Institute and associate professor in
McGill's department of neurology and
neurosurgery for the past six years said:
“The method is basically an analysis of a
patient's response to visual stimuli.
“The MNHItechnique does not require

a painful and cumbersome apparatus to
be placed against the eyeball itself.
“We have been discovering abnor-

malities in the retina of the eye which
had never previously been found or even
suspected in this disease, using our
system. The retina is like the film in a
camera and its responses have been car-
ried to the brain for development and in-
terpretation.”
A set of tiny electrodes is attached to a

patient's lower eyelids and the back of
his or her head. A light is then flashed
into the eyes or the eye is stimulated by
various patterns delivered from an
oscilloscope screen and a computer
analyzes the way the eyes transform the
light into electrical energy and how that
energy is in turn received bythe brain.

Seeks to extend techniques

Dr. Kirkham is 42, 6-foot-1, fair-
haired, blue-eyed and Nordic looking.
He is articulate, friendly and unassum-
ing. He is working to extend NMHI
techniques to the diagnosis of other
diseases. He believes that it some day
may be possible to detect a wide range of
brain and circulatory system troubies,
simply by examining the visual systeni’s
response to light. As he puts it. ‘The eve
is not only the mirror of the soul, but the
mirror of health as well.”
“One of the problems is that many

diseases of the brain affect the visual
system either from degeneration. in-
terference with blood supply or by
pressure from tumors,’ Dr. Kirkham ex-
plained. “We hope to devise tests to dif:
ferentiate or distinguish between these
different conditions. One major reason
for using tests like this is that there is no
possible harm to the patient.”
What is a neuro-ophthalmologist”
“Basically he is a doctor who has been

trained as an ophthalmologist but who
is interested in the way eye disease af-
fects the brain or in the way a nervous
system disease shows itself in the eye,”
Dr. Kirkham said. *‘In other words it's
an ophthalmologist who has a big in-
terest in medicine rather than surgery. It
is a difficult question to answer because
it’s a big field.
“We are interested in how the brain

sees because what most people don't
realize is that the eye does not see. It lets
the light in for the brain to interpret so
that, really, it is the brain which sees.
We are also interested in the way the
brain makes the eyes move, because you
have to be able to move your eyes to put
them onto an object which is of interest
and also, Shakespeare said, the eye was
the mirror of the soul and probably 99
percent of all diseases manifest them-
selves through the eye.
“The average ophthalmologist is not

trained to understand what goes on
behind the eye and the neurologist has
no training in eye disease so that we fall
in between the two specialties.”

No cause is yet known

Dr. Kirkham said multiple sclerosis is
a disease of the nervous system for
which no cause is known and which, as
its name suggests, comes in multiple
forms affecting any part of the nervous

system and in multiple attacks over the
years. “I am so interested in it because
of the high frequency, maybe even 100
percent, with which it affects the visual
system,” he said. “Many times the pa-
tient does not know that the visual sys-
tem is diseased or maybe they have
vague complaints for which the eye doc-
tor is unable to find a cause, since it does
not necessarily cause a loss of vision as
would be detected by a routine eye test.”

Dr. Kirkham believes there are half a
million people in Canada suffering from
MS, many of whom don’t know they've
got it. ‘‘It’s like a plague in this upper
half of the North American continent
and in the colder parts of Europe,” he
said.
MS usually strikes in the late teens up

to age 40, so that it hits people in the
prime of life and it may leave them han-
dicapped at a time when they have a
young family and major financial re-
sponsibilities.
MS is not an inherited disease.

‘Everybody thinks it is like cancer,” Dr.
Kirkham said. “It's not. Most people
don't know they have it and they are

still able to earn their living and to do
just about everything they want to do.
It’s a very small percentage who become
really crippled and dependent. That's
the truth of the matter. It can be a prob-
lem but it is not a disease which kills."

Dr. Kirkham said there has been a lot
of speculation about viruses as a cause of
MS and much controversy from differ-
ent laboratories about the link between
infection and MS but nothing definite is
proven.

Cure ‘can’t be far away’

Is a cure in sight for muitiple sclerosis”
‘It is not on the immediate horizon but

it can't be too far away before the real
cause of the disease is found.” Dr. Kirk-
ham replied. “There is an enormous
amount of research going on into this
disease and at the MNHI we have a huge

interest in the disease and many differ-
ent aspects of it are being studied. Prob-
ably we are awaiting a fortuitous dis-
covery like the discovery of penicillin
before treatment becomes available.”
One of the problems with research, Dr.

Kirkham said, is obtaining the neces-
sary funding. By and large the public
doesn't realize that most research is sup-
ported by private organizations rather
than direct government grants.
A Canadian citizen since 1978, Dr.

Kirkham was born north of Manchester,
England. ‘‘My father is Harry Kirkham,
an ordinary working man,” Dr. Kirk-
ham said. ‘My mother, Hilda, is a pian-

ist but I didn't inherit any musical
talent.”

Dr. Kirkham has one brother, Mal-
colm, a research physicist in Birm-
ingham. “He has all the mathematical
brains,’’ Dr. Kirkham remarked.
Dr. Kirkham attended Kirkham

Grammar School five miles from where
he was born. “Kirkham is mentioned in
the Doomsday book and it's a very com-
mon name in that region but nowhere
else in England,” he said.

Dr. Kirkham did his medical training
at the University of Manchester,
graduating in 1963. “I didn’t know what
I wanted to do at first so I tried several
different branches of medicine before
finding ophthalmology, with which I
fell in love because it combines both
medicine and surgery," he said.
He did three years of ophthalmology

and then spent two years as a lecturer at
Oxford University. “After that I went to
London and spent three years studying
neuro-ophthalmology at the National
Hospital for Nervous Disorders,” said
Dr. Kirkham. ‘That is the sister

hospital to the MNI'hospital.”
Dr. Kirkham came to Canada in 1973.

On arrival he headed the department of
ophthalmology ‘at the Montreal
Children's Hospital for two years. ‘I
always had a big: interest in children
because in England separate children’s
hospitals are very: rare and so children
and adults are seen in the same clinic,”
said Dr. Kirkham. “When I arrived I
specialized in pediatric neuro-ophthal-
mology but, when the position at the
Montreal Neurological Institute became
available, I jumped at it. That enabled
me to devote all my time to my chosen
specialty. ;
“One of the things I like about Canada

is that doctors have a very free choice to
see the type of patient which interests
them most and therefore can become ex-
perts in a narrow field. In England un-
der the national health service there are
only 400 eye specialists for 60 million
people but here in Quebec we have al-
most the same number for six million."

Dr. Kirkham, who is bilingual, reads a
lot, mostly history and language. “The
history of Quebec has been of particular
interest to me but one of the problems
with my job is that it eats up most of my
time,’ he said. *‘In research and teaching
one always has to devotea lot of time to
keeping up to date,” he said.

Author of over 60 articles

Dr. Kirkham writes for scientific jour-
- nals, ‘publishing the results of research

undertaken and has authored or co-
authored more than 60 articles
A member of the Ophthalmology Soci-

ety of the United Kingdom, he attends
scientific meetings in the United States
and Europe, mostly very small confer-
ences on neuro-ophthalmology. ‘‘There
are only a handful of us in the whole
world who practise this specialty on a
full-time basis,’ he said.
Dr. Kirkham has just returned from a

lecture tour of Western Canada.

He plays soccer. He played for the
medical school and on university
teams.

In Canada he played for the
Nuns’ Island team and was cap-.
tain when it won the champion-
ship of the South Shore Soccer
League in 1976. :

Susan Sproule
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Hon. George Carlyle Marler,

notary and politician who rep-
resented Westmount at either
Quebec or Ottawa continuously

from 1942 to 1958. was paid last
respects Tuesday aftemoon at a
funeral service in St. George's
Anglican Church, Dominion
Square.

Mr. Marler died last Friday
evening at the Royal Victoria
Hospital following a heart at-
tack. He was in his 80th year.

In a long career of public ser-
vice, Mr. Marler experienced all
three levels of government. In
addition to being an MLA and
MP for this riding, as well as
cabinet minister in both provin-
cial and federal government, he
was a Montreal city councillor
and vice-chairman of the cen-
tral city’s executive committee
from 1940 to 1947. He also was a
member of the Montreal Metro-
politan Commission, precursor
of the Montreal Urban Commu-
nity regional government.

Mr. Marler was horn on Sept.
14, 1901. son of William de
Montmollin Marler and Harriet
Amelia Jamieson. He was edu-
cated at Selwyn House School,
Bishop's University, the Royal
Naval College of Canada and
McGill University, receiving
his Bachelor of Civil Law
degree in 1922.
He had joined the family no-

tarial firm. now known as Mar-
ler, Tees, Watson. Poitevin,
Javet & Roberge. in 1919. be-
coming a partner and director
of a number of Canadian cor-
porations. in 1965 he became
chairman of the board of
Canada Cement Lafarge Que-
bec Ltd.

To Quebec in 1942

While still in a leading role in
City of Montreal affairs M-

Marler wasfirst elected the Lib-
eral Member of the Legislative
Assembly for Westmount-St.
George in 1942 and from 1948 to
1953 was leader of the opposi-
tion and acting leader of the
Liberal Party in Quebec in 1949
and 1950.
Now a seasoned politician

and government official, Mr.
Marler accepted an invitation
from Prime Minister Louis St.
Laurent to enter his Ottawa ad-
ministration as minister of
transport in July 1954. In a No-
vember by-election, occasioned
by the resignation of Hon.

Douglas C. Abbott on his ap-
pointment to the bench of the
Supreme Court of Canada, Mr.
Marler ran in St. Antoine-West-
mount, defeating Conservative
Egan Chambers. He retained
this House of Commons seat in

the general election of June
1957, in which the Liberals were
defeated. He lost personally in
the Tory sweep of 1958.
He was a minister without

portfolio in the provincial gov-
emment of Premier Jean Le-
sage, after his appointment as a
member of the Legislative
Council in 1960 until that body
was abolished in 1965.

In 1928 he married Phyllis
Constance Walker. He is sur-
vived by his wife and four chil-
dren, Eve (Mrs. Phillip
Aspinall), June, Dr. George Eric
and Claire as well as six grand-

Final tribute Tuesday to
George C. Marler marks conclu-
sion to what probably was the
most remarkable political fig-
ure in this country.
Minister in St. Laurent’s Fed-

eral Liberal cabinet, a member
for Westmount-St. Antoine for
four years, he was also a pro-
vincial minister for five years
under Premier Lesage.
He also led the opposition in

the Legislature from 1948 to
1953.

A great many also will re-
member him for his seven years
as a vice-president of the exec-
utive committee of the Mon-
treal city council. It was there
indeed that his achievements
became legendary.
Covering city council for The

Gazette at the time, I can re-
member, for instance, one occa-
sion on which everyone in coun-
cil voted against the upcoming
city budget. Marler took a copy
home overnight, altered all sec-
tions and brought it back to
council where it was so success-
ful it was passed unanimously.

I also remember an occasion
when an opponent, arguing
with him in council, said: ‘‘Fig-
ures don't lie,” to which Marler
quickly replied, ‘Figures don’t
lie—butliars can figure.”

WMA eyes
lighting
complaints

The Westmount Municipal As-
sociation continues to receive
citizen complaints about the
street relighting scheme being
undertaken by the city.
At Tuesday evening's WMA

meeting, president Sally Ait-
ken read a letter from a Rose-
mount avenue resident who ob-
jected to the planned instal-
lation of mercury vapor light-
ing on the street. The letter had
been sent to Ald. David Car-
ruthers commissioner of power
and communications, with a
copy to the WMA.
Mrs. Monica Fairweather, 3

Anwoth road, also told the di-
rectors that residents of her sec-
tion of the street from Clarke
avenue to Mountain avenue
were content with the present
street lighting, felt that it was
adequately bright and would
object to a replacement of it by
mercury vapor lights. She add-
ed, however, that residents pro-
bably would have no objections
to modifications to the old-style
lights. Mrs. Aitken suggested
that Mrs. Fairweather conduct
a survey of the residents of her
block and present the written
information to the city.
The WMA has drawn up its

own survey to be distributed to
citizens affected by the relight-
ing program. Mayor Donald
MacCallum, however, had ob-
jected at the last council meet-
ing to the WMA carrying out a
survey on its own. It is not clear
whether the results of the city
survey will be made public. The
mayor also has said that he will
not necessarily act on the basis
of the survey but will take the
views of citizens into consid-
eration.

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Real estate as inflation hedge gross understatement here
By ANDY DODGE

REAL ESTATE often is touted
as a ‘‘good hedge against infla-
tion.” .

In Westmount last year, those
words turned out to be the big-
gest understatement going.
Property-owners saw the

value of their homes climb 46
percent. In fact, during the past
three quarters the annual rate

“of increase was about 55 per-
cent. Average house prices have
doubled since the third quarter
of 1978, and present trends
show that the steep climb is
continuing into 1981.
Buyers, on the other hand,

found for the most part that the
prices climbed far beyond their
range. Insteäd of relinquishing
the Westmount market to seek
properties elsewhere, however,

they simply accepted less in the
way of a house for the money

they were ready to spend.
This brought the interesting

result toward the end of the
year that the average prices

hovered between $150,000 and
$170,000, while the average val-
uation of the homes bought
dropped.
The climb also had its effect

on the ‘‘upward mobility”
buyers, who wanted to sell

their present Westmount homes
to buy other, more expensive
ones. Spreads of $30,000 and
$40,000 between properties be-
came proportionally less mean-
ingful: the difference between a
$200,000 and a $230,000 houseis
far less than the difference be-
tween houses costing $90,000
and $120,000.
In statistical terms, the aver-

ages show that a typical West-
mount house experienced an in-
crease of nearly $60,000 last
year alone: a decade ago that
amount would have purchased
two Westmount properties.

Referendum's effect

There is little doubt that the-
sovereignty-association refer-
endum was the most important
factor affecting house prices
last year. Prices had been mov-
ing upward at an annual rate of
about 22 percent for the pre-
vious two years — still, twice
the rate of inflation. But as
speculators began to gamble on
a “No” victory in the refer-
endum, and then when the final
vote tally was achieved, the
market soared.
Other factors played an im-

portant part, too. The low value
of the Canadian dollar attract-
ed foreign money into Canada,
and when the choice of invest-
ment was real estate, the for-
eigners were attracted by the
luxury of upper-level West-
mount homes combined with
their comparatively still-low

prices.
The drop in interest rates

leading up to the American elec-
tion probably gave many inves-

tors the idea that their cash
should come out of the bond or
money markets, and it took the
edge off the tremendously high
mortgage payments others
found necessary to purchase
Westmount homes.
The speculators, themselves,

were highly influential. By
grabbing up ‘‘bargains’ and
holding them until they could'
enjoy a tremendous capital gain
(some are just coming back on
stream now), they reduced the
supply of available residential
real estate. And because of the
cash they had on hand as the re-
sult of a few successful sales,
they were able to wait for the
right buyers to come along,
rather than accept lower offers.
The prices may have been

tempered slightly by the 15
housing starts Westmount en-
joyed last year but, considering
the number of resales (348), the
new housing stock becomes al-
most meaningless in com-
parison.
More likely to have an effect

is the condominium construc-
tion going on now both in West-
mount and downtown Mont-
real; once this comes on line, it
should slow down the rate of
growth of conventional home
prices for 1981 and 1982
though there are indications the
speculators, having made their
mark on the resale market, are
ready to move into the *‘condo”
market to help boost prices
there, too.

Most expensive tracts

The northeastern and central
sections of Westmount contin-
ued to be the most expensive
last year — it would be hard to
imagine otherwise — but the
western part of Census Tract
354 (Côte St. Antoine to The
Boulevard, from Lansdowne
west) enjoyed the strongest
growth last year, with average
prices up by 60 percent in one
year.
Over two years, prices have

more than doubled in the whole
section between Sherbrooke
street-Côte road and The Boule-
vard. They were up only about
50 percent on top of the moun-
tain, south of St. Catherine and
south of Sherbrooke in the
western part of town, while
they jumped about 80 percent in
the other two census tracts.

Though the first half of 1980
saw 17 houses in Westmount

selling for $200,000 or more
(with many of those in June».
that price became standard fare
in the mid-summersales in cen-

sus Tracts 356, 355 and the east-
em part of Tract 354 — north of

Sherbrooke-Côte St. Antoine
and east of Lansdowne. Thus,
$200,000-plus prices showed up
no fewerthan 33 times on deeds
registered in September and
later, as post-referendum
buyers started moving into that

downe avenue — some consider

it “below the tracks.” but most
of it is not — saw a 29 percent
increase in prices last year,
most of that during the first
half of the year. Volume was
only slightly higher than in
1979 (27 sales registered, com-
pared to 25 the previous year),
but it appears interest varied
enormously between streets.

A popular section

The Abbott - Irvine - Lewis -
Blenheim area appears to have
drawn more interest than other
parts of the tract, with 10 sales
there averaging 124-percent
markups over Montreal Urban
Community valuations; special-
ly, Irvine and Lewis appear
either to be underevaluated or
else drew particular attraction
this year, with markups aver
aging 150 percent and more,
compared to a tract-wide aver-
age of 112 percent.
Also of interest was Hallo-

well street, where five sales
brought an average 131-percent
markup. One of those was 73-5
Hallowell, an elegant Victorian
duplex overlooking the West-
mount Athletic Grounds which
drew $190,000 in October,
highest price of the year in the
tract.

Lowest price came in July, for
104 Blenheim place at $47,000. It
was one of only two sales in the
tract (indeed, in Westmount) for

less than $50,000.
Compared to valuations, 73-5

Hallowell topped the list, al-
most three times its tax worth,
while a single-family dwelling
further downthe street (No. 57)
sold for only 27 percent above
valuation in January.
Buyers looking in the lower

areas, of course, were persons
seeking Westmount property
under $100,000, and it appears
most succeeded. As explained
previously, however, they had
to go for cheaper and cheaper

property to obtain that

under-$100.000 home: Lewis

and Columbia avenues both de-
vejoped late-blooming interest,
perhaps for this reason.
Most persons realize that

even this tract has few houses

asking less than $100,000 now.
The ‘‘status symbol” of costing
more than that — in 1978 the
three northeastern tracts en-
joyed it — now has become the
genera! rule-of-thumb in West-
mount. :

TRACT 351

The area between St. Cath-
erine and Sherbrooke, east of
Westmount Park, provides an
interesting mélange of expen-
sive and modest properties,
some secluded streets and
others dotted with apartment
buildings. Their unifying factor
is that they are close to down-
town, close to public trans-

portation, close to schools and
parks.
Prices here had risen 42 per-

cent between 1978 and 1979, the
highest growth rate in West-
mount for 1979, perhaps reflect-
ing those energy-saving and
convenient amenities; before
1980 even began the average
price was $106,681. It is not so
surprising, therefore, that
prices rose at a slower rate last
year, climbing only about 26
percent.

Most of the climb, moreover,
was experienced in the first
half-year; still, the ‘typical’
house appreciated about $10,000
in the last six months.
Volume decreased substan-

tially, probably more because it
was extremely high the year be-
fore than unusually low in 1980,
and the vast majority of homes
(70 percent) sold between
$100,000 and $200,000. In fact,
only one sold above the $200,000

mark; realtors were heard to
mutter at the $260,000 paid for
359 Redfern avenue last June!
The lowest price was recorded

in December with the sale of
4462 Sherbrooke street for
$70,000.
Elm and Wood avenues were

relatively quiet last year, with
three sales between them. Oli-
vier experienced four sales, in-
cluding the lowest markup in
the tract fora large duplex, No.
384-6. Kitchener had no sales,
but the more western streets
were more active: Redfern with
three, Kensington and Metcalfe
with four each, tiny Melbourne
and one-side-only Melville, two
each.

TRACT 352

Real estate interest in West-
mount generally moves west-
ward and southward, meaning
the southwest section of the city
generally is the last to enjoy up-
ward price trends. Census Tract
352 “caught up" with the rest of
the city early in 1980, experienc-
ing the fastest rise in prices of
any area during the first half-
year. Volume increased from 17
residential sales in the first half
to 24 in the second half-year,
but the price-push slackened off
considerably.

Still, for the year in general,
the region saw an increase in
residential prices of about 40
percent, higher than in the
other lower-level Westmount
regions and similar to Tract 353,
between Sherbrooke street and
Côte St. Antoine road.
Grosvenor avenue below

Sherbrooke, which had exper-
ienced only two residential
sales in all of 1979, became a
virtual marketplace last year.

with nine sales and an average

price of just over $100,000.
The top prices in the tract, as

could be expected. were for
*hrec of the new dwellings con-
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structed on Prince Albert ave-
nue below Somerville avenue;
next on the list were relatively
modern houses at 306 Lans-
downe avenue and 26 Somer-
ville. Burton avenue continued
to have the lowest-priced
houses generally in the area (in-
deed, in the city), though the
lowest recorded sale was 370
Lansdowne, at $61,000 in May,
the only transaction in the area
to come in under valuation.
Five sales on Burton last year
averaged $72,500.

TRACT 353

The relatively dense residen-
tial area between Sherbrooke
and Côte St. Antoine experi-
enced solid price movement
during the entire year, with
houses selling generally be-
tween $100,000 and $200,000.
Appropriately, the lowest price
was recorded in January (471
Victoria, $61,000) and the high-
est price in December (481 Ros-
lyn, $235,000). It is evident that
homes were being purchased
for their location, rather than
the quality of building, since
the lowest markup of the year

came in the $157,000 sale of 77
Windsor avenue (July, 30 per-
cent over valuation) and the
highest markup in the $145,000
sale of 477 Prince Albert (May,
248 percent).
Lansdowne avenue between

Sherbrooke and Côte road,
which had experienced 16 sales
during 1979, dropped in volume
to only seven sales last year,
but volume doubled on Victoria
avenue (from five to 10) and
stayed high on Grosvenor (10
and nine, respectively).
The average price in five sales

on Strathcona avenue was

$154,100, the highest for any
street in the tract with three or
more sales. The figure is up 59
percent over 1979, when seven
sales recorded an average price
of $96,929.
Arlington avenue, which had

seen eight sales in 1979, dipped
to only two residential sales
last year; Windsor which ex-
perienced only one residential
sale in 1979, saw six last year.

TRACT 354-west

Dividing Westmount's most
home-concentrated census tract
into two regions, we find that
the area from Lansdowne west
experienced the greatest in-
crease in prices of any area of
Westmount. With the average
price up 60 percent in one year.
it has more than doubled since
1978.
Lansdowne, Roslyn. Gros-

venor and Victoria all appeared
equally attractive to buyers,
who paid about the same prices
for homes on any of the streets
despite the difference in their
character. The per-street
average prices ranged from
$150,414 on Lansdowne to
$163,333 on Roslyn. Volume dip-
ped from 15 sales in 1979 to 10
last year on Victoria but climb-
ed from three to seven on Lans-
downe.
Again last year, turnover con-

tinued low on Côte St. Antoine,
Claremont, Willow and West-
mount avenues and the south

side of The Boulevard.
Prices ranged from $85,000 for

566 Victoria avenue in Febru-
ary to two sales of $250,000, one
at 7 Willow in September and
one at 551 Roslyn in November.
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By far the highest markup over
valuation came in the $156,500
sale of 467 Céte road in
September, 274 percent over its
$41,900 valuation.

TRACT 54-east

Sixty-six residential sales in
the dead centre of Westmount —
Côte St. Antoine to The
Boulevard, Belmont to Clarke
avenues — gave an indication
that this area was even more
popular for home-hunters than
it had been in 1979, when 42
residential sales were recorded.
Belmont avenue led the way

in terms of turnover, with 12

sales averaging $189,333; close
behind was Argyle avenue,
with 11 sales averaging
$157,295. In both cases, the aver-
age price of homes was up about
45 percent over 1979. Montrose
avenue had a dip of from eight
to three residential sales, while
the smaller Anwoth road (west
of Clarke) saw five sales last
year, compared to only one in
1979.
In general, the area saw

prices go up almost 48 percent
on a half-year basis, so that in
two years they have almost
doubled, similar to the ex-
perience in the western part of
the tract.
Only one recorded sale came

in under $100,000, and that was
the $97,000 sale of 467 Argyle in
June. The top price was just up
the street: 540 Argyle brought
its owner $305,000 one month
later,
Approximately a third of all

the sales were in the $200,000
price range, proving to future
buyers that the figure is hardly
a barrier in Westmount; in fact,
of more recent asking prices,
very few have have been below
that level in the above-Sher-
brooke area of Westmount.

TRACT 355

The ‘‘close to downtown’

The Westmount Examiner, Thursday, April 16, 1981 - 19

eastern residential area of
Westmount — east of Clarke
and north of Sherbrooke — saw
reasonable progress in terms of
prices during both halves of
1980, but much of the push had
been experienced during 1979.
Turnover nearly matched the
previous year, but while in 1979
prices generally had been in the
$100,000 to $160,000 range, last
year most were between
$150,000 and $250,000.
As with Westmount general-

ly, the second half-year appears
to have seen somewhat less an
increase in prices as a reduction
in the value of the houses being
purchased. Statistically, the av-
erage price of the ‘‘typical”

Tract 355 home reached $220,000
in the second half, in fact; the
average price of 26 sales was on-
ly $206,636.
The most popular street, for

the second year in a row, was
Mount Pleasant avenue where
six residential sales occurred;
five took place on Montrose
avenue, compared with only

two the previous year.
Records show the highest

price was 4311 Montrose,
$272,500 in October, while the
lowest was 4002 Montrose,
$125,000 in May. Markups over
valuation ranged from a paltry
9 percent (3223 Trafalgar road,
July) to 281 percent, for 451

In
fact anyone with even a small
front plot can find room for
them.”

When space, light scarce

When both space andlight are
scarce, try containers, she sug-
gests. ‘Pots are superb forcity
gardeners. Herbs, especially, do
well in containers.” They can be
wheeled around with the sun,
she says, recommending that

kitchen gardens have a full
day’s sun.
She recommends buying

plants over seeds, when only a
few are required. “I wouldn't
dream of sowing seed for only
one of a kind," she says in her
quiet Irish accent.
Early mulching is vital, she

points out, and should be done
as soon as seeds have germin-
ated or the garden planted, in
order to cut down on the ger-
mination of weeds. She delight-
ed the more than 40 gardeners
at the meeting with her news-
paper mulch.

"1 spread newspaper between
the plants, anchor it, and then
cover with grass clippings.”
Rain permeates through the
paper, but moisture is retained.
she explained, and is specially
good for weekend gardeners..
Although the growing season

may be relatively short in this
area, ‘‘we can, in fact, grow vast
amounts of vegetables,” she
says because of rapid growth
during hot weather. ‘My
friends from England are al-
ways amazed to see that we can

Among those which can toler-

ate partial shade are: Swiss
chard, some leaf lettuce vari-
eties, radishes, green onions
(though they may not form a
tight bulb) and a number of
herbs such as basil, lovage and
mustard.
Tomatoes, however, require a

full day's sun.
Parsley, she says, is a must

for any kitchen garden.

Some useful tips

She offers the following tips
for good garden hygiene and
successful crops:
® Maintain a compost pile, no

matter how small, to be made
up of all organic matter such as
eggshells, grass clippings, veg-
etable peelings and weeds.
Plastic compost makers are
available. The returning of
waste organic matter to the soil
will provide essential trace
elements;
® Keep up weeding;
® Maintain adequate mois-

ture. If soil cakes, it contains in-
sufficient organic matter;
® Harvest vegetables as soon
as ripe for top quality, even if
they have not reached desired
size;
© Space plants well apart to
provide circulation of air and
prevent diseases and pests
which thrive on conditions
caused by overcrowding.
Mrs. Esmond-White considers

herself an amateur gardener
who came by her expertise na-
turally, growing up in a ‘‘horti-
culturally minded family" in
Ireland where she lived and
gardened unti! coming to
Canadain 1948.

‘’The reason | got into it on

the professional side after we
moved to Ontario was that !
discovered none of the young
people could identify veg-
etables growing in the ground.
To me, it was automatic. One

looked and one knew.”
She also realized that adults

didn't know either, she said,
and that was when she ap-
proached the local television
station with her idea of doing a
show. Her book. she says, is a
natural outcome of the show
and took two years to produce,
since photography was done
from the Esmonde-Whites' own
garden.

Social work
Re-election of the Parti Qué-

bécois government on Monday
means that social service agen-
cy officials must go ahead and
negotiate the plan to cut back
seriously on funding for pre-
ventative and consultative
care.

It probably means that there
will be little change of the over-
all strategy to reduce substan-
tially the funding for such pro-
grams.

Last week's walkout by so-
cial workers of Ville Marie So-
cial Service Centre and Jewish
Family Services Social Service
Centre (see last week's EX.
AMINER) came in response to

government proposals which
would see an increase of only
4.6 percent in the outlay for con-
sultation and protection within
the social service budget.
With contracts authorizing

pay increases of 14 percent for

the coming year, this essential-
ly means a 9.4 percent shortfall
in payroll funding for social
workers at the two institutions
and across the province.
The budget. presented by Fi-

nance Minister Jacques Pari-

zeau only two days before the
election writ was issued, indi-
cates a major shift in social ser-

vices toward institutional care,
since it projects a budget in-
crease of 23 percent for ‘‘re-

adaptation services” for the
mentally, physically and social-
ly handicapped.

$16 million cut

Ville Marie social workers es-
timate the effective cut would
mean $1.6 million for English-
speaking services in the Mon-
treal area, and they are uncer-
tain how much of that could be
absorbed by management of the

social service centre. They sug-
gest that the management-staff
ratio there is higher than at
other institutions, so could be
reduced considerably.
Centre des Services Sociaux

Montréal Métropolitain, Ville
Marie's French-language coun-
terpart, now has agreed to join
in a regional ‘‘impact study’ of
the effect the budget would
have for the Island of Montreal;
CSSMM had been unwilling to
engage in activity during the
election campaign period, but
now agrees that the problem ‘‘is
no longer a political issue,” ac-
cording to Ville Marie executive
Director J. d’Arcy Coulson.

Mountain avenue in November.

TRACT 356

The prestigious ‘“‘top of the
mountain’’ region, north of The
Boulevard and of Cedar ave-
nue, enjoyed only third place in
terms of adjusted average price;
that is, average markup weight-
ed on the average valuation.
Prices moved slowly despite
the influx of foreign money,
probably because they were so
high to begin with. Also, with
the highest average evaluations
of any district, taxes are higher
in this region — hardly a temp-
tation to buy when nice homes
are for sale lower down the
mountain.
No. 3 Roxborough brought

Thursday, April 16, 1981
the highest recorded price of the
year in Westmount, at $400,000
in May, and 3219 Cedar sold for
$318,000 in June; otherwise, all
the prices remained in the
$100,000 and $200,000 range, as
low as $107,000, the amount
paid for 726 Victoria avenue in
April.
Upper Lansdowne and Sun-

nyside avenues saw the highest
turnovers of any streets, with
seven and six respectively. The
number was down from nine for
Upper Lansdowne, up from
three for Sunnyside.
Because of the high prices in-

volved, the region saw the slow-
est climb of any census tract
last year, with average half-
year prices going up only 23.5
percent — 54 percent over two
years, about the same as Tract
350 and only a bit higher than
Tract 352.
All of the census tract anal-

yses leave out the sales of
homes which were purchased
by speculators, then put back
on the market (at times after
improvements) within six
months. EXAMINER records
show some 31 ‘‘speculative’
purchases of which 17 were
bought and re-sold within the
year for an average ‘‘profit'’ of
about $40,000. The figure does
not, of course, include taxes
paid, notarial and legal fees and
the cost of improvements, but
there is plenty to indicate that
some individuals and com-
panies made good money dur-
ing 1980.

for more than double their tax
value in Tracts 350 (five sales)
and 351 (four sales), but com-
pared to valuation they were
selling far lower in Tract 352
(three sales).
Some seven rooming houses

(not including the burned-out
shell at Weredale Park and Dor-
chester boulevard) sold for an
average $112,000; this does not
include the March sale of 4264
Dorchester for $102,500, since it
sold again in June for $117,000.
New rent control measures

have stifled sales and markups
in the apartment building field,
with only six recorded transac-
tions last year. The Abbey
apartments, 4643 Sherbrooke,
brought the top price of
$700,000; from there prices went
down to $100,000 for 19 Stayner
street, which sold below its
MUC valuation.
Among commercial and mul-

ti-use buildings, the year saw
the sales of Westmount Square
($44 million plus), its cross-the-
street neighbor, Westmount
Premier ($13 million plus), and
the 345 Victoria avenue build-
ing (almost $2 million). Those
were the only prices over $1
million during 1980; another 12
office and commercial sales rep-
resented a total $2,798,500 of in-
vestment in Westmount.
Residential land lots, of

course, became almost as at-
tractive as the houses them-
selves. The year saw 11 sales of
lots — 10 of those in Tract 356,
on top of the mountain — and of
course later housing starts on
several of these.
Either the MUC has a diffi-

cult time assessing the valua-
tion of vacant residential land
in Westmount, or else buyers all
have different ideas how to size
them up; markups ranged all
over the map. from one 11 per-
cent markdown to another sale
price of 344 percent above val-
uation.

Commercially zoned vacant
lots which changed hands dur-
ing the year included one on
Sherbrooke street between
Greene and Elm avenues, one at
the corner of Lansdowne
avenue and St. Catherine
street, and one at the corner of
Victoria avenue and de Maison-
neuve boulevard, Construction
has started on the Victoria lot;
building permits are out for the
Sherbrooke one, but crews have
not yet touched the site. The
future of the St. Catherine lot,
once the home of Atlas Con-
struction Co., remains uncer-
tain.

The new provincial election
rule opening the polls later, at
10 am, caused some confusion
and gnashing of teeth in West-
mount, but it appears to have
.evened out the flow of voters
during the daytime and evening
hours. Long line-ups were re-
ported at most Westmount poll-
ing stations when the clock
struck 10, since voters by then
were getting anxious to carry
out their democratic duty, but
they were nothing like the line-
ups at 9 am during last year's
referendum. . .

Despite careful explanations
of procedure in last week's Ex-
AMINER, some people still were
taken aback at the idea of wait-
ing outside the voting room for
their individual table to be
cleared by the previous voter,
then to be summoned to the
front by the all-powerful
‘‘primo’’ or electoral traffic
cop...

* * *

The 10 am crush and the diffi-
culties of waiting outside the
door appear to have been felt
particularly at St. Paul's
Schoo! polls, where a young
“primo” had difficulty hand-
ling all her duties at the same
time. One Liberal Party worker
noticed her troubles, ran to his
headquarters and was assigned
the role (as is a major party’s
right) of assistant ‘‘primo”; by
the time he returned, several
election-office staff were there,
but, as the numbers dwindled,
the two—‘‘primo’’ and assist-
ant—were able to handle the
load...

* * *

Returning officer Jon Brad-
ley had two substitute officials
who were able to take over as
‘‘primos,’’ deputy returning of-
ficers (DROs) or poll clerks, as
the necessity arose. It did on
several occasions, he said later,
but they were also able to spend
time making deliveries for
him...
Since this was the first time

around for the “primo” system,
Mr. Bradley relied on their *‘in-
telligence and creativity” to
thwart bottlenecks. Certainly,
officials at St. Leo's School
used their heads: they organ-
ized several lines and were able
to call voters from any of them
as tables became clear. In other
polling stations, the ‘“primos’
relied on their lungs to summon
people from the back of the line
to empty polls. ..

‘Château Maisonneuve is out
in full force today,” one
‘primo’’ was heard to remark
as he held back voters from Poll
154 at Westmount Park School,
while directing others to their
respective tables. It turns out,
in fact, that 70 eligible voters
from the Château never showed
up, giving it a slightly lower-
than-average turnout...

Mr. Bradley not only carried
out, he indicated approval of
the new procedure. ‘There has
to be a certain amount of decor-
um to the voting process,’ he
explained. ‘‘People have to be
able to vote in a relaxed man-
ner."

Since both knew Mr. French
was going to win the local vote,
but since both assumed a pro-
vincial (national) PQ victory,it
was agreed Mr. French would
travel to the Westmount PQ
headquarters and receive Mr.
Milner's congratulations there.
The reasons were twofold, Mr.
French later explained: he
wanted honestly to congrat-

Mr. Milner's expectations
were that a return of less than
15 percent of the riding's votes
would constitute, for him a
“personal defeat,’ while more
than 20 percent would be a ‘‘ma-
jor victory'' for the PQ in West-
mount.

If St. Paul’s School may have
been the source of confusion at
the beginning of the day,it cer-
tainly was the quickest off the
mark for counting the votes. Of
the first 20 polls marked up on
the board at Liberal headquar-
ters, eight came from polls at
St. Paul's. Poll 126, in fact, has
the distinction of being the first
posted at Liberal HQ. The 157-9
majority for Mr. French
brought the only audible cheers
from onlookers, except for the
occasional Liberal majority de-
clared on television and, of
course, the appearance of the
candidate in front of them...

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City to tighten by-laws
on fences and hedges
A new city by-lawslightly in-

creasing the maximum height
of fences and hedges, but re-
quiring that they be slightly
further away from the street,is
due to be presented to city coun-
cil at its next formal session
May 4.
Notice of motion was offered

by Ald. David Carruthers at
last week's council meeting.
A draft of the new law indi-

cates several important
changes. First of all, construc-
tion of any fence or the planting
of any hedge will require a city
permit. Second, the maximum
height of most fences and
hedges is raised from 4 1/2 feet
(1.37 metres) to 1.4 metres (4.59
feet), an addition of a mere 2.8
cm or just over one inch.

41 Forden avenue, and those
built along a street which is at
the back of a house, such as cer-
tain properties between York
and St. Catherine streets. Also,
fences will be allowed on the
building line for schoolyards,
and higher limits are author-
ized for hoardings around
building sites.

In the case of fences on corner
lots and hedges running along
the side-lots of properties, they
must be no less than one meter
from the sidewalk, whereas
previously the distance was
three feet.
The city will maintain the

right to order the good appear-
ance of fences and hedges and to
order their destruction where
they conflict with the ability of
drivers to see approaching traf-
fic from side streets.

Bicyclist hurt

A collision between a bicycle

Maisonneuve boulevard and
Prince Albert avenue Friday af-
ternoon sent the cyclist to hos-
pital with scratches to her face
and hands, police said.
