LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL,
Toronto, Friday, July 26.
EYTOWN AND MONTREAL TELEGRAPH CO.
The Bill to incorporate the Bytown and
Montreal Telegraph Company was read a 3rd
time and passed.
TORONTO AND LAKE HURON KAILROAD.

The order of the day was read for the 2nd
reading of the Bill to revive the Act incorpo-
zating the Toronto and Lake Huron Railroad.

Hon Mr Speaker stated that the object of
the Bill was to continue for four years longer
the period in which the proposed Road must
be completed.

Hon Mr Gordon engunired whether the or-
ders of the House had been complied with, in
the present case, with respect to the length of

ablic notice which is required to be given
gefore an Act of Incorporation can be obtain.
od from the House? He thought it would be
advisable to refer the Bill toa select com-
mittee, to ascertain that point.

Hon Mr DeBlaquiere thovght it would be
better to make that enquiry of the Law clerk.

Hon Mr Speaker suggested that a select
committee would be the best means of ascer-
taining whether the rules of the house had
been complied with. ) :

Hon Mr McKay expressed a similar opin-
ion.

Hon Mr DeBlaquiere would move the 2nd
reading of the Bill. In April 1836 a Bill pass-
ed incorporating the Toronto and Lake Huron
Railroad, and requiring that the Road should
be completed in ten years. That period ex-
pired in 1845, when the Directors obtained an
extension of four years longer. In 1849, after
this further delay had also expired, a bill was
f‘used incorporating the Toronto, Simcoe, and

ake Huron Railroad, and which expressly
reserved to the Legislature the right toincor-
porate any rival company. It was therefore
evident that the Goyernment did not intend
to give them any exclusive right. During the
prerent session the Directors of the road had
applied to the house for permission to change

its terminus.  As this change would enable
them to fix it at twenty or thirty miles from
the city of Toronto, the question was, how far
the bill could be considered the same as the
one passed last session, provided this altera-
tion is made. The Bill now before the house
merely asked for the revival of one which had
formerly existed. He was aware that two
petitions had been presented against it. One
of them had emanated from the manager and
other Directors of the rival road, and the
other was from several stockholders. In
those petitions the petitioners would lead the
house to suppose that their Bill, with desired
amendment, would be the same as heretofore
and they omit to state, thatit would altoge-
ther leave Toronto without any railroad.—
He would therefore contend that the House
could do no injustice to the petitioners by al-
lowing the revival of the present bill, because
the other company desire to remove the ter-
minue from this city, and because their bill
gave them no exclusive privilege. He should
now move that it be read a second time.

Hon Mr Ross said, he would move that the
Bill be referred to a select committee for the
purpose of ascertaining whether the rules of
the house had been complied with in regard
to it. He did not see why a bill of so much
importance should be pushed through.

Hon Mr DeBlaquiere explained that a
Commiltee of the House had heard the evidence
of three respectable individuals of Toronto
respecting the proposed change in the Termi-
nus, and they had stated that the change was
highly objectionable to the people of this city;
but it was desired by one individual, becaunse
he was personally interested. The names
of the parties he had referred to were Capt.
Strachan, Messrs Ewart and Arthur.

Hon Mr Ross said, he had last year pre-
sented a petition from the large majority of
the inhabitants of Toronto, among whom were
bankers, merchants, and others. It was
mainly on that petition that the House had
passed the bill, and allowed the stock to be
raised in the peculiar manner which it pro-
videz. He therefor did not think it was right
that it should now be said that the bill was
passed for the benefit of one individual, be-
cause it was passed on the expressed wishes
of the people of this eity. It was not proper
to act in such a dog-in-a-muanger-like man-
ner. They did all in their power to oppose
the irant of a loan by the citizens of Toronto,
and having succeeded in that object, they now
oppose a railroad because the terminus was

Xed at another place.

The motion was then carried for referring
the bill to a select committee, to ascertain
whether the rules of the House had been
complied with, The Committee is compos-
ed of the Honble Messrs Mackay, Boulton and
Ross.

MILITIA BILL.

The bill to continue the Militia Law, was
read a second lime, and ordered to be read a
third time on Monday next.

Hon Speaker stated that the object of the
bill was to continue the militia law for three
years longer, and if in the meantime,a war
should arise between England dnd the United
States, it then provides for its existence uatil
the termination of such war.

Hon Mr Tache spoke in favour of the bill,
and of the great advantage of militiamen.

SECOND READING OF BILLS.

The billto cede lands to certain persons for
burial grounds, was read a second time, and
ordered to be read a third time on Monday ;
the bill to provide for the formation of joint
stock companies for roads and other works ;
the bill to incorporate the Toronto Necropolis;
the bill to amend the law respecting the in-
spection ot beefand pork ; the bill to incorpo-
rate the St John’s Academy ; the bill to pro-
vide for the extension of the Montreal and
Lachine Railroad ; the bill to regulate the
inspection of fish and oil ; the bill to enable
Louis Compte to recovera sum of money due
him ; and the bill to enable parties to recover
sums due for labour on certain rondsin Lower
Canada, were each read a second time and
referred to select committees.

JOINT STOCK COMPANIES.

The House concurred in the amendments
made by the House of Assembly, to the bill
to provide for the formation of joint stock com-
panies, for manufacturing, mining, and other
purposes.

VICTORIA COLLEGE.

The bill to remoye the site of Victoria Col-
lege from Cobourg to Torouto was read for
the first time, and ordered to be read a second
time on Monday.

BILLS FROM HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

Messages were received from the House of
Assembly, stating that that Hoese had passed
a bill to enable the Government to dispose of
claims on certain roads in taeir possession ;
the bill to incorporate the Rawdon and Indus-
try railroad ; the bill to incorporate the Que-
bec and Richmond railroad company ; the bill to
incorporate certain philanthropic associations ;
the bill to extend the powers of the Montreal
Fire and Inland Marine Assurance Company;
the bill to remove donbts in the act incorpo-
rating the town of Bytown ; the bill to devote
the duties derived from tavern licenses in the
county and eity of Montreal to the erection

" of a Court House in that city ; the bill to in-

corporate the Cataraqui road company ; the bill
to authorize trustees to mortgage lands be-
longing to churches in Upper Canada, to pay
the debts of such churches,—were each
read for the first time, and ordered to be read
a second lime L0-mortow.

On motion, it was ordered that the House
meet to~-morrow (Saturday,) at 11 A.M., and
that the orders which had been fixed for
Monday, be then taken into consideration,
with the exception of the assessment.

The House then adjourned.

Pusric Expenpirvre.—We yesterday pub-
lished Mr. Hinck’s abstiact of the estimates
of the probable revenue andexpenditare for the
current year—the former amounting to £628,-
380, and the latter to £611,394 0s 104, thus
leaving a probable balance of income over
expenditure of £16,985 195 2. This state-
ment includes, as we have pointed out, £14,-
049 3s 1d for expenses of removing the seat of
Government, besides £7,974 4s 21 already
paid for the same object ; and £6,780 for the
Forting, besides £7,071 3s 4d paid last year
for those, so-called, Mounted Policemen. We
were congratulating ourselves on the apparent
fact, that the probable income of the year
would more than meet the expenditure, not—
withstanding the wasteful lavishing of the
people’s money on such political partizans as
Doetor Fortin and his be-whiskered soldados ;
when turning the leaf, we discovered a codi~
cile to the Honourable [nspector General’s
¢ will”, that turned our “ beef to bannocks,
canliflowers to kale” ! We found, by it, that
over and above the estimated expenditure of
£611,394 0s 10d, “an appropriation is requir-
ed” of no less a sum than £223,865 14s 3d,
‘“to complete the Public Works of the Pro-
vince, &e"—and further, that the so delicate-
ly alluded to ¢ &e.”, consisted of £15,000—
to be expended in * alterations and additions
to Public Buildings at Quebee.”!

Expenses of the removal of the Seat of Go-
varnment to Toronto £22,023 7s 34, of which,
for repairs and alterations in buildings, is
L7873 bs 1d, and for furniture £5,522 14s
11d, leaving £8,627 7s 3d for the mere trans-
port charges. Now these charges, from To-
ronto to Quebec will at least be 25 per cent
more than from Montreal to Toronto—say
£10,000—a portion of the furniture may be
removed aud wel'l therefore put down the new
farniture required at Quebec at £3,000,
which, with £15,000 for the new buildings
there, will make the removal of the seat of
Government from Toronto to the ancient ca-
pital cost the country £28,000. Thus, we
have £50,023 7s 3d, spent within three years
on the removal of the seat of Government
from Montreal, and a prospective cost of
£10,000 for each subsequent removal from
Quebec to Toronto and vice versa.

Porrranp axp Havirax Rainroan.—We
publish below the circular issued by the Pro-
jectors of this Line of Road, by which it is
sought not only to unite the interests of the
Colonies of New Brunswick and Nova Seotia
with those of the Northern and Eastern
States, but also to open up a shovter and more
expeditious communication between the con-
tinents of America and Europe. The con-
vention referred 1o in the circular is thus
spoken of inthe Halifux Chronicle :—

The convention ahont to be held at Portland,
Me., is, in our estimation, the most important
movement in whieh these colonies have ever been
called upon to take a part. It would be impos-
sible to estimate its importance or caleulate its
results, The sun of prosperity is about o dawn
upon these provinces from a qaarter least ex.
pected. Hopes and expectations long delayed,
are, it would seem, on the eve of being realized

It is plain there is a
great deal wrong, and by some means or other it
must be put right.  The proper gort of men are
not in the Legislature. We want plain, honest,
sensible farmers there, and not lawyers and ad~
venturers, The country is digsatiefied, publie
opinion isdisregarded, und uselul bills are thrown
out. The country does not want an e¢xpensive
aristocratical government, but one of economy and
usefulness”

GEN. Tavior’s Prorerey.—We regret to see
it stated in a letter to the New Yark Express,
that General Tuylor's family are not likely. to be
as comlortable in a pecuniury point of view as
was generally supposed. He lelt no will. We
subjoin the following extract from the letter re-
ferred to :—

* When he left for Mexico, it is stated, that in
three sealed letters, he left directions for the
mansgement ol his property in case of his denth
there, in what was supposed to be a will,—and
these letters were not opened il alter his burial
here,—but no will was among them, and the di.
rections applied (o a property which is now al-
most wholly changed in its form.

* Indeed, his family nov have no home, and
therefore, Mrs. Taylor, it is supposed, will not
return to Louisiana, His plautation on the Miss
sissippi has been sold since hie came here to ena-
ble him to purchase a sugar plantation below, so
that that home is lost.  Previously, however, he
had purchnsed another, midway plantation, but
that has turned out 10 Ye a very unprofitable
picce of property, muking no crops, in conses~
quence of being floeded repeatedly. Then the
homestead is gone to moke one psyment on a su-
gur plantation, on which something like seventy
or eighty thousand dollars must now be due—and
the middle plantation is under water. Probably
some of the Presidentinl salary was relied npon
1o meet the further payment on the sugar plan-
tation, but that salary is gone. You see from
these general facts, that Gen. Taylor died in a
very unfortunate time for the interests of his
family. He had previously, however, to Col.
Bliss’s marriage with his daughter, seuled upon
her a considerable sum of mouey.”

EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE
MONTREAL HERALD.
Toroxro, July 27,

There have been some more funny doings in
the Retrenchment, or as itmust now be called the
No-Retrenchment Committee. Among other wit—
nesses summoned before them by these gentlemen
were all the Judges and all the Ministers. The
summonses were issued somo ten days wvgo, and
up to yesterday only one Judge, viz : Mr. Justice
Draper, and only one Minister, to wit: Mr. Mer-
ritt, had appeared. I do not learn that there was
anything very remarkable in the plan of the
Judge, except, if [ am rightly mformed, that he
would pay some of the present officers by lees in-
stead of the present mode—a changes which would
certainly not tend to retrenchment. Mr. Cameron
of Coruwall, I believe, has propozed the same
thing.  Flr. Merritt submitted a scheme in detuil
which Ihope 1o be able to forward by this post,
with the substantial part of his evidence. If not
you will probably got it by the next. In the
meantime, there is a little story worth telling,
connected with this same plan of the Hon. Com-
missioner of the Bosrd of Works, The plan was
printed for private circulation among the Commit.
teo; but, of course, some. copies leaked out, and
of these one copy fell into the hands of M. Wm,
Boulton, e forthwith resvlved, as Me. Merritt
had presented this as a practical scheme, to give
him an early opportanity of recording his seuti-
menisupon it.  Accordingly, he sent to the prin-
ters a document which was, I beliove, a verbatim
copy of the résumé of the scheme propounded by
Mr. Merritt—at any rate an exact reproduction of
all its points, When, theretore, Mr. Hincks
moved his financial scheme in the shupe of the ess
timates, he was met by the scheme of his cols
league, in the shape he had submitted it to the
Retrenchment Committee.  You will, in case the
entire devuinoat dves not rasch you, understand
the priucipal parts of Mr. Merritt's proposition
from the amendment to the estimates moved by
Mr. Wm. Boulton,

The above is an episode from the main subjoct
—the Retrenchment Committee. The Ministers
not having complied with the desires of the Com-
mittee during a period of ten days, Mr. Cayley
yesterdny moved a resolution, exprossing the re-
gret folt ut their delay, by which the business of
the couniry wae greatly impeded. I need not say,
however, afier what you know of the proceadings
of this body, that such a resolution could not be
carried.

You will see that Mr. Holmes' anti-Usary Law
Bil! has passed all but the third reading, and I
look upon it us quite safe in the Lower Houee, 1
suppose also in the Upper.

Fatlier Chiniquy is to have a gratuity, instesd
of an annuity os was at firet supposed. It is
somewhat droll to see the gift to the worthy father
supporied by some gentlemen, celebrated for their
staunchness ; but not their staunchness to the
cause of tee-totalism. Sir A, McNab, Col.
Prince, and many other geatlemen, who are sup-
posed notty be very partial to cold water, show
their respect for the principles of the zealous
prisst by promoting the grant. I understund that
it will do little more th i cover the debts incurred
in the cold water mission, for printing, &c¢.  For
wy own purt, I shall think the moncy not misap—
plied, provided always that it be understood the
Missiouury shall hereafter stick to preaching and
persuading, and leave drawing Acts of Parlia-
meut to the cobblers who cultivate that kind of
business.

Among the various characters of note assem-
bled here now, are the whole of the County Court
Judges of Upper Canada. You know that there
is a bill belvre the House, broughtin underthe
uuspices of Mr. Solicitor General MacDonald, in-
tended to increase the jurisdictions of these courts
by giving them the right to try uctions in certain
cases, up to, I think, £100. The Judges say that
they are at present by far the hardest worked of
the judicial functionaries ; and that to increase
the number of suits brought before them by ex—
tending their jurisdiction, would still farther re-
lieve the Judges of the Superior Courts, whose
uumbers by recent change, have been considera.
