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She has faught 15,000 children
“THE trouble with youngsters today is that they

don’t know how to concentrate. As a result
they have bad memories, forgetting what they're
taught from one minute to the next.”

The woman who uttered the above statement
did so with the conviction gained from more than
three decades of teaching children in the classroom
and in the dance studio.

Mary Beetles is a petite woman whose sprightly,
rhythmic walk and tremendous energy belies her age.
She has taught too many children — at least 15,000
according to her estimates — and coped with their
parents to temper her criticisms of the present gener-

» ation.
The present generation is the hardest to teach, she

believes, and places the blame primarily on parents who
fail to insist on, and supervise, study and practice.
Her criticism of today’s

parents stems, in large
part, from the memories
she has of her father and
the wonderful role he
played in her early cul-
tural development.

Miss Bectles was born in
Brighton, Eng. and was a
Gold Medalist at the Royal

Academy of Music, London.
Though trained as a concert
pianist she discarded a career

as a soloist and became a pro-

fessional accompanist, She
studied ballet under Madame

Wordsworth and Espinosa,

ballet master of the Alhambra
School in London.

She admits to a total lack
of ambition in her early years

regarding pursuit of a profes-

sional career as either a con-
cert pianist or ballet dancer,

although she exhibited suffi-

cient talent to pursue either

career,

“My father, an auditor by
profession, had a deep inter-

est in all things cultural and
was an excellent dancer, him-

self.” Miss Beetles explains.

“He imparted his love of

music and dancing to me when
1 was very young and exposed

me to good music and ballet

as often as possible. I was
brought up on opera and at
the age of six could follow

the score of The Messiah, my
favorite.”

Miss Beetle’s early ambi-

tion was far removed from

these fields. She wanted to

be a nurse but her parents

were against this. Moreover
applicants with impaired

eyesight were rejected as

nurses then, and this served

as an added deterrent,

Miss Beetles then entered
the teaching profession to

please her father and after

a period of time as a
teacher she opened her own

school in London for excep-
tional students who felt un-
comfortable or were too

shy to attend regular
schools.

She maintained the school
for five years until her

father's death midway through

the First World War and the

death of several of her pupils
due to a diphtheria epidemic

so disturbed her emotionally

that she decided to leave Eng-

land and come to Canada.
She arrived in Montreal in

1921 with her mother who one
day noticed an ad in the paper
that was to change the course

of Miss Beetle’s life and

eventually result in the estab-
lishment of one of the city's

most popular dancing schools.
The ad sought a pianist for

a dance studio — the Shefler
Dance Studio and resulted in

a ten-year tenure for Miss
Beetles during which she held

the posts of teacher, secretary

and pianist.
In 1931 she opened her own

school on Sherbrooke street

west and then built her pres-
ent building on Decarie boule-

vard.
Miss Bcetle's strong in-

terest in ballet brought her

inte contact with many

groups locally and national-

ly. She was ene of the

founders of the Province of

Quebec Dance Teachers’
Association and is a past

president. She is a member

of the Board of Directors of

the Canadian Ballet Festival

Association; a vice-president

of the National Ballet Guild,
Montreal branch, and vice-

chairman of the N.D.G. Arts

and Letters Festival.

She is proudest of the fact
that several times she has
numbered three generations

of the same family among her
pupils. Most of her pupils are
girls because, as she explains,

“Canada is not prepared to ac-

cept the idea of its young boys
taking d an cing lessons.
They're considered sissies.”

In this respect fathers are

most to blame, Miss Beetles

feels. “They want them to

take up football or hockey, to

be ‘he-men’, but there is

nothing sissified about danc-

ing,” Miss Beetles asserts.
“It is an excellent means

of physical conditioning,

teaches poise and balance, de-
velops discipline and person-

ality, and almost always en-

courages a developing interest
in other forms of culture.”

In her opinion the influ-

ence of TV with its wide ex-
posure of ballet performers

such as the Russian troupe
that earned such wide ac-

claim, will lead more and

more young males to danc-
ing class in the next genera-

tion when today's young-

Miss Beetles emphasizes

that her school is not a traine

ing school for potential pro-

fessionals although many of

her pupils have gone on stage.
Among them are Ann Hol-

land, with Radio City, New

York; Bob Ho, with the Na-

tional Ballet Company: George

Erskine Jones, well-known
choreographer in London,

Eng., Babs Heath who was a
member of the cast of My Fair

Lady, and Marylin Rollo ac-

tive in Toronto TV.

Among the many accolades
given her during the years

she treasures most the fact

 

that she is one of the two

women in Canada who have

been made “lady Kinsmen”,
Miss Beetles was the first (in

1956) to become an honorary

member of the service organ-
ization a tribute paid her in
recognition of her assistance

for the past 18 years to the
Kinsmen Club of Montreal to

which she has donated the

proceeds of her school's re-

citals.

“I feel that the efforts of
my children who are better

off should be used to help the

less fortunate,” she explains.

She also formed the Ballet
Entrenous, two companies of

dancers that put on special

shows for charitable events.
The children operate their own
companies under her super-

vision, but by giving them the
responsibility for the show,

Miss Beetles feels they are

encouraged to learn to think

for themselves.

When not busy supervis-
ing her staff of 22 who
teach piano, dancing and

dramatics to the "750-odd

children attending the stu-

dio each year, Miss Beetles

relaxes with her hobby, the

keeping of scrapbooks.

But even this has been

turned to good use in that

she has become the official
scrapbook keeper for the

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City Manager retires — almost
The man who knew Westmount “way back when”, and who has kept up with its

development through his 48 years of service to the city, retired last Thursday.
Thomas J. J. Hughes, former engineer's assistant, instrumentman and draughts-

man, supervising engineer, assistant city engineer, assistant city general manager and
finally general manager, has retired in name only — he will be kept on (after a brief
vacation) as an advisor to the city, working on by-law revisions and the city charter.

Mr. Hughes joined the City of Westmount as an en-
gineer’s assistant, at a salary of $12 a week, in 1912, when
horse-drawn vehicles were the only way to get to the
top of the mountain — or on foot.

He has seen the population grow from a small com-
munity of about 15,000 to the present population of more
than 30,000. He has the satisfaction of knowing Westmount
is known as one of the best run cities in Canada.

Mr. Hughes will be succeeded by 40-year-old Norman
T. Dawe, who joined the city in 1947 as Personnel officer,
and who became the assistant general manager in 1956.
Mr. Hughes was honored recent-

ly at a retirement dinner attended
by Mayor J. C. Cushing, the City

Council, four former mayors and

three department heads.
Mr. Hughes recalled his early

days with the City when the city

offices were located in what is now

the police and fire station on Stan-
ton street. The draughting office

where he worked has since become

the cell block.
He describes his duties over the

years as happy, but with “little

time left for leisure.”

Born in Kent, England, Mr.
Hughes came to Canada in 1910

at the age of 15, starting in the

employ of the city in 1912,
His service was interrupted

in 1914 when he enlisted in the

original 21st Batlery of West-

mount, which later became the

5th Battery, Second Brigade.
1st Division. He transferred to

the 2nd Ballery of Ottawa,
C.F.A., and served throughout

World War 1.

He rejoined the city in 1919 as

in 1925; assistant cily engineer in

1930; assistant to the general

Xmanager in 1939. In 1945 he was
named assistant general manager,

and in 1950 was appointed general

manager.

Recalling (he ‘good old days’,

Mr. Hughes said he remember-

ed, as an engineer's assistant,
laying out new streets through

the nine-hole golf course in what
is now the Lansdowne-Sunny-

side-Upper Belmont area. “In

those days, when we went out

on a survey party, we used to

stop twice for a rest on our way

to the summit. It was a tough

climb with all the equipment.”

Mr. Hughes was instrumental in

the completion of Westmount's
first major street-widening pro-

gram on Cote St. Antoine road,

and also improvements on West-

mount avenue, The Boulevard and
Sherbrooke street,

Speaking of Westmounters, he

said they have been ‘‘most patient

and appreciative of the services

performed . . . and criticism has
been negligible.”

Having worked for 11 mayors

in his 48 years service, Mr.

Hughes paid them and their

councils tribute: “No other
communily has been as well

served by its elected officers

than Westmount. One could not

have received better co-opera-
tion.”

A strong supporter of the council-
mapager form of municipal gov-

ernment, Mr. Hughes noted that

Westmount was the first in Canada

and the 15th on the continent to

adopt the system. Today there are
1,500 similar communities in North

America, 36 of them in Quebec. He

served as president of the provin-

cial chapter of the International

City Managers’ Association in 1957
—a group he has been associated

with since 1940.

He is a Freemason, having for-
merly been a Master in the West-

mount Lodge. He is also a member
of the Rotary Club of Westmount

and of the Institute of Public Ad-

ministration of Canada. For the
/past two years he has served on

the associate committee on Nation-
al Fire Codes of the National
Research Council.

An active church worker, Mr.

Hughes has served as rector’s

warden at St. Jude's Anglican
Church for more than 25 years. He

is married to the former Marjorie
B. Fowler and they have two sons
-—but ncither is in civic adminis-

tration.

T is always hard to accept a

unique fact which lies outside
the possibility of proof. Some

people find it beyond their capa-
city to accept the Resurrection

of Jesus. The New Testament is

perfectly frank about it. Thomas

doubted, and St. Matthew tells

us that others doubted. There

have been others who have
found various reasons for doubt-
ing. For instance, the four Gos-

pels and the Acts and St. Paul

do not exactly agree with one

another. The accounts were
written down, some 25 years

after the event, and some 65

years. And some say it is not

reasonable to believe them.
There are disagreements in

the details of the story. Some

speak only of appearances in
Jerusalem. Some tell of our
Lord appearing in Galilee.

That is exactly the kind of

disagreement in detail that we
expect in the telling of an event

so tremendous as the Resurrect-

ion, If all the accounts agreed
perfectly we should say that the

witnesses had copied one anoth-

er and that there was really
only one witness, The same is

true in the Christmas story.

Bul likt the Christmas story,
the Resurrection stories agree

in the most important facts:

The Tomb was empty and the

Apostles were assured that

Jesus had risen, and presently
they were equaily sure that He

had appeared to them and had

talked with them on several
occasions.

It was not as though they had
expected a Resurrection, in

spite of the warnings of Jesus.
They did not act like men with

any expectations. They had

hoped that it should have been

He which should have redeemed

Israel, but now their hope was
gone, It was not till Mary of

Magdala saw the Risen Lord,

and Peter and the Beloved Dis-

ciple saw the evidence of the

empty Tomb, that they believ-

ed.

The faith of the disciples was
not yet complete; that required
the gift of the Spirit: but it

least they were satisfied. They

remained together in Jerusalem
and they went quietly about the

task of filling up their number.

They had gone a long way from

the fearful and confused body of

disciples who met behind locked

doors; and their change was

due to one single thing—their

Master had risen from the dead,

to die no more; death had no

more dominion over Him,

 Sunday, April 24th
11:00 am.

The pace, the

concentration, the output of

energy in office work are child's

play compared with hahdling a

class, and the smaller the class,
the harder the work . . . Teaching

in America is a twenty-four hour

job, twelve months in the year;

sabbatical leaves are provided so
you can have your coronary

thrombosis off the campus.”

Your School, Your Child and You

The Teacher’s toil

— By E. George Cochrane, B.A., M.Ed. — 
People who have never

done any real teaching tend,

in their ignorance, to scoff at

words such as these. They
have no concept whatever of
the tremendous toll upon one’s

nervous enery that teaching
takes. Nor do they realize the

amount of time that the con-
scientious teacher spends upon
preparation, or the hours of
drudgery devoted to correct-

ing examinations and term
work, or of the interminable

committee meetings.

And yet lo the teacher comes
the wonderful satisfaction of

realizing that he is dealing with
important things, not the tedious
trivialities with which so many

men and women occupy their

days in order to earn a living. The
teacher knows, too, that he is

rendering a vitally important task,

certainly infinitely more import-
ant than writing advertisments in-

tended to persuade gullible

housewives that one brand of de-

tergent is superior to all others.

But while the teacher does
have his compensations and his

satisfactions, he is not — as all

too many appear to believe — a co
creature of leisure who works a
five-hour day for less than ten

months of the year. There is a

great deal more involved in teach-
ing than that and 1 wish that

some of the critics would pause

long enough in their verbal ramb-

lings to realize it.

1960 (Last of Four Parts}

1N THE ASSORTMENTof Pade-
rewski data . . . reviews, programs

and editorials, there is an unusual
newspaper article, “THE BRAIN
OF A GREAT MUSICIAN" which
is analytical and lengthy. Written
by a doctor, Edgar C. Beall, M.D.,

there is a sub-title . . . “A Phreno-
graph of Ignace Jan Paderewski
From A Personal Examination.”
(It is from the Phrenographical
Journal, 1893.)

THERE IS COMPLETE DETAJL
about the structure of his head
and what everything signifies. Also

a description of a piano sensation:
“He is five feet nine inches in

height and weighs 150 pounds. He
is possessed of a very graceful fig-
ure and a remarkable shock of

golden hair, of which he is justly
proud. (My mother told me it was
reddish when she heard him first

but when I heard him in his last
Montreal recital December 12, 1923

his hair was grey, almost white).
His eyes are blue, his skin white,
his nose Greco-Roman and mouth

and chin as delicate as those of a
girl. It is also interesting to note
that his hand is small, requiring

only a seven and a quarter glove,

quite firm, approaching the square
type, with the finger tips spatulat-
ed. This is in perfect accord with

his brilliancy as a pianist.”

A GOOD DEAL of this long
article is technical. The final

paragraph is a thumbnail

sketch and noteworthy is that
it tells Paderewski taught piane
