’ (From the Toronto Globe, Feb 21.) :

A somewhat curieus trial for libel isat pre-
sent going on in Montreal, at the instance of
Mr. Alexander McGibbon, agajnst the Witness
newspaper. It seems that some time ago the
snow-shoeing clubs of Montreal turned out
to do honor to the Governor-General by a
torch-light procession over the snow, and that
afterwards Mr. McGibbon mhrulnad them at
a8 champagne supper—or rather, as some
allege, gave the e of his house to the several
presidents of the clubs in order to have a
finishing geudeamus. Be that as it may, this
grand entertainment had a good deal of local
notoriety,andt;udd;oedul proof of Mr,
McGibbon's public spirit, genmerous hospits.
lity;- and so forth. The "free use of the
liquors provided, we presume; had the
efiect of making some of the lads present
go home in a condition not al satis-
factory to their friends. At least it has been
‘sostated and has never been denied. As the
whole proceeding had been ot a public char-
acter and had been applauded by its admirers,
theconductors of the Daily Witnessfell that ihey
had also the liberty to expreas their opinionon
thesubject.
