In ‘1892,
when Queensland was in such desporate
financial straits, he offered to lond the
oolony $2,600,000.

" The reason is simply that Jerusalem—you
cannot separate Jerusalem from Palestine
—1s the sacred oity of 0 many creeds and
warring faiths. Not only is it the holy
place of all the Cbristian churches, and |-
two of them quarrel bitterly over it—the
Greeks and the Latins—but it is also one,
‘of the most sacred places in the Moham-
medan world. Mecca and Medina are hard-
ly more sacred than the Mosque of Omar.
That is'a fact which is often ignored by
Europeans, who forget that to turn the
Mobhammedans out of the temple inclosure
would disturb the whole Moslem world
from the Straits Settlements to Albania,
We must never forget that Mohammedan
pilgrims from India visit Jerusalem just
as Christian pilgrims visit it from Europe.
