Mr. Speaker here read the 
27th rule in reterence to the matter.

The hon. gentlemen withdrew his motion. * 
PUBLIC WORKS.

Hon. Mr. ROSE introduced a bill entitled,
“ An Act respecting the Public Works.

Mr. BROWN—Will the hon. gentleman ex­
plain the object of the bill ?

Hon. Mr. ROSE said the object of the bill 
was to consolidate the existing laws respecting 
the public works ; second, to do away with the 
anomaly of assistant commissioners, being as it 
were placed in the position, and exercising co­
ordinate power with the chief commissioner— 
thus putting that department in the same posi­
tion as the other departments. It was intended 
to introduce various minor improvements, for 
the.purpose of" economising the administrative 
expenses of the department, particularly as to 
the cost of arbitrations. He hoped that by 
carrying out the provisions in this bill, a con 
siderable economy would be effected. (Hear, 
hear.)

TOWNSHIP OF HALIFAX.
Mr. HERBERT introduced a bill to amend the 

Act 20 Vic., cap. 134, changing the limits of 
the Township of Halifax.
^ STANDING COMMITTEES.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER moved that this House 
do concur in the report of the committee ap­
pointed to report the standing committees in 
this House.

P Mr. FULEY said he rose for the purpose of 
moving an amendment to the motion of the 
Attorney General Bast, with a view to remove 
a very gross injustice which hon. genilemen on 
his side of the House felt had been done to 
them, and to the public service, by the omission 
of the names of certain gentlemen who, in con­
sideration of the services performed by them in 
the public business before, should have had 
their names placed on that committee. During 
the last session of Parliament, a long and 
laborious investigation was gone into, and 
amongst those most prominent in their atten­
tion to the business of that committee, were 
the hon. member on his right hand, (Mr. 
Brown,) the member on his left hand, (Mr. 
Hogan), and the hon. member for Huntingdon. 
It happened, too, that while the Opposition was 
much larger numerically this session—than 
during the last^it appeared exceedingly 
strange that the numbers of the Opposition on 
that committee {should have been most impro­
perly reduced. During last session they had 
seven members of the Opposition on this com-j 
mittee, and with their increased numbers this| 
session, might reasonably have expected nine 
or ten, whereas their number has been reduced 
to five. [Hear, hear.) When the House ap­
peared to see what seemed to be injustice last 
year, they proceeded to rectify it directly. The 
action of the other branch of the legislature, 
had been similar. In the case of seventeen' 
members of the committee, eleven were decided 
supporters of the Ministry. Only five were 
members of the Opposition. The names of 
Messrs. Brown, Somerville and Hogan had been 
omitted from, and those of Messrs. Dunkin and 
Jobin added to, last year’s list. He trusted that 
there would be a sufficient sense of fair play in 
the House to vote for the motion ; that is, 
if the members ot the administration resist it. 
The hon. members who had been left off the 
committee had been left off solely because of 
the rigid investigations they had proceeded to 
make last year, and which they had been un­
able to complete. He hoped the House would 
not allow such an injustice to be perpetrated. 
[Hear, hear.] The motion was preparatory to 
others for reinstating Messrs. Hogan and Somer­
ville. [Hear, hear.]

Hon. Mr. CARTIER said it was as well that 
it should be announced at the ontaet, that the 
name of the hon. member for Toronto had been 
deliberately left off the committee by the ma­
jority of the committee appointed bj the House 
to select the members of the standing commit­
tees. [Hear.] And he might say at the outset, 
that the Government viewed this mnti^n n^~ a 
vote of want of eonfidenctL [Hear, and clap­
ping of hands on both sides—especially the 
Opposition.] Well, he was happy to see hon. 
members opposite clap their hanHg ; the 
Government could afford to wait for the coun­
ter-clapping. [Hear, hear.] It was due to the 
House and the Government to annonncg~that iT 
was an intentional act ; because lasLyaar, the

good-humoredly and well. But he would accept 
his explanations. The proposition now was 
that the committee ought to be composed of 
members in numbers proportioned to the state 
of political parties in the House. He (Mr. Fo­
ley) pretended that the Opposition had increas­
ed since last year. This he [Mr. Gantieij de- 
nied.lj He contended that the Opposition, as an 
Opposition, ! had decreased.-l-Hear,hear.:!—He 
came to this conclusion from an examination 
of the several votes taken on the Address, in 
which the Administration had been sustained 
by majorities from both sections of the province. 
—Hear.—Even the member for Cornwall, a 
great advocate of the double majority system, 
must be satisfied with this.—Hear.—

Hon. Mr. FOLEY said there was an Upper 
Canadian majority of eight against the Govern­
ment in one nf the divisions.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER said that speech shewed 
that the other votes had been very favorable to 
the Government.—Hear —The member for St. 
Hyacinthe had sided with the Opposition on the 
Address, but he bad, the word of that member 
—and his acts in thffHouse hlidprovc3Tt^-that 
he was at issue with the Government on one, 
point only ; that of the Seat of Governmet. He 
thought, too, that most of those who last year 
supported the Government and had opposed 
them this year on the Seat of Government ques­
tion would support them on other points. If it 
were not so,he hoped they would come forward. 
The Government would hear with pleasure who 
were their foes and who were their friends.— 
Cheers.—The member for Toronto had not come 
to the committee on public accounts last year 
until five or six weeks after it was organized.— 
Then he began to attend and tried to make up 
a series of charges against the late Inspector 
General. He laid hold of an ex-employé oi the 
Receiver General’s office and, when he thought 
himself posted up in the details of supposed der 
linquincies he came to the committee. The!

1 proceeding proved him to be in error and tol 
be unskilful in accounts, [ so much so that he\ 
stated before the House, when the member for 
Renfrew brought down his measure to consoli­
date the debt of the Province, that it was a bill 
to enable the Government to issue more deben­
tures !—Hear and laughter.—He did not under­
stand that it was only to create a public stock. 
—Hear.—Again the hon. member had the 
Globe, a great political engine, at his control. 
In it he had printed a series ot reports, before 
they ought to have been made public. And 
when the member for Renfrew brought evidence 
to meet the charges made—evidence which 
would have exploded the “grave charges” and 
scattered them to the four winds—he never en­
deavored to get the committee to meet, or to 
give any fair play to ihe hon. member for Ren­
frew. The country knew full well that the hon 
member lor Toronto did not only wish to elicit 
certain matters, but to elicit them in such a 
way as not to let the truth and the whole truth 
be known.—Hear.—He had his reward ; the in­
vestigations proved nothing against the hon. 

Imember for Renfrew, and with all the help of 
Ithe dismissed employé he made out not the 
fehadow of a charge against the hon Inspector 
’0*6 ti0i!£i*l Us&r • ■, ——

/'"‘Hon. Mr. BROWN—Why, then, did you turn 
him out?

Hon. Mr. CARTIER—He had resigned at that 
time. (Hear.) But the hon. member for To­
ronto had not cast a stain upon him. He had 
endeavored to do so for partizan purposes, and 
for this reason he [Mr. Cartier] had thought it 
right to make this explicit statement.. [Hear, 
hear.]

Hon. Mr. FOLEYsaid he had asserted that 
the Opposition had increased in number, and 
that the number of Opposition men on the com­
mittees should have been increased correspond- 
ingly, instead of being decreased from 7 to 5. ,

Mr. GALT said, in opposing the motion of 
the member for Waterloo, he could scarcely be 
supposed to do so from the position in which 
he stood,as being personally connected with the 
Department of Public Accounts. But he desired 
to say that, while he rfecognized most fully the 
duty of every individual, not merely in this 
House, but in the country, to perform whatever 
public duties might devolve upon him ; and 
while he was prepared himself to undertake any 
public duties.that might devolve upon him, he 
was not prepared to place himself voluntarily 
in a position which would involve, in many par­
ticulars, his self-respect. ] He was bound to say 
—without desiring to use language that would 
be discourteous to any member of the House' 
that the proceedings of the Public Accounts 
Committee last session, which, as a member of 
the Committee, he had a full opportunity of 
watching, were such as to create in his mind 
the most painluljeelings.l {The course of exam­
ination adoptedby tbemèmber for Toronto was 
not such as was calculated to elicit information, 
The questions themselves involved accusations, 
and he only wished to make a reference to some 
ot the scenes which took place—which would 
be in the recollection of the House—to show 
that if the Committee were again so conducted, 
there would be an end to all useful legislation. 
He admitted that it was his duty, as the Finance 
Minister, to give the fullest information in re­
gard to the Public Accounts, but he was not 
prepared to say he should be subject to ques­
tions which were such as no one would venture 
to put to him except under the protection of a 
Committee of the House.'.V.So, whatever might 
be the views of his colleagues if the motion of 
the hon. member for Waterloo was carried, he 
should not consider it consistent with lis self- 
respect to place himself in the power of that 
Committee.(’.[Hear, hear.] For his own 
part, lie was prepared to go further, 
and sav that such a Committee as that 

Public Accounts was subversive ot
th'e principle o~f responsible Government.

Mr. BROWN—Now we will get at it.
Mr. GALT said that the committee, conduct- 

ed as it was last session, was subversive of 
the principles of responsible Government. 
Everything connected with the legislation ot 
the country was discussed in that committee 
—not for the purpose of eliciting information, 
but to damage the member for Renfrew and the 
Government ; and all this was done very in­
geniously and very unscrupulously also, by the 
member for Toromo. Of course the Govern­
ment was not responsible to the members of a

[Hear, hear, from all sides of the House.] But/ 
to say that responsible Government would be;
seriously assailed by the organization of
committee like this, seemed to him to be one of 
the most asto.unïïTüg decIara"tiôïïsTïë~ïïad ever
heard. The gentleman who made thé "declar­
ation must hafê"jaTfaffgel3eas of the principles 
ofresposibie Government' if it was the man­
ner in which investigations were conducted to 
which the hon. gentleman was opposed, he [Mr. 
Drummond] would ask was not the majority 
responsible for this, and did not the Govern­
ment control the majority? Certainly ; hence 
there was nothing of which the Government 
could complain.

Mr, FERRES.spoke in the highest terms of 
Mr. Cayley, aud said he had not been Well 
treated by the Committee of Public Aceouuls last 
session. He was asked a multitude 0 questions 
and expected to answer them on the spot, and 
because he wanted to take the questions home in 
some cases, much dissatisfaction was expressed. 
Mr. Andersou, however, was differenly treated, 
not only was he allowed to take the questions 
home and to write the answers there, but he be- 
liev d that he himself had been allowed to frame 
not only the questions hut the answers.

Mr. HOGAN—The practice was to allow the 
witnesses to take the questions home.

Mr. FERRES—What he wished to state was 
that Mr. C. E. Anderson had famed his own 
questions, whereas Mr. Cayley had been refused, 
on a divi ion, to take the questions home; and 
he read from the report in proof. He bad now 
before him one of the questions proposed to Mr. 
Audersou, and it was in a female hand. The 
inference was plain. He (Mr. Ferres) had no 
objection to see Mr. Hogan ou the Committee.

Mr. HOGAN did not wish to be on it.
Mr. FERRES proceeded, and said that it was 

represented that questions had been put and 
answers had been given, neither of which had in 
fact occurred.

Mr. FERRES read the report of the Globe

Hon. Mr. GALT—And which made all the

(Hear, hear.) vvhen he used the 
word “favor,” he meant to say he had never re­
ceived from the hou. gentleman even ordinary 
courtesy on the floor of the House, or in the pa­
per which he conducted.

DESPATCHES RELATING TO THE CON­
SOLIDATION OF THE PUBLIC DEBT.

Copy of a Report of a Committee of the Honor­
able the Executive Council, dated 31st 
August, 1858, approved by His Excellency 
the Governor-General in Council on the 
21st August, 1858.

The Inspector-General has the honor to sub­
mit to the Governor-General in Council, that, 
under the Act passed in the last Session of the 
Provincial Parliament, providing for the Con­
solidation of the Public Debt of the Province— 
and for the issue of Stock for the same—he be 
authorized to proceed to England, and to place 
himself in communication with the financial 
Agents of the Province, and with the several 
holders of Provincial Securities:—with the view 
of carrying out the terms of the said Aet.

That he be authorized to effect such Consoli­
dation of the Public Debt, agreeably to the pro­
visions of the said Act, on such terms and con­
ditions as may to him seem fit and expedient.

That he be authorized to issue such Stock or 
to arrange for its future issue as may be requir­
ed to redeem any outstanding Debentures of 
this Province, or of any Consolidated Municipal 
Loan Fund Debentures.

That he be authorized to make such arrange­
ments as may to him seem expedient—either 
with the present financial Agents of the Pro­
vince—or with other parties or Baokers—for 
the future management of the Public Debt of 
this Province—and to establish the rate of re­
muneration for such management.

That he be authorized to establish such regu­
lations, subject to the Governor-General in 
Council, as may be necessary for the issue and 
transfer of such Stock.

The Committee recommend the adoption of 
the foregoing memorandum of the Inspector- 
General, the whole to be subject to the approv­
al of your Excellency in Council, until which 
any arrangement shall be considered as provi­
sional.

Sir,—I have the honor to report, for the in­
formation of His Excellency the Governor- 
General, that, in obedience to the Order in 
Council, dated 31st August last, I proceeded, 
during my recent visit to England, to ascertain 
how far the provisions of the Act for the Con­
solidation of the Provincial Debt could be car­
ried into effect with advantage to the Province.

The Act in question, 22 Vie., cap. 84, provi­
ded for the issue of a Consolidated Stock, bear­
ing four and one half per cent, interest, unre­
deemable before 1st January, 1890, and there­
after upon one year’s notice—It provided that 
such Stock should be issued either in exchange 
for, or for the purchase of the outstanding lia- 
bilties of the Province—and it further authoriz­
ed the issue of such Stock for the purpose of 
puchasing the Consolidated Municipal Loan 
Fund Debentures, to be effected by public ten­
der, after advertisement in the Canada Gazette.

The intention of the Act was evidently to 
effect the redemption of the outstanding Debt 
of the Province, on terms equivalent to Stock 
of four aud one half per cent, at par—and to 
provide against the possibility ot the Province 
being called upon to meet its engagements, at a 
time when the state of the money market might 
make it disadvautageous to effect a new loan. 
The effect of a Consolidation of the existing 
Debt would have been to create an increase of 
the nominal amount of the Debt, but an actual 
reduction of the annual charge, which, iu re­
ality, constitutes the measure of indebtedness.

Under these circumstances, it was evident to 
me that the state of the money market, and 
the rate at which Canada could borrow money, 
must make the operation either advantageous 
or otherwise to the Province—If the outstand­
ing Debentures yielded an interest to the holder 
beyond four and a half per cent.—it was plain­
ly impossible to issue the proposed Stock at par 
—and if issued at a discount—which the Act 
did not contemplate—it was evident that so 
large a nominal increase in the Debt would take 
place, as would greatly, diminish if net altoge­
ther absorb, any advantage from the proposed 
Consolidation.

The calculations which I had prepared of the 
relative value of our present six per cent. De­
bentures, and the proposed four and a half per 
cent. Stock, shewed that £119 10s. of Stock 
must be issued to redeem a Debenture ol £100, 
having 20 years to run.

I had also to consider the difficulty of intro­
ducing a new description of security on the 
English market—and the importance of doing 
so to such amountas would secure transactions 
in it. In connection with this subject,, I may 
remark that to make a stock bear the highest 
price in the market, it is necessary not only to 
satisfy the public of .its intrinsic value, but also 
to place it in such a position that casual inves-. 
ters can at any time realise the securities they 
hold.

Unless, therefore, I could Bee a reasonable 1

difference in the world.
Mr. BROWN said it was a pure mistake. He 

was not present in the committee on that day, 
and neither the reporter nor the printer had 
any interest in falsifying the report. He main­
tained that none but proper questions had been 
put to the member for Renfew, and that his 
examination of the hon. gentleman would have 
been perfectly useless had he handed over to 
him his bundle of questions for him to answer 
at his leisure. Most of them were such as might 
conveniently and easily have been answered at 
once, and there was no objection to his taking 
the others away with him if he chose.

Mr. SOMERVILLE dented that Mr. Cayley 
had been treated differently from other witnesses. 
Everjr session since he (Mr. Somerville) had 
been in the House, he had been a member of the 
Committee on Public Accounts, aud was aston­
ished at the omission ,of his name on this occa­
sion ; bnt he did not feel annoyed at all about it. 
The reason, no doubt, was that he did not choose 
to do the bidding of some members of the Gov­
ernment. (Hear, hear, from the Opposition ) He 
remembered, on one occasion, the Premierj 
coming into the room in a very rude and ungen 
tlemanly manner and saying “ he would pat a 
stop to this.” —-—_______

Attorney General CARTIER—Allow me to 
explain. I remember the occasion very well. 
Just as I went into the room i was told by some 
member of the committee that I had no right to 
be there. I replied that even if the committee 
chose to carry on the business with closed doors, 
they could not exclude any member of the House. 
(Hear, hear.)

Mr. SOMERVILLE said the occasion to which 
he alluded was when the committee were engaged 
iu examining a wiiness.

Mr. FERRES—Yes, I remember, there was no 
quorum. (Hear, hear.)

Attorney General CARTIER—I îound them 
out. (Alaugh.)

V THE VOTE Of WANT OF CONFIDENCE.

Mr. TERRILL wished, befora the House ad- 
journed. to make an explanation in regard to his

. _ cTSf substituting our proposed 0assois,
in lien of the greater part of our existing debt 
—it would evidently he in no way advantage-* 
ons to attempt the operation, To effect this, 
two things were requisite—first, that our De­
bentures should bear a premium equivalent to 
four and a half per cent, stock at par—aud 
secondly, that such an amount of new Capital 
should be called for as would cause transactions 
in the stock—and thereby induce holders of 
our Debentures to convert them.

From communications with our Financial 
Agents, 1 ascertained that in their opinion, the 
rate at which our Debentures were obtainable 
did not afford any prospect oi a conversion into 
four and a half per cent, stock, at par—the 
quotation being about 115 to 116 only.

I further ascertained that owing to the Con­
solidated Municipal Loan Fund Debentures 
being constantly offered in London, at or about 
par, the value of our direct Provincial Deben­
tures was seriously deteriorated, the public 
being unable to distinguish accurately between 
the relative value of the two securities.

The Aet having expressly provided the mods 
in which the Government may retire the Con­
solidated Municipal Loan Fund Debentures, it 
was not in my power to make any arrangement 
whereby these securities should be exchanged 
for a four and a half per cent, stock of the Pro­
vince. And as the market value of our six 
per cent, bonds forbade the expectation of 
their being converted into four and a half per 
cent, consols at par, it appeared to me that nei­
ther through our outstanding Debentures, nor 
through the redemption of the Municipal Bonds, 
was there any reasonable ground for attempt­
ing to place the new consols on the market.

The only basis, therefore, upon which I could 
have attempted to issue the new consols, with 
any hope of success, would have been for the 
repayment of the Imperial Guaranteed Loan, 
and this could only be done after the previous 
consent of the Chancellor of the Exchequer.

I consequently decided, with the advice of 
oar Financial Agents, to postpone any action 
under the Act in question, until my negotiations 
with the Imperial Government should be 
brought to a close.

I have already reported the arrangement 
which I effected with the Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, and which rendered any application to 
the money market unnecessary.

The conclusion or these negotiations took 
place at the latest moment to widen 1 could pro­
tract my stay in England.

Having become satisfied that the terms pf the 
Act were not such as to afford the means of 
converting our existing debt into another form 
on terms advantageous to the Province, I was 
desirous before my departure from England, to 
ascertain the views of our Financial Agents, 
on the mode by which the proposed conversion 
could be best carried out, and I addressed the 
letter, of which a copy is annexed, conveying 
my opinion of the points on which the Act was 
defective, and requesting their report thereon ; 
this repot t I have not yet received, but I have 
no doubt it will be shortly supplied.

Gentlemen,—The Government of Canada are, 
ns you are aware, desirous of consolidatiug the 
Public Debt of the Province at a lower rate of 
interest than is now paid, aud the Legislature 
has passed an act, of which you have copies, 
authorising the conversion in a certain man­
ner. I understand from you that your opinion 
is, that the Act cannot be advantageously 
worked, but requires important amendment. 
It would be satisfactory to the Government if 
you would favor me with the reasons, in 
writing, which you have verbally stated to me, 
and also your views as to the best mode of 
carrying out the intention of the Legisla­
ture.

My impression, from what you have stated to 
me, and what I have otherwise gathered of the 
elate of the money market as regard our securi­
ties, is, that it would be advisable to authorize 
the issue of either Stock or Bonds, as may be 
most advantageous, at a rate not exceeding five 
per cent, and payable in not less than twenty 
years, with option to the Government to pay 
them off after maturity on giving not less than 
three nor more than six months’ notice. The 
holders of the Bonds to have the option at any 
time of inscribing them as Stock. The Govern­
ment to decide the terms upon which the hold­
ers of the present Debentures may be allowed 
to convert them into new Stock or Bonds—hav­
ing regard to their market value aud the ti ne 
they have to run. A sinking fund of one half 
per cent, to be established on the amount of the 
new issues, to be invested in such new issues 
only, or for their redemption.

In reference to the desire shewn by the Legis­
lature to redeem the Municipal Loan Fund 
Bonds, for which the Consolidated Revenue is 
not liable, I should be glad to have your views, 
as to the policy and propriety of permitting 
mese securities to ue aocepteu In yrtymciit-u/. 
new Stock or Bonds at such rate as may be de­
termined by the Government at the time of 
issuing such new Stock. As the Act is now 
made, I do not think this could legally be done.

On the whole question of the policy of attempt­
ing the conversion, and the best mode of man­
aging the Public Debt if it be successfully car­
ried out, I should feel much obliged by a frank 
communication of your views—if possible, before 
my return to Canada.

Dbar Sir,—We have the pleasure ot referring 
to the communication which passed between ua 
during your recent visit to London, upon the 
subject of the Act of the Canadian Legislature 
of last Session, making provision for the re­
demption of Provincial Debentures and the con­
solidation of the Public Debt, and we take this 
opportunity, in accordance with your desire, of 
expressing in a letter the general substance of 
the views which we entertain upon this impor­
tant subject.

We think that_thft dige, etionary power under 
the Act should be extended, and as far as pos­
sible (the principle of the conversion and con­
solidation being admitted) that large discretion- 
ary power should be vested ItT iheFinance Min- 
islgr, especially as to the period and manner m 
which such an operatiou should be carr.ed out. 
We need scarcely add, that it will be necessary, 
under these circumstances, to alter the wording 
of the Act in some material points. We enter­
tain a strong opinion that it will be desirable to 
obtaia power to create Stoclc or Bonds carrying 
interest at a rate not to exceed 5 per cent, aud 
that he r.ptiou of redemption, r served to the 
,(joveri.ment under the hist clause of the exist­
ing Act, shall be upon not less than three months 
instead of twelve months notice.

We consider ibis alteration very essential, and 
that larger notice might under some circum­
stances tend to defeat an operation.

We notice, with much pleasure, that the atten­
tion of the Government has been directed to 
the inconvenience wuich doubtless attaches to 
the existence of securities, which, al: hough torm- 
ing part of ihe engagements of the Province, 
do not tor obvious reasons maintain the same 
posi ion in the market as its Direct Debt. It 
would be highly desirable to take clear power 
und^r the Act to fund he Municipal Bonds, or 
to purchase them in the market at a cer. ain pi ice 
with a view to their caucelment, and by such 
means to consolidate the engagements of the 
Province, leaving as much as possible to the 
discretion of the Government to lix the rate at 
which such Municipal Bonds should be funded, 
aud the price at wnich they might be bought in 
order to be cancelled.

Upon the general question, as to the price and 
period at which an operation for the purpose of 
conversion should take place, we can offer at 
this moment no decided opinion.

The success of an operation of this nature 
would depend not merely upon the state ol the 
money market i.ere, fomuainly upon the finan­
cial condition of the Province, aud the assur- 
auces which could he given to the Public as to 
no material increase in the issue of new engage­
ments ; aud we velure upon this occasion o sub­
mit to your own deliberate opinion, that the pre­
sent high credit of the Province of Canada 
might be s.riously affected by the adoption of 
any sysTemTof policy wLich, in order to_meet 
pressr^’Tmrah-dmiimnlHr^ôüTdnâîîïhorlze an un- 
limTte(Texi~ensiQn~oi' its Debi.

With respect to the management of the Debt, 
we should suggest that in the case of the In­
scription of a Consolidated Debt, the arrange­
ment and regulations adopted by the Bank ot 
England iu the management of our National 
Debt should be adhered to, and should be the 
guide of those who may be chaiged, on the part 
of the Canadian Government, with ihe conduct 
of the financial business of the Province.

The min­
isterial candidate, Mr. Webster, is an old resi­
dent, and sat for the county in the Parliament 
of!844, 5 and 6. He has besides had all the 
influence derived from various Government 
Commissions of inquiry into Crown Land busi­
ness. But he is beaten.

Takliamentary Moralty.—The New Cooe 
of Morality.—According to the Editorial cor­
respondent from Toronto of the Montreal
Dunkin and Morin is treachery to Montreal,' 
thougn we have their assurance they voted ac­
cording to their honest convictions. Accord­
ing to the same auihority Mr. Papineau’s vote 
with these gentlemen and against his usual po­
litical associates was the honorable iulfilment of 
a pledge j as to the conduct of Messrs. Bell, Pat­
rick, and Cook in the same direction nothing is 
said. Now, according to this new moralist, im­
plicit and slavish obedience to one’s constituents 
even at the expense of one’s convictions, is to 
be esteemed the highest possible proot ot the 
uprightness of a member of Parliament.— 
Gazette.

Messrs. Rose, Cartier, Dunkin, and Morin, 
if they voted according to their honest convic­
tions, which we are bound to believe, though 
these convictions were opposed to the past de­
clarations of some of them at least, acted in op­
position to their duty to their constituents.— 
They were bound not to act in opposition to 
their convictions ; but they were equally bound 
to remember that they were representatives of 
others, and that there can be nothing more 
dishonest th.,n to accept a trust in order to 
make your own profit at the expense of those 
whom you pretend to serve. Mr. Papineau, 
acting, doubtless, also according to his convic­
tions, did besides just what his constituents 
desired him to do. If he had left them for his 
party he would have been acting like a rogue. 
What similarity is there between his case and 
that of the other gentlemen ? He did his duty : 
they did not do theirs. The conscience of the 
first made them neglect a plain dictate of mor­
ality : the conscience of the last kept him up to 
all his obligations. Our contemporary con­
tinues :

But if the highest duty of members of Parlia­
ment be ever to obey the whims, and gratify, 
where possible, the greed of their constituents, 
why have the conductors of the Herald and 
people of their stripe abused Mr. Bellingham 
because he was, according to their story, “con­
vinced by a-El,000 bridge for his constituents”? 
He should be their perfect model.

If Mr. Bellingham’s vote had been for a bridge 
for his constituents when some one else requir­
ed that the bridge should be somewhere else, 
there would be some analogy between his affair 
and the others. But the charge against Mr. 
Bellingham, in reference to this bridge, is, that 
he was willing to saddle an immense debt upon 
the whole Province if he could get a trifling 
advantage for his constituents who, after all 
would, perhaps, lose more in the general 
damage than they would make in the local 
gain. It is one thing to vote for an advantage 
for a locality, and another thing to sell a vote, 
on another subject, in order that such advan­
tage should be conferred. Again, no one pre­
tends that a man should violate his conscience 
to represent his constituents ; but that if he 
cannot represent his constituents, he should not 
misrepresent them, which is quite as immoral as 
any other fraud. Now the charge against Mr. 
Bellingham is not that he served his constitu­
ents, but that he did so in opposition to what, 
according to his own showing, he knew to be 
right—that he served his constituents in a com­
paratively trifling matter at the expense of 
doing what he had declared to be an immense 
loss to the Province. Wit have never said that 
the bridge was what paid Mr. Bellingham. We 
don’t believe it now. But here are the facts — 
Mr. Bellingham was the last speaker on one of 
the stages of the last Grand Trunk Bill. He 
declared that he would vote against it. While 
he was speaking a consultation took place on 
the ministerial benches ; by the time he sat 
down Mr. Cayley was in the same relative posi­
tion to the member for Argenteuil, as the first 
great tempter was when he' persuaded Eve, 
particulars of which may be seen in John Mil­
ton’s Paradise lost. In the meantime a col­
league of Mr. Cayley rose, not to make a 
speech, but to get up an irregular conversation. 
The speaker was arrested in the very act ot call­
ing in the members ; Messrs. Cayley and Bell­
ingham retired ; they returned in about a couple 
of minutes ; Mr. Cayley gave the office to his 
colleague, whose manœuvre was stopping the 
vote ; The latter sat down; the division was 
called; and Mr. Bellingham, within ten minutes 
of his declaration against the bill, having in the 
interim had a private conversation with the 
Inspector General, voted in favour of the mea­
sure. These are the facts patent to hundreds ; 
published every where at the time, and never 
contradicted. What motives were suggested 
to Mr. Bellingham by the Inspector General no 
cue but themselves can say. Some think the

mr. Bellingham’s Account of Bribery in 
Montreal.—This gentleman has assured the 
House of Assembly, on the authority of the gen­
tleman who paid the money, that £11,000 was 
paid by one side in bribery at a recent Parlia­
mentary election in Montreal. We presume no 
one who knows anything about such things 
will believe that a person entrusted with such 
a business would be likely to go and tell the 
facts to a political opponent ; and it is exces­
sively unlikely that Mr. Bellingham would be a 
party to whom such a commuaication would 
be made, even by people on his own 
side. The man who did so must have been 
particularly verdant. We see that a corres­
pondent of the Montreal Gazette from Toronto, 
thinks that as Mr. Dunkin did not know any­
thing about the £11,000 it must have been 
Mr. Holton or some of that gentleman’s friends, 
who gave this precise account of offences, for 
which the offender might be criminally pun­
ished. Now, the speculations of the Gazette’s 
correspondent are very laudable. It is very 
important if there be bribery that it should be 
exposed; but we would suggest to this gentle­
man that it is due altogether to his political 
friends that curiosity on the subject has not 
yet been satisfied. There were petitions against 
the return of Mr. Rose, and also against that 
of Messrs. Dorion andMeGee; but the last two 
gentlemen declined to make any technical ob­
jections to the investigation of all the facts of 

[the election, and repeatedly in the House chal­
lenged Mr. Rose to withdraw the objections 
on his side in order that the merits of the 
counter allegations should be tested. Wlmt 
was the result? That Mr. Rose stood upon 
every quibble, and thus prevented any examin­
ation of the .merits of the case against him, 
while the other side refusing to avail themselves 
of any defence except the one resting on the 
merits of the cause at last saw, in spite of them­
selves, their opponents withdraw the petition, 
and thus stifle even that branch of the inquiry,^ 
These are the patent facts about the Montreal 
election. They cannot be set aside by any le- 
ports of anonymous conversations, and infer­
ences drawn therefrom.

The Galway Packet Line.—We have re­
ceived a pamphlet respecting this line, which 
has recently been published in Liverpool. If 
the projectors of the Galway line have been 
guilty of the deceptions and tricks laid to their 
charge in this brochure, they can deserve no 
public confidence whatever. These charges 
are that they have employed old, and, in some 
cases, worn out vessels, with new names, to 
conceal their real character ; that they have 
fraudulently represented these vessels as of a 
capacity and horse-power very much larger 
than the truth, or than their rating under 
former owners. That they have caused tele­
graph notices from Liverpool to be inserted in 
the London papers mentioning the number of 
passengers who had arrived from New York, 
which number of passengers, as appeared from 
the lists published at New York, were greatly 
in excess of the true number, unless upon the 
supposition that Newfoundland had furnished a 
number very much greater than any person of 
common sense could believe possible. These 
are some of the charges, and there are more in 
the same strain. We repeat, it they are true, 
it shows a thorough want of truthfulness, 
which must make a passenger trust himself 
with some misgivings to the vessels of persons 
so offending. A dishonest company is not 
likely to have honest ships, or straightforward 
captains.

He who proceeds mechanically in his 
task may by a fortunate accident, produce a 
good picture ; and there is abundant evidence 
to show us that the mechanical treatment of 
nature is most common and least successful. It 
is in the hands of artists that photography will 
attain the highest execution, artists to whom 
the attainment of effect is instintive, while they 
themselves will acquire much valuable instruc­
tion from studying its results. Notwithstand­
ing the microscopie accuracy of detail present­
ed in a good photograph, its chief value and 
excellence will be found to consist in its 
sacrificing certain details, and in its represent­
ing masses of light and shadow.”

We had lately very great pleasure in visiting 
the studio of our townsman Mr. Notman, and 
witnessing the many proofs of the happy com­
bination we have alluded to. We felt in looking 
round the walls of his reception room, that we 
were surrounded by many of the most dis­
tinguished ot our fellow citizens, and other 
eminent personages who have lately visited 
Montreal, and were quite interested in his col­
lection of photographs from paintings, en­
gravings, &c., We next inspected the beauti­
ful structure in the rear, where the portraits 
are taken. This is on the ground floor, and evi­
dently no expense has been spared in building 
and fitting it up, for the comfort of those visit­
ing the establishment and for adaptating it 
toproduce fine artistic pictures—a result more 
easily attained from the building itself being 
expressly designed and erected for that pur­
pose. The roof is arched and contains upwards 
of 600 feet of glass, affording abundance of 
light for taking portraits in any state of the 
weather, yet so entirely subdued that the eye 
is at no time pained with the excess of light, so 
common in similar establishments. The ventila­
tion too has been carefully studied, and an equal 
and agreeable temperature has been maintained 
during the coldest weather. In passing through 
the manipulating rooms, we were struck by the 
excellence of the arrangements and complete­
ness of the apparatus in every department. 
Mr. Notman has also been most fortunate in 
securing in each department, able and zealous 
assistants, and as each artist has only one de-

To drop metaphor, was there ever such an'
an outrage upon all the rules of parliamentary 
warfare us this exclusion of Mr. Brown from the 
Committee of Public Accounts ? What will thel 
country say to it ? Even were it true that the’ 
hon. Ex-Premier’s language is more plain and 
forcible than pleasant and courtly, that his 
manners are not critically a la Chesterfield— 
what then ? When the ship’s in danger, it is 
not in some mincing, cross-gartered Âlalvolio 
but in some “rude and boisterous Captain of the 
Sea,” in whom the imperilled crew and passen­
gers will put their trust. The very ex’istencé 
of the Committee of Public Accounts is evidence 
of the perdions condition of our finances, of the 
absolute necessity, under present circumstances 
at all events, of a direct parliamentary revision 
of all the monetary transactions of the Govern­
ment.

To 
be effective, itis manifest that such a commit­
tee must not consist of mere political sybarites, 
whose rose-leaf sensibilities shrink from the very 
idea of even doubting the wisdom and pru­
dence, far less the honor and honesty, of their 

Vnasters in office, and so constituted—that is, 
/with twelve ministerialists to five oppositionists 
and Messrs. Brown and Hogan turned out-o’- 
doors—what can it be but a mere white-wash­
ing apparatus, by which the dark secrets of the 
financial incapacity and extravagance of Go­
vernment may be concealed from the eyes of the 
people. That it will be so received by the peo-

ple does not admit of doubt ; and therefore do 
I sincerely rejoice that the fears of the shufflers. 
have so far blinded them to the inevitably con-j 
sequences of their own success. Mr. Brown’s 
services in the P.A. Committee,notwithstanding 
all the misrepresentations and sophistries of 
the Treasury benches and Government organs, 
are known and acknowledged, even by his 
political opponents, from one end of the conn- 
try to the other.

On Sabbath evening, in Cote Street 

Church, the Rev. Mr. Fraser preached to a very 
large congregation, his farewell sermon.

For his discourse he took for his text the last 
verse of the last chapter of Revelations—" The 
grace of onr Lord Jesus Christ by with you all ; 
amen.”—The rev. gentleman began—The last 
sweet note of a piece of music dwells long upon 
the listener’s ear. Even though in a lengthened 
piece there may have been many varieties of 
musical expression, among them wild, piercing 
strains, and others crashing like thunder, yet 
the composer and performer take care that the 
last notes shall be soft and soothing, and plain­
tive. Do we not here find this charac­
teristic though not at all for effect
—and may we not liken the whole Bible 
to a mighty oratorio, now a magnificent 
burst of sound, then a long continued difficult 
passage, and at the last a gentle and pensive 
melody ?—now a solemn recitative—then a 
lofty strain, and a great chorus of sublimity, in 
which the skies themselves seem to open, and 
angels’ eyes look down. One part strikes us 
with fear and another kindles hope—the splend­
ours of heaven, the wonderful drama of earth, 
the wailing of hell’s self, all are expressed in 
this magnifieent composition iinspired by the 
spirit of God—and it ends thus, with this verse 
so loving, so simple, so sweet. After the ecs­
tasies of the Apocalypse comes this heartfelt • 
prayer of the Apostle. The Bible so closes—the 
book of God, therefore the book of love, ends 
with a benediction, which falls soothingly and 
gently on the listening ear of the soul ; and it 
was well that the whole scriptures should emj 
with the words—The grace of our Lord Jesus 
Christ be with you all : amen. It has always 
been our desire to follow, in our ministry, the 
divine plans ot the Bible, itself, and it now re­
mains to end our ministry in this place, with 
the closing words of the Book of God, To re­
peat, even by name, what portions of Holy 
Writ we have tried to expound to this people, 
to recapitulate the truths we have attempted to 
inculcate, would occupy longer time than could 
now be given to such an effort. Moreover, we 
would avoid all appearance of glorifying in 
what we have endeavoured to do ; and to shun 
as far as possible, all expression of feeling per­
sonal to ourselves ; and now, just as on any 
otlier occasion, we address ourselves calmly to 
the explanation of this text. What is meant by 
the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ ? In Holy 
Writ there are two ways in which the meaning 
of grace is to be . understood. In the first 
and more comprehensive sense it means the 
free unbought favour, and the sovereign, saving 
love of God towards men. In the second sense 
it means the divine power or influence present 
with, and operative upon, the souls of men. In 
the first place it is .opposed to merit or works ps 
ground of confidence ; in the second, it is op­
posed to our natural or unregenerated state. 
The rev. gentleman, proceeded, in an earnest 
and forcible manner, further to expound the na­
ture of grace, its necessity, and its influence ; — 
and then went on ; Let us therefore 
in this the last exercise of our min­
istry among you — a ministry which 
had for its aim the increase and the upbuilding 
of the Church of the Saints, though we may 
have come short of our aims, in so far as the 
Church is not built up—commend you to the 
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and exhort you 
to desire for yourselves exceedinfily that grace 
which will renew, support and sanctify you. 
You must possess this grace, recollecting that, 
though your professions may be admirable, the 
best lamp in the world will not give light un­
less supplied with oil. Also, desire this grace 
for one another ; and surely if, in the inter­
change of friendship, we express kind wishes 
for the success of one another, when we say 
farewell, as surely we ought not, when about 
to part, forget to pray that the blessing of God 
may descend np on one another, and that His 
grace may abound in us all. This much, 
Christian brethren, I desire for you, I feel now
which I have been engaged ; what self-re­
proach from the thought that souls have depart­
ed, for some of whom I might have done much 
more. Seven years and seven mouths, to a day, 
have elapsed since first I came to you—on the 
20th July, 1851, to the 20th February, 1859. 
These have been years marked by much favour 
from the Lord. There are many of you who 
will remember when I took this pastorage, this 
church was not more than half occupied—we 
had not more than 150 communicants, and we 
were embarrassed by a load of debt. By God’s 
goodness, this burden has nearly entirely passed 
away ; while the claims of the Gospel at home 
and abroad have not been neglected. The 
Church has been filled with a congregation, 
which can favourably compare with any for its 
regular attendance on the means of grace. We 
have also been privileged to have many of our 
fellow-citizens, of different congregations, fre­
quently attending this Church. The ranks of 
our office-bearers have been augmented with/ 
efficiency, and nearly 500 members have been 
added to our communion roll, of whom a third 
have received the sacrament for the first time. 
Many during the period of my ministry have fall­
en asleep ; amongst whom were some who were 
of great comfort to me. It has also been my lot 
to offer consolation to dying believers, and to 
meet many of you around the death-bed of your 
dying friends. My strength, never much, has 
been devoted to the public proclamation of the 
Divine Truth. I have endeavoured to preach 
the Gospel of Christ, as laid down in the Scrip­
tures, and to enjoin upon you a sacred obser­
vance of the Lord’s Day. For the manner in 
which I administered the truth, for the manner 
in which you, dear friends and brethren, have 
heard and obeyed, we must give an account to 
God. And though I do not now talie leave of 
this community just as if I should never see 
this city again in all my life, still, I take leave 
with the conviction that many are here to-night 
I shall never again see in the flesh till that 
great day when the dead shall rise for judg­
ment. And, now, I would charge you, solemn­
ly, travelling with me to the judgment seat, 
that you take good heed whom you serve ; and 
that you choose the Lord’s side. I charge you 
to lay hold of the offered mercies of God, that 
you may be acquitted of Him when He comes 
to judge the world ; your sins washed from 
you ; and that you may be delivered from blood- 
guiltiness, and be seated at the right hand of 
God, trophies for eternity, by the grace of 
Christ. Finally, brethren—farewell—farewell 
—'fare-ye-well. Be of good comfort ; be of one 
mind ; live in peace, and the God of love and 
peace shall be with you evermore.

thutnb. So the song-birds have disappeared, 
and the game fared no better.

The quail, the partridge and the grouse have 
in many places gone altogether, and where they 
are Still to be found thev are wild and scarce. 
This is trne, also, of the deer, and no less so of 
the trout. But the deer and the birds found, 
till within a few years, a safe home on the 
prairies ot the West. One could not, twenty 
years ago, cross a prairie of half a dozen miles 
in Illinois without starting a herd of deer; who 
would gallop off, with their white tails erect, 
like flags of truce, to a safe distance, and then 
turn to gaze, the leader shaking his antlered 
head at the Intruder. No bit of timber then 
but Was alive with the whirr of the quail, and no 
corn-field that was not black with the prairie- 
hen or grouse. But railroads have changed all 
this. New-York wants venison and birds and 
so, without regard to seasons, without regard 
to sportsmen’s rules of killing, the demand is 
supplied. So game is disappearing, and it will 
take a few years only to extirpate everything 
that flies or runs or swims, except those noxi­
ous or venomous creatures which we ate culti­
vating so rapidly, by destroying their natural 
enemies. The game laws are of little use, 
even in the few places where they exist, so 
long as the selling of game in the great mar­
kets is not a penai offence. The deer and the 
grouse would roam at peace for eight months of 
the year, if the sale of their flesh were prohibi­
ted by law in this city. Such an act is about 
to be introduced to the Legislature of this 
State, and we trust it will become a law. We 
may rely upon the Sportsman's Club of this 
city to see to its execution.

But this is not enough. We should protect 
the game not only for the sake of those who 
eat it, and for the sake of the game itself, but 
we must protect the smaller birds also ; the 
robin which is such a perpetqal rebuke to all 
cruel uncles; the thrush, whose delicious music, 
when the dawn first purples the East, some­
times tempts the laziest to verify the ancient 
tradition of a sun-rise ; the cat-bird, so slow 
and so charming ; the song-sparrow that 
dreams of music, and bursts into song in the 
night-time ; and the scores of others of which 
we may make willing companions, if we will, 
at our door-steps ; all these we should protect 
from hard-hearted boys,and from harder-hearted 
men, not merely for the pleasure of country 
homes, but for the profit also of farmers. The 
insect pest is growing yearly more serious, and 
the cultivation of certain fruits are already, in 
certain localities, abandoned, and one of the best 
farmers in this State proposes that, in à certain 
district of the country, wheatshould ho longer 
be cultivated till the midge is starved out. Who 
can tell how much the increase of all this 
pestiferous insect life is due to the ruthless war 
waged with shot-guns upon the little birds ?

PRESERVATION OF GAME IN THE 
UNITED STATES.

A meeting was held not long since in this 
city, touching a certain law in regard to game. 
It is not unlikely that the public sympathy 
went with the indignant gentlemen who called 
and composed that meeting, first, because there 
is sort of democratic prejudice against the very 
name of a game law ; and secondly, because 
the sovereigns think it quite unnecessary that 
the law-maker should put his finger in any way 
into the dish upon the royal table. A game- 
law in England once meant a law which pro- 
hited the people from killing certain birds and 
animals, whether on their own land or on 
others’. Against such a prohibition there has 
always been, not merely the inevitable protest 
of hunger, but the quite as determined protest 
—of pluck. We have inherited a feeling of 
dislike against the very name of a game law, 
and do not stop to consider whether legislation 
upon the subject may not sometimes be of im­
perative necessity.

The truth is, it is needed at this moment for 
the benefit of the whole people. We want 
game-laws to prevent the consumption of food 
which is unwholesome, but more especially tor 
the protection of birds and beasts and fishes at 
a time when their work is the propagation of 
their species. Such a game-law, nature has 
made, that flesh, at other times the most delici­
ous, should, in the breeding season, be delete­
rious.

Or, if here and there a few follow the 
Summer hither, and bring forth a brood under 
the kind protection of some gentle and loving 
soul no sooner does the sun shine on the 1st of 
September, than great, burly, bearded men 
come out and pursue to extermination the pretty 
creatures, blowing to atoms, with an exultation 
and delight which it is difficult to understand a

CITY TAXATION.
We give, below, those parts of the Bill of 

last year, which have been struck out of the 
measure the Finance committee submitted 
on Friday evening ; as well as the clauses, 
etc., which have been discarded or amended. 
We also subjoin, for the sake of comparison, 
the amendments to last years bill, published in 
this paper yesterday morning.

Bill, 1858—8th clause 11th section, page

This clause has been struck out of the new 
bill.

And whereas doubts have been raised as to 
the power heretofore granted to the Council of 
the said City, to impose duties upon an Insur­
ance Agent or Agents, for each and every In­
surance Company, which he or they respective­
ly represent, he it therefore declared that the 
said Council now hath, and shall henceforth 
eontinne to have, full power and authority to 
impose separate and distinct duties, on the 
Agent or Agents of Insurance Companies, for 
each and every Insurance Company, either for­
eign or domestic, which he or they may repre­
sent, or for which he or they may act as 
such Agents as aforesaid.

Bill 1858, 3d clause, 12th section, page 8.
“ The terms Personal Estate, as used in the 

foregoing clause, and whenever the same may 
occur in this act, shall be construed to include 
all household furniture, monies, goods, wares, 
and merchandize, and any other stock in trade; 
debts due from solvent debtors, whether on ac­
count, contract, note, bond, or mortgage, more 
than indebted for ; public stocks and stocks in 
monied corporations or corporations of any 
kind ; ships and vessels, and shares in ships and 
vessels of every kind ; and every description 
of property owned within the city, not included 
in the definitionofland or real estate, and not 
hereafter specially exempted from taxation.”

This clause has been amended by inserting 
in the bill of this year the following :—

“ In reference to the taxation scheme, the 
3rd clause of the 12th section ot the Bill, page 
8, has been amended by striking out from the 
objects enumerated in it, as liable to taxation, 
under the head of personal estate—1 Debts due 
from solvent debtors, 'whether on account, con­
tract, note, bond or mortgage, more than in-
(Iuhto/I .11'l-o.t\U ■'' —ooapliï.  --m ships and vessels of every kind.’”

Bill, 1858—13th section, page 8 :—
“ That the assessment or tax upon lands or 

real estate within the said city, to be levied up­
on a fairly estimated value thereof, shall non in 
any one year exceed the rate one half per cent, 
upon the said estimated value of the said lauds 
or real estate ; and the tax to be imposed by the 
said Gouncil on personal estate within the said 
city shall not in any one year exceed the rate 
of one quarter per cent, on the fairly estimated 
value thereof.”

Bill 1859.
The 13th section of the Bill, 1859 page 8, 

has been amended, by augmenting the limit ot 
taxation from one-half to three-fourths per 
cent, on real, and from one-quarter to cue-half 
pei cent, on personal, estate.

Bill, 1858, Sections. 16, and 1?, page, 9.
“ It, shall be lawful for the said Couacil to 

impose a tax upon the nett revenue of all In­
surance Companies, and the agents of all 
such, in the said City, and also upon all Brok­
ers, Agents and Commission Merchants in the 
said city, which tax shall in no one year ex 
ceed the rate of two per cent, upon the said re­
venue of the said parties.”

“ It shall be lawful for the said Council to 
impose a tax upon all Banke in the said city, 
and upon all Banks and Bank Agencies carry­
ing on business therein, for the proportion of 
the stock of all such banks and Bank Agencies 
as shall be employeff in the said city, which 
said tax shall in no one year exceed the rate of 
one quarter per cent upon the stock employed 
as aforesaid in the said ciiy.”

Bill 1859.
“ The 16th and 17th sections of the Bill, of 

1858, at page 9, have both been struck out; 
and others substituted in their place, im­
posing a tax not to exceed one-half per 
cent, on the revenue of all Insurance 
Companies and Agencies in this city, 
and on the revenue and salary of all Actu­
aries, Managers or Agents of such Companies, 
and on all Brokers, Agents, and Commission 
Merchants in the city. [By striking out the 
17th section, it will be observed that the tax 
upon Banks and Bank Agencies has been aban­
doned.]”

Bill, 1858. Section, 19. Page 9.
“ It shall be lawful for the said Council to 

impose a tax upon all persons in the said city, 
not hereinafter specially exempted, who derive 
an income exceeding one hundred pounds cur­
rency per annum from the exercise of any pro­
fession, office,handicraft or employment, carried 
on in the said city, which tax shall in no one 
year exceed the rate of two per cent, on the in­
come taxed : provided that no person whose 
income shall not exceed one hundred pounds 
per annum shall be liable to the said tax ; and 
that the said exemption of one hundred pounds 
per annum shall be first made and deducted 
from the amount of all income taxed.”

Bill 1859. —Z
“ The 19th section of the Bill of 1858 has 

been so amended as to impose a tax 
not exceeding one-half per cent, on all 
incomes over $300 per annum. This
tax will, in all cases where it is imposed, be 
levied upon the full amount of tbe income, 
without any draw-back or restriction, but it will 
not be rated at all upon any income not exceed­
ing $300 per annum."___________ -_____ -

Bill, 1858, Section 20. Page 9—10.
“It shall be lawful for the said Council to 

impose a poll-tax, not exceeding five shillings 
currency per head, on all the male inhabitants 
of the said city above the age of twenty-one 
years and not exceeding sixty years of age, in 
lieu and in place of the tax hitherto imposed 
for the commutation from statute labor in the 
said city ; and all persons upon whom the said 
poll tax may be imposed shall pay the same, 
and no person so taxed shall be allowed to offer 
his personal labor on the highways instead 
thereof.”

Bill—1959.
By the 20th section of Bill, 1858, as 

amended, a poll tax of one dollar per annum 
is imposed upon all the male inhabitants of the 
city between the ages of 21 and 60 years, 
without any reservation or exception what­
ever.

Bill—1858, Section 24, Page 10.
“ And be it enacted, that the following pro­

perty in the city shall be exempted from taxa­
tion :—

f 2. All buildings used as places of public 
/worship, convents, public schools, alms-houses, 
'hospitals, houses of refuge and reformation, 
and public institutions for the advancement of 
knowledge and science, and savings banks ; 
the household furniture of every person, not 
exceeding two hundred and fifty ooundaTrT 
value : and als<rtrt3~wearing'apparel, farming 
utensils, and mechanical tools necessary tor 
carrying on his business."
