As I am a friend to 
humanity I will not increase the number of 
sufferers by replying to all the errors, state­
ments and comments of this “Sufferer.” I 
will simply state a few facts ami 
leave the result with the public. 
The six cars are rnn every day, each car mak­
ing twenty-two trips or sixty-six miles—the 
first car starting from the toll-gate at six 
o’clock a.m., and the last car from Champlain 
market at ten o’clock p.m. The cars start 
from each end of the track every twelve min­
utes ; in Lower Town on the hour anil every 
twelve succeeding minutes. On market days, 
the only difference is that the cars go ont 
earlier, the first car leaving at five o’clock a. 
in., and the other cars in succession, each car 
making two trips before the time of starting 
on other days. So the total number of trips 
on a market day is 144, equal to 432 miles. 
Each car will scat comfortably twenty- 
two persons. The landing of a steamer or 
some other cause may crowd a car, and be in­
convenient for those who can’t find a seat, but 
the average of each car on the l>est day falls 
short of twenty-two passengers per trip. The 
rate of travel is six miles an hour—all that 
the law allows, and though some ob­
struction may detain a car for a time, the 
complement of trips mast be made and the 
time best made up by quicker driving and a 
shorter rest at the end of the track.
I believe the conductors carry ont my in­
structions in doing the best they can to ac 
commodate those who travel on the cars. If 
the conductor would refuse to admit any one 
who wishes to get on, even a full car, how 
would it be taken by that person so refused ? 
It is my desire, and it is the interest of the 
company, to so ran the cars that the public 
may be satisfied, and at the same time I try 
to have the work so distributed that neither 
men nor horses be too much fatigued. We 
don’t sell half our horses in the fall neither 
do we buy skeletons, and 1 suppose it will be 
admitted that we feed and care our horses. 
As to the talk about “market baskets and 
exceedingly fat women,” “packing passengers 
like hernng in a barrel”—“volcanic errap- 
tion,” kc., I have neither time nor inclina­
tion to reply to such verbisfge.

both are well known as being strictly honest, 
sober, and very civiL This is the first time 
that a complaint has been made against them 
of any kind, and this charge they declare is 
not so as stated, that, that gentleman has 
made a mistake.-»AH- the toll-keepers have 
had onlers foa, years not to charge more dis­
count on American money, paper or sihrer, 
than what they would have to pay the brok­
ers here, when changing it before making 
their returns to the office. The American 
visitors as well as all other stiaugers coming 
to Quebec may rest assured that they will 
not be subject to any imposition or injustice 
in paying the tolls for bridges or roads around 
the city and district of Quebec.

Let them get the names 
of all the women who are in the position of 
men, as regards the conditions on which the 
franchise d -pends. Let all them sign a peti­
tion and have it sent to Parliament. The 
Government, thus called on by ten or fifteen 
thousand of its intelligent subjects, to redress 
a wrong, dare not overlook it, and thus might 
be brought about the end so much desired. 
Surely enough women w-Ui ig to organize and 
work out such a plan, <xnlJ be got m every 
city and district. Many have sufficient leisure 
and would gladly employ themselves for the 
good of those who have not time to give, 
however much they may feel the desirable­
ness of the end to be gained. Any suggestions 
or improvements on this plan would be wel­
come, so long as they can be carried out into 
action at once.

ACTION AGAINST A CURATE.
In the Nisi Prius Court, at Warwick, Eng­

land, on Saturday last, an interesting breach 
of promise case, Lamb vs. Fryer, was beard 
before Mr. Justice Williams and a special 
Jury. The damages were laid at £3,000.
The defendant was the Rev. Arthur George 
Fiycr, B.A„ curate of the parish church, 
Leamington; and the plaintiff was Miss Kata 
Lamb, a young lady of small independent 
means, residing at Devonshire Lodge, Yoik- 
gate, Regent’s Park, London. The pleading* 
stated that the defendant verbally agreed to 
marry the plaintiff,and afterwards ratified the 
promise in wntmg. The defendant admitted 
that in May, 1879, he made a verbal promise 
of marriage, which he subsequently confirm­
ed in writing, but upon the express condition 
that they should not be united until 
he obtained some preferment of a per­
manent nature. He was, however, 
still a curate. He pleaded, further, that 
the plaintiff had exonerated him from his pro­
mise, ami that the agreement was mutually 
rescinded. Mr. Lawrence, in opening the 
case, said that the plaintiff was a young lady 
who was bora and lived for some time at 
Andover, being the daughter of a well-known 
solicitor at that place. In the year 1875 the 
defendant was ordained and became enrato of 
that town, where he became acquainted with 
Miss Lamb’s family. At that time be was 
engaged to another lady, and it appeared 
that ne hail had engagements of this nature 
during his whole career, as this was not the 
first of the kind. In 187S his vicar was ap­
pointed Bishop of Pretoria, and the defendant 
was left in charge of the parish until a succes­
sor was appointed. It was stated that the 
respondent hail written a most cruel amt 
an manly letter, considering what his rela­
tions had been with Miss Lamb. After send­
ing her hundreds of letters full of pretended 
affection, and with many texts of Scripture, 
he told her that if she 1 thought Toni 
(her brother) could drive him into marriage 
she was vastly mistaken, adding the harsh 
remark that he thought they were always 
happiest when apart. Yet for a year and a 
hall he had been writing to her that he was 
never happy unless he was in her company. 
Then he went on to say—“the difference i/f 
age may have produced this, your tastes 
being more matured than mine.” This he 
wrote to the lady whom he had called his 
little kitten and his dear child. Miss Lamb 
wrote back a most kind and affecting letter, 
telling him tliat his conduct had renoered her 
so weak that she could only jnst sit np in 
bed to write ; that «he could scarcely «at—a 
quail being sufficient for two meals. Not­
withstanding her pathetic appeal he returned 
her presents. The brother wrote 
tell him that he wished he had kick­
ed him out of the bouse twenty-four 
hours after his mother’s death, after 
he had stayed there five months without in­
vitation, and making himself disagreeable to 
every one. The learned counsel com mente-1 
strongly on tho defendant’s heartless conduct, 
and suggcsted^jiat it was due to his having 
found another young lady at Ix-nmington. It 
would be for the jury to say that he would 
not be allowed to break off his engagement 
with impunity, and. to show the people of 
Leamington whai sort of a curate they bad. 
After the adjournment for luncheon. Miss 
Lamb was called and gave evidence. She 
traced the course of their courtship, and pro­
duced a locket which the defendant give her 
after attending early celebration of Commu­
nion with him, and which she had worn every 
day since. He told her he considered an en­
gagement a solemn agreement in the sight of 
God, and that nothing but a constitutional 
reason should induce liim to break off his at­
tachment to a laily whose name he mentioned.
He asked her if she could give np dancing, 
banting, and going to races for his sake. 
She replied that she was ready to give np any­
thing tor him. Mr. Harris, in conducting 
the examination, said he had calculated that 
the defendant's letters, if arranged in single 
sheets, would cover two miles and three- 
quarters (laughter). The plaintiff said the 
defendant wrote to bar every, day. In one 
letter, referring to her photograph, he said 
“ it represented his own dear, impudent- 
looking Katie.” Alluding to a cold he was 
suffering from, he said ‘fit did not matter 
how badly he snug in church, for if he brayed 
like an ass his vicar would exclaim, ‘beauti­
ful and melodious? indeed ” still, he add oil 
that he should hit* her to sing a little hymn 
for the children at school ; a dance for the 
children ; an enlivening ditty for the hus­
band, reposing in his arm-chair. In another 
letter he drew a picture of two turtle-doves, 
on the branch of an o&k, with the foot-note t. 
Please note the one larger than tho other, 
representing rule and authority—the hus­
band. Mr. Harris produced the Original and 
asked His Lordship whether he did not consi 
dcr it very good, and, amid the loud laughter 
of the crowded court, Hu Lordship assented.
In the next letter when *he had taken some 
linen to the school to be made, on learning it 
could not be finished until November he ask­
ed her to fetch it away, as she would want it 
for her tronsscau long before then. He also 
suggested that she should put a cross, and 
then “E” and “L” foliowea by a cross, ami 
to make the “L” so that it could readily be 
converted into F, or, as he explained it, from 
I^unb into Lamb and Fry. (Much laugh­
ter. ) In adother place he gave a description 
of a fashionable wedding at London in which 
he bad taken part, apd added, be was offered 
but refused, a sovereign in the vestry. She 
might call this foolish, but he disliked 
“tips,” it placed him so much on a footing 
with the clerk. (Laughter.) Had it been 
sent to him afterward he should probably 
have kept it. (Great laughter.) In the fol­
lowing J une he said if she refused him as a 
curate, he should go off to his work alone, 
but if she should be content to put up with a 
curacy, then she might be assistant junior 
curate. (Laughter.) In another he said, “I 
believe one of the reasons why you should 
have given me all your love is because I baye 
a Rufus-like head (the defendant has red hair 
and is of ruddy complexion) and desire to 
have a well read wife.” (Renewed laughter.). 
The plaintiff deposed, amid titters m the 
court, that the détendant toward the close of 
their acquaintance, repeatedly refused to kiss 
her, or only just put his lips to her brow, and 
when she threw her arms around his neck 
sought to escape from her loving embrase. 
She knitted socks for him and received the 
following acknowledgment :—

Oh Fidget, mv dear,
The socks, I declare,
Are just my little foot’s size.
Not too large or too small.
Bnt taken in all,
An agreeable and kindly surprise,

His Lordship, in summing np, said the 
language used by plaintiff's counsel was hard 
on the defendant, because there was no doubt 
the curate was courted. It would .be affecta­
tion to say that the lady did not make love 
to him, and it was as plain as daylight. The 
case was, he thought, one for reasonable 
damages. The jury awarded the plaintiff 
£1,000.

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THE “STAR OF ENGLAND" CASE.
We believe the authorifiee arc acting 

▼ery strangely in the matter of the cruelty 
c.iae on board the ^‘Star of England. 
Chief Tbcobl has acted with commendable 
'promptness and energy. He has secured 
four very important witnesses, each of 
whom may be expected to throw a good 
deal of light on the subject. Lpto this 
time not one witness has been examined. 
The Chief has recommended the authori- 
tios to exhume the body of the dead sailor 
who lies buried at River Quelle, and upon 
whom neither an inquest nor a post-mortem 
®xvjaination has been made. There must 
not be a direliction of justice in this 
terrible The public opinion of Ca.
nvia demands the strictest enquiry pos­
sible into all the circumstances in connec­
tion with the adair. It would be a 
lasting disgrace to our civiliza­
tion, if this case should be 
allowed to go by the board, or if any mis­
carriage of justice should ensue, through 
the apathy, negligence or ignojance of any 
of our local authorities. The matter is one 
which has attracted the attention of the 
people throughout the whole Dominion 
and this entire continent. Few cases of 
greater cruelty—if the facts reported are 
true—have been perpetrated in any civil­
ize 1 community, or where the Christian 
religion prevails, than the case now under 
notice. Men's blood runs cold at the very 
throught of tho terrible agony which the 
p >or murdered sailor had to undergo before 
his dual taking off. Our authorities must 
free themselves from this disgrace, and 
nther court full enqui ry than shirk it, as 
• ^me of them appear to be doing. We 
presume Judge Cha^vexu is alive to the 
importance of his position in this matter.

^Whydoeshe not proceed? What is he 
waiting for ? Chief Tkudzl is ready an 
anxious to further the ends of justice in 
any way possible. We must get at the 
facts at once, and delay should cease and 
make way for energetic action.

We 
hope all of our readers will read it care­
fully.

MR. GLADSTONE AT THE MANSION 
HOUSE.

On Saturday evening, the 6th of August, 
the Lord Mayor of London entertained 
Her Majesty’s Ministers at a grand ban­
quet, at the Mansion House. The gather­
ing was a notable and distinguished one, 
and embraced many prominent names. 
Among those who were present were the 
Premier and Mrs. Gladstone, the Earl 
and Countess Spzxckr, the Earl and 
Countess of Kimberley, the Marquis of 
H irtimoton, the Right Hon. and Mrs. 
Guilders, the Earl of Northbrook, and 
Lady Emma Baring, General Sir Garnet 
and Lady Wolseley, Sir Thomas and 
Lady Brassey, Lord and Lady Frederick 
Cavendlsh, the Right Hon. Mr. Cross, 
Lord and Lady O’Haoan, the Earl of 
Kznmarb, the Right Hon. John Bright, 
the Right Hon. W. E. and Mrs. Forster, 
the Earl and Countess of Aberdeen, Earl 
Sydney, the Earl and Countess of Dal-

* BOUsiE, tlie Earl of Roseberry, Lord R. 
Grosyenob, and many others of almost 
equal celebrity. The affair was of course 
▼ery superb and splendid, but it was 
chiefly noticeable for the very eloquent 
and remarkable speech, which Mr. Glad-

. stone made on the occasion, and by way 
of repense to the toast of the evening, 
which was, of course, coupled with his 
own name. Ho did ample justice to his 
theme, as our readers would expect 
from a man of Mr. Gladstone’s force of 
character and ability. "He referred to his 
stewardship, and to his own great career 
which is now drawing to a dignified and 
honorable close. “For a long time, and 
with my whole heart I have endeavored to 
serve my country,” said the old man elo-

* quant, and the brilliant assemblage of bril­
liant men and women, cheered the senti­
ment to the echo. It must have been a 
grand sight to witness the venerable states­
man in the attitude of addressing such a 
constituency as he had before him,—an 
audience which deeply sympathized with 
every expression which fell from the 
eminent leader's lips and heart. There 
were many fine things said on that me­
morable night, but perhaps the most im­
pressive were those which referred to the 
early retirement of the speaker, from the 
scene of his labors, and triumphs of his 
life time. Another eloquent passage 
touched on the connection between the 
Mother Country and the Colonies. Ano­
ther brilliant paragraph al uded to the 
Afghanistan war and the troubles in the

* Transvaal Indeed the speech was full of 
pearls and precious things, and we make 
no apology, this morning, for present­
ing a condensed report of it, that 
our readers may read, the latest remarks 
of the first statesman in the world, on a 
variety of subjects—all of them of the 
deepest interest to the people. After a 
few brief words of a complimentary nature, 
the Premier said :—

“Before such an assembly as you have ga­
thered here it is our pleasure, and a pleasure 
for those who may be called upon to express 
their gratitude for your kindness, to render 
some account, however brief, of our steward­
ship. My first duty is to assure you that we 
re not insensible to the warmth of the recep­

tion which we have met with to-day, and that 
St will ever be with us an object of earnest 
desire to continue to merit your favorable 
judgment. My lord, we have now for fifteen 
months—no very long time—been in charge 
of the affairs of this great empire, a charge too 
weighty for human strength ; for 1 do not he­
sitate to say that, whatever be the exertions 
—nay, even, whatever be the capacity of any 
Government, however favorably constituted 
—it must be unequal to the enormous calls 

- which are made upon it by the intertsta of 
this extended empire. But, my lord, when I 
look over thoee fafteen months, I feel it has 
been a period, though not long, yet of great 
ami perhaps in some respects of unusual and 
in some respects of painful interest. They 
have not been unmarked, cither at home or 
abroad. So far as regarda our domestic af­
fair, what I have to say must partake in no 
inconsiderable degree of the character of con­
fession. It has been our painful experience 
ko see that great and noole assembly—the 
greatest and noblest of all representative as­
semblies in the world—to which many o f us 
here belong, in some degree disabled, in some 
degree dishonored, in the pursuit or the ac- 
eomplishment of its great work (hear, hear.) 
Rules intended for defending its own liberty, 
“d especially for securing the liberty of the 
individuals, have been employed for purposes 
for which they were not intended, and the 
Weapons which the wi-dom of the 
axoaso of Commons has furnished for its own 
defence against external foes have been turn­
ed by sons—either ungrateful or, at least, er- 
ting—against itself (hear, hear ) We have 
fMu a stats of thing ariss which undoubtsdly

has created a necessity—a necessity which I 
do not doubt will be met by adequate mea­
sures—for considering not merely the many 
and great subjects which demand the care of 
the Legislature of this country, but for consi­
dering, perhaps, in the very first place of all the 
condition of the great instrument upon which 
prosecution of the defence of all your interests 
mainly depend. The consequence of this 
partial paralysis has been that, although the 
representatives of the people had never work­
ed harder—I believe that when the matter is 
brought to the simple test of statistical enu­
meration of the nights and hours it may be 
found that we have never worked so hard as 
during the session, which is now, I hope, 
drawing near to its conclusion—yet tbe re­
sults, we must admit, are disappointing. 
We might have hoped in the course of this 
year, under happier circumstances, to have 
done something to meet those demands and 
thoee desires of the country for necessary 
changes in legislation, which represent no re­
volutionary nor inconsiderate appetite for 
change, but which represent deliberate con­
viction of real necessity, necessities .which 
ought to be met in deference to the true wants 
as well as the wishes of this nation (cheers.) 
We have been, as yonr lordship has justly 
observed, almost entirely put off from the 
discharge of our obligalions in respect to these 
subjects. Something again of what we have 
been called upon to do has been to discharge 
a duty most necessary and yet most painful 
—the most painful that any Government, 
and especially painful to a Government whieir 
pmfeeses the Liberal cried—because we have 
been compelled by a sense of paramount duty 
to act for the purpose of a temporary restraint 
of liberty in one of tho three kingdoms. My 
Lord Mayor, there is no one amongst those of 
oar Irish fellow countrymen who had de­
nounced this measure, who has more deeply 
lamented the necessity which lay on them 
than have the members of Her Majesty’s Go­
vernment (hear, hear.) There is no one less 
likely to mistake tho true nature of those 
measures than we are, for we know well that 
they have in them nothing of a character 
essentially remedial—that their necessary but 
humble and limited purpose is to bring about 
a state of things in which measures truly re­
medial may have scope to operate, and I 
trust, my Lord Mayor, it may be permitted 
to us to add this year to the Statute Book. I 
must not speak with too great confidence of 
that which is still uncertain, and which 
depends in great part upon wills and 
judgments other than our own, but I 
trust it may be in our power to add 
to the Statute Book a law which may have 
the effect of bettering the lot of millions of 
our fellow-creatures in Ireland, of improving 
the relations of classes, an 1 of bringing the 
people into closer union with the institutions 
of their country, and thereby contributing to 
that great work of the permanent stability 
and happiness of the nation to which we are 
all, whatever be our differences of political 
opinion, sincerely and cordially devoted. 
Such a measure, perhaps—though I fear it 
will stand nearly alone—may leave not alto­
gether unhonoured the history of the session 
of 1881. (Cheers.) It has sometimes been 
matter of complaint that Liberal Govern­
ments have too much devoted their attention 
to domestic legislation, and did not allot a 
sufficient portion of their time to foreign 
politics and questions. I do not think that 
charge will be against the Government which 
is now in office. It nas rarely happened that 
in the short period of fifteen months a greater 
numbet of subjects of difficulty and of inter­
est have addressed themselves, aye, and have 
forced themselves upon the attention of a 
Government than those which it has been our 
lot to encounter. I cannot, of course, look 
with unmixed satisfaction upon events in 
different parts of the globe where we have to 
regret, not merely the operations of peaceful 
and skilful diplomacy, not merely the corres­
pondence which obtains between different 
portions of this great empire, but also mis­
carriages in more than one portion of the 
world who have had their historv unhappily 
written in blood. Yes, ray Lorn Mayor, I 
am thankful to believe that we have been 
travelline, at least, upon the way towards 
peace and tranquillity, and the promotion of 
general interests. (Cheers.) If it has been 
our lot to read from day to day accounts in 
parts of actual strife, and in part of strife 
anticipated in that mountainous country 
which borders on the north-west frontier of 
our Indian Empire, yet surely we must de­
rive from this experience some painful lesson. 
We cannot but feel strengthened in our con­
viction that it was clearly an error to break 
up into pieces that which three years ago cx 
is ted in that comer of the globe—viz., a 
united and independent Afghanistan, (bear, 
hear) ; and to do that with a result which 
has been most ingenionsly recorded by Sir 
Frederic!*. Roberts—viz., the result of writing 
over again upon the hearts of every Afghan 
in deep characters a record of bitter hatred 
of the English name. I trust that whatso­
ever we may do will have'no tendency to im­
print more deeply that painful record on the 
hearts of the Afghan people ; but that they 
will only have to recollect from us indications 
of a desire for their peace, their welfare, 
their prosperity, their independence, and a 
desire to pay as much respect to their rights 
as we desire them to pay to ours (hear, hear). 
In another quarter of the globe, where we 
had had to face a difficult state of things the 
convention which is to establish peaceful 
and, I hope, permanent relations between us 
and the European community of the Trans­
vaal, has just been signed, and one thing we 
all confidently reckon upon in the future- 
one statement I feel it my pleasant duty to 
make, viz., that daring the complicatea ne­
gotiations, we have found on the part of the 
trusted leaders of the Boer population, with 
whom our agents have been in constant com­
munication, nothing but a loyal as well as an 
intelligent desire to knit closely, if thev can, 
the bonds of amity and good-will between 
those whom they rapwaent and the Queen, 
to whom they still desire to adhere, and to 
acknowledge the relations which are now es­
tablished between herself and them (cheers).
I am sure of this, that there are no rival in­
terests between us and them, and there is no 
reason why, if a sense of justice and right 
feeling prevail on the one side and on the 
other, they should not grow up uuder the 
shadow and external protection of this great 
and powerful empire, out with the enjoyment 
of that perfect freedom in the management of 
their own affairs which, under another name, 
but with no greater limitation, we practically 
accord to the people of every colony of this 
empire, in tho enjoyment of responsible gov­
ernment (hear, hear). I am perfectly certain 
that our countrymen will never think that 
we have forfeited any title we may possess to 
their confidence, because instead of paving the 
way to this result through bloodshed, and 
though events which must have left behind bit­
ter and painful recollections, we have thought, 
casting aside every sentiment of false shame’ 
and false pride (loud cheers), we have con­
ceded to them without strife and without 
bloodshed the vary thing, neither more nor 
less, which we should have been glad to con 
cede to them after the greatest military efforts 
and the most brilli&ht military success (loud 
cheers). My Lord Mayor, coming nearer 
home to that portion of the world which has 
been associated daring late years with 
many anxious and so many excited feelings in 
this country—I mean the Levant, I feel that 
the careful and skilful action of my noble 
friend, the Foreign Secretary, who is not now 
amongst us, owing to a temporary though 
rather severe indisposition (cheers) that care- 
lul anil skilful action has been crowned with 
what i may call decided success. From the 
credit of that success do not let me be sup­
posed or a moment to exclude that able gen 
tlemar long associated with the city of Lon 
don, as one of its representatives, who, _ 
Homing at a moment’s notice the functions of 
diplomacy, under circumstances of the great 
eat difficulty, has proved hia capacity, with 
oat apprenticeship, to take his rank amongst 
the mo»t skilful of the diplomatists of the age 
(cheers). When we came into office there 
were two territorial questions, and two only, 
which remained over from the treaty of Ber­
lin, which had, I may say—and I say it with 
out in the slightest degree casting or imply 
ing censure upon any one—reached a state of 
stagnation—I mean the questions of the fron 
tier of Montenegro, the adjustment of the 
territory contemplated by the treaty ; and 
further, and perhaps yet more important, the 
settlement of the frontier of Greece (hear, 
hear). Neither of these questions, I am glad 
to say, continues to form for us subjects of 
serious anxiety. The principal part of the 
territory due to Montenegro has been long 
handed over, and substantially the question 
appears to have passed out of the region of 
controversy, In the case of Greece the result 
has been yet more satisfactory ; for, in the 
former instance, I will not pretend to deny 
that something more than mere diplomacy 
was at work to bring about the desired result. 
The distinct indication that Europe was not 
to be trifled with was necessary before the 
requisite sense could be infused into those 
with whom we had to deal, bat the re 
quisite idea was infused that the question 
must be practically bandied, and no longer 
be held to be disposed of by mere words. But 
in the case of Greece we have witnessed that 
which I think most fill every mind with satis­
faction—viz., a large, a considerable adjust­
ment of territory, the tranfer of men under 
the yoke of despotic institutions, and of an 
alien race in the political fellowship of people 
of their own blood under representative insti­
tutions—under a system of freedom greatly 
analogeous to our own—has been accom­
plished, thanks to the firmness of ourselves, 
and to the concert of Europe, and thanks I 
must ultimately say, to the good sense of the 
Multan of Turkey, and under these circum­
stances it has been accomplished, I might 
almost “'"* —-------M R
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for in regard to the progress which I believe 
has been made towards the extension in the 
East of Europe of those institutions and that 
method of government, and that more natural 
union under one government of races well 
adapted for the career of civilization to which 
we must eventually look for the foundation 
of all stable government, and for the peace 
and prosperity of that quarter of the world.
I have been warranted, indeed, I believe 
compelled, by the toast which you have been 
good enough to give, and by the special 
nature of this occasion, thus to run over in 
rude outline some of the transactions which 
have marked the interesting period since the

Eresent Government came into office (hear, 
ear). I have now to turn for a moment to 
a more agreeable duty, in which, whatever 

points of criticism you may find in my pre­
vious observations, there will certainly be no 
difficulty discernible. I wish to call upon 
this company to drink the health of the 
Lord Mayor, our kind host. I am grateful, 
my Lord Mayor, for the valuable co-opera­
tion which for a great number of years 
we have received from you as a. trusted 
and distinguished representative of the 
people within the walla of Parliament. I see 
in you, marked by your office, one amongst 
the very first citizens of London. I see in 
you also, in the very name you bear, a Vivid 
reminiscence of that connection between this 
country and its colonies which all of us are 
delighted to cherish ; for, my lord,|there is no 
more idle conception amongst all the vain 
imaginings that fill the atmosphere of politics 
than the conception that now and then finds 
vent, that there are in this country a party of 
men who are insensible to the great dignity 
and the great duty connected with the main­
tenance of the Colonial Empire of England 
(hear, hear.) My Lord Mayor, there have 
been superstitions gather round the idea of 
that Colonial Empire that have dominated in 
various ways, bat there is no man worthy of 
the name of a statesman, no man known to 
me in the sphere of political life, who is not 
sensible that the business of cherishing those 
colonies is one which has been so distinctly 
entrusted by Providence to the care of the 
people of this country that we should almost 
as soon think of renouncing our name as Eng­
lishmen as of renouncing tho groat duties 
which, pressing beyond these, are imposed 
upon us in regard to the more distant but not 
less dear portions of this great British Em­
pire. Maybe your own name and that of 
yonr family has played a remarkable part in 
this connection with the colonies. There has 
been no party for half a century who can re­
call so clear a connection with the great Aus­
tralian colonies, which perhaps more than 
any other exhibit the true colonizing genius 
of this country. There is no family which 
has contributed more effectually to tho de­
velopment of those splendid countries than 
your own. In every capacity, then, thanking 
you as a citizen of London, thanking yoiTSs 
head of the municipalities of England, thank­
ing yon as a respected colleague in Parlia­
ment, thanking you as being firmly and per­
sonally bound up with the connection between 
this country and her colonies, and lastly, sir, 
as* our kind and liberal host, I have great 
pleasure, with your permission, in asking this 
company to drink cordially to the “Health of 
the Lord Mayor” (loud cheers.)

The toast was drunk with acclamation.
We must make room forjgie Marquis of 

Habtinoton’s references to hia chief, 
which are couohed in such excellent' spirit 
and temper. Said that nobleman, in reply­
ing to the toast of the “Houses of Parlia­
ment” :—

“When the history of this season is writ­
ten, it will be found to be mainly a record of 
the achievement of ono man. (Loud cheers.) 
I am uot speaking of the possible results of 
the session in alter years. That none of us 
can know ; but I speak of the purely Parlia­
mentary historv of this session ; and I say it 
will bo a record of the energy and the resolu­
tion— of the knowledge and the resource— 
with which one man has conducted one great 
measuro through the House of Commons na­
iler great difficulties. (Cheers.) Putting aside 
that achievement and the history of the pas­
sage of the Land Bill through the House of 
Commons, I fear there will be little to record 
of the present session, save that it has been 
a great waste of time and a great waste of 
power. (Hear, hear.) The Prime Minister 
lias already referred to this subject, and he 
has said that never has Parliament had a 
more laborious session. (Hear, hear.) I think 
it must be admitted that, in spite of the labo­
rious character of the session, the result has 
lieen entirely inadequate. In saying this, 
however, I see no reason for one moment to 
change the opinion which I previously formed 
—and which many better judges than myself 
formed—of the character of the present House 
of Commons. (Cheers.) I believe that no 
House of Commons has evar contained within 
its walls men of greater ability, industry, 
energy, and devotion to the pnblic service 
and in saying this, I do not desire to make 
exception os to any quarter of the house. 
(Hear, hear.)”

CRUELTY AT SEA.
The Toronto Globe says “There are 

probably few, if any, of our readers whose 
blood has not alternately curdled and boil­
ed in his veins as they have read the story 
of the horrible tortures inflicted upon the 
poor murdered seaman of the “Star of 
England. ” Can such things be possible, 
they ask, in this last quarter of the nine­
teenth century, and on board a British 
vessel ? And then very likely memory is 
set at work and case after case of l>arban- 
ties similar in character, though liappily 
not often in degree, is called up. W hy is 
it the sailor, whose bravery and generosity 
are proverbial, should so often, when 
clothed with a little brief authority, seem 
bereft of all the finer feelings of humanity 
and callous to pity in his dealings with 
those placed under him ? The record of 
the cruelties committed upon the high seas 
by masters and mates within a single year 
would make a book such as uo one with a 
spark of human feeling in his bosom could 
read without a shudder and a cry of in­
dignation. < >f course a large allowance 
wul have in many cases to be made for the 
exaggeration» of witnesses, and no one 
knows better than the tar how to make 
use of the figure hyperbole ir his yarns. 
But, on the other hand, the record would, 
in order to make it strictly accurate, need 
to be supplemented by that of countless 
minor hardships and cruelties which never 
reach our ears. * * * * *

Admitting all the difficulties and res­
ponsibilities of the officers of a sliip in 
mid-ocean, recognizing the necessity for 
the exercise of a la.ge measure of absolute 
authority, and seeing very clearly how 
exasperating, and often dangerous, it 
must be to find out when too late that one 
who has shipped as an able seaman is 
scarcely able to tell one rope from an­
other, we still cannot but feel sure that 
there ought to be, and there must be, 
some means of protecting the poor seaman 
from such inhuman cruelties as those by 
which the poor sailor on the “Star of Eng­
land” was done to death.

The Richelieu k Ontario Steamboat Com­
pany has taken an action for $20,000 damages 
against Enoch Loot ft Sons, steamboat pro­
prietors, of St. John, N. B,, for breach of 
contract, allowing their steamers “Roathesay” 
and “Prince Arthuri’ to run in opposition to 
the Richelieu Company’s boats.

The wife of Mr. G. Chevalier, L'Assomp­
tion County, presented him yesterday with 
the twenty-sixth child.

The receipts of the Occidental Railway in 
July last were $81,6.2, against $56,111 last 
year ; an increase this year of $25,511.

The Attorney-General has refused to in­
tervene in the case of the South Shore Tun- 
nel, at the instance of the Champlain Rail­
way.

The action against the telegraph consolida­
tion by Mr. Low, secretary of the Stock Ex­
change, has not yet been entered, bat Mr. 
MaoLaren, advocate, has been retained in the 
case. An evening paper says considerable 
expression of opinion is made that the in­
stitution of the suit is but another stock 
jobbing transaction, as it is instituted by a 
stock broker, and no one can have any 
moneyed interest in annulling the agreement. 
The same paper says it will take four or five 
years to get a final decision in the case, 
should it be pressed on. There is a feeling of 
indignation rising in the public mind against 
the attempts that are being made to rig the 
market for the selfish purposes of the brok­
ers. So far the latest attempts to break the 
price of the stock has not been successful.

The stock market was weak and prices 
were lower all round to-day.

It is stated to-uight that a prominent Gov­
ernment official in the Weights and Measures 
Department, in this city, has become a heavy 
defaulter and has absconded to the States. It 
is alleged that he defrauded a number of his 
subordinates by issuing ante-dated checks 
and getting them to raise the amount from 
brokers and give it to him as a temporary 
loan.* He is said to be heavily in debt in the 
city. He is well connected and stood high 
in the esteem of his friends. Gambling is 
faM ia be «•« cause of his ruin.

SPECIAL FROM OTTAWA.
Ottawa, Aug. 24—Fire was discovered this 

evening in Eddy’s match factory. Fortunate­
ly very little damage was done, the alarm 
lieing sounded before it had made any great 
headway. The damage done is light and 
covered by insurance.

The following is the full text of the letter 
received from roetmaster-Gencral James, in 
answer to Mr. Griffin’s letter of the 12th in­
stant auent the postal bag difficulty :—“PcfSt 
Office Department, Washington, D. C., Aug. 
16th, 1881—Sir,—I have the honorto acknow­
ledge the receipt of Mr. Griffin’s letter of the 
12th instant, in which reference is made to 
the recent visit to Canada of two officers of 
this department on business connected with 
the alleged general missuse of the United 
States mail bags in the domestic mail service 
of Canada, to the facilities extended to them 
in prosecuting their inquiries, and to your 
desire communicated to them to unite in any 
measure that would satisfactorily accomplish 
the object of their mission. I desire to state 
in reply that the regulation for securing the 
prompt return (empty) of the mail bags of 
each country by the respected officers of ex­
change, which were proposed by this Deport­
ment in a letter dated January 28th, and 
were assented to by your Department in a 
letter dated April 1st, 1881, would, if 
strictly observed at the exchangiug post 
offices, correct the irregularities which 
they were designed to remedy. These 
regulations were proposed by my predecessor 
after his attention had been specially called 
by the second assistant Postmaster-General 
to the habitual neglect, for a long series of 
years, of Postmasters in Canaila to promptly 
return all the United States mail bags used 
in despatching mails from this country to 
Canada, and that in consequence of this 
neglect large quantities of United States 
mail bags bad accumulated in Canada and 
were being utilized in the Canadian postal 
service. They prescribe—first, that each 
country in despatching mails shall use only 
the bags belonging to it ; second, that the 
Post Office department of each country shall 
cause all the mail bags received from and be­
longing to the other to be regularly and 
promptly sent back empty, with the return 
mails despatched to it ; and third, that the 
exchange post offices of both countries shall 
keep an account of the mail bags as sent and 
received and exchange receipts for the mail 
bags received. While these regulations are 
of reciprocal obligation they were chiefly in­
tended to correct an erroneous practice which 
it was alleged had for many years extensively 
obtained at Canadian Government offices, 
for no complaint had ever been received of 
the missuse of Canadian mail bags in the 
United States domestic service, and so far 
as this department is advised no Canadian 
bags have ever been so used. If there has 

(been a single instance of the use of such bags 
in the domestic service of the United -States,
I have no knowledge of it ; that no such use 
has been made of Canadian mail bags by the 
United States postal officials is shown by re­
plies lately received to specific inquiries ou 
that point. Here follow the replies of the 
United States Postmasters.

Steps have been taken by Mr. Musgrove to 
liberate Potvin on a writ of tia/ra* corpus. 
He will be before a Supreme Court judge on 
Friday. He also has retained a writ of cer­
tiorari agaiust Coroner Robillard and County 
Crown-Attorney Lees, for papers in connec­
tion with the case. Potvin has failed con­
siderably since he was confined ; he seemed 
pitch relieved when told of the verdict of the

captain or mate more than for 
murder under any other circum­
stances. The difficulty is in its administra­
tion. The witnesses are few in number, 
and are often hard to find and harder to 
keep long enough to await the “law’s 
delays. ” The sailor’s wandering, often 
reckless, life, his familiarity with hard­
ship and ill-usage,and above all his joy and 
abandon on reaching port and regaining for 
a time his too often much abused liberty, 
make legal proof of crimes of this kind very 
difficult. And there can be no doubt that 
there is often a tendency on the phrt of law 
courts to take a lenient view of harshness 
and even cruelty on the part of ship offi­
cers. Great and perhaps undue considera­
tion is often given to the difficulties of 
which we have spoken. It is sometimes 
matter of wonder that the fellow-sailors of 
a poor victim of abuse do not take the 
matter into their own hands and protect 
their comrade from such wanton cruelty, 
Two facts afford the explanation. The 
officers are usually well supplied with fire­
arms and are not slow to use them, while 
the sailors have none. And the well-known 
severity of the laws of all commercial coun­
tries against mutiny, actual or construc­
tive, has a gcat terror for poor Jack.

We have no wish to forestall or influence 
the decision of the Courts in this latest 
and most flagrant case of inhumanity and 
murder. If the facts are as alleged, and 
can be proved, no Canadian Court can 
hesitate to inflict the fullest penalties of 
the law. It would be recreant to its high 
trust if it did. It is time captains and 
mates who can be guilty of such iflhumaoi 
ties should be taught by the stem lash of 
retributive justice, if they will not learn 
by the light of reason and the example of 
hundreds of kind-hearted commanders, 
that the strictest discipline on ship­
board, or elsewhere, is quite com­
patible with the exercise of a just 
and merciful regard for the comfort 
and happiness, not to say for the lives, of 
the poor sailors, whose lot is hard enough 
at the best They must be made to feel 
that the law, at any rate, will be no party 
to the enforcement of discipline by brutal 
methods, and that the commander who 
cannot maintain his authority otherwise is 
not fit for the office and should remain all 
his life in the forecastle. Such officers as 
those on the “Star of England” appear to 
be, probably do more than anyone else to 
degrade the sailor’s character to its low 
level and to make it as it so often is, his 
one hope in life to reach port that he may 
spend tho earnings of months of hard 
labor in one long carouse on shore.”

, New Publica1 ions.
We ought certainly to have noticed long 

before this Mr. H. J. J. B. Of',,.inard’s ad­
mirable volume, which gives a true and per­
fect account of the great national fete of St. 
Jean Baptiste, which was held in this city in 
June, 1880. It was a happy and well-con­
ceived idea to bring together within the limits 
of a single volume such an interesting colleo- 
tion of tacts and historical data as are here 
presented. The material has been well worked 
up, ably digested and skilfully placed before 
the reader. The book has a local colouring 
and a vividness which should make it a most 
acceptable souvenir, not only to the French 
Canadians, but to English-speaking Canadians 
as well, who cannot tail to be attracted and 
interested by this excellent portraiture ol life 
and character as it exists to-day. To the 
future historian of Canada this work should 
prove a great value, as it paints well and per­
fectly scenes and incidents which throw light 
on the Canadian civilization and activity of 
our own time. It also affords a glimpse into 
our past, which is striking and picturesque. 
Mr. Chouinard writes well and feelingly. He 
enters into his work con amort and spiritedly, 
and both his authorship and editorship ore to 
be commended and praised. He was the 
Secretary-General of the Convention, and is, 
therefore, in a good position to write and des­
cribe the incidents of the fete with superior 
advantage. The work occupies some 630 
pages and treats succinctly of the Convention, 
the various addresses made, all of them given 
in full, and all of them admirable, ( 
some of them notable, such as Mr. 
Chauveau’s, Judge Routiner's, Rev. Mr. Be 
dard’s, Hon. Mr. Landry’s, the Rev. M. P&- 
quet’s, the Hon.,Mr.Lauriers,Mr. P. LeMay’s 
the Rev. Pare Bourgeois’. A word of praise 
may also be spoken of the üon. F. G. Mar- 
chand’s report, Rev. Prof. Laflamme’s report, 
on the .Sciences, and Mr. B. Suite’s disquisi­
tion on Letters, which are quite catholic and 
instructive. Lora Lome’s speech at the ban­
quet occupies a good place, and reads well. 
Regarded as a whole this work is imminently 
useful, and we should think it would make a 
good prize book for some of onr schools, as it 
teaches a great deal that French and English 
Canadians should know of their country and 
people. Four Ijcauiitul illustrations are to 
be found in the volume, and they reflect the 
highest credit on the engraver. The portrait 
of St. Jeun Baptiste, whioh forms the frontis­
piece, is exceedingly artistic. Mr. Chouinard 
is to be heartily congratulated on his book, 
and we are glad to know that it is msetinp 
with a large sale. A second edition will likely 
be called for.

We are indebted to the Rev. Dr. D. Maclise, 
of St. John, N. B., for a copy of his able and 
beautiful sermon on the Rev. Robert Irvine, 
D.D., M.D., one of the most eminent of 
Presbyterian Divines. Dr. Maclise is one of 
the most profound thinkers and scholars in 
the Church of Scotland. In the sermon be­
fore us be briugs to bear on his subject a 
wealth of illustration, allusion and idea that 
is a positive enrichment to the Christian lite­
rature of the day. Apart from the personal 
character of the work, which is very rich and 
brilliant and affectionate, the enlargement of 
the'text “Know ye not that there is a prince 
and a great man fallen this day in Israel,” is 
very clear, catholic and broad, and full of 
meaning and force. Tho reasoning is singu­
larly convincing, and like all of Dr. Maclise’s 
work, it is argumentative and powerful. This 
sermon has been printed at the reqeest of 
many of the friends of the late Dr. Irvine, 
and we, in common with many others, are

very glad that the esteemed pastor of tho 
Calvin Church, St. John, has responded to 
that request.

PRESIDENT GARFIELD.
Another Operation With Satisfac­

tory Results.
(Per Montreal Line. )

Washington, Aug. 24.—It is stated Dr. 
Bliss told a friend last night that everything 
that could be done by human beings had been 
resorted to in vain by the surgeons to scatter 
the swelling of the President’s parotid gland.

Secretary Blaine sent the following to Mr. 
Lowell :—According to the opinion of his 
physicians, there has been no marked change 
in the President since last despatch. At this 
hour, 2.30, there is some indication which 
they say is in part caused by the increase 
of the heat of to-day.

2.15 p.m.—A careful examination to-day 
convinced the surgeons that pus had already 
begun to form in the swollen part. As the 
patient’s condition is satisfactory, it was de­
cided to make an incision at once. The pa­
tient’s pulse rose, but soon fell to the figure 
of the noon bulletin. The patient is now 
resting quietly. The patient swallowed to­
day fourteen onnccs of liquid food.

Philadelphia, Aug. 24.—Dr. Agnew is 
reported as saying the public have been led 
to magnify the new danger the President was 
in and the fear of a sudden change for the 
worse which the physicians had not looked 
for. Dr. Agnew stated the President was 
very weak. He said : “The caso is by no 
means hopeless. We do not anticipate a sud­
den change either for the worse or the better. 
Our hopes are based on the reinpolative 
power of the President to restore the strength 
of his stomach. If in the end the improve­
ment is permanent, his convalescence will be 
very long.” Dr. Agnew will not return to 
Washington until Saturday, unless summon­
ed.

New York, Aug. 24.—A Washington spe­
cial says :—Dr. Bliss said yesterday the pa­
tient was not removed from the White House 
because the removal would kill him. He has 
received a letter containing threats of terrible 
things to be visited upon the heads of the at­
tending physicians if they fail to save the 
President’s life. The following is a sample 
manifestation of the President’s delirium : 
The President awoke with a tickling in the 
throat, which caused him to cough. Having 
partially recovered, he said : “I thought I 
saw a man over in that corner who coughed 
just when I did, and it annoyed me consider­
ably.” He then began talking with Dr. Bliss 
rationally. “I wish,” he said,-“I could take 
my wife and you and your wife and go to 
Mentor ; or, perhaps, it would be better to

?;o to the seaside.” “Well, all that is coining in 
uture,” replied Dr. Bliss, “But when we can 
get away ? ’ asked the President, wearily. 
“That, we can’t tell,” answered the doctor. 
“You must get so you can sit up first.” 
The Sun says it is feared the President’s 
strength has already been exhausted and that 
were it not for the artificial strength given 
him a collapse would be a question of a few 
hours. It seems little doubt the time is ra­
pidly approaching when the inflamed gland 
must be opened, and this is the operation to 
be dreaded.

Washington, Aug. 24, 6.30 p.m. (Official) 
—Shortly after the noon bulletin was issued 
an incision was made into the swelling on 
the right side of the President’s face, for the 
purpose of relieving the extension of the 
swollen parotid gland and giving vent to pus, 
a small quantity of which was evacuated. 
There was a larger quantity of liquid food by 
the mouth to-day than yesterday and it lias 
been entirely free from nausea. His tempe­
rature this afternoon is, however, higher than 
yesterday at the same hour, and the pulse is 
somewhat more consequent ; the pulse is 108, 
temperature 109.7, and respiration 19.

In lancing the glandular swelling. Dr. 
Hamilton cut in half an inch when he teached 
a small pus bag. The surgeons had expected 
to cut deeper, because they had not deter­
mined where the pus bag was, or whether 
one existed. Dr. Hamilton expresses renew­
ed hope ; Dr. Bliss also gives new encourage­
ment.

Dr. Bliss telegraphed Dr. Agnew to-day : 
“The subject ot the removal of the President 
from the White House is being seriously con­
sidered. We desire your immediate presence.”

Coney Island, Aug. 24.-30,000 people 
assisted at the inauguration of the new 
anthem to-night, entitled “God Save our 
President from every harm. ”

Evening.—An incision was made in the 
President’s parotid gland to-day, beohuse 
view of the low and impoverished condition 
of the patient’s blood it was thought unsafe 
to allow pus to remain in the gland, and if 
not liberated promptly its character might 
change and the complications be serious. Du 
Bliss said this evening that the results of the 
operation were in every way satisfactor, 
and it was not expected the incision wou 
at once give permanent relief, or that tho in 
flammation would immediately subside ; there 
would probably be a temporary aggrava­
tion of the febrile symptoms as 
consequence of the operation and more 
pus might form in the swelling. He 
did not, however, anticipate any further 
trouble ; the incision would be kept open 
and if it seemed probable more pus should 
form it could readily escape. There would, 
he thought, be no more necessity for any more 
cutting, After tho operation the patient 
swallowed food as before without nausea or 
discomfort. The evening examination showed 
a slightly higher pulse and temperature than 
at the corresponding hour last night, but in 
other respects the condition of the patient 
unchanged. Colonel Rockwell said :—“The 
talk about delirium was all nonseuce. The 
President isn’t delirious and hasn’t been ; he 
is sometimes a little incoherent for a moment 
after he awakes and before he fully gets con 
trol of his senses, just as any body would be 
in his weak and debilitated condition, and 
after seven weeks of fever, but at all other 
times his mind is as clear as yours or mine 

Dr. Blaine cabled Mr. Lowell to-night as 
follows :—“The President has not gained to­
day. He has had higher fever, which began 
earlier than is usual with his febrile rise. In 
the afternoon an incision was made in the 
swollen parotid gland by Dr. Hamilton. The 
flow of pus therefrom was small. The one fa­
vorable symptom of his swallowing liquid food 
with apparent relish and digestion has con 
tinned, but the general feeling up to midnight 
is one of increased anxiety.”
