: TITLES 1IN CANADA,
—--Mr, Amyot, member for Portneuf, comes
", eut strongly in favor of imperial titles. He
rejoices to see a number of men on both
.. pides of the House who have been singled
* out by Her Majesty for these honors.
Nothing, he thinks, will tend to draw more
elosely the bonds that unite Canada to the
Mother Country. We eannot quite agree
with the honorable gentleman. In the first
place, we do not think that the fact of &
. dozen or so of our politicians having been
knighted affects in any appreciable
degree the feelings of Canadlans gen-
““erally ‘towards the parent state;
and in the second we doubt whether,
the effect of titles on the recipients is a
“ good one. It takes their thoughts away
from Canada, and causes them to place only
a secondary value on the confidence or ap-
probation of their fellow-countrymen here.
In reply to criticisms on S8ir John Mac-
donald, the Meil, his leading organ, cites
the imperial honors that have heen
bestowed on him and the sociel atten-
tions ho has received in England. All very
fine, but a very poor answer to any griev-
. ances which the Canadian people may have
- to allege. We hold that it is a bad thing
when anything can be urged as an offset to
the disapprobation of a politician’s course
by his own fellow-citizens. It isnot the ver-
dict of Her Majesty that we want upon such
matters as, say, the Pacific Scandal, or the
later Pacific Railway policy of the Govern-
ment; it is the verdiet of those whom these
acts directly affect. It will hardly be ques-
tioned by impartial observers that some of
~our gallant knights live in rather too lofty a
region for servants of the Canadian people.
.- They almost seem to condescend to our
politics. Their merits have been recognized
selsewhere, and, so far, they are raised above
-ghe storms ancd vicissitudes of a mere
colonial sphere. Now the member for
Portneuf may think it very fine
_that we have such a race of demi-
to take parl in our poli-
ties, but we do not think it flne at all.
Bétter far that we should have plain men
whose one great aim would be to commend
themselves to the confidence and respect of
‘the Canadian public. Asto drawing closer
the bonds that unite Canada to the Mother
Qountry, it Is not certain that that is either
necessary or desirable; at any rate, as we
bave said, the scattering abroad of titles of
‘kmiglithood will not do it. We have the
strongest possible eympathy and affection
for the Mother Country; but we are of
opinion tiiat what Canada wants is more, .
and not lass of initiative and control in re- |
gard to her own aflairs.
