Graham and other departmental

heads in dealing with these prob-

lems so efficiently. Another

growing concern ls the difficulty

in obtaining candidates for the

draining School of Nurses, It is

hoped, however, that despite the

attractions in the commercial

field to-day, young ladies with

the prerequisite qualifications

will seriously consider the pres-

ent need for nurses, which to-

day is greater than ever before.

“A new Department under the

supervision of a specially trained

nurse has been established in the

Hospital during the year, name-

ly, “Central Supply”, and while

it has only been in operation

for a comparatively short time, it

has already proven its worth.

“Recognition is here accorded
