TRIAL OF A NEW LOCOMOTIVE ENGINE
FORCANADA,
[From the Mining Journal.)

The first engine madeat the Cavadn Works,
Rirkenhead, was subjected 1oa trial, on Mouday,
previous to shipment fer the Great Candian
tailway. The cugine, whicl is the first locomotive
engine made in Birkenbead, was built as No. 1,
and cach suceessive engine will be numbered on-
ward. It was pamed after Lady Elgin. The
second will be called the Lotd Elgin, and botl
will be despatched by the steawship Ottawa,

Therailway is between the narrow aud broad
guages in width—rviz., 5 feet 6 inches, which
will make the carrisge more commodious, and
add greatly 1o the steadiness of the trains. The
cylinders are 15 inches dismeter aud 20 inches
stroke, with driving aad trailing wheels, the latter
G feet dimmeter, and the leading wheels, 3 fect
Ginches diameter.

Moxsrsve Ls Minisrais : — The two combined
squadrons which left the Bay of Kavarna on
April 17, to commence their operations of war in
the Black Sea, cast anchor on the 20th of May
before Baltschik, where they are at once about
to take in water and otber necessary supplies.

Nevertheless, suspecting something,
we closed up, and began to move more cautiounsly
along, with the greatest circumspecticn, our car-
bines uuslung, in the expectation and desire of
meeting a large body of the enemy, from which
we very maturally supposed, our friends the £os-
sicks could not be very far.

The rond—which, by the by, is seldom the case
in Little Wallachia—was fringed on both sides
by a thick wood, which could easily afford an ad-
vAntagcous asylum to the Russian iufantry, if
there were any, for it would have been impracti-
cable for our horses and artillery. Had we
remnined as wo were we should have been shot
at like a targot, We presorved the same order
of march, but thinned our column, and still mov-
ed with much caution. At mlé-dny we balted
without having seen anything, At 1 o'clock we
got clear of the forest, aud again fssued on the
immense plains of Wallachin. The sun was ex-
ceasively hot, and the movement of the horses
raised such a cloud of dust that we could scarce-
Iy see 20 paces before us.

We were advancing thus in silence, which was
only broken by the tramping of the horses’ hoofs,
and enveloped in a thick cloud of dust, when a
savage yell which I eannot describe to you, but
which was the same as that uttered by the Bashi-
Bazouks aud Cossacks when they charge each
other, burst upon our ear, and informed us that
the fan hal commenced. We drew our sabres,
took up the shout, and elapping spurs to our
horses, our regiment dashed along at fall gallop,
thongh we did vot give ourselves time to look
back, we heard the other regiments following us,
and soon reached the spot, where we saw our
Bashi-Bagouks gallantly receivivg a charge of
Cossacks. A regiment of these fellows, not
amounting to more than 800 horses, thought they
had only to do with the irregulurs, nns amuse
themselves by fighting them,

We afterward heard from the prisoners that
their eolonel was drunk, which is very probable
—Wwe (par parenthese) were fresh and fasting;
and that the same morning, when 160 or 200 of
them had announced the approach of the Otto-
mang, he had saworn to cut them into mince-meat.
The poor wretches found to their smagement,
that they were against us as one to three at least,
My regiment charged them in flank and another
cut off the retreat to Radova, The Bashi-Bazouks
surrounded them. To make a long story short,
800 horses were caught like a ratin a rat-trap.
I leave you to judge in what a pretty etate they
were. It was no looger a combat of cavalry; it
was A melee with one against three, & number
which, moreover, diminished every moment, as
th? made the most desperate efforts to run away.

morning to Kalafat, Nearly all the rest were
wounded, Among the killed were six officers.
Their arms, accoutremets and decorations, were
sent to the General-in-Chief. Some succecded in
escaping, but were pursued by the Bashi-Bazouks.
They, however, crossed the Schyl, and bad time
enough to cut the bridge behind them. I was very
near being killed, ¢t was during the melce, and
At the very moment that I was coming up with
my regiment at a gallop on the left flank, a Cos-
sack, who had burst out of the circle that the
Bashi-Bazonks had already formed round them,
and waas flying like lightning. As he was within
A few paces, he fired his musket at me point blank,
The ball passed so close to my right eheek, near
the temple, that it hurt me withous touching me,
and for four or five days after my head pained me
very much. [ had only my sabre in my hand.
Fortunately his horse made a slight movement
aside when he fired, and to that I owe my safety.
My enemy, however, was less fortunate. [ availed
myself of the moment bis horse stopped, and had
time to draw my pistol, when he fell at three
paces from me, Imust say that the Cossacks
fought like lions, and with a courage worthy of a
better fate. Of the 39 prisoners we took, 33 were
wounded ; and this will give you an idea of their
resistance, We had 30 killed, and a good number
of wounded. Our artillery was of no use, for it
would harve killed us as well as the enemy.

An hour afterward we were masters of the
place, to which we carried both our wounded and
theirs. It was o sad spectacle, I can assure you,
We were obliged to fire on the Bashi-Baxouks, to
prevent them from catting off the heads of the
dead and dying, and mutilating their bodies. We
were commanded by Ismael Pacha, and the Turks
fought very bravely. We then marched to Rae
dovan, where we were joied by infantry and ar-
tillery from Kalafat. There we remained four
days, in consequence of the destruction of the
bridge over that small river, which was greatly
swollen by rain. Between Radovan and the Alut
ariver as large as the Seine, butmuch more rapi‘d’
at this moment, we did not meeta single Russian-
We were told everywhere that they wers retreat-
ing upon Krajova.

On the morning of the 17th we reached the banks
of the Aluta, over which thers werz only two brid-
ges, which our good friends had blown up. Here
we are stopped, not knowing whether we shall
have to force & passsge, an operation always
attended with much difficulty, or ascend its
course, in order to fiod a ford. We are waiting
for that purpose the remainder of our corps. The
passage, perhaps, may uot be so difficult as we
expect, for & spy, who swam across the river,
informs us that since yesterday the Russiaus
began to evacuate Krajova. The troops who still
occupy the town are no doubt left there merely
to cover and conceal their retreat. In a day or
two we shall know the trath. The Turkish army
is full of confidence, eourage and energy. Since
the beginuing of the campaign, it never eacounter-
ed the Russians without bestiog them. Earope
must now ectertain & high opision of the Turkish
soldiers and of their chief.
