THE ENGLISH LEGATION AND THE
ALABAMA TREATY.

(From the Boston Advertiser Correspond=ant.)
W asmiNaron, May 5, 1869,

The rejection of the Alabama treaty
could not have been a surprise to the Lng-
lish minister. The unanimity with which it
was rejected must haye been an event on
which he had not caleulated, for the
shrewdest of our own observers could hardly
haye surmised that there would be but one
vote in its favour,

I believe that Mr. Thornfon keeps his
own counsel. He is a gentleman by nature
as well as by culture, and speaks with
moderation on such a topic as this. But if
L cannot give you his views directly, T can
present thos¢ of the English Legation,
which, in this ca ¢ probably amount to about
the same thing.

Our way of doing things is a puzzle to the
Legation. They sve us buy Alaska, which
nobody ‘wants, and ratify the treaty with
the dissenting votes of only Mr. Fessenden
and Mr. Ferry. Then they see us buy St.
Thomas, which a good many persons believe
to be a valuable acquisition, and neglect to
act upon the treaty for more than two years.
They see the Senate ratify the Alaska treaty
all but unanimously, and then see the House
in a sharp stﬁuggle over the question of ap-
propriating the money to carry it into effect.
They learn  that the Alaska treaty was
carried on the argument that it would be a
breach of faith to reject it, and then find a
large part of the Senate, and a considerable
proportion of our people, deaf to this argu-
ment when used in connection with the St
'l‘l.noma.s treaty. There has been a deal of
this sort- of talk in the Legation the past
winter, and one of its members put the
points with much force only three or four
days ago. «Now tell me," he said in con-
clusion, “who among these Americans has
“the treaty-making power? Is it the
“President, or the Senate, or the House—
“one, two, ‘or all three 9"

The Legation point to the fact that M.
Reverdy Johnson was unanimousl Y con-
firmed as minister with the understanding
that an effort would be made during his
term of office to close up the Alubama
claims. It is further pointed out that the
press of the country admitted his fitness to
deal with the work; that no considerable
portion of our people had ever insisted on
more than Mr. Adams and Mr. Seward lhad
claime ; that there was very reason for sup-
posing we would be satisficd if Mr, Johnson
made a treaty on the Adams-Seward basis 3
and that Mr. Chandler's demands were treat-
c(ll by everybody with contempt and ridi-
cule. )

One of the gentlemen near the minister
puts it in something like this way ;—¢ We
gave you all “youasked; we conceded all
“that Mr. Adams claimed ; we signed a
¢ treaty entirely satisfactory to your Mr.
“ Johnson and your Secretary of State from
# the beginning ot the war, and your min-
“ister to whow the senators all agreed ; we
* do that, and then yon kick the treaty out
 of doors. Pray tell me what are we to do ?”
I'am merely saying how these English dip-
lomates look at the matter—I{T understand
them, they ave a little confused by our way
of doing things—they seem willing to con-
sider our case, but say they can't clearly see
what our case is.

They charge us with a lack of fairdealing,
Our demands to-day, they allege, are im-
mensely greater than they were a year ago.
One gentleman; not o member of the Lega-
tion but a frequent visitor, and a gennine
LEnglishman, saysto me: I read your papers
“and find one view in Tribune, another in
“the Times, and anothierin the Heraldy all

us all we ask in the matter of citizenship ;
and then say ¢ these three papers yon made
equal parts of a single settlement ; now you
take the one by which you get all your peo-
ple have ever asked—that scttling the Fen-
ian_question, and tell us to go to the d—]
with the other two.”  Thereupon follows,
with some show of indignation, the excla-
mation, “ What sort of a nation is this to
make bargains with !”

I know whereof T write, however, when T
say that the views herein given prevail
within the Legation ; and I know that they
are shared by other members of the diplo-
matic circle in this city. We are accused of
a crooked way of dealing in respect to trea-
ties.

THE COMPLETION OF THE PACIFIC
RAILWAY.

From the Albion

A dispatch from San Franeisco announ-
ces that to day it is intended to lay the
last rail on the iron highway that is to join
the Atlantic and Pacific States in more in-
timate relations than they have hitherto
known. The Pacific Railroad, which has
been built in  two divisions and by two
distinct companies; the Union Pacific and
the Central Pacific—the latter a California
corporation—stretches. from the Missouri
to Sacramento City, a distance of nearly
1800 miles. It erosses the Rocky and the
Sierra Nevada Mountains—one at an ele-
vation of 8242 feet, and the other at an
elevation of 7,042 feet above the level of
the sea. Upon such a line, 1300 miles of
which are through these great mountain
ranges, the obstacles encountered must
have been  immense, as for nearly the en-
tire distance the conntry was without in-
habitauts, or cultivation. All the material
and force used had to be transported over
the line as it progressed, and still, with all
these dfiiculties, this stupendous work has
been  execnted in  about  three and
a half years. Of its whole lengh
1680 miles have been constructed since
the first of January, 1866. About 300
miles were completed in each of the years
1866 and 1867. From the first of January,
1868, to the first of May, 1869, a period of
317 working days, 1150 miles were opened,
being at the rate of 3.06 miles per day.
This celerity of constrnction seems the more
remarkable when we remember that the
worlk has been completed six years sooner
than the contract of the companies required,
Of course this speed could not have been
attained without the sacrifice of certain pre-
requisites of a good road, and the plain
truth is that the line is very imperfectly
constructed.  Still for this the government
is quite as much to blame as are the com-
panies. As soon as the several sections
were completed they were submitted to'a
government survey, and unless the Com-
missioners had pronounced the work well
done, the nation’s credit would never have
been loaned to the companies, and the work
could not have been completed,  Still it is
tobe said in favour of the road, that, imper-
feetly built as it has been, it is, perhaps, in
better condition to-day than were the major-
| its of the railways in this country of hastily-
construeted lines, when they left the hands
of the contractor. The Pacific road, for
almost its entire length, traverses a rainless
region, the soil of which, disintegrated sand-
stone, makes a perfect road-bed, and the
road is consequently, already ballasted when
the rail is laid. There are but. few bridges
on the line, and taking its whole length, it
is & remarkably favourable one, although
very heavy work had to be encountered in
crossing the Rocky and Sierra Nevada ranges,
and in descending the Wasatch Moantains
into the Salt Lake Valley, Thus, although

g

the road cannot be said to be completed, the
work that remains can be prosecuted while
the service is being performed and interest
being earned on theé heavy capital expended.
I the companies are disposed to deal fairly
with the people, and have their own in-
terests in view, they will be’ willing to ac-
cept small returns for several years until the
road approaches that perfection which the
Commissioner should have required on the
first surveys.

As to the ultimate benefit the country
will derive from this great work, it would be
almost impossible to cxaggerate. Take the
single fact of six years having been gained
on the contract time. In sixyears, judging
from tHe recent growth of the country,
seven milliens will be added to the popula-
tion ; more than twentydSionsand miles of
railway will bé bnilt; the tonnage of these
works, new and old, will be doubled, and the
wealth of the country will increase in a like
ratio. The Pacific railway has been instru-
mental in securing the construction of a
greater mileage than its own length, which
weuld not have been built withoutit, and
in six years it will influence the construc-
tion of other lines having twice its mileage.
By that time the uninhabited regions,
through which the line runs, will be popu-
!nted by those hardy pioneers who are ever
in the vangunard of Western civilization. As
to the effect of the road upon the through
transportation between the Atlantic and Pa-
cific consts, it would De rash at present to
predict.

'l‘l‘w. carrying of government freight to the
military outposts is, and will continue to be
an lmportant service to be performed by the
roud.  Viewed from all standpoints, there-
fore, even the present partial completion of
8o great an undertaking cannot but be con-
sidered as a matter for national gratulation.
Sooner or later a great deal of the traffic be-
tween Burope and the East will passover
this railway, and New York wil] become in
consequence still more important as one of
the great trade centres of the world than it
is at present, while the domestic traflic be-
tween the Atlantic and Pacifie seaboard will
be. developed to a n extent as yet hardly
imagined. “In this way both the.stcmnshib
line and the railway may do a profitable car-
rying trade, just as is witnessed between
New York and Albany, although the open-

Upon Miss Cairnes
entering the courtroom the dense ¢ owd di-
vides, wiih the utmost respect and makes a
passage for her to the inside of the bar, At the
hotel she is in the receipt of expressions of
kindness from sympathising friends. She
wears 4 plain neat Hght purple alress, lilac
kid gloves, white bonnet and ribbons
and  seems  neither to  court nor a-
void observation. The large majority of the
community count confidently upon her ae-
quittal, contending that she wase fully justi.
fied in heract.General Jones opened the case
on the part of prosecution. The learned
Attorney-General made a calin argument,
picturing the dangers to society if the
wanton slaying of a human being in  de-
fiance of law was to go unrebuked, Henry
Arche, on the part of the defense, made a
most impassioned address, appealing to the
feelings of the jury in such a manner ag to
draw tears not only from some of them and
the prisoner, but from many of the specta-
tors, and even to sensibly affect the bench
and the bar.

THE MARY LOWEL CASE.

The' State Dopartment has succeeded,
through our Minister to England, in trans-
ferring the responsibility in the Marvy Lowel
case from our Government to England, The
latter Government, it appears from infor-
mafion which has reached the State Do-
partment, has presented the claims arising
from the seizure of the vessel by the Span-
ish Cuban aunthorities to the Spanish Gov-
ernment at Madrid, and demanded their
setflement.

CUBA,

Trustworthy Cuban adviees reeeived here
indicate a determined effort on the part of
the Spanish forces to hold “possession of
Puerto-Principe and Nuevitas, and the rail-
road bebween.  Quesada has heen pressing
them and the Spaniards found it necessary
to maintain connection with the coast, or be
hemmed in at Puerto-Princi pé. '(,'oum
Lesca’s recent expeditions to Santa Mara
have cost too much. Tt is believed that the
Patriot General will impede the reopening
of the railroad, to effect which is the chief
object of the Spanish commander, The
Captain-General has found it neeessary to
disarm two battalions of volunteers. The
Cubans declare Gen, Dulee to he eatly
alarmed at the almost uncontrollable fero-
city of the volunteers, fearing that it may
compel American interference.  He has ye-
cently renewed his attempts to Dribe lead-
ing patriots into leaving. Gen. Cespedes has
been offered a free pass and $200,000 ; Gen,
Fignerola, one of those who rose with the
original force last October, and who has
since proved himselfa very useful soldier,
was offered $30,000.  These propositions
were made through citizens empowered by
the Captain-General. Tt is declared that
some who sought to accept the proffered
amnesty, issued abont six weeks since, were
recently murdered by volunteers,  Several
citizens, smuspected of Patriot sympathies,
haye been taken from the gaol at night, and
murdered.  The universal sympathy with
the revolution was recently acknowledged
by the Spanish Gen, Lopez.  He issued an
address to the people, inviting them to re-
turn to their homes, which he owns were
abandoned enfirely at the approach of his
column.  He states that the labonrers as
well as the land-owners alike abandoned
their property to “ wander in the woods,”
the truth being that all are in the Patriot
lines.  The tone of all Cuban advices is
very hopeful, and all refer to pending mov -
ments, which promise decisively favourable
results — ZTribune.

A New ReuicioN 18 Westery New Yorg.
The Observer states that & new religious
community, numbering, thus far, about 100,
has purchased 1,600 acress of land on the
margin of Lake Frie, in the county of
Chatangua Few York. A perfect social
equality is enjoined between all the mem-
bers who work at the same tasks and enjoy
the same privileges. Their temporal affairs
are under the control of nineteen trustees,
who can do nothing, except by unanimous
consent.

THE LOST CHANNEL.

Many of our readers at Sorel will recollect
that while the improvement of the channel
between Montreal and Quebee was carried
on, and the depth of the channel was a fact
which could be attested by a hundred per-
sons engaged on the works, there were per-
sons who would not believe in these im-
provements. We know thatat the time of
the Prince of Wales’s visit if the authority
of the Trinity House had been a reliable one
the Reyal Squadron would not have visited
Montreal. On that occasion the Trinity
House sent down a deputation to find ont
the depth of the channel and they reported
there was only 17 feet 3 in. at Pointe du
Lac when there was 19 feet.  The value of
report became soon patent by the fact that
the ship Minesota was taken down drawing
18 feet 10 in. The Trinity House had made
a mistake of only twenty-one inches or in
other words they reported 11 feet on the
flats when there was 12 ft. 9 inches,

At a public meeting ofthe Montreal
Board of Trade on the 7th April 1868 Mr.
Hugh Allan stated that “ It had been re-
peatedly stated that there was a 20ft, chan-
nel but this he  would say only ezisted in the
imagination of a few.” In aletter addressed to
the Montreal Herald of the 9th May 1868
Mr. Allan  stated , that ©if the channel had
any renl existance ” the parties who made
that assertion should be “glad to point it
out as proof of the suceess of their work”
The Montreal Zelegiaph of the 15 August
1868 stated that ¢ If there is a 20ft. channel,
Mr. Young and Capt. Armstrong should not
only be willing toshow it but, but they
should insist on being permitted to show it. By
formally putting the Government en de-
meure to accept their offer to pilot a ship,
drawing 20 feet up and down, they will do
more to secure public fayour than by the
most plaintive repetition of the dismissed
commissioners.’”

The Harbour Commissioners on the 17th
August 1868 stated # The reason the pilots
do not use the new channel is not that it is
unknown to them; but they don't think it
sate, owing to the currents.”

The strangest part of this storyis now
before usin an official communication from
the Trinity House of Montreal bearing date
the 3lst March last,* wherein it is stated,
“that the improved channel is daily used to
its fullest capacity without any vessel going
around so long as these marks are followed”

Mr. Allan and the Harbonr Commission-
ers are thus quietly snuffed out by the Trin-
ity House. Whatan amount of work must
haye been done in the channel since the
Trinity reported there wasonly 17 ft. 3 in.

If we were allowed to express an opinion
upon & matter upon which such great au-
thorities have expressed themselves with all
possible weight, we should say, that they
will all combine to prevent the real teft
being made: that is to say, to have a vessel
loaded down to the fullest depth, to exam-
ine thoroughly every part of the channel
wherein the Pilots, (according to the Har-
bonr Commissioners) say the current is
strongest and where Mr. Allan’s pilots can-
not find the 20 ft. It is certainly something
astonishing that the Trinity House should
so clearly designate the Pilots employed by
Mr. Allan as competent, We lesve Mr.
