BY THE ITALIAN GOVERNMENT
IS EXPECTED EVERY MOMENT

All Naval And Military Preparations Have Been Made Both By Italy And The Fnemy—

Austro-Germanic Circle Is Reported To Be Tightening Around Przemysl But
Russians Are Doing Better Elsewhere— Weather Blocks Operations In The West,-

—Reports From Dardanelles

London, May 20-—Any remaining hope that Italy would
maintain her neutrality was abandoned this evening when the
Italian chamber conferred upon the government extraordinary
powers in the event of the outbreak of war.

This is considered a vote in favor of war, for which the
government has made all preparations and the prospects of
which have aroused the greatest enthusiasm throughout Italy.

The German and Austrian Ambassadors were still in Rome
tonight, but, according to despatches from Berlin, their own
care now is to arrange for the safety of their nationals remain-
ing in Italy.

A formal declaration of war, or perhaps action without a
formal declaration, is momentarily expected. At any rate, all
preparations for naval and military action have been made on
both sides and it is quite possible that while the Italian Premier,
Signor Salandra, was explaining to the chamber and the world
the policy of his government the troops on the frontier and the
navies in the Adriatic had anticipated diplomatic action.

Italy naturally will have to look first to her frontier, but it
s expected that her entrance into the war will compel Austria,
and perhaps Germany also to withdraw some troops from the
Russian frontier, where they are hammering at the Russian lines,
particularly to the north-west and south of Przemysl, in middle
Galicia. This hammering, according to the Austrian and Ger-
man reports, is having its effect, for they claim that the Russians
are being driven back from the river San in the region of
Jaroslau and that the circle acowid Drzcinysl is tightening.

At other parts of the front the Russians appear to be with-
standing the attacks, and in the Opatow region in southern Po-
| land they have themselves taken the offensive. This, however,
will be useless to them unless they can prevent the Austrians and
Germans from making a further advance in Galicia.

In the west the bad weather has brought the operations
almost to a standstill, and this I 1s enabled the French and Brit-
ish to consolidate the ground they gained last week and early
this week. While these gains were not excessive, military ex-
perts, on the whole, are satished with them having proved to
their own minds that when men and ammunition are concentrat-
ed in sufficient numbers and quantity the Germans can be driven
back.

The public are still dependent upon unofficial reports for the
progress of the armies on the Gallipoli Peninsula. These re-
ports are most encouraging from the standpoint of the Allies,
as they state that the forts at Kilid Bahr have been destroyed,
that Maidos has been occupied and that the bombardment of
Nagara, on the castern side of the Straits, is in progress night
and day.

The names of those
who contributed to the unification of
the country—Vicior Emmanuel 11,
Cavour, Garibaldi, Mezzini, and a
hundred other aatriots—have been on
the lips ol the people; their praises
have been sung and the wish has been
expressed by all to emulate them.

Although all the people of Rome
appeared to be in accord, the authori-
ties placed guards around the Piazza
Di Monte Citorio, in which stands the
parliament buildiugs, and threw a cor.
don of troops around the Austrian
Fmbassy, in order to prevent any un.
toward incident, owing to excite-
ment. Flags were waving .every-
where, including t'  British, French,
Russian, Serbian .ad Montenegrin,
which frequently . ere cheered by the
erowds.

When the sitting of the Chamber

TEACH BASEBALL

FAMOUS AMERICAN LEAGUE
PLAYERS WILL SEND BALLS
TO FRANCE.

—

Chicago, May 20.—Famous ball
players of the American League will
be asked to autograph some of the
baseballs which President Johnson
will forward among other parapher-
nalia to the Canadian soldiers in
France, who want them to while
away the intermission be:wun_-ba.:-
tles in playing the American national
game.

President Johnson said today the
material he would provide will in-
clude, in the first consignment, five
gross of balls, fifty bats, six masks
and six catchers protectors, while six
sets of new uniforms will go later.

Mr. Johnson this afternoon sent the
following telegram to Mayor T. L.
Church of Toronto:

“An appeal has been made to me to
provide a big assortment of baseball
paraphernalia consisting of balls,
bats, chest protectors and gloves. for
use of Canadian soldiersin France,
I am prepared to arrange for this do-
nation. The American League club
owners and players will cheerfully
make the contribution. Kindly in-
struct me to whom | will send this
shipment if it is wanted.”

Reports reaching <Chicago from
France indicate that baseball, intro-
duced among the French and British
soldiers, by Canadian troops who
learned the game at home, is taking
a firm foothold back of the trenches.
The French are described as enthus-
lastic rooters.

COMICAL PENGUINS,

During the explorations of the ill-
fated Scott expedition to the Soutn
Pole, Dr. Murray Levick, the zoolog-
ist, who had accompanied the party,
made a special study of that inter-
esting and peculiar bird, the pen-
guin. The results of his studies are
given in his book, “The Antarctic
Penguins,” in which he says:

“Imagine a little man standing
erect, with two broad paddles in-
stead of arms, with a head small in
comparison with his plump, stout!
body. Imagine this creature with |
his back covered by a black coat,
tapering behind to a pointed tail
that drags on the ground and adorn-
ed in front with a glossy white
breastplate. Have this creature walk

on his two feet, and give him at the
same time a droll waddle and a pert |
movement of the head, and you ha\-e1

before you something irresistibly at-
tractive and comical.

“Each year the penguins travel
from the pack ice in the north to
the far south, where they breed. and
this journey over ice and sea covers
hundreds of miles. The voung pen-
guins travel back with thelr parents
after the breeding season.

“When the breeding season be-
ging the male bird sallies out in
search of stones, of which the nest
is to be built, and deliberately takes
the most useful stones from another
nest, if he can get them away un-
ohterved. Ile then deposits them o
the snow and leaves his mate to d»
the building. His proposal of mar-
siage, too, centres round the build-
ing of the nest, for when he has seen
the ladv of his choice he brings her
a pebhble, If she accepts n all is
