1809, Vienna) was the
second of twelve children of a wheelright. He showed 

musical talent at an extraordinary early age, and 
first trained by his cousin Frankh, afterwards becoming 
a chorister at St. Stephens, Vienna, where he also received 
a good school education.

Although not the first to write symphonies, 
before treated that particular form of art in an equally 
comprehensible manner.

Haydn wrote in all 125 Symphonies, and many are 
still to be seen on programmes.
