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Less than five years ago,
Gilles Vigneault opened a
boite & chansons in Qué-
bec where he featured
guest singers and recited
his own monologues. One
night someone in the au-
dience shouted, “shut up
and sing a song”.

“l was very apprehen-
ive because | haven't
much of a voice”, he re-
calls. But he sang his only
song, Jos Montferrand, and
was an instant success.

Now he sings to packet
houses wherever he goes.
The English of Toronto are
just as “fou” about him as
the French of Québec or
Montréal.

From the isolated coun-
try of Natashquan, a tiny
village on the St. Lawrence
North Shore, opposite An
ticosti Island, come the
heroes of Vigneault's hun-
dred songs.
