Section six provides for proper
lighting and ventilating of the
premises; the building must have
hardwood floors, be free of ver-
min; walls and ceilings must be
of suitable material; furniture,
etc.,, must be s0 arranged that
cleaning may be done readily;

cleaned every 24 hours; and
other similar provisions.

What is alternative for teenagers
when private-home parties balked ?

Sir: Much has recently been
spoken and written about the
“problems” of teenagers. It has
been asserted that the youth of
this generation is causing trouble
to society. Prominence is given to
the activities of “black jacketed”
delinquents, and the disorders of
Lleenage gangs.

After an experience which my
wife and I had a few weeks ago,
we have come to the conclusion
that if some teenagers are not
entirely co-operative with their
elders, much of the blame should
be laid at the door of eminently
“respectable society.”

election.”

Mr. Fulton commented on the
fact that certain newspapers had
criticized Prime Minister John
Diefenbaker for having appoint-
ed but three Cabinet Ministers
from Quehec.

“Quebec, you will recall elect-
ed eight Conservative members
in the June 10 voting,” said the
minister, ‘“of the eight elected
membérs, thrée have bheen ap-
pointed to the Cabinet and two
have been named parliamentary
assistants. I would say that is a
pretty fair representation.”

Mr., Fulton said he felt con-
fident that if more members
were elected from Quebec this
province would have greater
Cabinet representation.

He cautioned members of
the association to be ready
for a general election at any
time and said the election
could come a lot sooner than
is forecast. R
“You should go forward with

tremendous courage and good
heart in the next election cam-
paign”, the minister said.

Paying tribute to the job be-
ing done by Mr. Diefenbaker, the
minister said that the Prime
Minister could be counted upon
to fulfill the promises that were
made during the recent election
campaign,

“You can feel confident Mr.
Diefenbaker and his govern-
ment will not waste any time
in implementing a program
that will be designed for the
good of the entire country,”
said Mr. Fulton.

As Minister of Justice, Mr.

Fulton said that he had exam-
ined the report of the Royal
Commission presided over by Mr.
Justice Gerald Fauteaux on Can-
ada's panel system and he had
given instructions to members
of his staff to examine the re-
port and find out just what
could be done to put some of
the recommendations into effect.

The minister said his depart-
ment will “try to produce what
I might call working paper and
will then invite the provinces to
meet us to discuss the report on
the basis of these proposals.”

The proposals will not be sub-
mitted on a ‘“take it or leave it
basis" but rather as a starting
point for the proposed discussion.

He told the meeting he had
discussed the matter with a num-
ber of provincial attorney gen-
erals and they agreed the plan
was good.

“Tension and worry drive
some people to nervous nibbling
and kill appetite in others, so
the fat person gets fatter and
the thin one thinner,” Miss Gar-
vock said. Tracking down the
cause of the 'worry and trying
to solve the underlying problem
is the obvicus first step.

Obviously the thin person
should 1dd to the caloric intake
someiimes it is helpful to
take vitamins that whip up the
appetite.
