New Form 22 now Available

The new annual return (Form 22) is different
from the previous one in that it allows a
corporation to indicate its different places of
business across Canada. This information is
not mandatory and its omission will not give
rise to a default notice. The authorities have
informed us recently that it is important to
use the new form for 1999 returns as well as
for consolidated returns that include the year
1999. This policy is contrary to the first pro-
posed tolerance period for the old forms
announced last January, which was to be
extended to December 1999. The old forms
will, however, be accepted for reporting years
prior to 1999.

In addition, and contrary to previous years,
Industry Canada will no longer be mailing

blank forms to corporations. It will therefore
belong to legal practitioners and accountants
to remind their clients of their legal obliga-
tion to file their annual return within 6 months
of the corporation’s taxation year-end.

Electronic Filing of Articles:
Less Practical than it Appears

The electronic era has truly begun in the cor-
porate sector. Since January 1st, 1999, it is
possible to file several types of articles with
Industry Canada electronically namely via
fax or e-mail. The few tests we have con-
ducted so far reveal that these new filing
methods are less practical than they appear.
We are presently looking into ways of over-
coming the constraints and adapting these
new options to the needs and concerns of

developments.

No More “Colour” Certificates

It is with much surprise that practitioners dis-
covered Industry Canada no longer issues
corporate certificates on colour paper. Now
the original looks more like a copy! This is
because the certificates are now produced on
standard white paper from black ink printers.
The “little red flag” that informally served to
confirm the document's validity is now black.
We are presently looking at ways of overcom-
ing the problems this situation may cause for
our clients and we will be sure to inform you
of our conclusions in a future issue of our
newsletter.
