It is imagined that it will become common to fend publick offenders into
perpetu.]l banifhment to the coaft of Africa, inftead of punithing them
with death.

Conflantinople, December 10. By letters from Egypt, we hear, that an
army of the rebels, having recovered from their firft fright, had made fo
good diipofitions as to give battle to the Captain Pacha, who fuffered
greatly in the engagement. But what alarms the Porte more than all is,
their havin% furrounded the Ottoman troops in fuch a manner, as to cut
off all pofiblity of efcape. Our Court which till the arrival of this unhap-
py news, difcovered every mark of fatisfattion, now evinces the greateft
confufion and confternation; and as misfortunes feldom come alone, the
Porte has at the fame time, received intelligence of the commotions caufed
by the rebels in Albania.  His Hignefs it is faid, wifhes to reduce them
to their allegiance, and was making fome arrangcments for this purpofe,
but many important reafons have occured to prevent his ating with
vigour in Albania, as the Pacha of Scutari has declared, that he alted
from no other motives, than to relieve the opprefled provinces from
grievous impofts ; and this motive has gained him the popularity of thefe
frovinces. The Ottoman empire reflembles an army which has been in
ervice, and difpirited by great exertions. Palliatives only encreafe our
diforders ; and the public fafety requires violent meafures.

L O N D O N, MarcH 22.

Letters from Contantinople advife that the Emprefs of Ruffia, who is
attended in her journey to T'aurida with 150,000 men, has notified to the
Grand Seignior, that he muft order the Bathaws of Oczakow, Armenia
and Beffarabia to retire, as fhe intends to take all thofe countries under
her protection. Catherine II. has alfo notified to the Divan, that they
muft fend her a Turk of diftin®ion as Ambaffador Extraordinary, to be
the pacific witnefs of her coronation in Taurida. A fecond letter from
Conﬁminoplc announces the anfwer of the Divan to the Emprefs. The
Grand Seignior declaresthat he prefers war to the humiliating fteps required
of his Hignefs by the autocratrix of all the Ruffias. Our politicians are
a&ually betting, that fome fhots have already been exchanged on both fides.

March 31. Our letters from Scotland give the moft fuccefsful account of
the fitheries, a circumftance of great national import, as one guinea
earned by that trade is more real benefit, than one thoufand gained by
conqueft in the Indies.

Accounts from Limerick fay, that large orders have lately arrived in
that port from different parts of Portugal and Spain, for woollen and linen
goods.

“ A mght ortwo fince a veflel from America, with flax-feed and ftaves,
was in a violent gale of wind ftranded ncar this town; the crew and paf-
fengers were faved, except two or three, and fo would the cargo, bat for
th: bruzality of the country people, who, before any aflitance could reach
th> wreck, pludered it of (as it is fappofed) three hundred and fifty hog-
fheads of flax-feed. A party of the 21t regiment, commanded by Licut.
Mackay, having marched from hence for the prefervation of the veffel and
cargo, wmidit a violent fhower of rain, no fooner appeared, than they
were attacked by the country people, and the extreme wet having rendered
their arms unferviceable, were obliged to retreat with a number feverely
hurt, and the lofs of their arms. It is {fuppofed that now no part of the
veflel or cargo is to be had ; the violence and inhumanity of the country
people is beyond expreflion, and calls loudly for correétion. The entire
cargo might nuve been faved, were it not for the effets of that unfeeling,
inhuman temper, which, fatally and unfortunately, is fo predominant,
among the Inh:bitants not only of this, butof every other maritime coaft.

¢ T hear there was but one of the country people Kurt (and that {lightly)
by the military. Pity that the uncommon wetnefs of ths weather was
fuch, asto render both arms and difcipline of little avail, elfe the fame or
grreater credit would tne commander of the party have had, for his defence,
as he now juftly merits, for his retreat from fuc};a mob, as I am confiden-
tly affured amountcd to from 3 to 4000 peoyjle.”

Calcusta, Novemher1z, 1786, Thefollowing melancholy accident fhews
thata tygeris not always deferrcd from approaching fire. Afmallveflel from
Ganjam, to this port being longer on her paffage than was expelted, ran
cut of provifions and water: Being near the Saugarifland, the Europcans
fix 1n number, wenton fhore in fgarch of refrethments, there being fome
cocoa nuts on the Iilund, in queft of which they ftrayed a confiderable
way inJund. Night coming on, and the veffel being at a diftance, it was
thought more fafe to take up their night’s lodging 1n the ruins of an old
pagoda than to return to the veflel. - A large fire was lighted, and an
agreement ma-de, that two of the number fhould keep watch by turns to
alirm the reft in cafe of danger, which they had reafon to apprehend
from the wild appearance of the place. It happened to fall to the lot of one
Dawfon, late a filverfmith and engraver in this town, to be one of the
watch.
