SCHOOL, RICHMOND, PBOVINCE OF
QUEBEC ;

Another prosperous year of thm Instatuuon
was closed by public exercises in the College
Lecture Rooms, on the 3rd inst.

We have already given a brief acceunt of
the proeeedmgs, and now. add the following
synopsig’ of the annual reports :—

There bhave been 112 students and pupils
in 1he college and grammar school ‘during
the past year ;" thirty-two of these have boarded:
with the Pnuc:pnl who resides in the college-
building. The average age of the studeats in
the college has been twenty-three years,—that
of the pnplls in the grammar achool, sixteen

Forty-five students bave msmcuhud in thm
oolle during the past gix years, nearly- one-
balf - of whom have entered the Professional
Faculties of Law and Medicine in the Univérsi-
ty of McGill College, of which the St. Francis is
an affiliated college. - These profeésional ptu-
dents have usually attended lectures but one
or two years in the Faculty of Arts in this: eol-
le

g{e‘ is to boregmttad that a greater nmnber of
students do not complete their course in arts
before commencing their lectures in law, medi-
cine, and theology ; aud it is to be hopod that
the time is not far distant, when students will
-not be admitted to the University lectures ‘in
law and medicine, who have not attained at
least two years' standing in arts.

The whole number of pupils in this Instito-

tion during the past seven years has been near-
ly five hundred ; the aggregate for the same time
has been seven hnndred and seventy.

This name of coolies is the distinguishing
nppeliation of laborers from Indin and Ching,
hoth-ol which countries are now sonding torth
overy year, large nunibers of their people to/
ditterent parta of the world to-till the soiland
to engare in other industrinl‘occupntions. - In.
the tropical regions of the. Western lomis-
phere.capecially, thero is a considerablo do-
mand for these people -to il the place of
Arican labor, the supply of which, for the
production of such articles a8 sugar, cotton,
coilee, and tobacco, has been vory. soriously
