by Quebec Law 125, Howick

Village has taken a stand in
favor of remaining part of
Chateauguay County.

But, as stated in a resolution
passed at the September 8
meeting of the Village council,
Howick would like to see the
towns of Chateauguay,
Mercier, and Ville de Léry
included in the new
Chateauguay County,
provided that each member
municipality will have only
one vote on the regional
council.

The resolution came in
response to a request from the
recently-established Con-
sultative Committee on the
implementation of the law,
that each municipality in the
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County tax rolls
revamp completed

The new property

Early donations
swell Barrie fund

Planting surplus acreage
in cash crops can mean
extra income for the
Chateauguay Valley dairy
farmer. With the use of
new feeding methods and
increased efficiency of land
management farmers will
have more land than they
need for their own use, say
many farming experts.

Grain corn is considered
a good investment for such
farmers since it is usually
one of the highest paying of
the cereal crops.
However, according to
Pierre Filion of Hun-
tingdon's Agriculture of-

fice, the cost of tran-
sporting the corn to the
dryin unit can be
prohibitive.

“1f the farmer has to
haul his corn any great
kdistance to have it dried,

Grain corn profitable
sideline tor farmers

transportation costs start
to mount,” said Filion.

Farmers in the Elgin
area will get a break this
year with the recent in-
stallation of a corn-drying
operation at Trout River
Farms on Rte 138. Owners
Frank and Steve Schup-
pler needed the dryer to
handle their own crop and
also hope to provide a
service for local farmers.

To be of market value the
corn must be dried. In its
dried form the corn can be
sold to feed mills,
distilleries, food processing
plants, and brokers.

In Filion’s opinion there
has been a trend in recent
years for the Valley dairy
farmer to go into cereal
crops. The shortage of
corn in Quebec assures a
steady market for this
crop.

N

“The province must
import approximately 50
per cent of the corn it needs
from other parts of Canada
and the United States,”
said Filion.

Last November Frank
Schuppler and son Steve
decided to take the plunge
and go into grain corn in a
big way. They bought the
270 acre farm on Rte. 138
and in November they
incorporated under the

name of Trout River
Farms. Almost im-
mediately they began

construction on corn drying
and storage facilities. In
addition they rented 400
acres and this spring
planted 500 of the total
acreage  in corn,

The new installation
includes a wet-storage bin;
a dryer with a capacity to
produce seven tons of dry

‘Small is beautiful’

Everybody gets into the act
at Havelock Fair.

Early Saturday afternoon,

Two committees move
to reunite Lao family

With Thanksgiving drawing
near and the holiday season
not too far in the offing, it is a
time for families to come
together.

However, for some this is
more difficult than for others.
When the Lao family came to
Huntingdon last November,
Mrs. Lao's parents and four
brothers were left behind in
war-torn Laos in Southeast
Asia. Fong Chao's mother
was killed while trying to

escape from Laos in the
family’s first attempt at
leaving the country. On a

subsequent try, her father and
four sons managed to make it
into Thailand by swimming

across a river in much the
same way Fong Chao, her
husband Chang Sieng and two
children Lin Chow and Ching
Sia had escaped in 1977.

Fong Chao’s father, aged 50,
and her four brothers ages 10,
12,14 and 18 years are now in a

refugee camp in Thailand,

presently threatened by the
invasion of North Vietnam.
They cling to the hope of being
reunited with the Laos in
Huntingdon.

Fong Chao and Chang Sieng
are hoping that this dream
will soon be a reality with the
combined efforts of

Huntingdon - Ormstown

Refugee Fund and the
generosity of the people in the
Huntingdon area. A drive is
now being organized to
sponsor the immigration of
Mrs. Lao's family.

Using nearly aHl their
savings, which they have put
away since coming to Canada,
the Loas will contribute 20
percent of the money needed.
With contributions from the
Ormstown Refugee Group and
from the Huntingdon fund, the
goal of the drive has been
placed at $2,000.

Parent voices objection
to lunch period cuts

Our society has an
S.P.C.A. to protect animals
from ignorant and sadistic
people. We have unions to
protect workers, to see
they are well paid and not
overworked. Even our
school teachers have a
union. I want to know why
we have no watchdog to
protect our children from
cruel and unnatural
treatment, by educators
that we as taxpayers are
having to pay. As a fat and
self-satisfied society, we
throw up our hands in
horror when we hear of
child abuse. But it is going

on right under our noses in
our secondary school.

When we send our
children off to school we
expect they will be treated
decently; even if the
teacher is having an ‘“‘off
day'.

I phoned the school about
is last week and I wasn't
allowed to speak to anyone
except the secretary. [ was
informed they have 20
minutes.

for there will certainly not
be time to eat at a decent
speed - making a trip to the
washroom, going to the
lockers to get books for
afternoon classes, all in 20
minutes. It can’t be done.
So our children
sometimes go without
lunch to their afternoon
classes. I am sure other
parents feel as [ do:
teachers who keep students
from having their lunch
breaks are inhumane.
They have their excuses for
keeping students in at
lunch time: They forgot to
do their homework, or their
socks are the wrong color
(no guff). No lunch is also
the rule if a student does
not make it from one class
to another in the allotted
time. One second late can
cost you your lunch. This is
a booby trap designed to
trap the students in grade
seven, who are still having
trouble with stubborn
locker combinations.

Here is a real topper of
an excuse for keeping
students from their lunch:
*They don't know as much
French as the fran-
cophones in their class’.
For that crime you get 10
minutes for lunch.

Of course the majority of
our teachers are good
people with the health and
happiness of our chilren as
their main concern. These
teachers know that if
students don’t get a decent
lunch break, with the
proper time to eat, they
will be unable to con-
centrate in the afternoon.

You all know what
happened to the Scot-
chman's donkey when he
tried to save money by not
feeding it. It died. So will
our children’s enthusiasm
for learning. It too will die
and they will drop out of
school.

A teacher should be a
friend, but sadly enough a
small minority of our

teachers make life
miserable for their
students. I realize I am
just one small voice,

shouting into the wind
about an injustice that
affects the health of our
children. But as in Dr.
Seuss’ classic  story
‘‘Horton Hears a Who" if
we could hear a shout from
all the corners of the
Chateauguay Valley
maybe something could be
done. Let’s insist on a
place of happy learning
experiences, and not a
place of punishment.

Schupplers have only
enough storage for their
own corn but eventually
hope to expand to provide
storage facilities also.

Proposed plans for ex-
pansion include another
dryer with wet storage bin,
four 25,000 bushel bins and
cleaners. The cleaners
filter out all the broken bits
of corn and dirt, increase
the efficiency of the dryer
and upgrade the quality of
the corn.

Both father and son have
noticed a change in the
attitude of local farmers in
the last couple of years.

“There are many more
farmers in this area going
into cash crops as a
sideline,”’ say the
Schupplers.

Steve feels that the high
cost of milk quota
discourages farmers from
increasing their income by
expanding their herd,
making cash crops a viable
alternative.

‘““‘Although the corn price
changes almost on a daily

basis,” said Steve, ‘‘the
rate being quoted in
Montreal for this year’s

crop ranges between $150
and $160 per metric ton.”

Taking inflation and
growing conditions into

consideration, the
Schupplers feel that a
farmer can make a net

profit of between $50 and
$100 per acre on grain corn.
And that's not peanuts.
