he thick, hot heat of the noon­
day sun may be sweltering in 
Sherbrooke, but at the Piggery 
Theatre in Ste-Catherine-de-Hatley, pa­

trons are keeping cool with a refresh­
ing musical comedy.

Robert More’s Dads In Bondage is re­
galing audiences with the hilarious an­
tics of three men with distinct 
personalities who become unemployed 
and find themselves home alone with 
an infant to care for.

This amusing farce is concerned with 
the trials and tribulations of single par­
enting in the 90s from the male per­
spective. More’s script, with musical 
numbers by Tom Doyle, won him The 
Fringe First Award at Scotland’s cutting- 
edge theatre fest The Edinborough Festi­
val in 1990.

“I feel this is a perfect show for a 
venue like this which needs an intimate 
space,” said director Alex Mustakis. 
“This is a small show and we incorpo­
rate puppets in the play. Each actor ma­
nipulates a ‘baby’ puppet which comes 
alive in the character’s sketches. If you 
were trying to pull that 
off in a larger facility it 
just would not work.”

Mustakis said the 
songs in the show reflect 
the light-hearted method 
in which it deals with cur­
rent issues.

“Tunes like “The Oh-So- 
Colicky Blues” and “A Fist­
ful Of Pampers” say a lot 
about the three men who 
struggle with issues that 
have been a reality for 
women since the dawn of 
time,” he said.

“Despite the comical 
elements like lack of sleep 
and diaper rash the char­
acters experience in the 
show, the underlying 
message is that the oppor­
tunity to raise a child be­
comes a journey of 
self-discovery for each of 
these men and the audi­
ence as well. This play can 
have a strong impact on 
an audience because any­
one who has gone 
through the joys of par­
enting can immediately 
relate to this show.”

veteran whose past credits include roles 
in Tommy and Phantom of the Opera;
David Hogan, who has entertained the­
atre-goers for several seasons at both the

comedy that is based on reality, I think 
that it is even more entertaining.”

He is in stark contrast to Kerr’s char­
acter, a neurotic Latin professor.

“His problem is that he has difficulty 
coping with life to begin with. He is told 
by his psychiatrist to stay at home, relax 
and, of course, things just get worse and 
worse as he tries to keep up with the 
twins’s busy schedule," said Kerr.

Hogan as a body-building construc­
tion worker and Bell as all the different 
women in their lives provide comedic 
and dramatic counterpoints to the 
other characters.

Kerr said the high temperatures have 
been a challenge to work under.

“This show has a lot of physicality 
and movement in it and we are doing it 
in a warm climate. By the time we are 
done Act One, our costumes are 
soaked!” he said. “But we now have lots 
of fans and ice packs backstage so we 
are coping with the heat quite well.”

Quebec after separation no picnic for anglophones

The Underdogs playful, painful, fun

Quebec 20 years after separation 
from Canada: Anglophones are 
forced to live squeezed together 
^several to a room in dilapidat­

ed boarding houses. Good jobs are 
reserved for the French, while the 

English who didn’t manage to escape 
before the eighth referendum finally 
gave Quebec national status are rele­
gated to menial jobs, unless they can 
pass an impossible test of French lin­
guistic purity.

La République de Quebec is barricad­
ed from Ontario by barbed wire, fences 
and wild dogs. Mounties man the bor­
der so disgruntled anglophones and 
francophones alike are unable to escape 
the economic stupor of a new country

with a worthless currency (le castor) 
and a nearly dead economy. Houses are 
bugged, language, ethnic and cultural 
police spy on the anglophone popula­
tion and children are banned for think­
ing in English past the age of 12.

This is the often vicious and very 
funny vision of post-separation Quebec 
presented in The Underdogs, a play orig­
inally slated for production nearly 10 
years ago that finally found a stage this 
year at the Just For Laughs Festival. It is 
playing at the Gèsu in Montreal 
through Aug. 2.

Written by William Weintraub, the 
play presents a scathing view of a mili­
taristic, anglophonaphobic society de­
termined to maintain French purity. 
The lives of five anglophones housed in 
a boarding house are chronicled as they

month lease

eke out a meagre existence on the beau­
tifully destitute set of their boarding 
house living room. Much of the plot-line 
is described through a mock BBC docu­
mentary that chronicles the strange un­
known lives of the poor living in the 
Third World country of Quebec.

Although watching references to the 
death of the apostrophe and the anglo­
phone community is funny in a bitter­
sweet, mildly painful way - like 
watching a video of yourself running 
into a brick wall - Weintraub’s perspec­
tive is almost uncomfortably cruel at 
some points, delving into the worst-case 
scenarios of a paranoid, scared minori­
ty-

The acting is strong throughout, 
with some familiar faces to Townships 
audiences: Pierre Lenoir, who does an 
excellent job of making a variety of uni­
dimensional characters funny and in­
timidating, played in Theatre Lac Brome 
production of Cabaret; Anik Matern, 
last seen in Brome Lake in the play 
Scoop, stars as the sultry French anthro­

pologist sent to study the unique and 
primitive lifestyles of the anglophone 
tribes; and Kathleen McAuliffe, a veter­
an of several Townships productions, 
plays a turncoat anglophone pandering 
to her new French masters.

Although the play was initially set to 
play the Centaur in Montreal in 1989, it 
was canceled at the last moment be­
cause the director said it wasn’t ready. 
Weintraub insists it’s because the Cen­
taur was worried about the reaction of 
nationalists.

Ten years later, some of the material 
is a little stilted and overdone after see­
ing others present it for the last decade, 
but overall, it’s a funny piece, if you’re 
able to laugh at your own pain.

The Underdogs plays at the Gésu The­
atre in Montreal until Aug. 2 at 7:30 
p.m. Tuesdays through Sundays. Tickets 
cost $29.50 and $33.50. For more infor­

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Sally Kininmonth follows her dream

Discovering the heart of an artist

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Sally Kininmonth... ‘I want to be recognized as an artist. I’m interested in what people have to say, although it's hard when they come 
through and look it all over because your soul is on the line.

When Sally Kininmonth was 16 
and living in Westmount, 
her mother, in typical mum 
fashion, asked her what she was going 

to do with her life. Kininmonth replied 
she would either run a riding school or 
paint. True to her word, more than 30 
years later, Kininmonth is living her 
dream.

Kininmonth teaches riding in Dun­
ham, after recently returning from a 22- 
year stint in Scotland where she ran a 
riding school. Her paintings are also on 
public display for the first time in the 
Townships during the current Tour des 
Arts running through Sunday.

Kininmonth sees a real connection 
between her two great passions.

“Painting is like riding, or any sport 
you love, if you do it right you have a 
moment where it’s perfect. It’s a feeling 
of being part of something greater than 
itself,” she said.

Kininmonth and her husband David, 
an architect, have only recently moved 
back to Quebec where they are renovat­
ing an old stone home in Knowlton.

“After 22 years away, I guess I was suf­
fering from ‘mal de pays,”’ she said as 
she gazed out at the view of rolling hills 
and tree-dotted pastures which sur­
rounds her home on Mount Echo Road.

While Kininmonth ran the riding sta­
ble in Scotland and raised her three 
children, her painting was put on the 
back burner. Like many artists, especial­
ly women, Kininmonth had to make 
some tough choices and real sacrifices 
in order to live a fulfilled life and create 
the art she was interested in.

Kininmonth devoted herself to paint­
ing for one year when her children were 
under six years old. It was only when 
she found herself dreading Christmas, 
and its accompanying distractions, that 
she realized that painting competed too 
directly with parenting.

Kininmonth does not regret her deci­
sion to put off her painting until her 
kids were older.

“Everything is a choice. What I want­
ed the most was a family. Sure I was re­
sentful at times, but I wanted happy 
kids. Nothing is free in life.”

Indeed, the period in her life where 
family demands superseded her artistic 
needs was a difficult one for Kinin­
month.

“1 was very driven when I thought I 
was behind. I was very angry for a long 
time, because I thought that I was wast­
ing time. For a while I just couldn’t 
paint the color grey, because it repre­
sented everything that was wrong with 
my life.”

Kininmonth started painting again

seriously at 45. She commuted everyday 
to university, via Land Rover, train and 
then a 20-minute walk to get from Edin­
burgh, where she lived, to Glasgow 
where she went to school.

Kininmonth’s interest is modern con­
temporary art. She wants her work to be 
accessible, at the same time as she 
needs to challenge herself.

She says she doesn’t want her work to 
be unintelligible because so much of art 
is self-indulgent. She admits that occa­
sionally what she paints may not appeal 
to everyone.

“There are a few self -portraits of me 
when I had shingles and looked awful. I 
doubt that anyone is going to want to 
buy a hideous painting of me to hang on 
their wall,” she said.

Although Kininmonth’s work has ap­
peared in galleries in Scotland and Van­

couver, the Tour des Arts is the first 
time she has interacted with her view­
ing public.

“I want to be recognized as an artist. 
I’m interested in what people have to 
say, although it’s hard when they come 
through and look it all over because 
your soul is on the line. Life isn’t for the 
faint-hearted.”

Kininmonth’s ideal life would consist 
of riding in the morning and painting 
in the afternoon. With the demands of 
life within earshot its an ideal she rarely 
enjoys.

Nevertheless, she see beauty and art 
in much of what she does. She gets real 
satisfaction when something she cre­
ates strikes a chord with someone.

“We had a neighbor come over who 
didn’t know one iota about art, but he 
saw one of my paintings and said ‘oh

boy’ because it was real to him in some 
way.”

Kininmonth has happily settled into 
life in the Townships. Like so many oth­
ers she has noticed a unique spirit to 
the area.

“It’s an ideal world. Lots of interest­
ing people and a wonderful community. 
People care. Maybe I wouldn’t appreci­
ate it so much if it had come easier.” 
Kininmonth refuses to say whether she 
will be staying in the Townships indefi­
nitely, however.

“One thing I have learned in my life is 
that you never can never tell what’s 
around the next corner.”

Silent Witness builds case for the British

The United States 
rules the television 
world in sitcoms. 
Canada reigns supreme 

in sketch comedy. But 
when it comes to murder 
mysteries, Great Britain 
is king.

For proof of that, view­
ers need look no further 
than the A&E-BBC co-pro- 
duction Silent Witness, 
which airs the two-hour 
episode “Fallen Idol” Sun­
day, July 26, on A&E Net-

work.
Silent Witness is not a 

traditional British mys­
tery series, in which thor­
oughly unlikable 
wretches are murdered 
while villagers murmur, 
“Good riddance to bad 
rubbish.” And Sam Ryan 
(Amanda Burton) is no 
amateur sleuth; she’s a 
forensic pathologist.

Make no mistake, this 
is not your parents’s mur­
der mystery. “Fallen Idol” 
takes place in a suburb 
that could be part of any 
large Canadian city, and 
there’s not a vicar in 
sight. The victim is a 17- 
year-old girl working in a 
real estate office. She is 
found dead in an unoccu­
pied house where she was 
having liaisons with two 
boyfriends. The girl could­
n’t date them openly

since her mother despises 
one and is married to the 
other.

But as Sam investi­
gates, it seems the mur­
derer may not be either of 
the men. A mysterious 
stalker is assumed to be 
the culprit, but aside 
from his last name, no 
one seems to know any­
thing about him.

As depicted in Silent 
Witness, murder is 
bloody and brutal. The au­
topsy scenes can be quite 
intense; there is no drap­
ing of the cadaver in 
green surgical sheets. Afi­
cionados of the tradition­
al English mystery may 
contend that the show 
has taken all the fun out 
of murder. Maybe so, but 
the realism replacing it 
makes “Fallen Idol” well 
worth watching.
