He brought with him upwards of 10,000 sol­
diers' letters, which have been mailea here to 
their respective addresses. The army is in ex­
cellent spirits, and their sanitary condition was 
nevor better.

Halifax, Dec 22,—The S. S. « Africa” sailed 
for Boston at 10 30 this am, where she will be 
due to-morrow evening. The “ Africa’’ reports 
experiencing heavy weather on the voyage 
hither.

Washington, Dec. 22nd.—Col. Harkhmd, 
special agent of the Post Office Department, re­
ports that the mails were lauded, assorted and, 
during the p.m ct the 10 h, distributed to tbe 
entire army of Gen Sherman. Ia half an hour 
he sold §2,100 worth of stamps, and could, if he 
had had them, sold double that amount.

THB RAIDERS.

We understand that up to last afternoon two 
raiders only—Young not being one—had been 
secured. They were on their way to this city, 
and expected by the Police authorities and the 
1 awyers interes ted in the case. Arrangements are 
to be made for going on with the cases against 
them immediately, and it is to be hoped that the 
decision will this time be upon the merits, and 
by a Court whose authority will lend a weighty 
sanction to its awards.

Last night we were informed that Spurr and 
Swager, and another person, supposed to be one 
of the raider?, but not one of those previously in 
custody, were brought to Montreal yesterday 
and lodged in jail.

Fooce has retired to private life in disgust,—
In the Rebel Senate while tho currency bill was 
up, he withdrew fiom that body after making a 

ank statement of the situation of the rebellion.
He sai : : 11 Sir, I beseech hon. gentlemen, on 

this last occasion, peihaps, that I ehail have the 
honor of addressing this house, to look with me 
upon tho present condition of tbe country, before 
they resolve to withhold their support from 
thin measure. What is our situation? Let ua 
look darger in the face and provide for it in time.
”>, we are upon the verge of ruin. Oongreea is 
rapidly abandoning all its important powt rs, and 
building up sn irresponsible military despotism, 
the like of whieh has never been seen before.—
The policy of the present House seems to be 1o 
crush out dissatisfaction by armed violence alone 
in imitation of that thorough policy introduced 
and enforced in England by the celebrated E irl 

Stafford, the enforcement of which ppeediiy 
brought Charles the 1st to the block, but, 
before, Stafford had lost his own head. —
Ten days hence freedom of deliberation will 
have been effectually extinguished in this body 
by means which I may not specify. The unjust, 
unwise, and deeply criminal displacement of the 
gallant and efficient Johaston from the command 
of the army of Tennessee, and the transfer of 
that army to the neighborhood of Nashville, 
have opened ail Georgia, South Carolina, 
nd Alabama.to the army of Gen. Sherman. 

Fort McAllister has failea. Savannah is about 
to fall. The rate of Charleston seems only to 
ba deferred a few days la'er. Hood's army 
has already met with a great disaster at Franklin 
and in my judgment is fatally compromised. 
Presidential interference is the cause oi ail these 
dire mfichiefs, »a it was the result of the un- 
fortunale battle of Murfreesboro, and the slill 
more disastrous one at Missionary Ridge.- 
Should Hood’s army be destroyed, an event 
which I tear is but too probable, and Sherman 
should come round to this vicinity in ships,which 
I do not doubt he now intends, what wiii ba the 
fate of Richmond î1’

New York Dec. 22.—The Htrald's corres­
pondent in front of Richmond says:—It is re 
ported that Lee was wounded in front of Peters­
burg last Saturday, and will be unabia to report 
for duty tor some time. Deserters say, deser­
tions from the rebel army will be very heavy in 
future.

The Richmond Examiner of the 19,h, notices 
the fact that largo numbers of negiois have re­
cently stampeded towards -the Yankee Unes. 
The Examiner ntiti says she Yankees have been 
ia Wytheyille and in other pans of Southwestern 
Virginia, destroying three locomotives, and doing 
Other damage.

The Savannah Republican of the 18th says :— 
On Saturday anu Suaday artillery firing was 
kept up actively on both sides with more or less 
skirmishiag. No change in the aspect of affairs. 
Everything goes on well, and ail are in the best 
of spirits.

The Richmond Whig also says, that Kirby 
Smith ia defrauding the Government out of large 
numbers of fine beef cattle, which by his orders 
are run into Mexico from Texas.

The Iribune's army correspondent, in giving 
extracts from recent rebel papers, says the rebel 
Senate last Saturday went into secret session, 
and a stormy time was had. The question of at 
once arming negrees was brought up, and is be­
lieved to have passed by an almost unanimous 
vote.

The Charleston Mercury of the 16th says 
Sherman appears to have abandon d a direct 
attack on Savannah, and seems to be turning 
his atteution 1o tbe reduction of the outworks

The Richmond Sentinel of the 19ih says Bur- 
bridge is retreating from South-wc-stern Virginia, 
and Vaughan ia trying to get ia his rear. Large 
quantifies of stores and troops are being sent to 
Knoxville from Chattanooga.

For several days past every eble-bodiad negro 
has been quietly seized aid hurried t-ff to camps 
of instrueiion.

The Tribu e’s Shenandoah correspondent says 
a couple of poor starved nak'ed rebel soldiers 
came into our fines on the night of the 19th, say­
ing flesh and blood could not stand the treat­
ment they received. They say Errly has two 
divisions at New Market, amounting in ail to 
not over 5,000, and no cavalry.

Happabvillb, Ky., Dae. 22 —Gen. Ed. Mc­
Cook struck part of ihe rebel General Lyon’s 
force at daylight on the 16ih inst, and Sefea’ed 
them. He captured all their artillery. He is 
rapidly pursuing the retreating rebels.

CiNCiNNATTl, Dec. 22. — The Commercial 
has a special dispatch from Nashville Teen., 
dated yesterday, which says tbe headquarters of 
Gsn. Thomas are near Columbia. Gen. Hood is 
across Duck River; his loss since coming 
into the State is 20,000. His force is now be­
lieved to be 12,000 infantry and 8,000 cavalry. 
The woods are fuli of deserters. The roads are 
in a bad condition,

Nrw Turk, Deo. 2?,.—The Herald has de­
tails of Sherman’s grand march through Geor­
gia. His army moved 300 miles, devastating 
42 counties, capturing 4000 prisoners, 10,000 
negroes, 15,000 horses, and 30 pieces of ar­
tillery.

He lost not a gun, and oar entire casualties 
were only about 500 pritouers from straggling, 
and 300 or 400 killed and wounded, inclnding 
the loss at Fort McAllister.

Kilpatrick defeated Wheeler ia a skirmish near 
Macon, and could easily have taken the city had 
Sherman desired it. Ttte rebel resistance at 
Oconee Bridge caused but few hours’ delay.

At Gris wood villa, where the rebels are re­
ported as having repulsed us, one of our brigades 
(Walcott’s of the 15th corps) defeated 3 rebel

We understand that considerable difficulty oc­
curred yesterday with regard to the carrying 
out of the first arrangements for making up the 
required quota of volunteers. Several of the 
men who had been balloted either declined to 
go, or weie refused permission to go by their 
legal guardians, and numerous cases were aub- 
mit-ed to counsel learned in the law, as to the 
effect of the draft which had been made among 
the Victoria Rifles. So far as we know ail these 
opinions were adverse to the opinion that any 
binding obligation arose out of the ballot. There 
may have been contrary opinions ; but if so, we 
have not heard of them. In the meantime or­
ders had reached the Brigade Major of Montreal 
dir-cting him not to send away any cf the vol- 
unleeis until farther orders. It should perhaps 
ba mentioned that the advance guard of seven 
men had been prevented from going by the stop­
page of the Weatern trains caused by the snow 
storm. Yesterday new orders came -o the Com­
mandant, superseding those originally given, 
and directing that quotas ot eixly firemen should 
be made up from each volunteer battalion, in or­
der to torm a Corps for immediate service. The 
officers of each battalion were to accompany the 
men, and the whole were to be under the com­
mand ot Lieut.-Colonel W. Osborne Smith.

We learned last evening that a brigade order 
has been issued by Colonel Djde, Commandant, 
calling upon each of the batta ions of Volunteer 
Militia to furnish immediately, for frontier duty, 
the following quota of officers andmen.viz 1st 
or Prince of Wales’ Regiment, Montreal Light 
Infantry, Victoria Volunteer Rifles, Uhasieurs 
Canadiens, Royal Light Infantry, and Hochelaga 
Light Infantry, each 1 captain, 1 lieutenant, 
1 ensign, 3 sergeants, 1 bugler and 61 rank and 
file. It is expected the whole force will be ready 
to leave to-nlgbt.

I mode in which it is intended to render such small 
detachmenls as are being sent forward available 

j in any of the emergencies which are imaginable 
in the present juncture, we feel that it is not the 
part of good citizens to say or do anything to 
weaken the hands of those who have to provide 
for the public safety. They may have informa­
tion which dees not reach the general public, 
and may, therefore, be providing appropriate 
remedies for reasonably apprehended difficulties. 
They will hereafter explain their action, and 
will be judged according as it shall appear to 
have been fitting or otherwise In the mean­
time no one can help regretting a necessity 
whieh is certain to prove so costly as this taking 
of the field by a small army of observation. A 
little figuring up of the expenditure has brought 
up the amount of the charges whieh it will en­
tail upon the Province between this and the 1st 
May to a minimum of $400,000, even if we 
should go no farther than the present order. We 
cannot but be afraid that Mr.Galt is doomed never 
to see the often desired surplus, for ceriaialy 
this promenade militaire bids fair to provide for 
the whole balance on the credit side of the pub­
lic ledger of which ho spoke so agreeably at 
Sherbrooke. Of course neirher this sum nor ten 
times the amount is worthy of being considered 
in the balance against the peace of the country. 
That will be well guaranteed at any cost and if 
any one seriously Lelieves in the stories of 
American rapacity and ambition which we have 
lately been accustomed to hear, he must prepare 
himself for spending money, not by the hundred 
thousand, but the million, within a very short 
period. It may ba well to begin the process 
of getting used to it. However that may be, if 
we suppose the present military movements to 
have been rende-ed necessary, either directly or 
indirectly by the recent raids and by the dis­
charge of the raiders, as would appear from the 
way in which such movements are timed, we 
must come to the conclusion that our entertain­
ment of strangers has been like other entertain­
ments, an extremely costly business. Our friends 
from the South are turning out very dear friends 
We wish that we may see even now the end of 
the account which these guests are causing us 
to run up ; but we greatly fear that tve are only 
at the first item, a long column distant from the 
total. We will add only one reflection, that we 
trust the forces sentto the frontier will he under 
such control as will make it impossible for their 
presence to do that which it is intended to pre­
vent, we mean the making a cause of quarrel by 
any unauthorized indiscretions.

originated the first great political struggle. 
This was in Pierce's time. In the election be­
tween Fri mont and Buchanan, the parties were 
formed much on the Slavery question. Then 
the anti-Slavery one, although becoming power­
ful, was not strong enough to return its candi­
date, and Buchanan was elected by the Demo­
crats. In the election of 1860 the Republican 
strength raised Mr. Lincoln to the Presidential 
chair, and before Mr. Buchanan had left it the 
Southerners seized the government property in 
South Carolina, and fired on United States ves­
sels in Charleston harbor. By that election, in 
whieh all the States had taken an 
active part, Mr. Lincoln was the con­
stitutional representative of the people, 
and no justifiable cause could be given 
for taking up arms. ihe whole contest, 
so far as the South is concerned, had been 
for to retain slavery. Mr. Stephens, the Presi­
dent, had boasted that it was the first power that 
had declared in its constitution the inequality of 
races. No grievances had been recorded by the 
South as were in the case of America, when she 
declared her independence. Their whole struggle 
has been and was for slavery, and that not con­
fined to their own States, but extended into 
those declared to be free. After alluding to the 
times tbs war had occupied, he instanced tbat 
it took two years to capture Sebas­
topol, six to drive Napoleon out of 
Spain, and then pointed to her long wars 
in Ireland, and Great Britain. America 
was but as a youth ten years of age, and was 
far too premature to sea that her system of 
government was a failure. Speaking of the St. 
Albans raid, he said, when the news of it first 
arrived every one denounced it as robbery, and 
nothing else, but by degrees some news­
papers discovered that it was v, ar, and that the 
army had retreated into Canada, therefore the 
raiders were belligerents—an opinion the lectu­
rer strongly dissented from Uur strength was to 
be found not in arms but in the Book; wisdom 
was our protection, and an honest and strict 
observance of the laws of our own, and the great 
and nobie country to which we belonged, would 
be our surest safety. The refugees from the 
dlave Stat s ought to be satisfied with the rights 
of asylum in this country. The slave owners 
and the slaves were equally welcome to it, but 
neither should be permitted to interfere in our 
affairs. It was evident that the insurgents 
sought to create a war between England and the 
United States, as it would be very desirable to 
remove Gen bheridan from the Shennandoah 
Valley to the Varley of ihe St. Lawrence, and 
Gen Sherman from marching through Georgia, 
to advance on Canada, The moves of tho in­
surgents were clever, but would not succeed. 
Tbe Reverend gentleman for over an hour and 
a half, much pleased and instructed the audience, 
— a very intelligent one,—which was evident by 
repeated applause. A vote of thanks was pre­
sented to the talented lecturer, and tho meeting 
separated.

MEMORIAL TOTHS GOVERNOR GENERAL 
WITH RESPECT TO THE ST. ALBAN’S 

RAIDERS.

To His Excellency the Right Honorable Char 
les Stanley Visoomt Monck, Governo- 
General of British north America Ac., À or 
&c.

THE MEMORIAL OF THE UNDERSIGNED 
INHABITANTS OF THE CITY OF MON­
TREAL.

Humbly Shbweth,—That while Canada -has
Lithôrlo preflervtxi „ clriot ueulrality with roD-
pect to the unhappy strife now prevailing in the 
United States,your Excellency's Memorialists feel 
that the circumstances which have recently ta­
ken place call for increased vigilance on the part 
of the government and all subordinate authori­
ties to see that such neutrality is effectually and 
honestly maintained.

That your Memorialists consider that while 
political refuges residing in Canada are entitled 
to protection it is the duty of such persons scru­
pulously to respect the neutrality proclaimed by 
Her Majesty, and to abstain from making or 
furthering uny acts of aggression upon the soil 
of a friendly power.

That your Excellency's Memorialists also con­
sider that any persons who commit acts of 
violence upon the borders of the neighbouring 
States solely in consequence of the immunity 
which they expect to enjoy upon their escape 
here, acts which would never be attempted but 
for the tacilities for flight which the proximity of 
our soil affords, abuse the right of asylum and 
violate the duty of neutrality enjoined upon all 
persona residing within the dominions of Her 
Majesty.

That your Memorialists deeply deplore the 
circumstances under which the persons lately 
in custody upon charges of robbery and murder 
at St. Albans, were released, and also the 
manner in which the money entrusted to our 
authorities was restored to the prisoners, and 
feel that the result of the recent proceedings has 
been such as to cast doubts upon our good faith 
in carrying oat our Treaty obligations

That while it would be improper to prejudge 
the officers concerned in the release of the St, 
Albans prisoners and the restoration of the 
money, your Excellency’s Memorialists consider 
it due to the interest of j ustice and tbe good name 
of this Province, that the most searching enquiry 
into the conduct of the Judge charged with the 
investigation under the Treaty, and the officer 
by him entrusted with the money, be had wi fl­
out delay, and that speedy justice be done in the 
premises.

Your Excellency’s Memorialists therefore most 
earnestly pray that your Excellency will be 
pleased to order an immediate investigation in-

Sxryioe Miliïua.—We have atre ady mention­
ed that Hia Excellency had, in pursuance to 
law, called out a certain number of service bat­
talions from the militiamen of the Province.
The order appears in the Official Gazette of last 
Saturday :

His Excellency is pleased, in pursuance of 27 
Victoria, chapter 2, section 22 and 23, to order 
the organization of a Service Battalion or Ser­
vice Battalions from the several Regiments ot 
Militia of this Province, undermentioned, and 
that the Ballot shall ba taken on Friday, the 
Thirtieth day cf December instant, in manner 
provided by law, for she purpose of organizing 
such Service Battalion or Battalions respectively 
accord ng to the proportion of men to be fur­
nished for each such battalion from each Town­
ship, City, Town, Village or Parish.

The quota required from Montreal is as fol­
lows From the Centre Ward, fifty-five ; East 
Ward, ninety-five ; St. Anne’s Ward, six hun­
dred nnd twenty ; St. Antoine Ward, five hun­
dred and eighty-five; St. James Ward, five 
hundred and five ; St. James Ward, four hun­
dred and ninety-five ; St. Mary’s Ward, three 
hundred and twelve ; West Ward, one hundred 
and five-in all 2,772. The] 22nd and 23rd 
sections of the Act referred to in the general 
order, provide that the Commander-in-Chief

Q, Do you not believe that if a constable 
were to be permitted to make exceptions in one 
case and constitute himself, for the time being 
the judge of the validity . of a . warrant sign­
ed by a Judge of tbe "Superior Court, that be 
might reasonably make ‘ exceptions in 
every case in which his judgement led him 
to differ from that of the judge signing the 
warrant ?

A I am ct the opinion that when a constable 
finds that there is a total want of jurisdiction in 
the party who signed a warrant, he ia not bound 
to execute it, and I may say that according to 
my views, this is the only instance in which a. 
constable would be justifiable in refusing to act, 
and applying this principle to the present case,
I say that Mr. Lamotue, after’ hearing wha't he 
heard in Court, was justifiable in thinking that 
the gentleman who aigrred. the last warrantfirad 
ntrfi'ower whatever to sign it.

BY THE CHAIRMAN,
Q. Considering your answers in reference to 

the hesitation of the Chief of Police in execut­
ing the warrant of Judge Smith, willÿou tell the 
committee fibw you accoum for the fact that so 
soon as the High Constable was found he con­
sented to execute the warrant, aud how do you 
account for Justice Coursol himself, the moment 
ha was called upon, ordering that the Water 
Police should promptly assist the High Constable 
in making these arrests ?

Objected to by the Counsel for the aceueed as 
being irrelevant, and asking the wimess to state 
why other parties have acted differently from the 
party accused Question allowed on division.

A. Of course I caonot account for the motives 
that actuated these two gentlemen when they 
so acted, assuming as I now do that they have 
acted so. It may be that having reflected over 
what had passed, they might have thought that 
the décision which had been given in Court by 
Mr. Coursol was not entirely proper ; Mr. Cour­
sol subsequentff'fothe deciaioiFffven in the case 
might have consulted with some friend who 
might have told him that his decision was not 
proper; and this might , account for his con­
duct respecting the order given to the Water 
Police. As to the High Constable it may bo 
that he was not in Court when the Judge 
delivered his judgment, hence his readiness to 
execute the warrant. It Mr. Lamothe had had 
some time to reflect over tbe new proceedings 
that were adopted as above stated, he might 
possibly upon advice have been con v-inced that . 
the judgment rendered by Justice Coutaol 
was not a bar to another proceeding of the same 
nature under a warrant of one of the Judges of » 
the Superior Court.

Q. When stolen money is in the possession of 
an officer holding it, pending the trial of pri- ] 
aouers, to whom should be deliver it on priso­
ners being released, and what precautions should 
the holder of the .money take after the judg­
ment of the Court, to satisfy himself to whom 
he should give it, and when it should be given 
out? Wfll you also state the custom which 
prevails in the Court in the disposal or delivery 
of stolen money, and to whom it is usually 
given ?

A. According to our laws when a party ia 
convicted ot having stolen money, so soon as 
the trial is over the owner of the money applies 
to the Court for an order that the money be 
restored to him. Aud a demand of this kind 
being according to law is always granted. If 
the party chargad with the larceny is declared 
not guilty, then the mode to be followed is the 
following with respect to the i roperty : viz the 
party who lays claim to the money or at whose 
instance the prosecution was carried on, resorts 
to a civil process by way of attachment in the 
hands of the officers of the Court ; and if such a 
proceeding is not forthwith adopted, the money 
is paid back to ttârwtt whose possession it 
was found.

BY COUNCILLOR LABÎLLB.
Q. Irrespective of this usage followed in 

certain cases, and which consists ia asking an
order from the Court to have the effects restored 
to the person in whose possession the same 
have been found,js there anything in the law by 
which these persons are bound to apply to the 
uourt for such an order to be put in possession 
of the said effects ?

A As to the party who has been acquitted 
of a.charge of this nature, there is notirldfiy In 
otir criminal code authorizing the Court to make 
an order that the money be restored. He is left 
to his civil reme.dy*™-^...

EY COUNCILLOR MfoiBBON.
Q. Considering that the bit. Albans Raidejs 

were not acquitted of the charges of mufoer and 
robbery, but were discharged by reasbri of want . 
of jurisdiction by the presiding judge, was it 
not the duty of the Chief’o retam tne money 
until tbe question shouid be decided on its 
merit, or without an order from the Court ?

A. If Mr. Aramothe had received a proper 
order not to dispossess himself of the money, it 
was his duty to obey such an order given either 
by the judge or by the parties claiming pro­
perty in the money.

The ballot of men 
for service battalions does not necessarily imply 
a call for the actual service, It is bylaw re­
quired to be made once ia three years, and the 
men designated by the ballot are to be service 
militiamen for the three jeais next eusuiug, even 
though they should ia the interim reach the age 
which exempts them from service.

Memorial to His Excellency with Respect 
to the Raiders.-—We print to-day a memorial 
which has aireany been numerously and most 
respectably signed in this city, and which we 
oeiieve will be even more numerously signed 
when time shall have been given for that pur­
pose, expressing the opinion of the most respect­
able inhabitants of the city on the subject of the 
outrages which have been committed on the ter­
ritory of our neighbours by Southern refugees re­
siding in this country. We have discussed this 
whole subject so fre ;uently that we need not add 
a word to say how heartily we concur in the 
sentiments cf the memorialists. We believe that 
publie opinion here has been falsified by loud 
and active misrepresentation, but that the pre­
sent occasion has brought out the true feeling of 
our thinking men, in a manner which will for 
the future prevent such perversions of their 
views. What public opinion here demands is 
that the law shall ba fully carried out, and as 
that law was made for the prevention of outrage 
upon our neighbours, the natural conclusion is 
that if properly administered it should insure 
the punishment of wrong-doers. That is what 
is desired ; while at the same time if the law be 
insufficient for that purpose, no one desires it to 
be strained. Both countries are governed by 
law. Our people are ready to abide by and de­
fend theirs, alter a decision made with due de­
liberation and authority equal to the occasion, 
and they trust the people of the United States 
will be willing to do so to. We may add that 
we understand the memorial will be at the News 
Room tor signature to-morrow.

Q. Are yon aware that on several occasions 
you have delivered property or money 
to the complainant in this cause upon a written 
order given to him by the parties arrested with' 
out any order of the judge of the Court before 
whom the parties arrested had been brought and 
by them discharged ? 
k I have j both property and money.

Q. Is it not the usual and universal practice, 
to your knowledge, followed with respect to 
every party arrested by you and discharged by 
the competent authorities ?

A I give up the money or property on the 
prisoners giving me a receipt for the same 

Q. Do you remember any particular occasion 
where you so gave up large sums of money 
and if so, state some to the best of vour recol­
lection T

A. The last case I arrested was a prisoner 
accused of stealing $10,000; he had 
the time of his arrest between two or three 
hundred dollars in his possession: the prisoner' 
name was John Connors. He gave to Mr, 
Devlin an order for two hundred dollars ; he, 
the prisoner, said he was a raider belonging to 
Morgan’s Band ; the money was American 
money. I was sent with him from this City 
to Toronto, where he was discharged, and his 
property was given to him without any ordet*

Q. Do you remember any case where the 
order for the delivery of the money was addressed 
to you at about the very moment when judg­
ment was rendered discharging the prisoners, to 
avoid the attachment of the money or property 
immediately after the judgment discharging the 
prisoners ?

A. No, not to my knowledge. There is 
however a case of one Foulds in which the 
money was attached in my hand to 
prevent its being given up to the priso­
ners.

Question by the Chairman—Have you assisted 
the Chief in making arrests without a warrant 
and have you alune arrested without a warrant 
for crimes committed out of Montreal or in a 
neighbouring country Î 

A. I do not remember assisting the Chief in 
making any such arrest, but I frequently myself 
made such arrests upon receiving telegraphs from 
the States ; generally these parties are discharg­
ed ; in fact they were all discharged but one.

Question by Mr. Labalie—Is it to your know­
ledge that any former Chief of Police refused on 
any occasion to execute a warrant.

A. On several occasions the late Chief Mr. 
Hays refused to execute warrants from the upper 
court.

Q. As one of the Police force and a detective, 

are you aware that, according to the oath of 
office, he is bound to execute warrants

A. I am not exactly aware of the precise 
terms of the oath taken by the Chief of Police.

Q, From the following oath of office being 
read to you, don't you consider that he is bouud 
to execute any warrant that may be placed in 
his hands, and more especially one signed by a 
Judge of the Superior Court, viz : —

‘ I, as Chief of Police of the City of Montreal, 
do swear on the Holy Evangelist, that I will 
faithfully, impartially and honestly, according 
to the best of my skill and knowledge, execute 
all the powers and duties of Chief of Police 
and Constable, for preserving the peace and pre­
venting robberies, and other felonies, and appre­
hending offenders against the peace, in the Dis­
trict of Montreal, so help me God.

A. I do not exactly know what the Chief 
should do.

W, H. Kerr, Esq., Advocate, being sworn, 
was

EXAMINED BY MR. LAFLAMME.
Q. As you know all the matters connected 

with this investigation, please state whether you 
believe the Chief of Police justified in his con­
duct with respect to the charges brought against 
him, and if so, state for what reason ?

Objected to by Councillor McOready, on the 
ground, 1st, that Mr. Kerr having been one of 
the attorneys who defended the St. Albans 
Raiders, when they were liberated by Judge 
Coursol, and baing interested in their behalf as 
well as their friends, cannot be examined as a 
witness.

For the objection—Messrs McOready and Mc- 
Gibbon.

Against—Messrs, Labelle and Leduc.
The votes being equal, the Chairman con­

sidered that the evidence of Mr. Kerr should be 
received.

A. The St. Albans Raid case was not an ordi­
nary case of crime committed within the jurisdic­
tion of our Provincial Courts. It was in fact an 
exceptional case cognizable solely by certain offi­
cials whose powers and duties were in my opin­
ion in the existing state of our law defined by 
the provisions of the Imperial Statute 6 aud T 
Victoria chap. 76.

Under that statute, in order to give jurisdic­
tion to any of those officials, it was necessary 
that the Governor General should first issue his 
warrant. No such warrant having issued, the 
arrest ef the Raiders and the taking of the pro­
perty from them, were both illegal. Conse­
quently the claimants and the Raiders being 
subjects of States recognized as belligerents 
quoad each other, on the arrest being declared 
by the Judge before whom the investigation was 
proceeding as unauthorized under the Statute, 
they were entitled to the money and securities 
deposited in Mr. Lamothe’s hands as having 
been taken from them by their captors, and had 
Mr. Lamothe retained that money and 
those securities after demand by the Raiders or 
their agent after their discharge thereby afford­
ing facilities to.ths sulijocrs of the other Belli-

ment here, and they authorized me and Mr. La- 
flamme or either of us, to make the following 
propositions : that the value of the notes and 
securities delivered by Mr. Lamothe to the agent 
of the raiders, should he estimated by arbitrators 
at their value ; that that value in gold should 
be deposited in one of the bauks here, and that 
that bank should execute a bond by which it 
should become bound to pay over to the plain­
tiffs in any suit directed against Mr. La­
mothe, founded on his delivery of the said notes 
and securities to the raiders, either the actual 
amount of the said judgment in principal, in­
terest and costs, or the then value of the said 
notes and securities, the amount to be paid on 
the judgment not to exceed in any case the snm 
deposited. Mr. Devlin told me that he would 
make known the proposition to his clients, and 
that if thay agreed to it, we should draw out 
an cles embodying the proposition, and he ap­
pointed an hour and place, when and where I 
was to meet him that evening. On his arrival 
at the place appointed, be told me that it was no 
use, that his clients would not condescend to 
such an arrangement.

CBOSS-EXlJfINED BY MR. DBVLIN.
Q. As it has been stated that you know all 

matters connected with this investigation, can] 
you inform me where the carpet beg containing, 
the money in question now is, or what has be­
come of it or its contents ?

Q. Do you seriously believe that if the Chief 
of Police had informed the raiders or any one on; 
their behalf, making a demand to him for tha’ 
money, that he had deposited it in the Bank and 
that it was after banking hours, and that he 
could not obtain possession of it until the open- 
ing of the Bank on the next morning, that he 
would have thereby rendereil himself liable to 
them for damages ?

A. No falsehood that the Chief might have 
told them, would have relieved him from his re­
sponsibility.

Owing to the late hour at whtoh we received 
the report, we omit a portion of it.

Before the Committee rose, it was moved by 
Councillor McGihbon, and unanimously resolved, 
—That the City Clerk, Charles Glackmeyer, 
and the Assistant City Clerk, T. McConnell, 
Esqs., are specially deserving the thanks of the 
Police Committee, for their uniform courtesy, 
attention and correctness in reading its pro­
ceedings during this investigation.

Halifax, Dec. 22.
The Daily News publishes a letter from Pro­

fessor Goldwin Smith, descriptive of his visit to 
the army of the Potomac. He says probably no 
army in history ever was so well cared for as 
this, and such being the case, it is surely very 
strong proof that the war is not being waged 
with mercenary and worthless lives He regards 
the officers, in manners and cultivation, as at 
least the equals of any soldiers he ever saw.

At a numerously attended meeting of working 
men of South London, Rev. Newman Hall pre­
siding. an address was adopted congratulating 
Mr. Lincoln on his re-election and the conse­
quent emphatic denunciation of slavery by the 
American people.

An imposing reform demonstration had taken 
place at Bradford. Resolutions demanding an 
extension of the elective franchise, aud in favor 
of an energetic agitation of the question, were 
adopted. Sir F. Orossley and Messrs. Forster, 
Baines, and Stansfield, members of Parliament,
were the principal spoalsora.

Mr. Forster replied to the taunts raised by the 
opponents of reform ns to the position of affairs 
in America, and denied that they furnished any 
argument against universal suffrage. He re 
garded the contest as a life and death struggle 
by the American democracy to fras their country 
from the grasp ofa siaveholdiug oligarchy, and 
he claimed that it was not the aristocracy, nor 
even the middle classes, but the workingmen 
that preserved England from interfering in 
American affiairs,

The burglars mna,t have 
Spent considerable time over their work 
judging from the number of cigar stumps 
left on the floor by them. The bars used by 
them were left on the floor very much bent. 
An ornamental lamp and ja number of articles 
intended for Christmas presents were also car. 
ried off, indicating that the thieves had a sleigh 
In Mr. Lamoutagne’s office they opened the safe 
by means of the key which had been left in the 
office. The safe contained nothing but papers 
which ware not of value to the burglars. Two 
bunches of safe keys were found on the floor of 
Mr. Holland’s office, which were identified by 
Messrs, Kershaw à Oo. as belonging to them. 
On leaving the yard they got o ut by the gate, 
the padlock of which they forced. The night 
was well selected for an operation of this char­
acter, being such as would compel the 
policemen on the beat to seek as much shelter 
aspossible, from the merciless storm and drift 
that raged throughout it.

The Imports ot Cotton and Their uonse- 
quences.—Many people who only live 
to day in the money market—and of such there 
are by far too many—are surprised at the reTi‘ 
valof the export of gold to Alexandria, and o 
silver to India. But the real ground of surprise 
is that the revival has not taken place earner , 
that the high value of money was able to stay 
the export of gold and silver so completely as it 
did stay it. The extent to which, the cotton 
import—the tains of the cotton import—has 
grown, is not enough kept in men’s minds. The 
figures are, far the first nine months of the three 
lait years, as follows :—

The wonderful effect which the high price has 
had in stimulating the import—not only from 
one place or country, bat from all esuntries—is 
very remarkable. But this is not the feature of 
capital importance. The point to he considered 
is this : we are importing, in value, 75 per cent, 
more of cotton than we imported last year, and 
most of it, as the figures show, is from new 
regions and countries which will not on a sud­
den take commodities in exchange, but will have 
cash. If we look at the Oriental demand, as we 
may call it, of India, China, and Egypt, taken 
together, the comparison runs

The great excitement during the week has been 
of a political character, but one important com­
mercial feature has been evolved from the midst 
of political troubles, viz : the determination of 
the American Government to annul the recipro­
city treaty. This is one of those serious move­
ments upon which it behoves our legislators to 
take action at the very opening of Parliament 
in order to sea if some means cannot be hit on 
to prevent a measure, alike injurious to Canadi 
ans and Americana on the border States. We 
make every allowance for the feelings of irrita­
tion at present prevailing, as the Americans 
consider themselves aggrieved, though by 
au accident such as is often unavoidable 
iu political complications ; but in abrogating 
a treaty which so far has worked well 
for both parties; the Americans (at least 
the northern section,) are, to use a home­
ly adage, catting off their noses to spite their 
faces. We trust, however, before the year of 
notice closes, during 1865, that a more rational 
view will be taken of our relative positions and 
that those commercial bonds which have hereto­
fore so bound the two nations together will be 
continued unbroken.

DRY GOUDB.—Very little has been done 
nor do we expect any revival of business till af­
ter the Ohiistmas holidays. We may look for

IRON AND HARDWARE.—December is 
generally a dull month iu all branches of trade, 
and this one has not been an exception to the 
general rule. Since our last report, business has 
been dull ; there being few orders and fewer buy­
ers in town. Prices, however, are steady, and 
there are no indications of any reductions of 
consequence, as stocks are not pressed upon the 
market. The advance iu the price of Cut Nails,
