London —(Reuters)— This is a
fantasy based on what could hap-
pen if the 1,300 yes-men meeting
in the Kremlin next Wednesday
decided to say '"no”

The Supreme Soviet of the US.
S.R., which will meet in the big
Ikremlin  palace overlooking the
Moscow river, is theoretically the
supreme voice of the Soviet peo-
ples, the highest organ of state
power,

The 1300 delegates reared un-
der Stalin in habits of undeviating
obedience are likely, under Pre-
mier Georgi Malenkoy, to perform
as usual their old function of rub-
ber - stamping  decrees and  deci-
sions presented to them.

But theoretically they could take
steps to turn Russia into a demo-
cracy as it is understood in the
West, Theoretically they (_‘ouI'cl
alzo reverse the Malenkov regime's
policy by going back to a full pro-
gram of Stalinist repression,

Again, theoretically, they cuu!d
throw out Malenkov and vote In
any successor a majority of them
agreed on, ;
‘ Impossible?  Yel many basie
principles of democracy are writ-
Iten into the Soviet constitution-—
[among them freedom of speech,
| press and  assembly, It all de-
| pends on how you interprel them.

Citizens of the U.S.S.R., for ex-
ample, are “guaranteed inviolab-
ility of the person.” But the loop-
hole comes in the next sentence
saying that “no person may he
placed under arrest except by de-
cision of a court or with the sanc-
tion of a public prosecutor.”

Again, “the inviolability of the
homes of citizens and privacy of
correspondence are protected by
law.” But this, of course, would
not apply to an ‘‘enemy of the
people’-——a most clastic category.

Majority rule in the Supreme
Soviel is another principle. The
ruling Communist party has never
had any problem lining up a ma-
jority there all the delegates
were elected on a straight Stalin
ticket with no oppposition. But if
the delegates did an about face
they could vote out Malenkov,

Technically the Supreme Soviet
appoints and dismisses the cabinet
(council of ministers), including
the prime minister, Back in March,
after Stalin's death, they unam:
inously endorsed Malenkov.

But at that time they also en-

dorsed the No. 2 man, Lavrenty
Beria, senior vice-premier and in
terior minister, Since then Beria

has turned out to be one of those
“enemies of the people.” Arrested,
he has probably been thrown into
one of his own cells in the grim
Lubianka prison

What if the Supreme Soviet de-
cided Malenkov was  wrong—I[or
example, his policy has swerved
away from Stalinism in some sup:
