LORD ELGIN’S CANADIAN EXPERIENCE 
IN CHINA—“ STONES ARE HARDER 
THAN EGGS.”

THURSDAY MORNING, APRIL 1, 1858.

To-morrow being Good Friday, there will be 
no issue of the Herald until Saturday.

Three Day’s Later from England.—The 
R. M. Steamship “ Persia,” from Liverpool on 
the 20th ultimo, reached New York early yes. 
terday morning. A Summary of her news 
(published by us in an extra yesterday) will be 
found under our telegraphic heading. It will 
be seen that II. de Persigny has resigned his 
office as French Ambassador in London, on the 
ground, as it is alleged, of Lord Derby’s refusal 
to adopt and carry through Lord Palmerston’s 
conspiracy Bill. No interruption, however, of 
the entente cordiale—or as much of it as survives 
the late diplomatic imbroglio—between the 
Governments of France and England, appears 
to be dreaded, as the funds were unaffected by 
M. de Persigny’s resignation. On the other 
hand, Napoleon’s late exculpatory manifesto, on 
the subject of that imbroglio, together with the 
order to put the French navy on a war footing, 
may appear a little |ominous as to the continu­
ance of the aforesaid entente, in the eyes of the 
suspicious.

Downing Street Reasons for the Selec­
tion of A Canadian Capital.—We have long 
and earnestly, but vainly, soughtfor some com- 
prehensible ground for what, in the absence of 
any such, we have been obliged to view as the 
mere capricious whim of the late Palmerston- 
Labouchere cabinet, in selecting Ottawa as the 
future Seat of Government for Canada; and, 
considering the repeated votes of the Provincial 
Parliament on the subject, we could not help 
suspecting that this proposed banishment of the 
administrative and legislative wisdom of the 
country to the back-woods, was but a thinly- 
veiled mauvaise plaisanterie on the part of the 
jaunty prime minister and his colleagues—a 
practical and satirical rebuke of the utter absurd- 
ityj of referring the decision of so essentially 
local and provincial a question, to a body at 
once ignorant of the people and of the country, 
whose Seat of Government they were invited 
to decide upon. We suspected, we say, and 
we now more than suspect, that the selection of 
Ottawa was merely, what the French call pour 
rire—an ironical hint from the Downing street 
officials, to attend to and regulate our own af­
fairs, and not bore them with the solution of 
problems, the premises of which they had nei­
ther the time nor the opportunity to examine 
and master. Had Lord Palmerston been in a 
candid mood, he would, doubtless, have replied 
to our childish cry for help, that the problem 
which we confessed our inability to solve, was 
thepons assinorum of self-government, and that, 
if we failed in crossing it we had much better 
resume our Downing-street leading-strings. We 
cannot suppose that Mr. Labouchere or my Lord 
Palmerston could have had any hand in it, 
but we find, in an able article, upon the Report 
of the Geological Survey of Canada (1853 to 
1855), in the Canadian Naturalist and Geologist 
(February number,) just received, the only logi­
cal reason we have yet met with for the selec­
tion of Ottawa, and which we think the reader 
will agree with us abundantly sustains our theo­
ry as to its-jocular and ironical character. It 
is thus the scientific writer in the Geologist 
and, it will be observed, upon strictly scientific 
principles, explains the motives of the Downing- 
street decision—he says :

The previous reports of Sir. W. E. Logan 
have left on the minds of Geologists the con­
viction that all that part of Canada lying north 
of a line drawn from the S.E. angle of Geor­
gian Bay to Kingston, and thence along the 
north side of the St. Lawrence to Labrador, 
consists mainly of gneissose rocks, like those 
of the highlands of Scotland and Scandinavia, 
with the exception of a triangular patch be­
tween the mouth of the Ottawa and the St. 
Lawrence, and a narrow stripe reaching thence 
as far as Quebec. In short, those great regions 
lying north of the river and great lakes, and of 
the lines above indicated, are mapped as con­
sisting of the rock formations of which a speci­
men is seen in the Thousand Islands, and are 
presumably similar to these in their agricul­
tural capabilities. Canada, for practical pur­
poses, thus appears to consist of the Silurian 
regions lying south of the river and around the 
mouth of the Ottawa, and of the great Silurian 
and Devonian peninsula of the Upper Province. 
The remainder, though presenting cultivable 
valleys, may in the main be regarded as un­
productive, and not likely for some time to en­
ter into competition with the rich lands of the 
west.

11 is very probable that these views may have 
had some connection with the selection of Ot­
tawa as a seat of Government. Situated near­
ly at the apex of the triangular tract above re­
ferred to, it forms the last outpost to the 
northward of the great Silurian plains of Ca­
nada, and might therefore be regarded as a fa­
vourable point for bringing the wealth and 
population of the more valuable parts of the 
province to bear on the improvement of the 
rocky and intractable Laurentian country. It 
seems inconceivable that any civilized Govern­
ment in settling such a question should leave 
out of sight ihose geological conditions which 
determine beforehand the resources and popula­
tion of countries. A glance at the beautiful 
little map attached to the essay prepared by 
Sir William and Mr. Hunt for the Paris exhibi­
tion, is sufficient to show that this important 
element of the question admits of no other in­
terpretation than that which we have given ; 
and taking this into account, it would be ex­
treme folly to place the capital of a great and fer­
tile country in the midst of a desolate region, ap­
parently destined through all time to have a 
comparatively sparse and poor population, un­
less with some such view as that above hint­
ed.

Thus, according to this reliable scientific au­
thority, Lord Palmerston and his colleagues 
based their selection of Ottawa upon the prin­
ciple of bringing the wealth and population of 
a great and fertile country to enrich a barren 
region, otherwise destined to desolation through 
all time! What says the reader to such a 
reason—does it not savour of Mr. Punch’s philos­
ophy Î Most assuredly, but for the scientific 
logician of the Geologist, it would never have 
been “dreamt of’ in ours ; and we think the pro­
position may well be met with the exclamation 
of the astounded disputant

---------“Logic for ever !
beats my grandmother, and she was 
clever.”

The capture of Nana Sahib has been fervent­
ly desired, but imagine the monster in our 
hands, and earnestly assured by some officious 
official of his personal safety, and treated with 
the respect and consideration of a prisoner of 
war of the highest rank I The thing is incredi­
ble, impossible, people will say. And so a few 
months ago it would have seemed incredible 
and impossible that the wretch Yeh, who has 
murdered several of our countrymen and offer­
ed rewards for their assassination, could be guar­
anteed against the justice due to his barbarous 
crimes, and admitted to the honourable treat­
ment of a prisoner of war. That most injudici­
ous busybody, Mr. Consul Parkes, lost no time 
in putting Yeh’s mind at ease; and promising 
him exemption from condign punishment. The 
effect of this assurance upon the wretch was 
what might have been expected. We quote 
ftom the account in the Times :

“The two Admirals and the General now ar­
rive, and after some salutations, which were 
naturally more embarrassing to the captors 
than the captive, the English Admiral inquired 
whether Mr. Cooper, sen., was still living. 
You will recollect the circumstances under 
which this gentleman was kidnapped. Yeh 
burst forth into a loud laugh, which sounded to 
everyone present as though he were recollect­
ing and enjoying the recollection of this poor 
man’s sufferings. When he had finished his 
cachinnations he replied, “ I can’t recollect 
about this man, but I will make inquiries to­
morrow, and if he can be found you shall have 
him.”

The disgust was at that moment so great, 
for many in the room bad known and esteemed 
poor Cooper, that if the audience could have 
decided the matter, Yeh would have been taken 
out and hanged.

He was told that his answer was not cour­
teous, and he replied that it was, at any rate 
the only answer he should give.

The Admiral now asked whether he had any 
other prisoners alive in his custody. He appear­
ed to have misunderstood the question, for he 
replied, “ Those eighteen men were my prison­
ers of war. I took a great deal of trouble about 
those persons, to have them properly buried, 
can show you their graves at this day."

“ What eighteen men were they ?” asked the 
Admiral, “ and when were they taken ?”

“ How can I tell you who they were, au& how 
can I remember when they were taken ? You 
were fighting from October till January, when 
you were beaten off and expelled, and your 
ships ran away. It was during this time.”

According to all rules of war this wretch 
should have been put on his trial, and upon 
conviction either executed forthwith, or sentenc 
ed to the most greivous and degrading punish' 
ment. Nay, the French, if the affair had been 
theirs, would not probably have waited for the 
forms of justice, but proceeding on the notoriety 
of his crimes, would have shot or hung him 
without more ado. After the precedent of 
Yeh, we may expect Nana Sahib to make a joke 
of Cawnpore, and to enjoy a hearty laugh at 
the reminiscence of the slaughter of the women 
and children, and the horrors of the well.

Lord Elgin has already shown that we were 
not mistaken in our notion of his character, 
Upon his much bepraised appointment we oh 
jected that, whatever might be his merits, firm­
ness was not amongst the number, and in proof 
we referred to the fact of his having completely 
lost his head in a fright at a Canadian riot 
near the end of his Governorship. It should 
have been clear that a man of this sort was not 
the man to deal with the Chinese, to whose 
blustering or bullying nothing should ever 
yielded. Already he bas eaten dirt, as they say 
in the East. The correspondent of the Times 
brings the scene before our eyes.

“ It was five o’clock before Peh-kwei and his 
gigantic colleague appeared. It was doubtless 
an imposing sight. Lord Elgin and Baron Gros 
were seated on a sort of dais, the naval 
and military commanders were seated 
on chairs, at a right angle with the
dais, and opposite to those chairs were others, 
left vacant for the Chinese. A throng of Eng­
lish and French officers, a band, and colours 
filled up the hall. There were only three China­
men, spectators present. When Peh-kwei came 
in the Plenipotentiaries advanced and received 
him, and, resuming their seats upon the dais, 
motioned to him to take those assigned to him 
But Peh-kwei “ demurred, protested, jabbered 
and pottered about, and created a scene. The 
Plenipotentiaries remained silent spectators of 
this for some minutes. Lord Elgin at last 
yielded , and made way for the Chinamen beside 
him. With great satisfaction, and many grins 
and bows, the Mandarins “ enjoyed the victory 
gave to their pertinacity, and sat in seats of 
honour, taking precedence of the English and 
French Admirals and the British Guard—ill- 
omened evidence of weakness of purpose 1 

The proceedings then commenced. The 
ceremony was somewhat hurried, for the sun 
was setting, and we were in the heart of the 
unknown city. I must confess that I think it, 
although admirably conceived, yet badly order­
ed in the execution. If we had assembled in 
that hall the inferior Chinese authorities- 
Lord Elgin and Baron Gros had then taken their 
seats—if Peh-kwei had been brought in a pri­
soner—and if the Plenipotentiaries had released 
him on the spot, and had resigned to him their 
dais, there could have been no doubt in the 
minds of the Chinese as to the nntnre of the 
transaction. As it stands the Chinese know 
only that Peh-kwei is in his yamung with a 
guard of honour.”

It is to be borne in mind that the Chinese 
think nothing of military prowess and achieve­
ment. They look upon them as results of brute 
force, which they despise in comparison with 
the triumphs of intrigue, artifice, and trickery. 
To beat us upon a question of ceremony was an 
incomparably greater exploit in their eyes than 
our beating them in the field of battle, for which 
they console themselves with the reflection 
that “stones are harder than eggs.”

Their version of the Canton affair will now 
be, that the foreign devils had indeed succeed­
ed in possessing themselves of the city, but that 
presently, seized with shame and repentance for 
what they had done, they humbled themselves 
before Peh-kwei and the other authorities of the 
Celestial Empire, gave them the place of honor, 
which was their due, over the fighting men of 
the outside barbarians, and re-submitted them­
selves to the benignant sway of the Brother of 
the Sun.

As for Yeh, it will be explained that he has 
been received and treated by uswith all the honor 
which outside darbarians are capable of feeling 
for superior civilisation, and that we only prize 
him too much to part with him, entertaining 
him with all the delights we can devise in one 
of our greatest ships.—London Examinee.

That

that if, in any future contingency, the police 
should be called upon to arrest Allsop on a re­
gular legal process, they could put their hands 
on him. We doubt the propriety, in any event, 
of making this city a hunting ground for for­
eign spies, and question the right of the Metro­
politan police to meddle in a matter which 
belongs exclusively to the General Government. 
They are paid to devote their time to local 
affairs, and would do well to catch a few of the 
numerous New York murderers, burglars and 
other villains, of home manu facture, who are at 
large, before snuffing out refugees for a foreign 
government.

It said, however, that there is no practical 
harm in this, if the police do not lend their aid 
in any forcible attempt to get Allsop out of the 
country under the incentive of a large reward. 
This, no member of the department will be 
likely to undertake after the expression of 
opinion in the Police Board the other day.— 
\ny officer who engages in such a violation of 
the law, w 11 be removed from the force.

Rather an amusing instance of the way in 
which French detectives hunt refugees in this 
free metropolis, occurred a few days ago. A 
geutlemau who knew something of the Allsop 
mystery, met the three detectives one day in 
Centre street, near Oual. Believing that they 
had not yet tracked Allsop to his den, he jocose 
ly expressed his exultation over their supposed 
want of success by indulging in that familiar 
pantomime which consists in putting the thumb 
of the right hand to the nose, and gyrating the 
four fingers. This movement, which interprets 
itself, we suppose, to the people of all nations 
under the sun, provoked the curiosity of the 
Crapauds who straightway followed the mysteri 
ours pautomimist at a respectful distance. He 
walked at a smart pace down Centre street, 
and turned into Beekman. On rounding the 
corner he glanced back and saw the Gallic de­
tectives change Jtheir walk to a run. Having 
played his joke on them, he then stepped into 
an office near by, and escaped their further pur­
suit.

The Weather and the Ice.—The weather 
continues to be of unexampled beauty for tha 
season. The snow is melting with great rapid­
ity, and but for the presence of the masses 
of ice in the river, which acts as a refrigerator, 
we should doubtless have a continuation of the 
daily thaws through the nights. Two or three 
days more, however, of the same weather will 
release the old St. Lawrence from its icy fetters 
A esterday there was a decided move of the ice 
and every appearance of a rapid disappearance 
of this obstruction to the navigation

The State of the Streets.—We have re­
ceived about a dozen communications regarding 
the filthy condition of our streets. We trust 
the Corporation will do something to remedy 
the evil complained of.

The Dictator (So-Called.) — What is t he 
cause of Lord Palmerston’s downfall ? In one 
word—Distrust. A distrust occasioned by his 
own conduct—a distrust which some have been 
feeling for .years, and which in others has only 
been admitted in exchange for confidence—a 
distrust which once kindled up, has shed its 
ligh- on his, whole past career and his essential 
character—a distrust so widely spread and so 
deeply felt, as to reach alike the decided and 
the moderate, the peaceful and the belligerent, 
and, in fact, all parties and classes—a distrust 
which has not only hurled him from the pinna­
cle of power, but which will go very far, prob­
ably quite far enough, to prevent his being ever 
again found in the resumption of that power.

The division on the night of 19th of February 
was not only remarkable for the significant 
names which were contained in the majority, 
compreheniing most of the men to whom dif­
ferent classes in this country look with confi­
dence ; but also for the omissions in the list of 
the Ministerial minority. It was reinforced by 
15 Conservatives ; but where was the liberal 
strength ? With all the power and prestige of 
office, it only reckoned, deducting the aforesaid 
15, some 200. Where were they? Not at a dis­
tance, anticipating no important struggle. Not 
gone to keep holiday in country houses. Not 
away on business or pleasure. No. They were 
there, within reach of the master’s call. There 
within length of the whipper-in’s lash. It is af­
firmed by those who had opportunities of observ­
ing, that a sufficient number of them to turn the 
scale and reverse the majority had actually 
heard the debate, and only made their exit into 
the outer lobby. They stood by, while Palmer­
ston fell. Distrust had reached them, as a body 
of his tried supporters, and they were paralysed.

It is openly said in the House of Commons 
that many more than the majority of 19 votes 
which turned out Ministers were given against 
Lord Palmerston on purely personal grounds. 
Numbers think him overbearing and insolent, 
and expressed their determination to “ tame 
him.” The contemptuous terms in which, in 
the Indian debate, he spoke of a “ set of mere 
merchants,” stuck in the gizzard of the “ great 
ones” of the City, and his slashing taunts and 
rebuffs of all who opposed him, are treasured up 
and “ paid out” when the turn serves. The re­
ply on Gibson’s motion was, for bad temper, 
and want of self-command, utterly without ex­
ample in a leader of the house ; and it is remark­
ed that a Premier was never before treated so 
cavalierly. “ Question ! question !” and “ Oh ! 
oh 1” are sounds seldom applied to such a per­
sonage, except under great provocation. The 
cheering on the announcement of the numbers 
was quite unprecedented. Mr. White actually 
threw up his hat in the air. Lord Palmerston 
threw down the list of the division with every 
sign of testy contempt !—London Weekly Dis­
patch.

Arrests in France.—At no period since the 
coup d’tat have there been so many political ar­
rests as now. When two railway trains come 
in collision, and a good many people are killed, 
travellers may count on a perfect immunity 
from accidents on that road for some time after. 
But this rule, strange as it may seem, does not 
apply to the conspiracies against the stability 
of the present Government ; on the contrary 
they seem to be propagated rather, by a mania 
of imitation. Not many days ago a large num­
ber of arrests were made in the banlieue, report 
says one hundred and fifty, of a band whose ob­
ject was to take the life of the Emperor. This 
was an exclusively French conspiracy, and was 
organized before the affair of the Grand Opera. 
It none the less continued its organization, 
however, after that event, and, perhaps, was 
only discovered by the extraordinary surveil­
lance which is now required. At Lyons, and 
in two other towns of the South, large num­
bers have been arrested, known to be affiliated 
with secret societies, whose object is the over­
throw of the present Government, by assassina­
tion or otherwise. In the South and centre of 
the Empire, these societies have ceased to meet 
in large numbers, or to be known to each other 
in greater numbers than three or six. Thus the 
word of order is passed from squads of two or 
four, or from one man to another without know­
ing or seeking to know who their fellow-con­
spirators are. The signs and passwords are a 
sufficient guarantee of identity: The conspira­
cy is thus reduced to a kind of Free Masonary 
in its form, into which it will be impossible for 
the police to enter.

Thus we see the network of dangerous com­
binations which surround the life of the Em­
peror. Each of these societies operates inde­
pendently, but each, perhaps, cognizant of the 
other’s existence, and ready to profit by the act 
of each other. It would indeed be singular if 
Napoleon should escape many years a fatal 
blow.—lb.

AMERICAN OPINION OF THE CANADIAN 
LEGISLATURE.

[From Ihe Buffalo Advertiser.]
Lawyers who wish fora complete respite from 

thoughts oflegal arguments, and the tedium of 
the office and the courts, merchants whom the 
financial crisis has afflieted with hypochondria, 
and all to whom a change of scene and thought 
is desirable, will find a trip to Toronto during 
the present session of the Provincial Parliament 
both pleasant and instructive. The streets of 
Toronto have an appearance half European and 
half American. The accent of the Parliamen­
tary debates strikes strangely on the ear. Very 
few Americans are in the present Parliament. 
The mild speech of the Englishman, the broader 
accent of the cautions Scot, the varied eloqu­
ence ;of Irishmen— who, wherever education 
prevails, are a nation of orators—all are to be 
seen there, better than with us. The Celt de­
veloped in the Highlanders of Scotland and 
their descendants showing the capabilities of 
his race as regards prudence and statesman 
like qualities, may be seen in furnishing a 
Prime Minister, and leading debaters on both 
sides of the House. But the most conspicuous 
feature is, that the members from Lower Can­
ada frequently speak only in French. From an 
Anglo-Saxon city you pass into a Legislature 
where one member speaks in English, and may 
be answered in French. Many of the French 
members are very interesting speakers. Some 
of them use little gesticulation, and debate with 
the deliberative and thoughtful manner proper 
in such an assembly, whilst in many cases the 
climate of Canada, and alienation for some 
centuries from the land of the Gaul have not 
obliterated the polite and chivalrous but too 
enthusiastic manner which leads us to think of 
political excesses and changes for which France 
has been so unfortunately conspicuous.

It is intended to remove Parliament to Ot­
tawa—a place difficult of access from Buffalo, 
and at present, the scenes we have described 
may be visited and enjoyed, with only two 
days’absence from this city. Admission to hear 
the debates is easily procured from any mem­
ber of the Provincial Parliament.

The Whereabouts of Col. Allsop.—It was 
rumoured some time ago that Col. Thomas All­
sop, the Englishman suspected of a complicity 
in the recent attempt upon the life of Napoleon, 
was concealed in this city. A subsequent 
newspaper report said that he had been identifi­
ed by some person who knew him well, in a 
Southern city,—Savannah, we believe. The 
public curiositv, aroused by these rumors, was 
farther stimulated by the statement of Police 
Commisioner Boweu, on Thursday, who said 
that he had reason to think that Allsop was in 
New York. We are now enabled to state posi­
tively that he has been here, and we have infor­
mation which leads us to suppose that he is now 
in Brooklyn.

Col. Allsop was snugly secreted in New York 
for a mouth before any suspicion of his presence 
here crept into the newspapers. We are inform­
ed that he was held in a house in Worth street, 
and that his place of concealment was known to 
only a few trusty friends. When the fact of his 
flight to country first leaked out, the opponents 
of the Napoleonic government and the friends 
of refugees and their rights generally, projected 
a public meeting, to arouse the popular sympa­
thy for him, and appeal to the general govern­
ment to refuse to deliver him up, if France 
or England should demand his person. Some of 
Col. Allsop's friends advised him to take the bull 
by the horns, boldly make himself known, be 
present at the demonstration, and throw himself 
upon the liberal sympathies of the nation. The 
movement might have been a judicious one— 
for the American people promptly respond to a 
manly appeal for protection—but the Colonel, 
who is evidently a very eool, careful, prudent 
man, thought that, for the present at least, this 
course would not be advisable—preferring to 
“lie low” and abide the issue of events. He 
was finally induced, by fears that his hiding 
place was too widely known, to leave the city.

The French Government is making great 
efforts to get hold of the Colonel, and the Bri­
tish Government is lending a hand in it,—both 
having offered liberal rewards for his capture. 
There are now in this city three French detec­
tives, and four or five English Detectives on 
this business. Their effort to ;find out the 
whereabouts of their man was soon crowned 
with success ; and an attempt would have been 
made some time ago to bring him before our 
tribunals, but for the lack of the necessary 
papers on which to institute proceedings. It 
has been suggested that these detectives had a 
wild idea, at one time, of capturing the Colonel 
vi et armis, and taking him off by some vessel 
without consulting the General Government. 
This scheme, if ever entertained, is now prob­
ably abandoned, and the Col. will he pounced 
upon by somejlegal process as soon as the proper 
arrangements are made. Any attempt to kid­
nap him would, of course, be promptly resented 
by the United States. So careful an espionage 
has been kept upon the refugee since his place 
of confinement first became known, that he has 
probably profited nothing by changing it. The 
detectives are undoubtedly on bis track, wher­
ever he is, and the public will hear from them 
when everything is ready.

.connect'on of the Metropolitan Police 
with this pursuit of Allsop is as follows.

of the New \ ork detective force, who had re­
commended himself to thejnotice of the Consul 
by his address and ingenuity in ferreting out

Aa,, y oneofthe foreign detectives 
knew where Allsop was, and would impart the 
information to the New York officer if the latter 
wished it. _ The detective applied to a superior 
officer for instructions, and was allowed to ac­
cept the offer of the British Consul, and was 
directed to keep himself posted on Allsop’s 
movements. We are informed that he was thus

ACCUMULATION OF MONEY AND PUBLIC 
DISTRUST.

[From the London Times City Article.]
The exceptional features of the money mar­

ket which have long been observable continue 
to increase. For the first time in recollection, 
a rapid accumulation of bullion, without a single 
week of interruption during a period of tour 
mouths, has taken place, while the market for 
almost all kinds of securities, except Consols 
and Exchequer Bills, has shown a tendency to 
languor. Ifiu November last the public had 
been told that within fourteen weeks the stock 
of gold in the bank would be nearly trebled, 
every speculator would have hastened to make 
investments, but the movement would have end­
ed in general disappointment, and it is now 
plain that the lesson of distrust in commercial 
and financial skill and integrity has sunk deep­
er than at any former period. No one is dispos­
ed to put reliance on any set of individuals, and 
there has consequently been a general rush to­
wards Consols which would not even yet have 
been arrested bat for the recent mischiefs in the 
political world. The faith of the nation is con­
fided in, and stands higher than ever but no de­
pendence whatever is placed on the classes 
who may be said to have the direction of its en­
terprise or capital. It is not merely that the 
provincial hanking system has been exposed, and 
the directors of all sorts of companies proved 
unworthy, but that the general disposition of 
the mercantile and financial community 1 ai 
been to conceal and cover the delinquencies on 
every side. In the eyes of the great mass of 
the people therefore they have lost their posi­
tion, and, as to a certain extent the good must 
share the penalty with the bad, even the best 
names are now insufficient to attract attention 
towards any new scheme, although it 
may promise the most satisfactory re­
sults. This state of feeling is humiliat­
ing to all, but there is no remedy for it. 
Severer laws have been called for, but a growth 
of national morality can alone work a cure, and 
that must be an affair not of a day, but a gene­
ration. The supposed necessity for penal pro­
visions that never existed before affords com­
plete evidence of our retrograde movement. It 
has lately been seen that England had no speci­
al law against conspiracies to commit assassin­
ation, because the Legislature never thought of 
providing for an offence which no two English­
men were ever likely to commit. In the same 
way we have gone on without holding out any 
special terrors that should be an example to 
directors of public companies, and it is propor- 
tionably disagreeable to find that it is to the 
fears of such persons rather than to their honor 
that we must henceforth look tor our security. 
Meanwhile, the problem is interesting as to the 
immediate consequence that must flow from the 
existing morbid condition, supposing,as there is 
every prospect,that the accumulation ofbullion 
will go on. Since the Ministerial crisis, even 
Consols,which were previously the sole choice of 
investors, have been sold rather than purchased 
and we have consequently the circumstance of 
a steady increase of means with an increase of 
the determination not to employ them. Of 
course, if foreign affairs should resume a quiet 
appearance, .jhis cannot last. The only ques 
tion is, when the public turn the other way, 
what will be the mode of folly suggested ? It 
is believed that the bank returns to be made 
this evening will exhibit a larger amount of 
notes-in reserve than has been witnessed since 
1852, just after the bullion had attained the 
highest point ever reached, and Consols, with 
discount at 2 per cent had touched 101. People 
will not persevere for a year in keeping their 
money without interest, and the moment the 
first man takes courage the whole will follow. 
Unhappily, there is good reason to apprehend 
the present quietude is not the result of pru­
dence, which is always the same, but of fright, 
which is merely a blind emotion, and the certain 
forerunner of an opposite extreme.

HOCHELAGA DEBATING CLUB.

f Reported for the Montreal Herald.')

This Club discussed, on Monday evening last, 
the question of “ Representation by Popula­
tion.”

The gentlemen who opposed the system, 
sketched, in a brief manner, the present state of 
Representation ; its advantages as a barrier 
against the unscrupulous domination of West­
ern Canadians, whose power, if proportioned to 
their rapidly increasing population, would 
soon be overwhelming in the Councils of the 
State ; the peculiarly antagonistic elements of 
the population and the danger of disturbing the 
balance of their power. They instanced Mr. 
George Brown’s success even now, in creating 
a fanatical party, and asked what would be the 
consequence of permitting such a man to in­
crease his power for mischief. In conclusion, 
they made the inference that, until a Federal 
Union, under which local affairs should be 
administered by local legislatures, no better 
system for the government of Canada could be 
devised than the present, by which each part 
of the province, through its ministry, accepts 
or rejects the application to itself of all legisla­
tion. Thus the compromise arising from that 
double majority whose existence depends on 
an equalisation of representation, protects each 
half of the province from au undue exercise of 
power by the other.

The supporters of the proposed system ou 
their side displayed much ingenuity in blacken­
ing all that their adversaries had so carefully 
proved to be white. The Union, they said, was 
projected by Lord Durham on the idea that the 
assistance of Upper Canada would enable the 
English of Lower Canada to free themselves 
from the domination of the French party ; they 
asked if this hope had been realised ; if the 
Anglo Saxon, with all his energy and enterprise1 
had not continued to be, in Lower Canada, one 
of the doomed minority—doomed to be govern­
ed bythe incapable members ot an incapable ma­
jority ; who exclaimed against Representation 
by Population while wc had here the vilest 
form it could assume, the domination of the in­
dolent over the active the chaining of intel- 
igence and enterprise to sloth and ignorance. 
Snch was the result of the double majority sys­
tem iu Lower Canada, and in Upper Canada 
it was not much better ; the power of Central 
Canada was broken by the boundary line, and 
that part of it which lay in Canada West was 
at the mercy of the Western party, who, joining 
with the French party, governed the country 
with sectional aims. The double maiority sys­
tem was the incubus of the country and yet was 
so closely bound up with the system of equal 
representation, that these two must go by the 
board together. There was nothing to tear 
from a large increase of Clear Grit power, for 
the extreme west of Canada which furnished 
the article was rapidly approaching the limits of 
its growth ; lands were becoming so dear that 
immigration thither was checked ; the Oitawa 
district and the Eastern townships were filling 
up and would provide the material from which 
to construct a moderate central Canadian party 
strong enough to command the support of 
either of the extreme parties. Representation 
by population would give a moderate infusion 
of energy to Lower Canadian legislation and 
a great check would be given to the jobbery and 
corruption w'hich was now favored by the com­
bination of parties violently opposed in political 
views.

On Wednesday evening next the Club will 
discuss the propriety of allowing the Banks a 
perfect freedom in their rates of discount, on 
the abolition of the Usury Laws. The matter 
is worthy of serious consideration, and we 
hope to see a full house and hear close argu­
ments.

The 100th Regiment.—We are glad to observe 
that a young Torontonian—Mr. John Ridout, 
son of the Cashier of the Bank of Upper Ca­
nada—has come off with distinguished honour 
in the trial examinations for an Ensigncy in the 
new Regiment about to be raised. The Board 
of Examiners consisted of Col. Taylor, of the 
Artillery, Capt. Gallway of the Royal Engin­
eers, and Rev. Mr. Rogers, Military Chaplain, 
and their report as to Mr. Ridout, was as fol­
lows :—

“ The Board in recommending Mr. Ridout for 
the distinction of a commission, wishes to ex­
press in strong terms its opinion of the very 
satisfactory manner in which he has acquitted 
himself. His education has evidently been con­
ducted in a manner very creditable to the Insti­
tution in which he received it—Upper Canada 
College.”

We learn with pleasure that the Governor- 
General on receiving this report, at once con­
ferred an Ensigncy on Mr. Ridout, without 
purchase. The young gentleman Is a graduate 
of U.C. College, and we need not add, is a 
scion of one of our oldest and most highly res­
pected Canadian families—his grandfather hav­
ing settled in Canada in the year 1?86.—Tor- 
onto Globe—Tuesday.

The North-West Territory.—Not a few ot 
our contemporaries, we are glad to perceive, 
concur in the opinion, that the available por­
tions of the Hudson’s Bay Territory, east of the 
Rocky Mountains, should be organized into a 
separate colony, instead of being annexed to 
Canada at a cost which cannot be estimated.— 
It is felt that Canada already possesses ample 
territory of her own, and that she ought not to 
be burthened with the risk and expense ofmain- 
taining a distant appendage, to secure advan­
tages which would equally accrue though a 
distinct colony were constructed. We want— 
it is urged by the advocates of annexation— 
scope for an extension of settlements in the 
North-West—scope for the enterprise of our 
people—scope for the advancement of civiliza­
tion and liberal government. All of which, be 
it remembered, will be just as available, just as 
practicable, though the Red River and Sas­
katchewan districts, be made the nucleus of 
another colony.— Toronto Colonist, Tuesday.

The Napoleon Manifesto.—The Tunes city 
article says :—When the French pamphlet ap­
peared on Wednesday at the Stock Exchange, it 
at first produced but little effect ; but, iu pro­
portion as attention was given to it, an un­
favourable impression gained ground. In its 
entire bearing, the document is received as an 
elaborate attempt to show to all other nations 
that England, instead of having cause for in­
dignation, is greatly in the wrong—that France 
in the whole matter, is without reproach —that 
the recent manifestations of opinion in that 
country have been thoroughly justified—and if 
the alliance, which is indispensible to the future 
prosperty of the civilised world, is endangered, 
it is on the English Government the responsi­
bility must fall.

Sale of Steamers Yesterday.—Mr. Shipway 
had an excellent audience yesterday on the oc­
casion of the sale of forwarding stock. The 
following vessels were put up and disposed of> 
viz:—Steamer Wellington; bought by Mr.

BOBBERY AT GIBB A CO's., GREAT ST. JAMES1 

STREET.
A jury was sworn in the case of a man, named 

George Hunter, who stood charged with having, 
on the 13th November last, robbed the firm of 
Gibb & Co., Great St. James’street, of property 
composed of goods suitable for wearing apparel.

The stolen articles were brought into court, 
occupying three large boxes and a smaller 
one.

The prisoner was a man of respectable exte­
rior, and rather prepossessing appearance.

The jury was composed equally of English 
and French Canadians.

Mr. Monk, Q. C., conducted the case for the 
crown, and Mr. Carter and Mr. Devlin were con­
cerned for the defence.

The case was opened by Mr. Monk, who 
stated the facs to the jury as they afterwards 
appeared in evidence.

Mr. Beniah Gibb, of the firm of Gibb & Co., 
said, in the month of November last, the priso­
ner was employed by us as a porter, having 
been in our service in a similar situation for 
about two years and a half previously. He oc­
cupied three apartments in the bottom of the 
building, with a communication leading into 
the shop. On the 17th of September last, we 
first received indications that property had been 
removed ; the property in question being a piece 
of valuable velvet which had suddenly dis­
appeared, and to which no cine could be found. 
My suspicions were then aroused, but nothing 
further transp!red to confirm them till one day 
it was discovered that an opening, which com­
municated light from the shop to the prisoner’s 
apartments, had been displaced. The prisoner 
was asked to account for this, but did not do so 
satisfactorily. Nothing further took place till 
the month of November, when I received infor­
mation that the prison/'- “ad transmitted goods 
to a sister-in-law fn Toronto.'

Mr. Devlin—I must object to this evidence, 
as it is only an hearsay statement.

Court—The witness may say, “ that from cer­
tain information he received, he did so and 
so.”

Witness went on—Having received this infor­
mation, I applied to one of my partners, then in 
Toronto, and he, having communicated with 
Mr. Sherwood, Chief of Police in that place, the 
prisoner’s sister-in-law was discovered, and a 
piece of silk recovered from her, having been 
transmitted to me ; I compared it with silk in 
ourestablihment and found both to be the same ;
I then applied to Mr. Coursol, the Police Magis­
trate, and having received a search warrant, it 
was placed in the hands of a police officer, and 
the prisoner’s apartments below our shop having 
been searched, the goods now produced in court 
were there found concealed. The witness was 
here shown the articles discovered in the priso­
ner's rooms ; he could not identify them all, the 
name of the fi rm having been carefully removed ; 
but he swore to one of the trunks in which some 
of the property was found, and also to the greater 
part of the goods brought forward in the court. 
When the articles were produced in the Police 
court, on the prisoner’s arrest, witness heard 
him say, pointing to an umbrella, “ that is 
Gibb & Go’s.” Witness could not identify the 
property as well as his partner, Mr. Beaufield, 
who was unable to be present in court owing to 
illness.

Mr. Devlin cross-examined the witness, but 
nothing of interest was elicited.

Court—Where the rooms occupied by the 
prisoner, ever used for the storage of goods ?

Witness—No ; because it would be impossible 
to get goods into them or out of them without 
great inconvenience.

John O’Leary, detective officer, was next ex­
amined—On the 9th December last, he was 
entrusted with a search-warrant to search the 
apartments of the prisoner at the east of the 
building ot Gibb & Co. When he told the priso­
ner his errand, the latter replied, “you may 
search as much as you like, for there are no 
goods here belonging to Gibb & Co.” Witness 
then made a search, and found the trunks pro­
duced in court ; one of them was hidden under 
the bed, another was on the floor of the same 
room ; some articles were discovered in the fur­
nace room adjoinging the prisoner’s apartments ; 
the remainder were found in the apartments 
devoted to his use ; the trunks were locked, but 
were opened by witness, with keys which he 
procured from the prisoner's wife. He was not 
directed by the prisoner to look under the bed 
for the trunk he found concealed. The witness 
said that prisoner admitted taking those goods 
from the store of Mr. Gibb, and also expressed 
his sorrow that he had sach an offence.

Police Sergeant McBride deposed, that, in 
December last, he accompanied the last witness 
to the apartments of the prisoner in the base of 
the shop of Messrs. Gibb & Co., Great St. James 
stnet, to execute a warrant. WIS e prusecuting 
the search, he heard the prisoner admit, to the 
last witness, that seventl articles discovered 
belonged to Messrs. Gib!) & Co. No induce­
ments were held out to extort this confession.

Cross-examined by Mr. Devlin —When we 
were about to make the search, O’Leary re­
marked to the prisoner, “ if you took these arti­
cles, you may as well say so, for we have a 
search warrant, and will discover all.” The 
prisoner then made an admission, and acknow­
ledged article after article, as he brought them 
before him, with the exception of some things 
we discovered in a small trunk,

Thomas Brennan, a young man in the employ­
ment of Gibb & Co., was examined. He iden­
tified several articles as the property of the firm 
in question.

The case for the defence having closed,
Mr. Carter rose and addressed the Jury ; Mr. 

Devlin followed on the same side ; in opening, 
he adverted to the inducement held out by 
O’Leary, and cited a similar case from Roscoe’s 
Criminal Evidence, and then respectfully asked 
the Court, whether, in charging the Jury, this 
fact would be mentioned.

The Court—You ought to have made this ob­
jection when McBride was giving his evidence ; 
but all the evidence and an address have now 
gone before the Jury.

Mr. Devlin—O'Leary said that not the slight­
est inducement was held out ; McBride says 
there was such inducement.

Mr. Monk said that the remarks of Mr. Devlin 
were not in order.

The Court—Mr. Devlin, you have heard the 
opinion of the Court, so yon may now address 
the Jury.

Mr. Devlin then addressed the Jury for the 
prisoner, and called upon them to step in be­
tween the statements of O’Leary and McBride, 
and give the prisoner the benefit of the doubt.

Mr. Torrance and Mr, Cross, of this city, 
were then called up to give evidence on behalf 
of the prisoner ; both concurred in stating him 
to have been a person of excellent character.

Mr. Monk having made some observations on 
the part of the prosecution,

Judge Aylwin then laid the case before the 
Jury, carefully recapitulating the facts adduced 
in the evidence.

The Jury then retired, and, after deliberating 
for about half an hour, brought in a verdict of 
“ Guilty, but with a recommendation to mercy.”

INDICTMENT AGAINST THE PRISONER.

[The affidavit alluded to by Mr. Carter was
drawn up by the prisoner’s wife, who alleged 
that she was at the point of confinement, and 
her husband having in past years attended her 
on such occasions, his absence now caused by 
by his imprisonment might be fraught with 
fatal consequences to her. The affidavit was 
further substantiated by the signature of Dr. 
Davignon,]

ROBBERY OF A PROMISSORY NOTE.

A jury was sworn in the case ofa man, named 
Charles Barker, who was placed at the bar 
charged with stealing a promissory note for 
eighty dollars.

Nathaniel Fulston, the complainant, was ex­
amined. He said—Un the 4th of October last, 
at Bolton, the prisoner who is his cousin went 
to his house in his absence and proceeding to a 
drawer abstracted a promissory note for eight 
dollars, bearing interest ; four American half 
dollars were taken at the same time. He iden­
tified the note produced in Court.

A man, named George Rogers, was next ex­
amined. He deposed—On the evening of the 5th 
of October last the prisoner came to my resi­
dence at Stanstead, which is about fifteen miles 
from the complainant’s dwelling, and offered to 
sell the note for eighty dollars. I looked at 
the note and remarked that it was not drawn in 
his name, he then replied that he had received 
it as wages for a summer’s labour. I then asked 
him for thirty-seven and a half cents he owed 
me ; he said he had no money, and 
then producing a purse wanted me to 
give him half a dollar for it ; I offered him 
a quarter dollar, and to cancel the thirty-seven 
and a half cents, and then he gave me the note 
for eighty dollars as well as the purse, and I re­
turned him a quarter dollar for both. [Laugh­
ter.] Afterwards I saw an advertisement about 
this note in the Sherbrooke Advertiser, and I 
wrote to Fulston, saying I had it in my pos­
session ; he wrote to me in reply ; the next time 
I saw the prisoner, he was in Sherbrooke jail ; 
when he gave the note and the purse, I allowed 
him till the next day to redeem the former. 
[Laughter.]

James Fuller, a turnkey in Sherbrooke jail 
proved that the prisoner had acknowledged 
stealing the note.

Judge Aylwin then charged the jury, who 
brought in a verdict of “ guilty.”

containing in all, Si.1. *'three yards of fancy 
silk, three black silk hankerchiefs, thirty one 
yards of brown holland, twenty yards of linen, 
fifteen yards of white linen, eight yards of white 
flannel, ten yards grass linen, ten yards of pink 
cotton, one chamois shirt, three flannel shirts, 
one linnen towel, six yards of linen, eight pieces 
of linen, containing, in all twelve yards, one 
piece of black linen, containing three yards 
and a haif, one piece of colored linen, 
containing two yards and a half, two remnants 
of brown linen, six men’s shirts, six other shirts 
for men, six pieces of coarse linen, two remnants 
of white linen, one remnant of brown holland, 
four yards of white cotton, fifteen yards ot sili- 
cia, two yards of black silicia, three yards of 
blue cotten, two remnants of white cashmere, 
fifteen yards of cuff ribbon, three pieces of ferret, 
six remnants of silk of assorted colours, one 
yard and three quarters of black satin, 
three packages ofblack sewing silk, eight bales 
of coloured sewing silk, one pound of thread, 
a quarier of a pound of assorted sewing silks, 
one piece of blue ferret, one razor case com­
plete, six black silk neckties, ten fancy silk 
handkerchiefs, twenty-six white lawn handker­
chiefs, six cotton neckties, twelve pairs of 
white lamb’s wool hose, one pair of woollen 
gloves, thirteen cakes of^oap, one black frock 
coat, one grey angola coat, two alpaca coats, 
one pair of black cloth gaiters, eight yards of 
brown alpaca, one glove stretcher, one silk um­
brella, one black silk hat, one hat brush, three 
pieces of wadding containing in all fifteen 
yards, two gross of assorted buttons, one pair 
of colored kid gloves, twelve pairs of cotton 
gloves, one chamois skin, five yards ot canvass, 
one black trunk, one shop box, and two yards 
of black velvet.—Value, in the aggregate, 
about £125.

THE NOTE SWALDOWING CASE.

On the part of Charles Sabourin against 
whom a true bill was returned for larceny of a 
promissory note, Mr. Carter made application 
that bail might be received, and the prisoner 
allowed to stand out in the meantime. Mr. 
Carter handed in an affidavit in support of the 
application.

Mr. Monk, on behalf of the Crown, assented 
to the request of Mr. Carter, stating that, after 
reading over the affidavit submitted, it was 
only an act of humanity to concur in the appli­
cation on behalf of the prisoner.

The Court admitted Sabourin to bail ; him­
self in £500, and four sureties, Messrs. John 
Ostell, Antoine Prévost, Romuald Viau “and 
Grégoire Lepointe, in £125 each.

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BURGLARY.

Two boys, named respectively Patrick Maher 
and Lawrence McNally, were placed at the 
bar, charged with having broken into the house 
in St. Joseph street, occupied by Mr. Louis 
Longpre, boot and shoemaker, and stolen there­
from the sum of $100, and several pairs of men 
and women’s boots and shoes.

The complainant, Mr. L. Longpre, was exam­
ined—He detailed the circumstances of the bur­
glary in which the prisoners took part ; on the 
22d ultimo, the time at which the crime was 
effected, the doors in his house were all secured 
the prisoners gained entrance by means of a 
ladder, and removed one of the panes of glass 
in a door leading into the interior of the house 
by which means of ingress they got into the 
building and committed the robbery.

Police Sergeant Bisonette gave evidence as 
to the circumstances which led to the arrest of 
the prisoners.

A boy, named Brady, also concerned in this 
robbery, but who pleaded guilty when arraigned 
a few days ago, was next examined—He stated 
that it was another boy named Beauchamp, (who 
along with witness pleaded guilty to this of­
fence) and the prisoner M’Nally, who were 
really concerned in the burglary ; Maher took 
no part in the crime, but the day after 
the burglary was perpetrated received a 
pair of boots from this witness. M’Nally 
and Beauchamp broke into the house ; 
the former carried away two hams, and 
the latter a bag of boots and shoes- It was 
Beauchamp and M'Nally who planned the bur­
glary for having gone into Mr. Longpre’s shop 
the evening before it took place, on pretence of 
buying shoes, they both came out and Beau­
champ said to M'Nally “ we will break into 
this shop to-night ;” to which M‘Nally replied 
“ all right.” [Laughter.]

The boy, Maher—Did you give me a pair of 
boots ?

Witness—I did.
Maher—Well, you did not tell me you stole 

them. [Laughter.]
The prisoner, Maher, called upon a man named 

McCormack, who proved that he had not been 
out of doors on the evening on which the robbery 
was committed.

Judge Aylwin then charged the jury. He 
informed them that the ofience was not commit­
ted uuder circumstances, which, in the eyes of 
the law would be sufficient to constitute it bur­
glary ; so they must look upon the crime as a 
matter oflarceny, and dissmiss the considera­
tion of burglary altogether ; he also intimated to 
them that they must acquit Maher as there was 
no direct evidence to warrant his conviction.

The jury, after deliberating for about ten 
minutes, came into Court with a verdict of ac­
quittal for Maher, and a verdict of “ Guilty of 
larceny” against McNally.

Patrick Maher was then discharged, after 
having received a suitable caution and repri­
mand from the Court.

The Court shortly after adjourned till ten 
o’clock this [Thursday] morning.

ARRIVAL OF THE “FERMA.”

New York, 31st March.
The “ Persia” from Liverpool, on the 20tb, 

arrived this morning at 3 o’clock, with 54 pas­
sengers.

The “ Arago” arrived out at Southampton on 
the 18th.

GREAT BRITAIN.
In the House ot Commons notice was given, 

of a bill to limit the duration of Parliament to 
three years.

Lord John Russell's Oaths bill was consider­
ed in Committee. The various clauses were 
agreed to, and the report ordered to be brought 
up on the 22d.

The Lords were not in session.
In the House of Commons, the state of af­

fairs in India claimed attention. The acts of 
cruelty to the Sepoys are strongly denounced, 
and a spirit of justice, tempered with mercy, 
advocated on all sides.

Mr. D’Israeli, in reply to a question from Mr. 
Crawford, indignantly repelled the insinuation 
that Lord Malmesbury’s despatch to Count 
Walewski had been submitted to the French 
Government for approval before it was offi­
cially communicated.

In the House of Lords, Earl Derby stated, in 
reply to an enquiry, that Government would 
not be parties to any measure which would im­
pair the efficiency of the system of education 
established for half a century in Ireland.

The Indian Loan Bill was finally passed. In 
the incidental debate upon it, Lord Ellen- 
borough said, that, in future, it would be neces­
sary to keep up in India 40 battalions of Euro­
pean infantry, 10 of European cavalry and a 
large force of European artillery.

In the House of Commons General Peel said 
it was in contemplation to give a medal for the 
capture of Delhi.

The Paris correspondent of the Times, writ­
ing on the 16th, says :—It is positively affirmed 
that M. de Persigny has tendered his resignation 
as Ambassador in London, and that, in the 
event of its being accepted, it is probable he
may be succeeded by Duke de Grammont._
This last, however, is only a conjecture. The 
Duchess de Grammont is English and other­
wise it is thought such an appointment would 
be well received in England.

The Paris correspondent of the Daily News 
confirms the resignation of M. de Persigny, and 
says the reason is vexation at the Derby Minis­
try having abandoned what he considers their 
promise to go on with the Conspiracy Bill and 
also a difference with Count Walewski.

The Moniteur of the 17th, has the following :— 
M. Patrie, Prefect of Police, had some months 
past tendered his resignation to the Emperor, 
on plea of ill health. His Majesty requested 
him to remain in office until the conclusion of all 
proceedings concerning the late attempt at his 
life, he having again tendered his resignation, 
the Emperor accepted it with regret, expressing 
to him in a letter how much he appreciated his 
zeal and devotion. M. Bortelle has been ap­
pointed in his place.

The “Daily News” Paris correspondent writes 
it is most confidently stated in a quarter like­
ly to be well informed that the Minister of 
Marine has sent a circular to the Marine Pre­
fects advising the French Navy to be put up­
on a war footing by the 1st May.

The “Globe's” Paris Correspondent is in­
formed that great efforts were made to inter­
cept the Emperor’s perusal of a multitude of 
anonymous letters informing him that his own 
speedy doom would follow the execution ot 
Orsini.

On the 17th the Emperor and Empress visit­
ed the Opera for the first time since the attempt 
at assassination. The street were crowded and 
precautions were taken to preserve order.

Business continued bad in Paris, with scarce­
ly anything doing at the Bourse.

London—The Funds had been subject to but 
slight fluctuations, and Consols closed steadily 
on the 19th at 96] for money ; 96]/S>3 for ac­
count.

Baring’s circular says 96](®J for money ;

One cause of depression was a rumour that 
the East India Company intended, in the 
coming week, to raise the whole of their £8,-
