ject of Confederation is Uwt growing in favor ; 
indeed it would be libelling the whole popula­
tion of the Island were we not so to believe. 
No doubt the conversion of many is due to the 
information disseminated by the luridspeeches 
and writings of the delegates who have ad­
dressed their constituents. To none, perhaps, 
are the Islanders more indebted for a clear 
and candid exposition of the whole scheme— 
more especially in its financial aspect—than to 
the Provincial, or, as he is there called, the 
Colonial Sécrétai y. We have recently receiv­
ed, in pamphlet form, the address of the Hon. 
W. H. Pope, delivered, by request, before the 
Charlottetown Library and Debating Society ; 
in which the Honorable Secretary has gone 
uoet fully into the scheme. There ia much in 
Mr. Pope’s address of immediate and vital in­
terest to the Island and to the people to who n 
he addresses himself j but there is also much 
of a more cosmopolitan character which applies 
with equal force to us of Canada as a portion 
of the contemplated union. He thus tells his 
fellow-colonists that notwithstanding what has 
been urged upon them by selfish and interest­
ed parties they have been dealt fairly with by 
the Convention

To promote tbe peace, security, welfare and 
good government of his country, should be sn 
object of earnest solicitude with every, citisen. 
Go id government, peace, security and prosper- 
tiy caunot exist in any country unless ft be go­
verned by laws foueded upon ,l right reason.” 
The knowledge and virtue which are requisite 
in Legislators, in order to qualify and dispose 
them to enact wise and just laws, are likely to 
be found in a much grea'er degree in the Par- 
iiameot of the Goofederaiioo, among tbe repre- 
sentatives of four militons, than in the Legisla­
tive Galls of Prince Edward Island, where but 
30,000 people are represented ; and, inasmuch 
as that true law on which their Leigalation 
will, I trust, ever be founded, is, in its nature, 
universal, immutable and unchangeable—not 
one thing to-day and another to-morrow—oot 
one thing in Charlottetown, and another in Ot­
tawa, I think it is a matter of congratulation

favor of Confederation, that our incorporation 
into the Great British American Union would

posed in the Report of the Quebec Conference, 
we shall have five representatives in au Assem­
bly consisting of 194 members ; and if our in- 
tenet* cannot be protected by that number 
depend upon it we should not be safer, though 
we had six or even <c* representatives. Our 
safety would consist in the fact that our in­
terest* would be tbe interests of our fellow sub­
jects throughout the Confederation, and that

borders u powerful and military people, and our 
safety will depend, in my humble opinion, unou 
tbe character of the people of the British Pro­
vinces. “ ffommet non/Hurot”—m«u with stout 
hearts determined to be free—men such as ex­
isted in “ tbe brave days of old"—and such as 
are now struggling for liberty in the neighbor­
ing Republic, will be our best security. With­
out such men, fortifications and ships will be 
of little avail. The Spartans ruled in Greece, 
not by reason of tbe strength of their city, foi 
it was un walled—neither by reason of the num­
ber of their citizens, b it because they lived as 
one army, well disciplined and obedient to their 
leaders.

If the men of the British Provinces prove 
themselves worthy of tbe races from which they 
are descended, tbe day is not far distant when 
they will be a great and powerful people. II, 
on the other band, they display thateo/o,- and 
wMom which are illustrated by the man who 
remains at his own fireside, when the invader 
has crossed the frontier, and goes not fo. th to 
meet him, but by compulsion—depend upon it 
our existence either as dependencies of Great 
Britain, or as an iodependancy, will be but of 
short duration, and our fate will be ignoble.

would be, to all intents an i purposes, a repre­
sentative ot Prince Edward Island. The gene­
ral Government will possess power to impose 
duties of Customs and Excise, and also to im­
pose such general taies as they may deem re­
quisite. Tbis power, I shall be told, the Fede­
ral Legislature would exercise, wholly unin­
fluenced and uncontrolled by the representa­
tives of the people of this Island. The support 
ot the National Government—tbe development 
of the national trade and commerce—and the 
security and defence of our common country 
would alone be tbe objects for tbe promotion 
of which taxation will be imposed by the gene­
ral Legislature ; and I submit that no inhabi­
tant o this Island, entertaining proper views 
•f bis obligations as a citizen, wonld be found - 
unwilling that we should contribute our fail 
shore of the loads requisite for these purposes.

That Prince Edward Island would send bnt 
five members to the Federal House of Com­
mons, is, to my mind, no valid reason why 
tbe people of ibis Island should feat excessive 
taxation In the Federal Legislature, I pre­
sume, there wonld not be class legislation ; 
and, I think, we may rest assured that the 
people of Canada, and of the larger Provinces, 
would look to it that taxation be kept aa low 
as possible. Of every one hundred dollars ot 
taxation, imposed by the general legislature, 
Prince Edward Island wonld contribnte about 
$2,60 ; the remaining $97,50 would be borne 
by other portion* of the Confederation.

I have seen recently, in the local newspapers, 
an appaiing array of figures, designed to re­
present the millions in which we are to be 
taxed for tbe eouitractioa of canals in Upper 
Canada, for the development of the trade of 
the “ great West " with tbe seaboard ; and I 
should most certaiely have been induced to 
join tbe ranks of lb* opponents of Confédéré

The few opponents of Confederation to be 
fount1 amongst the members of the Canadian 
Legislature have attempted to make capital for 
their cause' out of what they suppose to be the 
popular senUJaent in tbis regard iu the Mari­
time Province* generally, and in Prince Eld- 
ward Island in particular. The public opinion 
of the smallest, and by far tbe least populous 
of the British Provinces, is said to be inimical 
-to the proposed Federal Union. But there are 
good ground* for believing that, whatever re 
.pngnance existed at the introduction of the pro­
ject to the popular notice of the Islanders, the 
hostility has extensively changed, and that many 
who were at first iu violent opjionenu are now 
amongst iu warmest advocates. Such anti­
pathy to Confederation aa either does, or has 
existed in Prince Edward, arises solely from 
the narrow sectional views by which a people 
«0 circumstanced are not unnaturally influenced.
These views are contracted from the constant 
and ever-recurring contemplation of local and 

interests ; m which, like the affairs of a 
pariah, setbahneai and sufficiency are sure to 
predominate. As tee subject becomes pre­
sented to them iu its wider bearings of nauouai 

jrtance and they begin to perceive their 
istsrests inevitably dependent upon the 

general welfare of the Confederacy ; as they 
begin to comprehend the .anomaloua posi ton 
they would occupy should the iaion be formed 
without them, aud as they discover how falsely 
aad prejudicially they would be placed by Uo- 
latiou their repugnance dies out, aud more eu- 
jarged views supersede those ot a purely local 
and character. Tbe inference from the
fisfoader aad other papers is dearly that the pro-' ourlortou*

maries which accompanied them, in tbe light in 
which L am inclined to believe they have been 
regarded by numbers of tbe tax-payers of 
Prinee Edward Island. Very many have been 
induced to believe that the improvements re­
ferred to—which, are estimated to cost a sum 
•f mcnej •• large that oar local Government, 
extravagant aa it it, could not spend it in less 
time than several centuries—are at one* to be 
undertaken, and the Confederation taxed to 
fad the meaoe to pay for them. I, being aware 
that tbe danger of absolute ruin, to arise out of 
the construction of canals, is merely imagin­
ary, notwithstanding the reading of tbe letter 
ia whieh these frightful figures are paraded, 
have remained to the preaent moment an hum­
ble, but zealous advocate for Confederation.

The cause of Canada is placed fairly before 
tbe people of tbe Island by Mr. Pops, and 
their mtads disabused of a jealousy respecting 
public improvemeula in Western Canada. It is 
not a little singular that while the opponents 
of Goofederaiioo, with us, complain of an un- 
just pecaniary alvantage given to the Lower 
Provinces ; they, tbe Lower Provinces, com­
plain of the advantage which Canada is to gain 
on all sides. The arguments in ,his respect 
are equally unfounded by whichever party 
uied ; and their utter absurdity is manifest 
from the fact of their use being reciprocal. We 
make another extract to show how thoroughly 
sound aad national are the views and spirit in 
which the Secretary discusses the important 
subject of defence. They are sentiments which 
some of our own legislators will do well to 
read, mark, learn and thoroughly digest. Thus 
Speaks Mr. Pope on the defence of these Pro­
vinces ;—

Gome of tbe opponents of Confederation are 
particularly eloquent upon the subject of de­
fence. They present to tbe publio most touch­
ing picture* of our militia, forced to leave their 
home*'and their families, unprotected, and 
uaietied by compulsion to defend the frontier 
oftfpper Canada. They tell us aleo that we 
should be heavily taxed to pay the expense of 
organizing and drilling the militia, and for for- 
ufleatiou*and military work* to be construct­
ed beyond the island, from which we are oot to 
derive benefit, because forsooth these works 
are not to be constructed in Prince $dward 
bland. Under Confederation I presume tbe 
militia of every Province would be organized, 
armed and drilled ; and will not Prince Ed­
ward Island* whether she enters the Confedera­
tion or re maioa oat of it, be required to or­
ganize, arm and drill her militia ? I think it 
>a generally believed that she will be required 
to do nn and to do it at her own proper ex­
pense. If foriilicaliops are required for the 
defence of Canada, is there aoy thing unreason­
able in asking the people of Prince Edward 
Island to pay their proportion, according to 
population, of the cost of constructing those 
fortifications. Is not the safety of Canada or 
of Nova dcotia and New Brunswick at tbis 
moment the safety of Prince Edward Island ? 
Wonld it not, if possible, be even more so un­
der the Confederation ?

The fortifications to which I allude are to 
be constructed with a view to the ueurUy of 
our common country. It erected, they will be 
erected because they are considered necessary, 
as means of defence, ond not to DtutfU contrac­
tor» ami laborers. Should the territory of the 
C elk Jure lion ever lie invaded, whether on the 
At. /oh* or the Bt. Clair River! should not 
every mad within its boundaries consider him­
self a soldier, and be ready to shoulder hi* 
r.fle and to march against Um Invaders 7 The 
ubjeeiioa that our militia would be forced to 
march 10 the frontier* ot Canada, and the inti­
mation that the people of the Maritime Pro­
vinces should not trouble themselves about 
Canadian defences,—inasmuch aa, if the Pro^ 
vinces should be invaded, they will, in all pro­
bability, be invaded in Upper Canada, aud that 
there ins battles which would decide their 
common fate, would be fougut,—are certainly 
nut creditable to their authors. That the 
“ tug of war,” in case ot invasion, will pro­
bably come, to Canada, is subject fu* thanklul- 
neaa ou the part of tbe people of the Mantiaia 
Provinces, and should render the inhabitant* 
of these Provinces the more willing to rush 
i« the defence, inaamuch a*, whatever may 
be the issue, their families would ia all pro- 
baointy be free from toe norrora and miseries 
of war, to which those of our Canadian 
brethren wonld be subjected, eotn should they be

By Mr. WALSH—Bill fo amend the game law 

of Upper Canada.
THE COXriDSRATIOX DEBATE.

The order of the day being called—
Mr. D F. JONES said this Confederation ques­

tion was one involving inch great difficulty, in­
cluding the entire change of the whole constitu­
tion, Involving either great injury or great benefit 
to the country, that consequently be rose to 
speak on this question with great diffidence. He 
did not support the scheme aa a whole, there being 
details to which he could not agree. But, how­
ever, be thonght that the course pursued by the 
Government was a true and honest course. But 
what had been the course pursued by the Opposi­
tion in this matter 7 He bad no hesitation in say­
ing it was a most factious one. They had, day 
after day, spoken against this question, aud not 
only this, but had used every shift and side-wind 
to embarrass the Administratiori and delay or 
defeat the settlement of the question. Why go 
back to the antecedents of hoo. member.-*, or re­
sort to recrimination ? Let us take the vote on 
the subject on its fair broad merits. (Hear, hear.) 
He had always been in favor of such a seheme as 
this, even before the breaking out of the Ameri­
can war. He had convened many meetings in 
his constituency, at which all kinds of political 
opinions were expressed, but bad not heard one 
single word uttered against a union of the British 
North American Provinces. Tbis union would 
promote our prosperity, draw closer to us the 
Lower Provinces, and tend also to cement the 
union with Great Britain herself. It would give 
us increased importance as a people and a national 
status of great value. Instead of being five or six 
small Provinces, under Confederation wo would 
become only one Urge aud prosperous country, 
which wonld offer attractions that would cause 
greater stream ofimmigration than ever to set in to­
wards our shores. Let Us unite with the Lower 
Provinces aod build the Intercolonial Railway, 
that would give us at all seasons a route of our own 
to the ocean, without farther dependence on oom- 
munieation through the United States. Then, the 
adoption of tbe scnaiaaeii tailed the commencement 
of other great works, such as the enlargement of 
our canals and opening up of the North-west Ter 
ritory, enterprises the completion of which would 
be fraught with the greatest national advantages 
(Hear, bear) With regard to the United Sûtes 
abrogating the Reciprocity Treaty, such a step 
was not snch a great calamity as had been predict­
ed. It would not bring Canada down upon her 
knees. In faet, during the last year, in conse­
quence of the difference between the currency of 
foe United States aad our own, the trade of this 
country had not baen as great with the States as 
before.—Indeed the dérangement of the currency 
had amounted almost to an abrogation of that 
trade. The lumber trade with the United States 
had been almost stopped. The union of the British 
North American Provinces and the opening up of 
a communication to the seaboard through British 
territory wonld tend to place Canada on a more 
equal footing with the United States, which wonld 
not repeal the treaty or adopt other steps for onr dis­
advantage, seeing that they would be thereby in­
flicting loss npon themselves. Seeing Canada conld 
exist without facilities now afforded us by the 
States, they would not be disposed to pursue a 
coarse for oar prejadioe, to which our present com­
paratively dependent position might prompt 
or encourage them. He would prefer a 
legislative to a federal union, as foe form-

f' would 'concentrate tbe power of all the 
rovinees under one head, consolidate British 
power on this Continent, prove less expensive 

than a federal union, and furnish a less complex 
machinery of Government than we could expect 
•nder the federal system, with different local legis­
latures. But, unfortunately, all parties would not 
accept a legislative union and we were forced to 
agiee to the next beet form. Then, in addition to 
governmental aod material advantages tbe soheme 
of union proposed would place us in an infinitely 
superior position for defensive purposes. (Hear, 
hear.) He trasted tbis scheme would be adopted, 
find that We would thereby become a nation to be­
long to whieh our descendante would regard as 
teuly advantageous, and an honor of no ordinary 
magnitude. (Cheers.)

Mr. CARTWRIGHT said that hon. gentlemea 
on the Opposition benches effected to have discover­
ed that the scheme now before tbe Honso was not 
intended to be a bond of union betwaen the Pro­
vinces, but was in reality a mere sham for the pur­
pose of enabling them to retain office. Now, an 
accusation of this kind was one which involved 
not only the honor and character ot hon. gentle­
men on the Treasury benches, but of those who 
supported them as welL He would, therefore, have 
a few remarks to make as to th* events which led 
fo tbe present scheme being decided upon by our 
leading men and submitted fo this House for its 
approval. The circumstances under which this 
scheme was entered npon were fresh in the minds of 
all. It could scarcely have been expected that 
the projectors of tbe scheme would have, so soon, 
attained such snoocss in their efforts. So far from 
there being an undue haste displayed in this mat­
ter, our Government appeared to be merely follow­
ing up, in the drawing up of this scheme, a fore­
gone conclusion of the people of this country, 
who had bten familiar with the idea of Confedera­
tion and alive to the importance of such a union 
for a number of years. It had been argued by the 
opponents of Confederation that there was no ne­
cessity for this scheme. Now, when we had 
three changes of Government in one year, 
great sectional, financial and other difficulties, 
it could not be maintained that prudence dictated 
a continuance of this state ot things, and all must 
admit that it would have been madness for the 
leaders of the contending parties in this House net 
to hare buried their personal hostility, and agreed 
upon some truce to the strife that had so long in­
jured the country. "* 80 far from being charged 
with haste in the matter, he beQeved the time had 
folly come when some change should be adopted, 
and that the two' parties represented in the Ad­
ministration deserved great erodit for combining 
to extricate ua from the difficulties from whieh the 
country had suffered for years. Th* good effect of 
tbis unfen ot parties would be felt for years, and 
would tend to eliminate from political struggles 
hereafter those element* of prejudice, hate aod 
bitterness which bad too long characterised the 
contests ot our public men. Would anything war­
rant ns in returning to the position from which wo 
had lately emerged ? Was it’pleasant for us to 
find onrselves laboring nnder the disadvantages 
which for the last few years had retarded the pro­
gress of tbe country—such as our large annual 
deficits, oar being obliged to stand by and look at 
the stream of emigrants tuning away from our 
country to go to the United States; our defence­
less condition, and so forth ? Passing to the scheme 
of Confederation, he would say he approved of it 
in the main. There was no fear of many of the 
evils which had been predicted as liaely to flow 
from Confederation. There were many reasons 
why he should give the scheme a hearty support. 
With absolute control of the purse and swoiii on 
the part of tbe General Government, he did not 
think that any of the powers given the local legis­
latures could bo productive of any mischief. In 
this provision we bad provided against any ves­
tiges of questions of State rights being left behind 
to breed mischief for our descendants. (Hear, 
hear.) Spite of all the difficulties and dangers 
surrounding us, as colonists, we start hence­
forth upon our career with great advan­
tages. Other nations were accumulating capital 
and resource* for our benefit. This, after all, ia the 
lime and hour best calculated to carry tbis pro­
ject of union into affect. Never again could we 
rely on meeting with the same favorable feeling as 
regards ous leljpw-coloniste that was now enter­
tained ; never on receiving flje same warm sup­
port from the mother-country whieh we Lad fright 
to hope for now ; never again were we likely Xo 
have the scheme urged forward by men possessing 
to a larger extent the confidence of the country 
than the hon • gentlemen now on the Treasury 
benches. It was not long since this Province of 
Canada was but a poor, unvalued dependency, 
without influence fo make its voice heard in Eu­
rope. except by resort to rebellion ; but now it re­
quired but one step to be taken to plaoe us almost 
on a footing of equality with tbe most powerful 
nations and give us a status and influence of the 
most ?mportint character. If the Government 
could succeed in :«complishing the design so nobly 
begun, they would have m:,u K00'1 ^ cla,ni- 
he would not say to the forgiveness—r 'u^ ®
respect and gratitude of every man who wou». 
henceforth bear the name of “ Canadian.” (Loud 
cheers.)

Mr. HARWOOD said he believed it right not to 
allow the vote to be taken without briefly giving 
tbe reasons why he would vote in favor of tho pre­
sent plan of Confederation before the House. 
The question after all was just this—could we 
secure a better plan thou that which we were at 
present engaged in discussing ? Notwithstanding 
the supposed oheck which foe scheme ofConfudera 
tion had received in New Brunswick, be believed 
it was right that we at least should adhere faith­
fully fo the project which had been decided upon, 
and shew that we fuily appreciated the magnitude 
of tne project and the importance of the eircum- 
staoces in which ffe were placed. After carefully
examining tbe scheme he bad come to tbe con­
clusion that the best thing which could 
be done was to carry out tho fede­
ral union of the British North American 
Provinces—inasmuch as it was projected under tbe 
sanction of the mother-country, was founded upon 
th* general welfare, and had British constitutional

liberty for its corner-stone. (Hear, hoar, and 
cheers.) Ho might, perhaps, on looking at the 
scheme front a sectional point of view, have found 
reason to cointuont on some of tho details, but as 
an iubabitaatof British North America, looking 
firom the stand-point of the welfare of the five 
Provlnoei, it had his hearty approval. With re­
gard fo the question of defence, he believed union 
would be of immense advantage to ns. He was 
not one of those who held that •• the best annument 
for Canada was no armament at all.” It was said 
bv some that wo could not exist beside our power­
ful neighbors: and that tbe sole reason why weak 
nations were permitted to exist beside strong ones 
was because it was found desirable to do so in or­
der to maintain tho balance of power. The hon. 
gentleman was understi>od to argue from this that 
if British North America was assailed. Knglund. 
even if she could not devote a sufficient share of 
her great moms for our assistance—might find a 
powerful ally in France, who. also, hail interests on 
this continent, in Mexico and elsewhere, in qrder 
to prevent the absorption of tho whole of North 
America by n single power. But, even apart from 
this. h*d we not many exampies of tho successful 
resistance of comparatively weak nations against 
powerful enemies. Look for instance at the case 
of the Southern States, weak in numbers, shut out 
from the rest of the world, without resources, with­
out "as-ostanoe, resisting all the vast warlike 
•trength ot tho Northern States, for four years? 
History, ancient and modern, was full of such 
examples. Hon. gentlemen argued from tbe ex­
perience of the Confederations wiiose existence was 
recorded in history, that our confederation would 
fail as others had failed. Ho thought such con­
clusions were ill-founded. All these confederations 
of tho past had accomplished some good, they had 
served th>-ir purpose, and bad only failed when 
those who formed tho confederation ceased to be 
true to each other. It was argued that there would 
be some danger to Canadian nationality in 
the proposed union. He failed to see 
that there was any ground for fears 
of this kind, inasmuch as great enre 
and attention had been paid to the protection 
of local riehts and privileges in the soheme which 
we had now before us, and we had also the ex­
ample of the Germanic and tho Helvetic Confed­
erations, in which there were various religious aod 
interests. We were fold also by opponents of the 
scheme that Canada was rich and tba Maritime 
Provinces were poor, and that wo should have all 
the disadvantages and the latter all the advan­
tages. This argument was also erroneous. The 
Lower Provinces were rich in resources. Look, 
for instance, at Nova Scotia, with its vast beds of 
coal, so important in these days of steam. Look at 
tbe Island of Newfoundland, at the mouth of the 
Gulf of the St. Lawrence. This Island was indispen­
sable to our defence. Were it to remain in an isolated 
position, and to fall into the bands of an enemy, 
our communication to the. sea would be com­
pletely cut off. Nowfcuodlond, moreover, employ­
ed some 30,000 men iu her fisheries, who would bo 
invaluable fo us for naval defence in case of attack. 
The hon. gentleman went on to say that union was 
tbe best means of preserving us from absorption 
by tbe United States. It w is said that there were 
imperfections in the plan, but what work of man 
was free frem imperfections? The, Code Na­
poleon had its def-cts, and the Constitution of the 
United .States had been found wanting in the 
hour of difficulty;' He was in favor of Confedera­
tion because it was based on a sound British mo­
narchical foundation. We had no fears whatever 
for Catholic interests in tho Confederation, ;Hear, 
bear.) The Catholic clergy of Lower CanadOfthan 
whom there was not a more worthy or devoted class in 
any country had ever been soundly and devotedly 
loyal to to the country and they bad nothing to foar 
in the proposed union. The groat mass of the 
clergy, too. wore in favor ef it, iiud somo of tho 
most prominent members of the Catholic clergy in 
British Niffth America, such as Ar'hbishop Con­
nolly, of Halifax, and Bishop Mullock, of St. 
John’s, had spoken boldly in its behalf. Comiflg 
next to the general question of colonial depend­
encies he argued that the mother-country had no 
desire to abandon us—that, on tho contrary, sho 
was proud of her colonies and desired fo maintain 
the connection, but it was for us to shew that we 
were worthy of her ami that we also folt proud of 
the connection on <>ur side. Go this point be read 
an extract from Mr. Laing, tbe Indian linaaeier. 
which completely refuted tho arguments of tho 
Goldwin Smith school and shewed that the colo­
nies were the best customers of tho mother-coun­
try. (Hear, hear.) Toe hon. gentleman was un­
derstood to say that he was inclined to submit the 
question to the people, inasmuch as it was a change 
of constitution, and he believed the country would 
return a vast majority in favor qf U- ( Hear, hear.) 
He then concluded with an eloquent peroration in 
faver of foe soheme.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER complimented the hm. 
member for Vaudrenil on the extremely able and 
eloquent speech which he had delivered on this 
important question. He (Mr. Cartier) only re- 
pretted that the hon. member’s venerated grand­
father (M. do Lotbiniere) whose portrait adorned 
the wall of this chamber, were not still on this 
earth, and in this House, to bear the able discourse 
which the hon. member had delivered.

Hon. Mr. LAFRAMBOI8E argued that the Ca­
tholic clergy and Catholics generally had reason to 
fear that Confederation would be adverse to their 
interests. He quoted an extract from tbe Globe fo 
prove the hostility of that paper, which spoke the 
viéws of a large section, as regards the Catholics. 
He also quoted from Lord Durham’s report to 
|how that hostile intentions were entertained 
against the French Canadians, and stated that the 
Confederation scheme was a worthy sequel to the 
iloctrines laid down ia that report.

It being six o’clock foe SPEAKER left the 
Chair.

After the recess— •
Hon. Mr. LAFRAMBOISEresumed his discourse, 
e contended that the hon. member for Vaudreuil 

Mr. Harwood) was in error in maintain- 
isig that the rights and privileges of tbe people of 
lower Canada would.be protected under the pro­
posed folcral union. On the contrary, while wo 
Had gained nothing, anything that was gained was 
altogether on the side of Upper Canada. We had 

othing. Our neighbors to tbe west had obtained the 
uch sought-for privilege of Representation by 
opulatiou, and we hod given up control over 

marriage and divoree. The power which was 
given to the general Legislature, ih whieh we 
prould be in a minority, was taken from the local 
Legislature. He did not at all blame the western 
people or the British of Lower Canada for support­
ing foe scheme of Confederation, but most assn redly 
foe French Canadians ought oot to do so. The hon. 
gentleman then proceeded to quote again, at great 
length, from Lord Durham’s report, for the purpose 
of shewing that foe hostility to French Canadians 
expressed therein was’ now being carried out in 
fhet by the Confederation scheme under discus­
sion.

Mr. SCOBLE said that the hon. gentleman 
ought in justice to state what was the remedy 
proposed by tbe noble lord in the celebrated report 
10 question. • . Ï • /.

Hon Mr. LAFRAMBOI^E was understood to 
reply foal what was recommended was a union of 
the Provinces. Now the supporters of this scheme, 
or at least a very large number of them, were 
strongly in favor of a legislative union, aud un­
hesitatingly expressed their preference for such a 
union. Tbe federal union would undoubtedly 
fead, before long, to a legislative union.—The hon. 
gentleman cocluded by denouncing Confederation 
in strong terms from a Lower Canadian point of 
view, and expressing his determination to vote 
against it.

Mr. J. B. E. DORION proceeded to review the 
ci reu ms tances nnder which the formation of the 
preaent Ministry was brought about, and to foe 
extraordinary political combinations to which it 
had given rise. Men were now seen sitting side 
by side who had abused each other for years, and 
condemned each other's conduct in the in' st un­
measured terms. Out of such an unworthy com­
bination had sprung this extraordinary project, 
jest as experience shewed all coalitions had given 
birth to evil measures. Coalitions in England 
were always denounced as a species of political 
immorality, and they had even been productive of 
evil. He went on to condemn the conduct of the 
Government in endeavoring fo force through, in 
tiro or three weeks, this harried scheme, concocted 
ia some 16 or 17 days. Tbe colonies knew nothing 
of each other—nothing of each other’s wants and 
resources. One of the reasons for which he wonld 
vote against this project was that although called 
a federal union, it was only such in namu, inas­
much as the local legislatures bad in reality no 
power, all of which was committed to the general 
legislature. Tbe present scheme would not re­
move the difficulties existing between Upper and 
Lower Canada ; on the contrary, it would 
increase them, because it would supply greater 
elements of discord than ever before prevailed. 
The whole thing was vicious from iu very founda­
tion ; and was, in foot, retrogressive. It would 
drive us back 50 years. For iustanee, we were to 
have a nominative Legislative Council, thus ab­
andoning tbe elective principle which had worked 
so well hitherto. The hon. gentleman went on to 
contend that tbe elective principle, as regards the 
legislative Council which had prevailed since 1856, 
bai worked well. There had been no complaiut 
against.it, and, therefore, no reason existed for fall­
ing back to the old system of a nominative Upper 
Cnatnber. He was opposed to the scheme, because 
itgsvethe general Government power over our 
local courts, and power to set aside the legislation of 
tbe local Parliaments. He also complained that 
under the proposed Confederation tbe effect of the 
arrangemeut relative to the management of the 
public linds would be unfavorable to colonization, 
inasmuch as tho local Governments would be oblig­
ed to collect every farthing of the revenue from the 
public lauds in order to meet the heavy demands 
for necessary expenditure, and would thus be un­
able to remit any portion of the indebtedness in 
favor of the poor settlers. He also condemned the 
Intercolonial Railway project at considerable 
length ; and then taking up the financial aspect 
of the question, was understood to .argue 
that Lower Canada would reap no ad­
vantages whatever from the proposed union, 
but on the contrary would be placed iu a 
most disadvantageous position. Ho then comment­
ed unfavorably os tbe argument advanced by the 
friends of the ptoject to the effect that it 
would place us in a better condition 
for defence. In case of actual hosti­
lity, even if England were enabled to send 
thirty thousand men to our aid, what would it be 
comparée t- ^ forces of the United
states ? Our neighbors possess?-! vast army, a 
navy greater than any iu the world, warlike re­
sources of tho first magnitude. Tbo Crimean war 
shewed that, by tbe time England had sent out an 
army ol thirty er forty thousand men, she would 
be obliged to beat «P •*» ottM;r countries for re­
cruits. Wo should consider what a war with the 
United States moaned under such circumstances, 
with a frontier of sixteen hundred miles to defend. 
It would be quite different fnim foe war of 1312, 
and bon. gentlemen would do well to bear this in 
mind when they talked about Jeieudiog the coun­
try. Moreover, if a constitutional change were 
made which took away tbe rights of a great portion 
of the people, did bon. genlletubu think lipit foe 
people would tight with foe same uuanimuy and 
good will—iu a quarrel which perhaps originated 
in China or som ; other distant part of the world—■ 
as they Would have fought if they were allowed fo 
remain iu contentment with their rights, privileges 
and institutions? Ho (Mr. Dorion) was not in 
favor of annexation. On the ooutrarv he desired j

&

appe

that wo should continue tho connection under 
which wo lived in p«oco and contuutmuut, but be 
was opposed, in flic strongest sense of the term, 
to a change which, while it would deprive us of 
certain rights and privileges to which tbe popula 
tion of Lower Canada were devotedly attached, 
would embroil us in troubles of the most serious 
nature. If the people were plunged into misery by 
this new arrangement, if they found themselves 
financially and commercially injured in a serious 
manner, they would hardly care much whether the 
flag which waved above tln-ir heads bore crosses or 
burs. (Hoar, bear, from Mr. Holton.) Tho bon. 
gentleman then went on to commend the institu­
tions of tho United .States, and tbe economy of 
their governmental system. We had been told by 
some hon. gentlemen that we should be absorbed 
by the Americans if we were united with them, 
uml instanced Louisiana us a case in point. But 
who could compare Canada, with its million of 
souls, to Louisiana, which at thetiinn of its cession 
had a population of only thirty thousand 
whites 7* Moreover, the French of Louisiana were 
imt a absorbed. They spoke their own language 
ahd'had their own press. Wo could not he absorbed 
—with the numbers wo bad just now wo could not 
ho deported as the Briflsh had deported the Aca- 
diaus. (Hear, near, from Mr. Perr.iult.) Our 
people Were loyal, but it could not be expected that 
there would bo the same ardor of feeling if they 
were forced into a state of national existence in 
whi'-h thi-y would occupy an unendurable position. 
Public opinion in Lower Canada was opposed to 
this scheme. If any hon. gentleman wished to 
assure himself of this fact, be could easily do so by 
going into any of tbe counties south of the St. 
Lawrence and conversing with the people—not 
attempting to influence them, but merely enquiring 
their view*, he would find they wore strongly op­
posed to tho proposed change. The hon. gentle­
man concluded a long speech by a strong final 

*eal against Confederation.
Ir. DENIS condemned the speech of the hon. 

gentleuiau as an appeal to the vilest sectional pre­
judices. His coarse was most illogical, he having 
begun hy stating that we know nothing of the 
sctieme and having made that tho principal ground 
of bis objection to tho measure, while, on the other 
bond, he had gone into an elaborate statement for 
tbe purpose of showing that our position under 
Confederation would bo of the most undesirable 
nature. The hon. gentleman proceeded to point 
out and comment upon the unworthy means re­
sorted to for the purpose of getting up sn 
agitation again-t the present scheme. Its op­
ponents were running about the country say­
ing to wires—“do you wish to bo separated 
from your husbands,” and to children—“ do you 
wish your religion and nationality to be crushed 
out ?"—in short resorting to tbe most unjustifiable 
tricks and artifices to excite hostility fo the soheme. 
But thoir opposition amounted to little? Did they 
think tho people were so wanting in intelligence as 
not to see through thoir miserable artifices. Tbis 
very Rouge party which now constituted them­
selves the peculiar champions of the religion and 
nationality of Lower Canada wore precisely the 
party who originated the celebrated Inttitut Cana­
dien. and supported the Pay* and other papers of 
that stamp which had certainly shown themselves 
anything bnt zealous ;n the defence of Canadian 
rtationality and of the Roman Catholic Church in 
Lower Canada. Those same Rouges were gene­
rally known to bo men of irreligious feelings. The 
whole speech of the hon. member (Mr. J. B. E. 
Dorion) was in favor of the United States. He 
had done nothing hut draw unfavorable conclu­
sions and contrasts as between our system of 
government and that of these States. His whole 
speech displayed a feeling in favor of annexation. 
When the Cartier-Macdonald Government was in 
power, the hon. gentlemen now iu opposition con­
demned it in all quarters as corrupt and incapable; 
but when this same opposition gained office, and 
the Macdonald-Sicotte and Macdonald-Dorion 
Governments were in power, they had tnrncd out 
miserable failures, and had been guilty of tho must 
corrupt conduct. (Hoar, hear.) The hon. gentle­
man wont on to reply to objections of the opponents 
of the scheme in regard fo ihe settlement of mar 
riage and divorce, arguing that the wisest provis­
ion possible had been made in regard to those de 
licate questions. Then, as regards local rights, 
they would not be ondangorod but tbe better pro 
teoled uudur Confederation. (Hoar, hear.) He 
then drew an amusing picture of the tactics of the 
Opposition, iu the House and out of the House, for 
the purpose of endeavoring to produce an unfavor­
able impression with respect to Confederation. 
Going into detail, he proceeded to refute a number 
of arguments used by the Lower Canadian oppo­
nents of Confederation, from a Lower Canadian 
point of view, and concluded an eloquent speech 
amid load cheers.

Mr. l’OULIüT began by alluding to a meeting 
which had been hold in his county before the com 
mencement oftbo present session on the subject of 
Confederation. Somo difficulty was got up, the 
meeting was interrupted ,and there was no expres­
sion of opinion. Since that date, however, a num- 
ier of parish meetings had been held, at which 
resolutions condemning the Confederation scheme 
had been passed, and he bad received copies of these 
resolutions from five different parishes. He would, 
therefore, in accordance with the desire of his con 
stituents, vote against tho scheme. He would not 
detain the House by any lengthy comments on the 
project, inasmuch as he thought it might now be 
considered defunct, and all that remained for us to 
do was to sing the Libera and express our hope 
that it might rest in peace. (Laughter and hear, 
hear.) There was one point, however, one which 
ho did not agree with some opponents of the 
scheme, and that was the arguments used against 
the Intercolonial Railway, based upon tbe nature 
ef the territory through which it was to pass. It 
was sn erroneous impression fo believe that Lower 
Canadian territory ceased at Quebec. It was only 
necessary to glance at the map, in order to see the 
vast and magnificent territory which lay below it. 
In conclusion, however, he had to say once more 
that he would vote against the scheme before the 
House.

Mr. J. J. ROSS said he thought the hon. mem­
bers’s speech ought not to be printed with the 
official report of the debates. It should be pub­
lished separately in pamphlet form. (Hear, hear, 
and laughter.)

Mr. BIGGAR proceeded to explain the position 
he occupied with respect to this Government, and 
the two which preceded it. With regard to the 
resolutions before the House, he found in them 
principles that would not harmonise with tbe 
promises he had made to the people. Without an 
appeal to them, he could not support foe present 
scheme. He did not find fault with the resolutions 
themselves, on their own merits, but would op 
pose them only on the ground stated. He was 
opposed to the pebeme, however, in as far at it 
pledged us fo tho construction of an Intercolonial 
Railway. The people of his constituency had 
been led by the Globe to believe that this railway 
would be a most damaging affair for tbe country, 
and could not be defended either as a military or 
commercial speculation. His (Mr. Biggar’s) con 
stituents had even found fault with the Mac 
•lonald-Durioa Government’s appropriation of $10, 
000 for the Intercolonial Railway Survey. They 
had felt confident, however, that this vast work 
would not be entered upon so long as the Hon. 
Mr. Dorion remained in the Cabinet. He (Mr. 
B.) would not offer the Government any factious 
opposition, but would cheerfully support any 
good measures it might bring forward for our 
adoption. He wished the Government to under­
stand, however, he was not a supporter of theirs, 
and would be ready t > vote want of confidence in 
them at any time. With those views he wonld 
vote against the resolutions. (Opposition cheers.)

Mr. JACKSON alluded to the objection of the 
hon. member for Hocbelaga to the scheme of Con­
federation to the effect that it approximated too 
closely to a legislative nnion, and that it would 
therefore infringe npon the sectional rights of 
Lower Canadians. He ( Mr. Jackson) admired the 
ability of that hon. gentleman, but he considered it 
unfortunate, at tbis important juncture, that be did 
not arise above narrow and limited sectional views, 
and take broad and statesmanlike ground. The 
bon. member for North Ontario (Mr. M. C. Cam­
eron) also opposed Confederation, but he arrived 
at his conclusion from arguments of an entirely 
different character. He argued, from his point of 
view, that tho interests of Upper Canada would 
suffer, and while he «ras giving his views thereon 
the whole superstructure of his theory was over­
turned by the Hon Atty. Gen. East asking him in 
what degree it was removed from a legislative 
union. The bon. gentleman (Mr. Cameron) seem­
ed to fear that the Maritime Provinces would com­
bine with Lower Canada, but he thought if there 
was any combination, they «rere more likely to 
combine with Upper Canada. The hon. gentle­
man’s objection, however, appeared to proceed in a 
great measure from the fact that he had no confi­
dence in some of the hon. gentlemen who occupied 
scats on the Treasury benches. After defending 
the comiuot of those who united for a patriotic 
purpose, he referred to some of the financial objec­
tions urged by the hon. member for North On­
tario. He was understood to say that under the 
proposed union—owing to the • arrangements 
to be made—Upper Canada would not be 
made to bear an 'unfair share of the 
burthen, as the honorable member argued. 
If wo examine the scheme and found it possessed 
the elements of justice and equity, we must admit 
it was characterized by some of tho qualities of the 
high creative power. He (Mr. J.) ou examina­
tion did find tho scheme was just and equal to all 
the parties, and of a nature to benefit them all. 
He bad entire confidence in the honesty ef the 
Government, believing they were desirous of 
working the scheme faithfully and honorably, and 
he hoped that they would succeed in doing so. 
(Hear, hear.) It was a proper and philosophical 
view that the people’s approval of tho scheme was 
a foregone conclusion, as the hon. member for Len­
nox and Addington had stated to-day. There 
could be no doubt the people had become familiar 
with the idea of a union of the kind proposed and 
that the majority approved of it. He trusted wo 
should not aim at impossible perfection in national 
government, but proceed slowly and surely in order 
to arrive at a satisfactory conclusion. We should 
not violate the order of nature in our political and 
material progress. The country had been in a 
kind of transition state for a long time, and be 
thought that the scheme now proposed was one 
greatly needed and perfectly calculated to meet 
the exigencies of tho Province. Believing the 
scheme was a good one, and that colonial union 
would bo a wise course to adopt, ho would, for 
many reasons, give it his hearty support. (Hear, 
bear. )

Mr. McCONKHY said that tho affairs of tho Pro­
vince had reached such a position and snch difficulties 
had arisen as called for s.<mo solution. Now. what 
was that to be? He thought that tbe scheme un­
der consideration was calculated to meet oxj_ 
gcncies of the situation. ;0 afford relief to this 
country, ami particularly to Unper Canada, which 
would bcnueforik have mauàgemont of its own 
affairs. Though disapproving of some ot the de­
tails of tho scheme, ho would not assume the re­
sponsibility of rojeotiug it, with all its merits, on 
that account. (Hear, hear.) Ho thought that the 
delegates deserved great credit for framing such a 
scheme, and that, ns a whole, q» other number of 
gentlemen in British North America could have 
presented us with a better or as good a measure. 
(Hear, bear.) Tbe hon. geutlnnan eoooluded by 
a few general obsbrvations in favor of tbe scheme, 
and by expressing bis determination to vote for it!

Mr. TASCHEREAU moved the adjournment of 
tbe debate. (Cries of " adjourn," ” go on,” Ac.

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD said that as the hour 
wn* IhI". no I um snvnral hon g«n'lrm*n «till de- 
sired i • ad hoi" lin- House, he would h.i« e no ob­
jection to Uie adjourn men t. Ho would like, how­
ever, to have an understanding on a couple of 
points—in the first place that the debate be re 
sumed to-morrow after routine business at three 
o’clock, and in the second place that it be brought 
to n close to-morrow night. There was a gem-ral 
feeling that the subject bad been pretty thoroughly 
discussed by this time. (Hear,hoar.)

Hon. Mr. DORION said that of course, in the 
present position of parties, it would be difficult for 
hon. gentlemen on this side to pledge themselves 
that the debate would be brought to a close to 
morrow. Some hon. members had spoken whom 
he did not expect would have addressed the House, 
and he was aware that several others had express 
ml a desire to make some remarks which would, of 
course, render it desirable not to close the debate 
to-night. He miicht add that there was no reason 
to protract tbo debate, aud be, for one, wns 
favor of bringing the debate t > a close os soon 
all tbe hon. gentlemen who desired to speak had 
addressed tho House.

Hon. J, A. MACDONALD said that of course 
we could not oxact any more from the hon. gentle 
man than what ho had stated. It was tbe desire 
and intention of the Government, as far as they 
could influence the House to that end to-morrow, 
to press this debate to a conclusion, and move for 
the carrying of tbo resolution, and take tbe usual 
motions, of course, for the appointment of a Com- 
mitto- and other formal proceedings. No doubt it 
was impossible for the hon. member for Hocbelaga 
to pledge himself as to how long hon. members 
would speak, nor could be (Mr. Macdonald,) but 
the Government would, on their part, close tho 
matter to-morrow, and ask the House to ait till tho 
question was decided. ( Hear, bear.) As Satur­
day was a die* non, the House could sit later ou 
Friday night, in order to have time to bring the 
discussion to a close. (Hear, hear.)

Hon. Mr. DORION said that whatever h on. gen 
tleinen on this side might promise with regard to 
the close of the debate on this resolution, they 
could not pledge themselves with regard to tbe 
subrequenl stages of the proceedings.

Hon. Mr. CAMERON wished to know if the 
II m. Attorney General would ask tbe House to 
follow the usual form of having an Address to Her 
Majesty drafted, and asking His Excellency to be 
pleased to transmit it to Her Majesty as soon as 
the resolution was carried, as he desired fo move 
the resolution of whieh he bad given notice, by way 
of amendment to some »ne of these motions.

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD said that, so far as 
that was concerned, he believed tbe hon. member 
for Peel could not more bis resolution by way of 
imendmeat to any of these formal motions—in­
deed ho felt satisfied on that peint that it would 
not be in order. But, of course, he would alio 
his hon. frieud every facility to speak on the sub­
ject subsequently.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON said that the resolution of 
whieh the hon. member for Peel (Mr. Cameron) 
had given notice, was in this case, not worth tbe 
paper on which it was written. He (Mr. Holton) 
desired t* understand whether the Government 
intended giving the House or the bon. member for 
Peel an opportunity of having the sense of the 
House taken on that hon. gentleman’s motion, ir­
respective of th* question of order, before final 
action was sought upon the address.

Hon, J. 8. MACDONALD would like to know 
at what stage of the proceedings and when the 
hon member for Peel expected the vote of this 
House to be taken .upon bis motion, before the 
resolution passed. If he could get his motion put 
to the ivote before the résolution, ho ’(Mr. Mac­
donald) would bo glad as he would like to vote in 
favor of the former.

Hon. Mr. CAMERON said he did not expeet his 
motion could bo taken up before the passage of the 
resolution, lie expected that tbe Hon. Atty 
General’s motion would be put to tbe House aud 
carried and the resolution adopted ; and he knew 
there would be two stages after that of which he 
could avail himself. He was prepared toshew that 
he could propose his motion either when tho Hon 
Attorney General moved for a Committee to 
Iraft the Address to Her Mqjesty, or when he 
moved for an Address to His Excellency 
praying him to transmit that Ad­
dress to Her Majesty. He was prepare 1 
prove that he bad the right to move at either of 
those two stages. He believed, in tho same way, 
that the Hon. Attorney General West acted in good 
faith when he told him that he would bave au op­
portunity of bringing up the motion, and he (Mr 
Cameron) would abide by it. He had stated that 
he was in favor of Confederation, hut desired an 
appeal to the people, and wished for an oppor- 
tunity of declaring his views on both these ques­
tions; and in offering bis motion he did not con 
«equently desire to interfere with tbe “previous 
question.” Ho was satisfied tho question would 
be allowed to oomo up in a way satisfactory to 
chose who desired to express their opinion upon 
the matter. (Hear, hear.)

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD said it was open to 
the hon. gentleman fo bring up his motion at such 
time as he believed the practice of Parliament 
would allow, and for him (Mr. Macdonald) to op­
pose that motion in such way as he considered 
that practice would sanction. Ho would afford tbe 
hon. member for Peel every facility to have bis 
question discussed. The Government would give 
the hon. gentleman sn opportunity of making his 
motion and obtaining the decision of the House 
upon it. If he (Mr. Macdonald) found that the 
motion was made contrary to the rules of the 
House, he would oppose it.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON, after some preliminary 
remarks ,said that the ioferenoe to be deduced from 
the pssition of the Hon. Attorney-General was 
that he would not—if the forms of Parliament 
would enable him to prevent it, or if a majority of 
this House would do so—allow any opportunity of 
having the question raised by the hon. member for 
Peel discussed, until final action had been 
taken on the address founded on bis (Mr. Mac­
donald’s) motion. That was certainly not the un­
derstanding which that hon. gentleman had come 
to with the House when he first intreduced the sub 
ject, when he said there would be an opportunity 
of offering amendments.

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD said the Government 
gave him three weeks for offering amendments, 
and he had not presented any yeu

Hon. Mr. HOLTON said that the Hon. Attorney- 
General had come down to the House yesterday 
and moved the “ previous question,” for bringing 
the debate to a close. It was understood the de 
bate should be concluded to-morrow night. That 
result being accomplished, if the hon. gentleman 
was acting in good faith, why not withdraw tbe 
“ previous question ?”

Hon. J. A. MACDONALD.—I will not.
Hon. Mr. H0LÏ0N went on to accuse the Hon. 

Attorney-General of refusing to carry out the 
engagement he had entered into with the House 
for the purpose of allowing amendments to be 
moved.

The motion for the adjournment of tbe debate 
was then carried.

Philadelphia, March 8.—A special despatch 
from Washington to the Bulletin gives the fol­
lowing intelligence :

Richmond papers of March 6 contain no 
mitiiary news of importance either from North 
Carolina or Virginia.

The Enquirer of Monday, in the course of a 
long editorial, says the country turns in dis­
gust from Congress. For four mouths it has 
sat in Richmond, and day after day witnessed 
the miliiary strength of the Confederacy 
dwindling away, though Lee bas appealed to it 
and implored it to use tbe great military 
strength of the negroes for the defence of our 
country ; yet to this date of session it has 
wholly failed ami refused tj adopt this mea­
sure for the salvation of our country. Again, 
it says, noconTeniiju is now wanted in Virgi­
nia. A couvention will not fight, t ut it migüt 
run away ; aye, it might capitulate. Wfieu 
that sad alternative shall come, General Lee is 
tne proper conveniiou ; he is tne best judge of 
our situation. No couvention is needed, for, 
what does State sovereignty need in a conven­
tion 7 Has not Stale bovereignty been the 
weakness of our cause? Our ciuss to-day 
needs power.

Tbe Sentin -l of Monday says Both Houses 
of the Virginia Legislature bare ebneurred in 
the resolutions of iiuiruction to Cobgress to 
support the policy of introducing negroes as 
soldiers in tbe field. Tne resolutions take the 
broadest grounds, and we trust the Coufede 
rate Senate will now act without delay.

In the Confederate Congres’, a resolution of 
tbe General Assembly of North Carolina, pro­
testing against tbe arming of slaves in any 
emergency without the consent of tbe States, 
was presented.

Washington, 8th —I . is s’ated that informa 
tion has beeu received from Winchester con­
firming the news brought into Gen Gram’s 
lines by deserters of a victory achieved by 
Sheridan over Early in the Valley.

One hundred and twenty deserters, tbe 
greater part from North Carolina, arrived here 
to-day. A large number ate at City Point, 
awaiting transportation North.

S atk Department, Washington, March 8tb. 
—Whereas, pursuant to tbe order of the Presi­
dent of the United States, directions were is 
sued from this Department under date ol 17th 
Dec , 1864, requiring passports from all travel­
lers to the United States except immigrant 
passengers directly entering an American 
port from a foreign country. But 
whereas information has recently been 
received which affords reasonable grounds 
to expect that Her Britannic Majesty’s 
Government and Executive and Legislative 
branches of the Government of Canada have 
taken, and will continue to take such steps as 
may be looked for from a friendly neighbor, 
and will be effectual towards preveoting hos­
tile invasions from Canadian territory into tbe 
United States, tbe President directs tb&t from 
and after this date the order above referred to 
requiring passports shill be modified, and so 
much thereof as relatesj to persons entering 
this country from Canada shall he rescinded, 
saving and reserving the order in all other re­
spects in full force.

The Confederates believe that Grant has 
rent nearly all bis cavalry from tbe armies of 
the Potomac and James to Sheridan, in the 
dbenandoah Valley.

A meeting to obtain subscriptions of provi­
sions for Gen. Lee’s army was recently held at 
Danville. In noticing it the Richmond Whig 
says: Gen. Lee’s men must be fed or we lose 
all.

The Danville Regist*r is assured that it does 
not enter on Lee's plans to abandon the Con­
federate capital unless, as is very prudently and 
somewhat contradictorily added, it becomes 
impossible to hold the city longer.

New York, March 9th.—The HtralTs Win­
chester correspondence »ays that deserters who 
arrived (îjere state that they passed Sheridan 
on their way down.

Sheridan reached Woodstock, 30 miles from 
bis starting point, on the first dav, and though 
rain was falling, lue roads very muddy and 
streams much swollen, his troops were pushing 
forward rapidly.

Let every preacher 
beware, lest in addressing men, bis mind should 
be more on the address than on tbe men ad 
dressed. The means, tbe manner are impor­
tant, but when the means become tbe end of 
discourse, the law of rhetoric, as well as of 
gospel, is violated.—Am. Paper.

Bible Tebtotalism.—A few months since 
the students of Andover Theological Seminary 
took up the question of Bible reetotalism for 
discussion. Much interest was awakened in 
tbe subject, inasmuch as the students were 
divided in opinion. Tbe Bible was most 
thoroughly canvassed, and all the commenta­
tors at hand were consulted, and the original 
Hebrew and Greek languages examined for 
light. After discussing tbe subject with un­
usual thoroughness, the students voted unani­
mously that Total Abstinence is a Scriptural 
doctrine. Although divided in tbe outset not 
one voice was raised against Bible Teetotalism 
in the end.

Calves —Can they be reared without milk 
or wb«y—say take them at four day* old 7—
J B. F. [Calves may be weaned earlv, or 
wuhm a few days, without difficulty, but'milk 
should be gradually discontinued, so as not to 
produce sudden changes in food, which may 
prove fatal. First give new milk, gradually 
adding to it increased portions of skimmed or 
warm milk. Then add first a very small quan­
tity ol barley or other meal, increasing tbis 
very gradually, until it becomes a sort of grnel 
water being added by a similar increase. In 
this way the food of the young animal may be 
gradually changed from milk to gruel, and 
from gruel to common wet messes. Flax seed 
tea, when to be bad, answers well for the pur­
pose of effecting tne change from milk to 
meal.]—Country Gent.

Touching Historical Incident.—Not two 
winters aince, over one of the froxen meres 0r 
rivers near ua, Dick Williamzoon was fleeing 
from his persecutors. As be ran, theic® crack­
ed under bis feet, and a gulf of çold, deep waters 
opened behind him, separating him from hie 
pursuer*. He was safe. But, looking back 
he saw tbe officer sent to arrest him perishing 
in the waters. M ith a noble, forgiving im­
pulse, be stooped over tbe bri jk of tbe ice, and 
at the risk of his own life saved his enemv’s. 
The oflicer, touched with a natural instinct of 
gratitude, would have let his deliverer escape 
but the magistr-.tes, who by this time were at 
hand, insisted on the capture. Dick William- 
zoon was secured again, and bound ; and a few 
weeks afterwards was burnt alive at Asperca 
a martyr for mercy as well as for truth — TV 
Schonberg-Cotta Family.
