the foreigner, who suils free of all these, is nl.
lowed to carry our goods for us to what is empha-
tically our own market without any difference.

* Mr. Moffatt, the head of the League, and |
those who act with him, are of opinion that the |
confederation of the proyiuces, with an extension |
of the elective principle to the Legislative Coun—

GORGEY’S TREASON—KOSSUTH IN HIS
' OWN COUNTRY.

A correspondent of the Duily News writes as
fellowa from Pesth :—

The walls of Buda, the citadel of which over—
looks the beautiful city of Pesth and its (ransflu.
vial suburbs, are still in the condition in which
they were lelt by Gorgey, when battered previous
to the final assault. Buda is interesting as the
point where the empire was probably saved from
destruction by the formidable defence made by the
gallant Heinize and the determined disobedience
of Gorgey. On this subject people here are |
amused by the rank nonsense written by a ram.
bling correspondent ol the ‘I'imcs, who asseris
that Gorgey commitied the grave fault of stop-
ping to besiege Buda (instead of pressing forwurd
to Vienna) against his own inelination, and by the
positive order of Kossuth, Now, the very reverse |
is notoriously the case. Gorgey received per-
emptory instructions from Kossuth to leave a eorps
of 12,000 men to inve<t Buda, and to press for- |
ward with his whole force to Vienna and Olmuwiz. |
Gorgey did precisely the contrary, and sat dowan
with 35,000 men and 7,00) hussars before Buda,
where he lost his time by battering with twelves
pounders, and his men by attempiing to storm
without havingmade a breach. Alier these [ail=
ures, Gorgey wrote to Kossuth, proposing to abaa.
don the seige, and Kussath then replied that,
after having committed so great an error as his
disobedience, and after such a failure, Buda must
be taken atany cost. A battering train was then
vrought up, and the. place succumbed. Tuis is
the real version of the transaction, which, if I am
not mistaken, has bren given already in your col-
umng. ‘T'he very order to march on Viennn ad-—
dressed to Gorgey in the first instance, L have
read in Turkey. Itisamitier of history already,
and L wish only to vbserve that I find cvery vne
here as perlectly cognizint of ths fact as myself
so that I am at a loss to know whence the Times'
correspondent can have derived his mis-inforaa.

P LAWS OF PRIMOGEN ;
» L TBE‘GQ{!RTOF‘G&&&?(;JB&M D
 The insolent prerogative of Primogeniture,”
as Gibbon justly characterizes the system which
robs all the rest ol the 1ntestate’s children for the
benefit of the eldest son, is the active jackall of
our voraeious Court of Chancery. This Court
beeomes the tender and mereiful guardian of in-
lostate estates, during the non-age of the heir.
Its wardship is frequently that of the wull, aver
the lamb.  What it receives in trust, it squanders
under the deceptive pretence of equity s in hun«
dreds of cases, it makes worse havoe of estates
than would the nutatored prodigality ol the minor.
We are told that there are scores ol cases, in
which nearly the whole estates are swallowed up
in the insatinble muw of this equitable publio
guardian of defenceless orphans. 1t will be recol—
lecied that Mr. Blnke was a great siickler for the
unnatural and cruel law of primogeniture. The
cause of this advoency is now but (oo spparent.
All mystery is cleared away. The duzzling at—
tractions of the Chancellorship were nit to be re.
sisted. Alus, that such a splendid objeet of per-
sonal ambition should involve so much public ins
Jury and private wrong. Were one half of the
pillages, and extortions of this court exposed to
the tull light of day, the public would siand agast
in. horror and amazement. The press wiil not
shrink from its du y in informing the public of the
delays, the ruinous cxpenses and the intolerab o
eyils of this Conrt.  The abolition of the Court of
Chancery, already desired by thousands, will soon
become a settled idea, and finding a constant
voice in the Reform press will unceasingly impor-
tune every administration till it be finzlly stamnp~
ed on the stawute Buok.
The machinery of this Court was forcibly de~
scribed by * Watehman” in our last.— He promis.
es in [uture letters 1o expose its working, A cor-
respondent in the Gore District writes :—* There
isa growing desire for the abolition of the Court
ot'Chu}lcery. and sinée the éxplsure made by the
Exnminer, an idea of its-enormilies huyve become
familiar.”
Abolish the Jaw of primogenitare, provide some
simple aud efficacious plan for guarding intestate
estales, nnd you take from the Court of Chancery
much of its ailment and reduce it 1o a more pre-
carious existence. 'The existing law under
which intestate estates are disposed of is a dis—
grace to our Legislation, and an iusult to the in-
telligence and humanity of the age. By it prim-
ogeniture, the aceident of birth. 'confers rights—
the prerogative of the highwayman legalized—
with the superadded cruclty that the pillaged vie-
tims nre the brothers and . sisters of (lie domestic
robber. - It contravenes, in nine cases out of ten,
those cquitable desires which some sudden calnm-
ity prevented the deceased parent from formally
embodying ina written testument. It ignores the
justclaims of nine ont of ten of the children to a
shiro ol that property to which their jointdabours
had contributed. In such cases, it not ouly robs
the nine of their natural share, the birthright of a
common inheritance in their parents’ property :
it exacts wronglully and in defiunce of every prin-
ciple ol justice the pusitive [ruits of their youthful
labour, * 'T'he ‘social effeets of this system are
feightful. - ‘Phrough their operation the nearest rel-
atives are converted into the most implacable and
unforgiving loes.  The lives of the whole family
are embittered by mutual animosities and invete~
rate mutunl hatreds, Eariched by oo ments of
liis own, but by the legal pillage of brothers and
sisters, the privileged member of the fawmily, il he
retaing the ieelings of a man, canuot be huppy with
his lot. He knows that in the sight of justice the
positive conventional law has neither superceded
nor satisfied the claims of the natral. If he feels
at all, he must feel that he is a self~condemned
robber; though avarice may prompt him to retain
what conscience will not permit him to enjoy.
The necessity of keeping up an exclusive aristoc.
racy, the poor excuse offercd in defence of the
system in England, is here wholly invalid. The
texture of Canadian society, ut this day, is necess
sarily demoeratic. Democracy may be said to Le
itssole element.  The materials of an aristocracy,
the wealth, the leisure, the gorgeous corruptions ol
old states, do not exist here ; and all the primo-
geniture laws in the world fortonately cannot
create so-unnatural a state of things as they uro
avowedly perpetuated to uphold in other coun—
tries.

Sidney Smith published that the:only ecountries
in the world where the law of primogeniture now
exists are Kogland, Porogal, und Spain. This
foul bloton our national eharacier ought speedily
to be removed, It has formed the germ of the
pauperism and pensioned aristucracy ol the En.
giish nation, and must be removed ere the people
can be elevated to their rightful position .— Zor-
onlo Exzaminer.

[We suspect the late witty Dean of St,
Paul's was not altozether correct in confining
the law of primogeniture within such narrow
limits—Dbut, whether or not, we cordially con-
cur in the sentiments of the Ezaminer, as to
the gross injustice and impolicy of retaining
such a law in force in Canada.—Ep. M. H ]

[t will be a main object of the society’s en~
deavours to relieve the mother country fromn the
whole expense of the local government of colonies,
except only that of the defence of the colony from
aggression Ly foreign powers atwar with the
empire.”

The only man who, as we have yet seen, hus
proposed to make the colonies pay for external de-
fence, is Mr. Cobden, and even he has abandon=
ed the iden, and become a member of the Coun.
cil of this Association. For what objict, then, is
the constant reitération of 80 nutorious an umru(!x.

We shall not take the trouble of answering
to our contemporary’s  hard words.”” If we
stated, as he maintains, that which is not true,
we did so from misapprehension and, most
assuredly, from no desire to create any ¢ im-
pression in Canada hostile to the Mother
Coantry.”

The meaning is plain enough—
namely, that, when the war springs from a
difference between the Mother Country aund
some “ foreign power—the Colony having
no direct interest in the matter—she will
bear the expense of its defence : but should

the war, on the contrary,—like the Caffre

wars in the Cape, orthe Indian w.rs in North
America—spring from a difference between
the Colony aud its neighbours,—in which the
Mother Country has no direct interest,—the
Colony must bear the costof its own defence.
That we did not exaggerate, but cautiously
restricied our meaning to what we may call
Colonial wars, we think, after this explanation,
even onr contemporary will admit : but, sup-
posing we had not done so, we should only
have erred, in company with the Gazelte’s own

THE CIRCUIT COURT.
Fripay, Jau. 25.

Present :—Joux 8. McCorp Esquire, Cir-
cuit Judge.

The Circuit Court for the Montreal Cireuit,
opened this day for the first time, for despateh
of business.

Judge MeCord presided on the oceasion.
After assigning to each Barrister his place,
according to the priority of his Commission,
the learned Judge proceeded to make a few
remarks, which he suid he considered per-
tinent and necessary on the opening of a new
Court, under a new system,—and first he
would remark that with respect to costume,
for the respectability of that Court, he would
rigidly require the observance of the Rule,
that all Lawyers should be habited. He then
remarked that, contrary to his views and inten-
tions, frivolous exceptions had becn admitted
too frequently in the pleadines in the late
Commissioners Court, thereby causing great
inconvenienee—that in thut Court there had
been great confusion—but that in the Circuit
Court 1n cases of £6 5s., and under, he would
follow strietly ‘the letter of the present Act,
and would not admitsuch exeeptions. When
a man takes exception, declairng that his
uame is not James, but Thomas, the question
would be, is he the man mtended to be sum-
moned 2 If it be answered that he is, then
he would order the process to be amended,
and immediate proceedings had.

Inthe casa of H. Munro et. al. vs. Thomas
Watson, it was moved by Rese & Holmes for
the Plaintiff, that the Defeudant be called in
open Conrt, and, failing to appear, that a
default be recorded against him. ~ The motion
was wade for the purpose of getting u deci-
sion on the question as to whether any pro-
visions existed for recording: defaults in ap-
pealable cases. Messrs. Holmes, Montizam.
bert, and Bethuue, urged different grounds
in favour of having the cases called in open
Court, and defaults recorded on Defendant
not appearing when called.  The main points
were the following :—No provision, it was ad-
mitted, was to be lound inthe Statute,—unless
oue was made by implication that the appeal-
able cases had been assimilated to the cases
in the Superior Court in all matiers respect-
ing pleading; but the intention of the Legis—
lature to introduce with respect to them a
similar provision as that contained in the 23rd
section, for Superior Court cases, had not been
expressed. The form of the summons given
in the Sratate to direct the Clerk, ordered the
Defendant to appear before our Court.

RIVAL STEAM SHIPS.

On Wednesduy last the Cunard Steam Ship
Canada, Capl. Judkins, proceeded to sea ut her
usual time, that ume being chosen by the owners
ol the new and splendid Americun Steamer Geor-
gia, for what may properly be culled the trial trip,
crroneously set down in sume of the city jourhals
as a fair aud duoly appointed race with the Cana-
do. Now, when we find so cautious aund trusi—
worthy a puper as the Journal of Commerce giv-
11'g currency to an incorreet impression of the
facts of the case, and the result of the trial, we
feel called upon 10 protest on behalf of our couns
trymen, and set the matter rizht before them.
The Cunard Steam Ships may be beaten, some
day, by their vigorous rivals. The Canada, in
the opinion of competent judge, was not beaten
on Wednesduy last. The trial of speed, if such
it were, is thus described in the paper above men-
tioned.

Ocean Steam Navigation.—Our harbor yester-
day presented a speetacle, of which there were
very many deeply interested abservers, both on
lund and on bourd the shipping lining the wharves.
The two noble steamships, the Georgia and Cana-
da, the most perfect specimens of seq.going steama
ers yet produced by the ship<buwilders of the res-
pective naiions represented by their flags, were
brought out in competition, with a view to test
their comparative speed, The Georgia had been
conducted around from the East River by Capiain
Glover, on the previous day, and moored along—
side of her untagonist, at Jersey City. At 124
o'clock, the latter vessel being out hall a mile in
advance of the Georgia, on her way to Liverpool,
gave the challenge by firing (wo guns. Dense
musses of smoke issued from the funnel of the
1wo steamers, and they were seem to be in rapid
motion down the bay. The Georgia, however,
gradually geined, and when upposite the Quarans
tine ground, lay abreast of her competitor. The
Canada at length discharged (wo more guus, sig-
nifying a surrender, at the same time hauling
down her flag. When the Georgia reached
the South West Spit, it was estimated that she
was two or two and a half miles ahead. The
triumph was signalized by spirited cheers, and the
Georgia’s company, numbering some 1wo or three
hundred persons, among whom were muny pros
minent navigutors, retired below to partake of
the refreshment provided for the oceasion.  Under
16 Ibs. steam, her wheels made thirteen revolu-
tions ; under 12 |bs., I8 revolutions.

Considering the advantages under which the
Georgia lubored, being depressed ten inches at
the stern, also that her machinery was new, and
congequently stiff, while the Canada, which is
claimed 10 be the most flect of 1he Bnglish steam-
ers, was in good trim, the trial of their relative
speed may be considered satisfactory, and as es-
wblishing the fact thut Americans can  build
steamers susceptible of u speed equal to any yet
afloat, of English construction. It must also be
borne in mind thatthe engines of the two steam-
ers are nominally of the same power, while the
tonnage of the Georgia is considerably the grea—
test,

The little fourishes about ** bringing out in
cempetition,” and firing challenge guns, are
scarcely worth notice, everybody being aware that
the Canada only kapt ts her time, and that these
steamers always fire 1wo guns as a evurteous sal-
uteat paring. Asfor racing, a man riding 20
stone would as soon think of challenging a high~
mettled racer under a foather weight, as Captain
Judkins 1hioks of tesiing the speed of his ship
ngainst the Georgia’s on this occasion. The
Canada’s best draught for sailing is about 164 feet,
on Wednesday she drew 194, according 10 the
Pilovs certificate, which we have seen. On her
last inward vovage, with 700 tons of goods on
board, she drew [7—her excessive draught of
waler now being caused by the weight of 700 tons
of coal. Oau the day alter the trial, the Georgia
at her wharl drew something less than 15 feet on
an even keel. So much for the relative state of
the vessels ; now for the resoit. The * Journal”
says that, at the S. W, Spit, the Georgia wus two,
or iwo and a half miles a head. Capt. Judking
wrote word that the distance was about three
quarters of o mile, which the Pilot states is rather
above his own estimate.

The race, if suchitmay be ealled, lasted one
hour and twenty minutes, and it is-a well known
fag:t that the Cunard Steamers average 24 to 3
miles per hour greater speed at the latter part of
the voyage, when lightened by consumption of
coal, than when they start weighed down with it
to mconvenient dravght. The Canada did not
fire ** two more guns’” and haul down her calours
in token of defeat. She paid the usual naval
compliment to the Georgia on taking leave, in
the same friendly epirit with which we pen this
notice, aud hail the real boné fide rivalry that
awaite the British Steamers.
