London, Oct. ‘20—Literary London is in a 
state of excitement over an article in the 
Quarterly Review attacking Edmund Geese, 
and through him the tystem of instrnctfon in 
English literature at the universities. The 
article, I learn, is from the pen of J. Churton 
Collins, a frequent contributor to the Quar­
terly It ia a very elaborate alleged exposure 
of Mr. Uosse’s inaccuracies, covering many 
pages. Mr. Gosse writes to the Times, this 
morning, promising that he will deal in an­
other place, meaning probably the Athenaeum, 
with the charges, defending hiais‘'lf vigorous­
ly from the cn&rge of what has been dubbed 
logrolling in English letters. In literary cir­
cles nothing else is talked of.

Sir Richard Cunliffe Owen, Director of the 
Indian and C denial Exhibition, to day said :

Institute wi l be an enormous success. The 
Qneea has be-n notified througu the Prince 
of Wales that a fitter memorial of the jubilee 
of her reign would be impossible of concep­
tion, and the necessary funds for its estab- 
liahmen: are assured. Canada will subscribe 
£ô,000, and probably more, certainly not less, 
will be forthcoming from Australia. In ad­
dition to this, the existing exhibit ou build­
ings will te util zed as the home of the iusti- 
tnte, and with the prrspect thus afforded the 
exposition is virtually mads permanent.” 
The exhibition is sure to attract as many 
visitors as can be accommodated. This is the 
first authoritative statement showing the 
location and resources of the institute.

Washington, Oct. 18—In regard to the 
receat pub’ication in Paris of what purported 
to be revelations frrm General Diaz about 
Maximilian’s occupation of Mexico. It is 
learned through official sources here that Lt 
Nouveau Monde, of Pari.-, of October 9, 1886, 
contained some fragments of General Diaz’ 
letter accusing Bazaine of being a traitor to 
Maximilian, an extract of which was sent by 
cab’e from Paris a few days ago and publish­
ed in the New York papers. The following 
is an Eogl’sh translation ofthe letter refer­
red to :—

‘‘Marshal Bazaine offered, through a third 
person, to deliver to me the towns occupied 
by the French, as also Maximilian, Marquez 
and Miramon, if I accepted a proposition he 
made. I refused his offer os dishonorable.

_*‘Another proposal which sprang from the 
above offer of Marshal Bazaine was in refer­
ence to the acquisition of 6,000 guns and 
4,000,000 caps. If I had desired it be would 
have also sold me powder aud cannons, but I 
refused such proposals.

Chicago, Oct. 20—The business portion of 

the suburban town of Lagrange was burned 
last evening.

side, then home rule will be certain. The 
Time* says the Bishop's utterance was cut 
spoken and vigorous, but it comes too late.
It puts the whole matter on a true basis, set­
ting morality and the repression of crime 
before all political changes whatever.

Fiom 
tbe day of her marriage to the present time it 
is to be doubted if Mrs. Langtry ever saw her 
husband for an hour free from the effects of 
liquor.

It is reported in Russian circles fiat Gu«l 
ban Effendi has ccnfidentially s'a’ei that the 
Czar has made an agreement with the Porte, 
the Czar guaranteeing the integrity of the 
Siltao’s dominions, redaciog Turkey’s in­
demnity and obtaining permission to gaarisoa 
and fortify the Da'danelles, and to occupy 
Bulgaria with Russian, Roumelian and Turk­
ish troops.

Alarm is felt here over the massing of 
Turkish troops which is at present iu progress 
along the Bulgarian frontier.

Tbe Regency have published a decree con­
vening the Great Sobranje on October 27th. 
All the foreign consuls, except Russian, will 
attend.

AUSTRIA.
Vienna, Oct. k20—Since the last report 

fifteen persona died from cholera in Peath .and 
two in Triest. Thirty-two new cases were 
reported in tbe former place and none in the 
latter.

UNITED STATE*.
NbwYork, Oct*. 20—A rumor was set 

afloat to day to the effect that on election 
day all of the surface railroads in this city, 
as well as the elevated railroad, would be 
*tied up,” that most of the factories and 

workshops in the city would be closed, and 
that in this way the laboring men would 
show their power. It wa said further that 
the men thus released from work would take 
possession of the polls early on the morning 
of election day, and that the other voters 
would be kept from voting either by fear or 
by a disinclination to wait for two or three 
hours, and that the practice of ‘‘repeating’’ 
would be adopted in many of the Assembly 
districts.

Antonio Cigoaroro this morning visited his 
wife, from whom he was separed in ‘‘Little 
Italy.” and after having beaten her untfl he 
was tired he started to leave. As he crossed 
the threshold the enraged wife shot him 
dead. The woman was arrested.

Washington, Oct. 20—In his letter to 
Gen. Sheridan, ordering the removal of 
Geronimo and 14 other ludiau bucks to Fort 
Pickens, Fla., Secretary Endicott says:— 

‘These Indians have been guilty of the worst 
crimes known to law, committed under cir­
cumstances of great atrocity, and the public 
safely requires that they should be removed 
from the scene of their depredation and guard­
ed with the strictest vigilance. The remain­
der of the band captured at the same time, 
consisting of ll women, six children and two 
enlisted «coûts, you are to send to Fort 
Marion, Fla.” It is stated that the above 
meets with the approval of the Secretary of 
the Interior. From its terms it appears that 
Geronimo and the other hostiles are to be 
separated from their wives and families, who 
are to be sent to Fort Marion.

Montpelier, Vt„ Oct. 20—George F. 
Edmunds was formally declared elected 
United States Senator, by the Legislature in 
joint session to-day.

Jacksonville, Fla., Oct. 20—The German 
bark "Willgunde” from Cape Hay tien, San 
Domingo, for Havre, France, with a cargo of 
logwood, is off the bar in a sinking condition, 
with seven feet of water in her hold. She 
draws too much to get inside the harbor, aud 
there is little hope of saving her from foun­
dering. Volunteers have gone to render all 
aid possible. The bark has been in a g 
ever since leaving Cape Haytien.

Asiiville, N.C., Oct. 20—A wreck occur­
red on the Ashville and Spartansbuuj Kail 
way this morning, four miles out 4K>m this 
city. While the train was ascending on 85 
feet grade at Robert’s fill, tbe highest grade 
on this mountain railway, the track spread 
and the express and smoking cars were de 
railed. Tne latter fell top downward over 
tbe embankment, striking a large rock and 
bursting off the car roof, which carried with 
it the conductor and one passenger, while tho 
remainder of the car bounded down tbe de 
clivity and lodged on the verge of an un

POLITICAL.
We hear that a round robin ia actually 

being prepared by the rouges for présenta 
tion to tho Lieutenant-Governor. It is 
also stated that the document h is Mr 
Mzbcxbr'* sanction. We are prepared to 
to hear almost anything about Mr. Mer- 
cier’s intentions, but we can hardly believe 
that he is a mover in a conspiracy at once 
so scandalous as the one which is mention­
ed in connection with his name. A3 
an old politician and ex-minister, he must 
know that the chief of tho executive of our 
Province cannot be approached in this 
way. Mr. Masson Hw advisers by his side, 
and he will take their advice until he 
learns through the proper channel that 
they no longer possess the confidence of 
the House. The electiona are not yet 
Offtt. Chicoutimi-Saguenay remains to be 
heard from, and it is altogether probable 
that it will go Conservative. In the mean­
time, it may be as well to state that the 
Liberals, pure and simple have not a clear 
majority. Without the Nationalists they 
can do nothing, and tho Nationalists are 
not Rouges, but Conservatives. Tfcgt they 
will forsake their old friends, and join 
hands with men with whom they can have 
nothing in common, does not seem at all 
probable.

Does anybody know how Dr. Cameron 
of Huntingdon intends to conduct himself 
ia the new Parliament Î Ho is not a 
Rielist, and as everybody knows, he left 
the Liberal ranks because Mr. Merrier 
insisted on making the rebel chief an issue 
in hi* platform. He voted in the last 
House once or twice with the Government. 
We believe that he was most emphatic in 
his declaration that he could and would 
never support Mr. Mercier again. Before 
the election he published a non-committal 
card in which ha showed leanings 
both for and against the admin­
istration. He certainly ran as the repre­
sentative of no particular party, and yet 
both sides claim him. It will be in order 
now for Dr. Cameron, to come out and say 
how he stands in relation to parties. 
Surely he owes this much to himself.

It is very difficult to get anything out of 
the politicians. They are as dumb |ns 
oysters as regards the future, though both 
sides, when they can be got tp speak at 
all, claim a victory. The public are agreed 
on this point, however, and that is that the 
Nationalists, like Mr. Parnell’s Home 
Rulers in the Imperial politics of a year 
ago, hold tho balance of power. The Mon­
treal Star of Tuesday publishes this batch 
of political gossip, which we give here for 
what it ia worth

The political J situation is comparatively 
unchanged, the standing of the parties 
being atill undecided and the excitement 
among the politicians still maintained.

Hon. W. W. Lynch, Commissioner of 
Crown Lands, arrived in the city last even­
ing, and to-day was the centre of attrac­
tion fora large number of the local politi­
cians, who hung around in shoals endeav­
oring to obtain some idea as to the course 
to be followed by the Government in the 
present crisis. Among others who applied 
to the honorable gentleman for such in­
formation was a Star reporter. To tho 
latter’s enquiries Mr Lynch replied that 
he was not in a position to give any authen­
tic information.

“Do you think it likely that the Gov- 
ment will retain otlice until the House 
sits l"

*Tt is more than probable the Govern­
ment will remain in power even longer 
than that, as the Government cannot be 
said to be defeated and it is not even 
^n<>^rn that the Opposition have a majority 
yet.”

“\ou do not think the returns so far 
published can be relied upon then ?”

“It must be evident to everybody that 
they cannot, with the many contradictions 
that are being daily published.”

• “ Is there any truth in the reports whieh

an Irish member and an English Protêt 
tant one.

“Messrs. Pelletier, end Duhamel though 
remarked tho reporter, “have boon defeat­
ed.

Another story is that 
the Liberals are bringing pressure to bear 
upon Mr. Owens, the Conservative mem­
ber for Argenteuil, to join the Liberals 
and take a portfolio in Mr. Mercier’s 
Cabinet. The story is credited in some 
quarters from the fact that Mr. Owens was 
in the city to-day and spent most of his 
time in company with the Liberal leaders.

The Liberals suggest Hon. Mr. Mar­
chand as Speaker in tho event of their 
party succeeding to power.”

The Hon. Thomas White, who is now 
in tho Maritime Provinces making 
speeches to the electors, was interviewed 
on the situation tn Quebec, last week by 
the reporter of tho St. John, N.JLl., Sfin. 
The account of what took place is thus des­
cribed by our contemporary : —

“In reply to a question from the re­
porter, Mr. White stud : 'I am not disap­
pointed at tho result, although tho friends 
of the Government have lost some five or 
six scats wliich they expected to obtain. 
The batrle, in the French counties, was 
fought almost exclusively on the Riel is­
sue ; for although Mr. Mercier in his r.0- 
cent trip through tho English counties en­
deavored to put it on other groqpds, both 
he and hia lieutenante pressed tho race 
and revenge cry among tho French elec­
tors for all it was worth. In view of the 
agitation of last fall, when probably not a 
«ingle French county could have been car­
ried for the Conservatives, the result shows 
a wonderful reaction on tjie part of the 
people, which will undoubtedly go .on in­
creasing until parties within a few months 
at most will resume their old positions in 
the Province.

How does the new Legislature compare 
with the old ?

I-am not sufficiently familiar with all tho 
newly elected members to answer that. 
The Government has lost some able men, 
chief among whom are the Attorney-Gen­
eral and Mr. Nantel of Terrebonne. But 
to offset them they have secured the ser­
vices as supporters in the Legislature of 
Chase Casgrain, a very able man, who was 
one of tl)e counsel for the Crown in the 
Riel trial, aud whose election, under the 
circumstances, is a proof of the intelligent 
common sense . of the electors of Quebec 
county. Mr. Hall, who has been return­
ed for Montreal West, and Mr. McIn­
tosh, the member elect for Compton, will 
also prove most valuable members of'the 
House.

How has the English vote generally 
gone?

I cannot, with any degree of certainty, 
answer, but every English-speaking mem­
ber in the new Qouse, with the exception 
of Mr. Murphy of Quebec West and Mr 
McShane of Montreal Centre, have been 
elected as opponents of Mr. Mercier. Tho 
ehzction in Montreal Centro was complicat­
ed by tho presence of a labor candidate, 
who polled a very large vote ; and in Que­
bec West, the number of rejected ballots, 
which was three or four times greater than 
Mr. Murphy’s majority, make it difficult 
to estimate the result of tho popular vote.

This is net the first time that the rouge 
party has nearly divided the Province ?

By no means. In 1872, when the in- 
iluenco of the programmists faction, as it 
was called, that is the Ultramontane Con 
servatives, was first felt, the Province was 
about divided. Sir George Cartier, at that 
election, was defeated by a majority of 
over a thousand in Montreal East, where 
Mr. Taillon has now been defeated by a 
small majority. In 1874 the Liberals, if I 
remember rightly, returned a majority of 
one to the House of Commons. In 1878, 
Mr. Joly, on the formation of his govern 
ment, carried Ç*. out of the 05 seats. He 
purchased Mr. Turcotte, who had been 
elected as a Conservative, by the office of 
Speaker, and on grounds of personal friend 
ship, secured the support of Mr. Price, 
who had been elected as a Conservative 
for Chicoutimi, and carried on the Govern­
ment for eighteen months, carrying his 
measures and maintaining his majority by 
the casting vote of his Speaker.

You do not then regard this election as 
indicating that the Province of Quebec will 
go Liberal at the general elections ?

Certainly not. The people of tho Pro­
vince of Quebec are Conservative by tradi­
tion and principle. They aro strongly in 
favor of the general policy of the present 
government. The “bolters,” as those 
Conservatives who wont agains^ the Gov­
ernment on the Riel question, last session 
arc called on all questions excepting those 
relating to the troubles in tho North-West 
voted with tho Government. The Riel 
agitation having expended itself in the 
contest just over, the reaction against it 
will go on, and the sober second thought 
of the intelligent people of that Province 
will assert itself in favor of the policy, 
which tho Province of Quebec was the 
first to insist upon, that is the national 
policy, and which they will adhere to.

What course do you think tho Russ 
Government will pursue ?

I am not in their confidence and have no 
right to express a positive opinion. But I 
should think that Mr. Ross, having a ma 
jority in the Assembly of at least three, 
will meet the Legislature. That he will be 
sustained there can hardly be a reasonable 
doubt. His administration of the aff&rs

YESTERDAY’S SITTING.

P11K.HEXT : Hon. Mr. Justice Cross.
The Court met yesterday morning at ten 

o'clock.
A great deal of time was occupied in objec­

tions rn&de by Counsel for the defence to 
questions put by the Crown to its witnesses.

Miobel Lapointe continued his evidence 
which contained nothing else of importance 
that was new. He denied that the deceased 
had desired in hU presence to sot fire to the 
house.

Dr. W. Lamontagne testified that about 4 
p.m. on a Sunday of tho month of May last, 
he was called to the residence of tho accused, 
where he found that Madame Charland was 
dead. The next day he caused Dr. Belleau 
the Coroner, to come over to Levis and ac­
companied by Dr. Marsan and Mr. Poliquiu, 
a medical student, who wrote at his dictation, 
he made an external and internal examina 
tien of the body of the deceased.

Mr. Dunbar made application to the Court 
for permission for witnesa to read to the 
jury the notes taken on the occasion of this 
examination. The permission was granted. 
They re'&ted that the bedy was entirely 
covered with bruises and scratches. The iu 
ternal examination showed that the brain and 
lungs were congested, but there was nothing 
abnormal in the stomach, which emitted no 
odor of alcoholic liquor. Witness attributed 
death in this case to syncope and considered 
that it might have been accelerated by the 
bad treatment received by the deceased when 
alive and also by her habits of drunkenness.

In cross examination, witnesa declared he 
was unable to say that all the wounds on tho 
body of the deceased had been caused before 
death.

At',the afternoon sitting Hon.J.G. Blanchet, 
physician aad collector of Customs, was ex 
ammed and gave evidence differing from that 
of Dr. Lamontagne as to tho probable cause of 
death.

The Court adjourned until this morning.

Dear Sir,—Referring to the advertisement 

asking tenders for the lighting of this city by 
the electric fight, will you kindly allow me 
space to eny that we are making a false start 
in the assumption that 100 lights will be suffi 
cient for the city. If the contract is signed for 
this number of lights taxpayers may assure 
themselves of the pleasure of paying a very 
large amount of extra for additional light*. At 
present the city is lit by about 500 lamps 
their resemblance to angels’ visits are well 
known in relation to the interval of darkness 
that occurs between them ; in place of these 
500 or more points of illumination provide 
one-fifth of that number and I am perfectly 
convinced that notwithstanding the greater 
brilliancy of the electric light that we will 
find ourselves in a much worse position than 
we are now : though it may be true one arc 
light is equal to half a doz-n gas jets in a 
bunch, yet I hold that the gas jets will illu 
minute (in a less brilliant degree certainly) a 
much greater area than one arc light. As an 
illustration I will iostanoa the line of streets 
beginning at the post office and including 
Baade, Fabrique and John streets where we 
have now nine lights aa follows : one each at 
Chien d’Or, Rcnfrew’i*, Market Square, 
Seifert’s, Bernard 4 Allaire’s, Mohr'e, Con 
■t&nlia’s, Gauvreau’s and St. John's Church 
Will Anyone pretend to say that that route is 
half-lit? Vet nine per cent of the propcsed 
lights are on it. What about auch streets as 
Valter and Joseph, Champlain and Grande 
Alice, besides all tho streets comprised in the 
large’wards cf Jacques Cartier and St. Uoch 
Better ask for at least 200 lights (Ottawa 
number) at once.

THE annual register.

Canadians have come to regard Mr. Mor 
gan’s ''Annual Register” av one of the prime 
necessities of the time. It is a book which 
no one who wishes to keep abreast of current 
events in our history can afford to be with­
out. It is well edited and contains an enor­
mous amount of really valuable material, 
Mr. Morgan’s assistants performing their 
task with creditable ability and skill. The 
staff is composed of such well-known men as 
Dr. Hodgins, Alex. Robertson, Fred. A 
Dixon, James Barry and Fred Colson. This 
volume, which deila with the events of 1885, 
is even more compact than its predecessors 
and quite np, in point of thorouganess, with 
previous issues of the work. The firsfc.chap 
ter is devotsd to the political history of the 
year, which includes a review of provincial 
as well as of Dominion affairs, and embraces 
a succinct and interesting narrative of the 
events connected with the North-West re 
hellion. The second chapter is devoted to 
matters relating to educational progress in 
the Dominion ; the third to promotions in 
and appointments to the Civil Service of 
Canada during the year ; the fourth to the 
year’s obitnary ; the fifth to miscellaneous 
statistics and information ; the sixth to notes 
on literature, science and art ; and thsseventh 
to a journal of remarkable occurrences. The 
appendices contain statements of the votes 
polled at bye-elections for the House of Com­
mons and the Provincial Assemblies during 
the year, and the ages and other data res­
pecting living Canadian public men. There

How the Great Scottish Vocalist 
Died.

The Stratford (Ontario) Beacon of Friday 
15th October, says :—

“Mr. David Kennedy, the great Scottish 
vocalist, is dead ! He past quietly away at 
the Windsor Hotel in Stratford, at 2.30 on 
Wednesday morning. At Toronto he had an 
attack of dysentery which, however, caused 
him no alarm, and he poshed on through his 
various engagements, singing at Clifton, St. 
Thomas, and Sarnia. At the latter place he 
was attended by a doctor, but no serious re­
sults were anticipated, and comparatively 
weak and still suffering, he came to this city 
Tuesday week, with the fall purpose of ful­
filling his engagement ; but in all his wander­
ings it was tated that his labors should cease 
at'Stratford. The dysentery had been check­
ed after his arrival, and it was hoped that 
with his splendid constitution he would safely 
weather the disease, but about noon on 
Tnesday he had an attack of hemorrhage, 
and the symptoms were regarded as unfavor­
able. He, however, rallied and soon became 
as bright and cheerfnl as ever. During the 
remainder of the day he seemed to improve, 
and Mrs. Kennedy and the daughters, who 
had watched him throughont with tender soli­
citude and loving care, had their hopes 
greatly cheered. Shortly after midnight, 
however, he had another and more se­
vere attack of hemorrhage, and Mr. Bal- 
l&ntyne, M. P. P., who» had kindly 
volunteered to assist the family that night, 
hurried for medical aid. Doctor Fraser 
was speedily at the bedside, but it was 
apparent to all that the patient was 
beyond the power of medical skill. Mr. 
Kennedy himself also realised that his end 
was near ; and the family were called to his 
bedside, and the last solemn scene in the life of 
the great vocalist was enacted. He conversed 
with them calmly on different matters, gave 
directions as to the disposition to be made of 
bis body ; then kissed each one of them and 
bade them an eternal farewell. Next a hymn 
was song by the daughters, in which he made 
a feeble effort to joiu, bat before the closing 
lines had been reached, the spirit of the great 
vocalist had taken its flight !

Mr. John Ferguson, undertaker, Loudon, 
was communicated with, and it was arranged 
to have the body embalmed and taken east 
on the afternoon train, on its way to Edin­
burgh for intei ment. The pall-bearers were 
James Trow, M.P. ; Thomas Ballantyne, 
M.P.P. ; A. Beattie, (St. Marys) ; James 
Corcoran, Wm. Buckingham, Wm. Mowat, 
David Campbell and A. Matheson—all old 
friends of the deceased. Rev. Thomas Mac- 
pherson. an old and warm friend of the dead 
vocalist, conducted the funeral services. A 
large number of people followed the remaios 
from the hotel to the station, and the plat­
form was densely crowded with people, eager 
to pay the last possible respect to the memory 
of one whom all admired. Mr. Robert Mac­
kenzie (brother of Hon. A. Mackenzie), came 
all the way from Sarnia to get a last look at 
the face of his dear old friend, and a few 
came from St. Marys, Mitchell, and other 
places on a similar sad errand.”

The Salvation Army—A Warning; 
to the Girls.

The Staff Council of the Salvation Army 
have just issued the following order :—“That 
in future no sanction will be given to court­
ing or any arrangement of any male lient 
eoant. He mast get promoted to the rank of 
captain before anything of the kind can be re­
cognized. No captain is to expect head­
quarters' consent to hia marriage, either after 
two years’ service or more, unless he has 
proved himself an efficient and successful offi­
cer, and is backed by his divisional officer, 
who in consenting to bis marriage must agree 
to give him three stations. In future no mar­
riage will be agreed to by headquarters un­
less we have consented to the engagement at 
least twelve months before. The old rules 
remain in force that there must be at least 
twelve months’ service in the field os a com­
missioned officer before any engagement can 
be sanctioned. Communication with regard 
to engagements must be made to the divi 
sionaf officers, who will refer the matter to 
headquarters.”—The Pall Mall Gazette.

The Yeomanry of England.-,^
The 39 regiments of Yeomanry Cavalry in 

Great Britain have now concluded their 
annnal training for the present year, with the 
single exception of the Pembrokeshire Corps, 
which will not assemble till the 12th inatj 
Notwithstanding the depression attending 
the agricultural interest, the musters in most 
cases have been very good, and the drill has 
been creditably performed. Among the best 
musters in proportion to enrolled strength 
have been those of the Earl of Chester s Regi­
ment and the Royal Gloucester Hussars, each 
consisting of about 500 officers and men ; the 
Royal North Devon, nearly 400 ; the Princess 
of Wales’s Yorkshire Hussars, the Southern 
Nottinghamshire, Prince Albert a Own Lei 
cestenhire, and the Northumberland Hussars, 
about 300 each : the Hampshire, which alone 
among the Yeomanry Cavalry trained at 
Aldershot, the Denbigh Hn«sars, the Royal 
1st Devon, and the 1st West York, with about 
260 each ; and the Derbyshire Regiment, the 
Sherwood Rangers, and the Oxfordshire Hus­
sars, each having over 200 at inspection— 
Times.

An Invasion From Canada.
Pirates Pour into Bunting East- 

port and Pillage the People.

They Fight with the People for what the 
Flames had Left—A Rescue by the 
United States Cutter “Woodbury"—The 
Pirates obey the Order to Leave with 
Alacrity—Two Days of Fire and Rob­
bery.

{Si>ecial to the N. Y. World. )
Bangor, Me., Oct. 18—During the fierce 

6re in Eastport the gungs of lawless charac­
ters of the ulands on the Canadian side of the 
Pa^samaqaoddy, who have for years been 
smuggling goods into Marne, deserle'l their 
regular business and set sail in their boats for 
the doomed town. Anchoring off the wharves 
out of the reach nf the flames they took their 
dories and rowed ashore. They began a series 
of raids on the stricken people that was a 
disgrace to humanity. Bodily they entered 
the town, broke open the stores aud store 
house, selecting the most valuable merchan 
dise, and after loading their small boats row­
ed out over the choppy waters of the bay 
only to return as quickly as possible to renew 
their depredations. For some time the panic- 
stricken people did not observe what was 
going on, and several boats, favored by the 
high wind, male the short passage to some 
of the adjacent islands, unloaded and return 
ed. Furniture, dry goods, oilclothing, the 
contents of jewelry stores, such as clocks and 
ornamental goods, fishing gear and nets, as 
well as rigging from the wharves and the con 
tents of the fine residences were quickly 
spirited away.

This continued through the second day of 
the fire. The thieves, emboldened by their 
success of the night before, became more 
bold aud disputed, iu many cases, with the 
owners of the goods for their possession 
The Police Department and the Fire De 
partment were powerless, and at last the ci 
tizens, wrought to a high state of excitemeot 
by their losses and fierce struggle to save 
their homes and property from the flames, 
turned on the invaders who were pillaging 
their town and fought them fiercely. The 
human tigers would not be driven from their 
prey without a struggle, and continued their 
nefarious business into the second day. Time 
and again were goods brought from out of 
onthouses and deposited in apparent safety 
while the owners returned for another load. 
Watching these chances, the pirates quickly 
gathered them up and the nearly exhausted 
owner on returning would find no trace of 
them. At last they undertook to break open 
a place filled with valuable goods and suc­
ceeded. They were discovered and the 
owner and his friends engaged them in a 
fierce and bloody tight, gaining at last a vic­
tory over them.

At this time the United States cutter 
“Gen. Woodbury," a well-armed vessel, 
arrived, and the Captain, understanding 
the character of the men across the 
line, and observing the multitude of boats, 
qu^ckly took in the situation. In the twink­
ling of an eye he had his boats out and 
manned, and shut off all communication with 
the shore. Then he ordered all the English 
craft to leave the harbor. While they might 
fight the weary people of Eastport they had a 
wholesome respect for the frowning guns of 
tbs “Woodbury,” and soon the bay was white 
with the sails of the thieves as they sailed 
across the line.
