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Quebec is one of the most attractive of cities, and beautiful as a
picture. It has been called the storehouse of American history.

On one of its most historic sites, where the Chateau St. Louis of
Champlain and Frontenac once stood, is the magnificent Chateau Frontenac,
occupying such a position as no other hotel in the world can claim. It
stands upon the verge of Dufferin Terrace, the unrivalled promenade which
is the pride and glory of Quebec. From this Terrace, or, better, from any

of the windows in the Chateau Frontenac, which stands at its eastern
limit and at the base of the citadel, a view, unsurpassed for beauty and
grandeur, bursts upon the beholder. Elevated 200 feet above the St. Law-
rence, which here contracts its high banks until but a mile separates them,
the terrace is a point of vantage from which one may feast upon the
scenic splendor which is displayed to the view. There is the mighty river,
on whose waters float craft of every description; across the water is Levis,
on whose crowning cliffs, rising higher even than those of Quebec, are
three immense forts erected by the British Government at a cost approach-
ing £1,000,000; down the stream is the beautiful Isle d’Orleans. Farther
away is Cape Tourmente, and along the shores are the quaint villages of
the habitants and the narrow strips of farms which excite the surprise and
curiosity of the traveller. To the left the St. Charles gracefully sweeps
and blends its waters with the greater stream. Forest and river and
mountain and cultivated broad acres combine to make gorgeous landscape,
and in the rear tower the Laurentian Hills, whose purpled crests lose them-
selves in the fleecy clouds. At one’s feet are the bustling Lower Town
and the ships in port, and above is the frowning citadel, whose hoary walls
environ Quebec with a glamour of romance and renown.

The broad promenade is fully a quarter of a mile long.

Every foot of land here is historic ground; the wvery air breathes of
deeds of valour and military prowess, which even the peaceful aspect of
the present, or the hum and bustle of every-day business near by fails to
dispel. For here the kings of old France sent their men and treasure to
build up a New France, on this side of the Atlantic, where these gallant
adventurers lived and plotted and fought, and wrested countless leagues
of land from the savages. Looking down from the Terrace front, the
narrow street bearing the name of the founder of Quebec is seen, and its
long length followed, to, the foot of the citadel cliff, just beyond which
is the narrow pass where Montgomery fell, mortally wounded, while hero-
ically leading his men in a rash and daring attack on the city. Almost
directly under the northern end of the Terrace, where the cliff stands
back farther from the river and the streets are huddled together, is the
historic Church of Notre Dame des Victoires. A little to the south is the
Champlain market hall, and very near its site the first building in Quebec,
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which included a fort, a residence and stores, was erected in 1608 by the
adventurous and chivalrous Champlain, whose memory is perpetuated in a
magnificent statue on the Terrace. Here was the first clearing made; the
next was that upon a portion of which the Chateau Frontenac now stands,
where Champlain erected the Chateau St. Louis, which played so prominent
a part in Canadian history; at a later era being the castle from which the
French governors exercised undisputed sovereignty from the mouth of
the Mississippi to the great inland lakes of Canada, and along the shores
of the St. Lawrence and its gulf. Its cellar still remains under the wooden
covering of the present Dufferin Terrace, immediately adjoining the Chateau
Frontenac. In the rear of the Chateau St. Louis was the area of the fort
now covered by the Place d’Armes and a part of the hotel, which was
frequently attacked by the intrepid and ferocious Iroquois, who, having
overthrown the outposts, more than once threatened the fort itself. Just
beyond are the high-peaked Commissariat building of the Imperial Govern-
ment, the Kent House, where resided King Edward’s grandfather when
commandant of the Imperial forces in Canada, the headquarters of Mont-
calm and the place where the gallant soldier is supposed by some historians
to have died.

The Citadel occupies the most commanding position in Quebec, over-
looking the St. Lawrence and the country round, and having a clear range
for its guns in every direction. It stands 303 feet above the river, and at
one time was considered impregnable, so much so that Quebec has been
sometimes called the Gibraltar of America. Though still a fortress, its
principal use is as a barrack, and in it are kept large military stores.
Access is gained to the trenches by the Chain Gate, and to the Citadel by
the Dalhousie, named after a former governor. The Citadel is about ten
minutes’ walk from the Chateau Frontenac.

The Governor’s Garden is a public park a little in the rear of the
Dufferin Terrace, and between the Chateau Frontenac and the Citadel. It
is a pretty little retreat, and in it is a dual-faced stone column to Wolfe
and Montcalm, erected in 1827 and 1828, in joint honor of the illustrious
generals, to whom, in the words of the inscription, “Valour gave a commeon
death, history a common fame and posterity a common monument.”

The Plains of Abraham is one of the chief points of interest. Here was
the battlefield where Wolfe fell and Montcalm fought his last fight. The
plain is the tableland on the crest of the heights, on the north bank of the
St. Lawrence River, which were thought to be too precipitous for an
enemy to climb. The heights were, however, quietly and successfully
scaled, and on the 13th of September, 1759, the memorable battle was
fought there which decided the fate of Canada. A tall shaft now stands
to mark the spot where Wolfe fell, mortally wounded, and bears the
inscription: “Here died Wolfe victorious.” His illustrious rival, Mont-
calm, also wounded, retreated. within the walls, to die there. On the
plains, where some of the heaviest fighting occurred in the famous battle,
are three Martello, towers, dating from 1805, which, while formidably built,
were weakly constructed towards the city, so that in case of capture they
might easily be destroyed. The actual clash between the two armies only
lasted a dozen minutes—so short a time can decide a nation’s fate.

j Other interesting and historic locations are the Basilica, the Cardinal’s
Palace, the Seminary and Laval University, the English Cathedral and the
Ursuline Convent.

The Convent last mentioned dates from the earliest timies of the
colony, having been founded by Mother Marie de I'Incarnation. It contains
the mortal remains of Montcalm, whose tomb was formed by the bursting
of a shell in the convent chapel. o

The Basilica, or Roman Catholic Cathedral, was first erected as long
ago as 1647, and services have been uninterruptedly held in it ever since
its formal opening in 1657, except during the period required for making
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repairs necessitated by the disastrous siege of éuebec. The design of the
chancel is in faithful imitation of that of St. Peter’'s at Rome. On its walls
hang a rich collection of paintings, many of them priceless works of art,
rescued from destruction during the Reign of Terror in France, when the
‘mob pillaged the chur.’ ‘nd monasteries.

he Quebec Semina:, ~hich Laval University is an outcome, was
founded in 1663 by Laval, tw Archbishop of Quebec, of whom a mag-
nificent statue has recently be. .ected, facing his former residence and
the celebrated scholastic institutio.. which has ever since borne his honoured
name. Laval University is very rich in artistic treasures, especially in
paintings and rare books and manuscripts and other relics of the early days
.of New France.

It was in the Seminary that the American officers serving under Mont-
.gomery and Arnold, who were captured during their siege of the city in
1775, were for some time imprisoned.

The English Cathedral, which contains many beautiful memorial lablets,
.and in which the Duke of Richmond, a former Governor-General, lies buried,
was built by the British Government over a hundred years ago. Hure the
members of the British Royal Family worship when visiting the country.

In the northern facade of the post office is the gilt figure of a dog
‘gnawing a bone about which exists a legend, which Kirby has woven into a
.charming romance. Under the French regime there stood on the site
now occupied by the post office, the house and shop of Philibert, a wealthy
merchant, who waged commercial war on the corrupt company of New
France, nicknamed by the farmers “La Fripone.” The real head of this
-company was Intendant Bigot, whose threats against Philibert resulted in
‘the latter placing over his door a sculptured tablet, with an inscription
-of which the following is a translation:

I am a dog gnawing a bone,

While I gnaw I take my repose,

The time will come, though not yet,

When I will bite him who would have bitten me.

Philibert was assassinated. and the prevailing impression was that it
was at the instigation of Bigot.

The gates which pierce the fortifications are comparatively modern
structures—Kent and St. Louis—the former being named after the Duke
-of Kent, grandfather of King Edward, who in 1791-4 was commander of
-the British forces in Canada. St. John’s, rebuilt in 1867, was demolished in
the summer of 1897 to give right of way to the invading electric car. The
“last vestige of the original portals—St. Louis, Palace and St. John—disap-
peared in 1871, and the structures with which they were replaced, with
Hope (1786) and Prescott (1815) gates, built by the British since the
‘Conquest, have, within recent years, met a similar fate, with the exception
of St. Louis. which was erected in 1879.

The walls of the city, which afford a pleasant promenade, can be reached
by stone steps at either St. Louis or Kent gates or along the glacis at the
Esplanade. An expanse of tree-fringed verdure extends from St. Louis
gate to the site of St. John’s gate. The walk on the walls can be
.extended, in one direction to the Citadel, and in the other to where the St.
John’s gate once stood.

All the environs of Quebec are exceedingly beautiful, and delightful
.excursions may be made in almost every direction out of the city. The
roads are excellent for driving, bicycling or automobiling, and nobody
should visit Quebec without taking the sail to the Isle of Orleans or the
trips to Cap Rouge, the Indian village of Lorette, the Falls of Muntmorency
.and the Shrine of Ste. Anne de Beaupré.

De cette terrasse, ou mieux de chacune des fenétres du Chateau Frontenac, qui
en occupe l'extrémité est, la vue s'étend sur un spectacle que rien ne surpasse en
beauté et en grandeur.

Ici, coule le fleuve puissant dont les eaux portent des
vaisseaux de toutes les grandeurs ; de l'autre c6té, s'étale la ville de Lévis qui cou-
ronne une falaise encore plus élevée que celle de Québec, et ol se voient trois puis-
sants forts construits par le gouvernement anglais & un prix de prés de $1,000,000 ;
en descendant, la vue rencontre la belle ile d’Orléans. Plus loin encore, est le Ca;
Tourmente, et le long des rives, se succédent les villages de I'habitant canadien o
se voient les terres en étroites et longues bandes qui excitent la curiosité et la sur-
prise duvoyageur. A gauche, la riviere Saint-Charles coule gracieusement et vient
méler ses eaux & celles du grand fleuve. Les foréts, les cours d'eaux et les mon-
tagnes forment avec les grands espaces de terre cultivée le plus beau spectacle, et
en arritre de tout cela, les montagnes des Laurentides s'élévent et confondent les
nuances empourprées de leurs crétes avec les nuages de I'horizon.

En regardant 4 ses pieds, on apercoit la Basse-Ville, la bourdonnante région
d'affaires, et les vaisseaux du port, et en haut, s'avancent les bastions de la cita-
delle dont les grises murailles enveloppent Québec d'un parfum de roman et de
chevalerie.

La longueur de cette grande promenade est d'un quart de mille.

Ici 'on peut dire que chaque pouce de terrain constitue un point historique ;
I'air que 'on respire est rempli de 1'écho de traits valeureux et de prouesses mili-
taires, que ne peuvent méme dissiper l'aspect pacifique du temps présent et les
bruits que chaque jour fait naitre une vie commerciale active. Clest qu'ici les rois
de la vieille France envoyérent leurs soldats et leurs trésors pour y fonder une
France nouvelle, Sur ce cdté-ci de I'Atlantique, ces braves pionniers, vécurent,
entreprirent de grandes choses et luttérent, et arrachérent des mains des sauvages
des étendues immenses de territoire. '

En regardant en bas de la falaise, on voit serpenter I'étroite et longue rue qui
porte le nom du fondateur de Québec, et au bout de laquelle un étroit passage
s'ouvre dans la falaise, endroit ot Montgomery, mortellement blessé, tomba a la
téte de ses hommes dans une vigoureuse et audacieuse attaque contre Québec.
Presque en face de I'extremité nord de la Terrasse, & I'endroit ol la falaise s'éloigne
de larivitre et ol les rues s'entremélent, se dresse la petite église historique de
Notre-Dame-des-Victoires, ainsi nommée aprés la défaite de Phipps en 1690 et le
naufrage de la flotte de I'amiral Walker en 1711.  En allant plus au sud, s'éléve 1'é-
difice du Marché Champlain, et tout prés est 'endroit ot fut construite la premiére
habitation de Québec, laquelle comprenait un fort, une résidence et des magasins, et
qui fut érigée en 1608 par le brave et chevaleresque (hamplain, dont la mémoire est
perpétuée dans une statue magnifique élevée sur la Terrasse. La fut fait le premier
¢ abattis,” le second fut fait sur un point de l'endroit qu'occupe actuellement le
Chiteau Frontenac, et oi Champlain construisit le Chiteau Saint-Louis qui joua
un role si important dans U'histoire du Canada—chéiteau d'oll plus tart les gouver-
neurs francais exercérent une souveraineté indiscutée sur tout le territoire qui s'é-
tend des bouches du Mississippi aux grandes mers intérieures du Canada et le long
des rivesdu fleuve et du golfe St-Laurent. On peut voir encore sous le pavé de bois
qui recouvre la Terrasse Dufferin, les premiéres fondations de ce chiteau, toutprés

Frontenac. Ce fort a €té souvent attaqué par les intrépides et féroces
Ircquois, qui parvenaient a forcer les avant-postes, menagaient le fort lui-
méme. A une faible distance, se trouve situé le Commissariat Anglais, le
hent House, oft se retirait le grand-pére du Roi Edouard, lorsqu’il com-

‘mandait les troupes impériales au Canada; les quartiers généraux de Mont-
«walm, et la maison ol quelques historiens croient que ce vaillant officier est

anuort.

I.a Citadelle se trouve située sur les hauteurs de la ville, et par sa
position commande la vue sur le St. Laurent et sur toutes les campagnes
environnantes, ce qui lui permet de pointer ses canons dans toutes les
directions. FElle g'éléve a 303 pieds au-dessus du niveau du fleuve. et
pendant un certain temps on I'a considérée comme une position absolument
:mplcnahic Ia ville de Québec a méme été appelée, par sa position
stratégique, le Gibraltar de 'Amérique. Bien que la citadelle soit encore
considérée comme une forteresse, on ne s'en sert quére plus que comme
lmmquement pour les soldats, et comme magasin militaire.

On a accés aux tranchées qui entourent la Citadelle par la Porte Chain
et 4 la Citadelle elle-méme par la porte Dal'ﬁousle, nommee ainsi en souvenir
d'un ancien gouverneur. La Citadelle est 4 peu prés a dix minutes de
marche du Chateau Frontenac.

Le Jardin du Gouverneur est un parc public, situé un peu en arriére de
la terrasse Dufferin, et entre le Chateau Frontenac et la Citadelle. C'est un
charmant lieu de repos, une douce retraite, au milieu de laquelle, s’éléve un
monument dédié & Wolfe et a Montcalm, érigé en 1827 et 1828, en I'honneur
des deux llustreq généraux, auxquels, comme le disent si bien les paroles
de linscription, “La vaillance a procuré la merne mort, 'histoire la méme
renommeée, et la posterltc un meéme monument.”

Un des principaux sites intéressants de Québec est constitué par les
Pluines d’Abraham. Clest sur ce champ de bataille que Wolfe et Mont-
calm Iutterent dans une derniére rencontre. Les Plaines sont formées par
une espeéce de plateau situé sur lextréme sommet du cap, sur la
rive nord du St. Laurent, atu lon croyait qu'il était absolument
impossible, 4 une armée ennemie, de grimper. Pourtant elles furent
facilement escaladées le 13 septembre 1759, et clest 1a qu'ent
lienw la bataille mémorable qui décida du sort du Canada, Une
grande pierre commémorative marque maintenant l'endroit on tomba Wolfe.
mortellement blessé. Cette pierre porte linscription suivante: “lei mou-
rut Wolfe victorieux.” Son valeureux rival, Montcalm, également blessé,
s¢ retira a lintérieur des murs, pour y mom_'rir. Sur ces Plaines, ol ont

lien plusieurs autres combats mémorables, se trouvent trois tours Mar-
tello. qui datent de 1805. Bien qu’elles soient d'une construction formi-
damble, elles ne sont cependant que d'une faible utilité pour la ville, car au
cas ol l'ennemi s’en empareralt elles pourraient étre facilement détruites.

Parmi les autres principaux endroits historiques se trouvent la
Basilique, le Palais archiépiscopal, le Séminaire et I'Université Laval, la
Cathédrale Anglaise et le couvent des UI’Sll]Il‘i{!a

Le couvent des Ursulines date des premiers temps de la colonie. il a
été fondé par la Vénérable Mére Marie de I'Incarnation. Dans la chapelle
de ce couvent, se trouvent les restes de Montcalm.

La Basilique ou la Cathédrale Catholiqué Romaine a été construite
en 1647, et depuis son inauguration solennelle en 1657, on y a toujours
célébré le service divin, sans aucune interruption, excepté durant le temps
que durérent les réparations qu’elle dut subir, par suite des dégats causés
durant le siége de Québec. La disposition du sanctuaire est une parfaite
imitation de celui de St. Pierre de Rome. Une riche collection de tableaux
est suspendue aux murs de la Basilique. Ces peintures, qui sont des oeuvres
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d’art d'un trés grand prix, ont été préservées de la destruction, durant le
régne de la terreur en France, alors que toutes les églises et les monastéres
etaient livrés au pillage,

Le Séminaire de Québec, dont est née I'Université Laval, a été fondé en
1663 par Mgr., de Laval, le premier évéque de Québec, auquel on vient
d’élever un superbe monument, en face de son ancienne résidence et de la
célébre institution &chohanue qui a toujours porté, depuis sa fondation,
son nom honorable. ILes musées de 'Université Laval sont trés riches en
trésors artistiques, sutout en pientures, en vieux livres, en manuscrits et
en autres reliques des premiers temps de la Nouvelle France.

C'est dans le Séminaire que furent détenus pr:sonmers les officiers com-
mandés par Montgomery et Arnold, qui avaient été capturés durant le sidége
de la ville, en 1775.

La Cathédrale Anglaise, dans laquelle on peut voir plusieurs tablettes
commémoratives, et dans laquelle se trouvent inhumés les restes du duc de
Richmond, un des anciens Gouverneurs-Généraux, a été construite par le
Gouvernement Anglais il y a déja plus de cent ans. Clest la que sont
requs les membres de la Fam:lle Royale Anglaise lorsqu'ils viennant faire
visite au Canada.

Sur la fagade nord de 'Hétel des Postes, se trouve une effigie_doree,
d'un chien rongeant un os, au sujet duquel il existe une légende, qui a fait
le sujet d'un joli roman de Kirby.

Sous la domination Francaise, 4 'endroit précis oti s'éléve actuellement
I’'Hétel des Postes se trouvaient situés la résidence e la magasin d’'un riche
marchand nommé Philibert, qui avait entrepris une lutte commerciale contre
une compagnie m'llhonnete de la Nouvcl]e France, que les cultivateurs
nommaient par dérision, “La Friponne.” Le chef véritable de cette com-
pagnie était l'intendant Bigot, dont les menaces 4 P'égard de Philibert se
traduisirent un jour par la pose d'une pierre sculptee sur laquelle on
lisait I'inscription suivante:

Les portes qui percent les fortifications a différents endroits sont
de construction relativement modcrne, ce sont les portes Kent et St. Louis.
La premiére fut ainsi nommée en I'honneur du duc de Kent, le grand-pére
du roi Edouard, qui de 1791 4 1794 commandait les troupes anglaises au
Canada. La porte St. Jean, reconstruite en 1867, fut enfin démolie en 1897,
afin de livrer passage aux tramways électriques. Les derniers vestiges des
premiéres portes, St. Louis, du Palais et St. Jean, disparurent en 1871, et
les constructions qul ont été élevées a leur place, ainsi que les portes Hope
et Prescott, qui avaient été construites par les Anglais, aprés la conquéte,
en 178 et en 1815, subirent le méme sort, il y a quelques années, a
I'exception de la Porte St. Louis qui fut reconstruite en 1879.

Les murs de la ville offrent un magnifique endroit de promenade, on
peut y monter par les escaliers de pierre situés prés des portes St. Louis et
Kent. ou encore par les glacis de I'Esplanade. Une bells rangée d'arbres
verts s’étend de la porte St. Louis jusqu'a l'ancien site de la porte St.
Jean. La promenade sur Ies murs de chaque c6té de la porte St. Louis se
prolonge d'un c6té jusqu’ a la citadelle et de l'autre jusqu’a la Porte St.
can.

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SAMUEL DE CHAMPLAIN.

Samuel de Champlain, the founder of Quebec, was a native of Brouage,
in France. He first crossed the Atlantic in 1603, having taken forty days
on the passage from Honfleur to Tadoussac. On this journey he explored
the Saguenay, of which he has left the first written account. He then
ascended the St. Lawrence as far as the Lachine Rapids, above Montreal,
and before returning to France, in the fall of the year, visited the Baie
des Chaleurs and further portions of both the south and north shores of
the Lower St. Lawrence.

In the following year, while attached to the expedition of De Monts,
as Geographer to the King, he explored the coasts of Nova Seotia and
New Brunswick. Later on he sailed along and mapped a good part of
the coast of Maine.

He was about forty years of age, when, on the 3rd of July, 1608, he
laid the foundation of the Canada of to-day, by commencing the erection,

«beneath the rock of Stadacona, of the first permanent European settlement
in New France, known, ever since his time, by the name of Quebec. The
little colony’s first winter was a miserable one indeed. Twenty of its
twenty-eight members were in their graves by the return of spring.

In 1609 Champlain discovered the lake which bears his name to this
day, and on its shores aided his Huron and Algonquin attendants in defeat-
ing the Mohawk warriors of that region, thus commencing the long series of
wars between the French settlers and the various Iroquois tribes.

Champlain’s explorations in the far west and for two hundred miles
up the Ottawa River are well known, and he remained Governor of New
France up to the time of his death, on Christmas day, 1635, with the
exception of three years—from 1629 to 1632—during which the colony was
in the hands of the English, as a result of its investiture by Sir David Kirke.
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SAMUEL DE CHAMPLAIN.

Le fondateur de Québec, Samuel de Champlain, était natif de Brouage,
en France. Il traversa pour la premiére fois I’Atlantique en 1603. Le
voyage entre Honfleur et Tadoussac dura quarante jours. C'est au cours
de ce premier voyage qu'il visita le Saguenay, qui fut le sujet de sa premiére
relation de voyage. Il remonta aussi le St. Laurent jusqu'aux Rapides de
Lachine, un peu audessus de Montréal, et avant de retourner en Frances
durant l'automne de cette méme année, il explora le Baie des Chaleurs et
plusieurs autres parties du littoral du St. Laurent, sur les rives Nord et Sud.

I’année suivante, il prit part 4 I'expédition de M. de Monts, en qualité
de géographe du Roi. Pendant cette expédition il explora les cotes de la
Nouvelle Ecosse et du Nouveau Brunswick. Il cotoya ensuite les cotes du
Maine, dont il fit une carte géographique.

11 était agé d'environ guarante ans, quand le 3 juillet 1608, il jeta les
bases de la colonie qui est aujourd’hui le Canada, en érigeant au pied du
rocher de Stadacona, le premier établissement Européen, dans la Nouvelle

France, qui a toujours porté depuis le nom de Québec. La petite colonie*

eut 2 endurer de nombreuses souffrances durant le premier hiver qu'elle
passa au Canada, et au printemps suivant, sur les vingt-huit membres qui
la composaient, vingt étaient descendus dans la tombe.

En 1609 Champlain découvrit le Lac qui porte encore son nom, et c¢'est
sur les bords de ce lac, qu'avec l'aide des Hurons et des Algonquins, il
battit les guerriers Mohawk qui habitaient cette région. Ce fut la la
premiére rencontre de la longue série de guerres qui existérent entre les
colons Frangais et les différentes tribus des Iroquois.

Les voyages d'explorations de Champlain dans I'Ouest et a plus de
deux cents milles sur la riviére Ottawa sont bien connus. :

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THE TENTED CITY.

One of the great features of the coming Tercentenary Celebration at
Quebec will be the great “Tented City,” erected on the grounds of the
Seminary and of the Female Orphan Asylum. The site occupies part of
the historic Plains of Abraham, the battlefield on which Montcalm and
Wolfe met in conflict.

To the west, within five minutes’ walk, is the monument erected to
Wolfe.

A little further on there is being built the huge grand stand, capable of
holding 15,000 people, before which all the pageants will be enacted, and
near it will take place the review of the 12,000 troops coming to Quebec
for the celebration.

Still further west is to be seen Wolfe's Cove, the actual spot where
Wolfe and his Fraser Highlanders scaled the cliff, climbing to victory or
death. .

A few minutes’ walk in another direction will bring the visitor to that
other battlefield, St. Foye, where Levis defeated Murray.

The noble St. Lawrence rolls below the site selected for the “Tented
City.”

The accommodation provided in the “Tented City” will be excellent.
The furnishings will be absolutely new. Every convenience of a first-class
hotel will be at the disposal of the guests.

An hospital tent will also be attached, with skilled nurses and medical
attendaljts.

The Canadian Postal authorities are equipping the “Tented City” with
a special branch office, where all mail matter, including registered letters,
will receive careful attention.

The three leading express companies, viz: The Canadian, the Domin-
ion and the American, will have a special office to handle all express pack-
ages. The banks will establish a temporary branch within the grounds,
while police and fire protection will be provided by day and by night.

Special cars will be provided to carry visitors to and from every station
and steamboat landing in the city.

The huge dining tent or tents will be in charge of a capable caterer,
who is under contract to furnish meals to the guests of the “Tented City”
at 50 cents. He will also provide meals for 25 cents and upwards. There
will be no saloon or bar on the grounds or in the vicinity.

Accommodation is being provided for the immediate reception of three
thousand guests. This is to be increased at once, if necessary, to five thou-
sand, and if notice is given before the 20th of July the capacity of the
“Tented City” can be increased to ten thousand. Parties wishing first
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choice of both tents and location would do well to send in early applica-
tions to the Secretary, whose address will be found in an advertisement
published in another page of this boeklet,

Tent accommodation (reserved) will be charged at the rate of $1.50 per
bed per night, and in some special large tents (not reserved) at $1.00 per
night. Tents holding one, two, three, four, twelve and sixteen persons
each will be on hire and can be reserved for the period of the Celebration,
viz: ten days, or longer, if desired, as the “Tented City” will be ready by
the 15th of July and will close on or about August 5th.

This enterprise was started at the request of His Worship Mayor
Garneau, who addressed the business men of Quebec in the Board of Trade
Rooms some time ago, and as an outcome of this meeting a number of
the most prominent merchants formed a company entitled “The Tented
City Company,” with a capital of $75,000.00.
