Loxpox, Nov. 22—Sir Charles Tupper,
Canadian High Commissioner, delivered an
address before the Newcastle Chamber of
Oommerce to-day npon the subject of **Eng-
land’s Commercial Relations With Canada,”
in the course of which he urged such an
arrangement of Canadian customs as would
be most favorable to Great Britain and the
Colonies as well.

Benrrix, Nov. 22—A despatch to the
Tageblatt from Zavzibar says that the
caravan which was under the direction of the
British tradcr Stokes, who was hanged in the
Congo country by the Belgian Capt, Lothaire
for selling arms and ammunition to natives,
has arrived at the const of German East
Africa-with £4,000 worth of ivory.

The German Government has demanded ot
the Congo State indemnity for the carriers
attached to the caravan of the British trader
Stokes, who was executed by the B:lgian
Capt. Lothairo, on the ground that they were
hired by Stokes in territory within the
German protectorate.

Brussers, Nov. 22—It is annovnced that
the wuthorities of the Congo State have
decided to court martial Capt. Lothaire for
hanging the British trader Stokes, his sum-
mary action being held to' have been un-
justified.

New York, Nov. 22—A morning paper
has a special from Washington which u‘y"l
that President Clevelaud may eurprise the
céuntry & week from next Menday by a short
annual message devoted to nsingle topie—
finance. It will be an appeal for legislation
that will remove the Treasury from the em-
barrassing influence of the fluctuation in-
fluence of its gold, an appeal for & -ingle gold
standerd and for the withdrawal of green-
backs from circulation. Mr. Cleveland has
felt that the financial conditions, in view of
the recurring necessity of securing bonds to
maintan the parity of all currency, will
justify him in putting aside for the present
all other questions. Mr. Cleveland has had
it in mind since the last Democratic Congress
refused abeolutely either to accept Secretary
Carlisle’s suggestions ; a revision of the cur-
rency or to enect avy substitute legislation,
The President, morcover, believes that the
Republicans, in the interest of harmony a
year hence, will attempt to evade the 1ssue
nd will iosist that relief can be simply
effected by reapplying tke protective priu-
ciple and ruising the tariff rates. Mr. Cleve-
land bas felt that a clear-cut, easily under
stood financial issue, ehould be made clear
and plain and in the language of Secretary
Carlisle “‘not obscured by lmbi%:lou- phrases,”
and this can be found only by making the
financial question the overshadowiog issuc
from now on.

Gexeva, N.Y., Nov. 22—A new comet was
discovered by Professor Brooks, Director of
the Fmith Observatory, this morning in the
south-eastern sky.

THE TALK OF THE DAY.

It is all very well forthe Vancouver News-
Advertiser to say the following, apropos of
Newfoundland’s admission into the Cana-
dian Union :—

“We cannot but think that Sir Mackenzie
Bowell and his colleagues will have observed
the trend of popular feeli:}g in regard to this
matter, and will, should Newfoundiand inti-
mate that she desires to reopen negotiations,
oot overlook this sentiment in favour of the
union. That the successful termination of
such important wnegotistions would shed a
lustre upon any Administration which bad
the good fortune to conduct them will be
readily admitted, and it’ will add greatly to
the prestige of the present Government, when
it makes its appeal in a short time to the
electorate, could it, as one of its chiefest
claims to continued support and confidence,
poiat to the important addition to 's
wealth, resources, and political standiog
which it had achieved by the absorption of
the Aaocient Colony ia the greatest of all the
dependencies of the British Empire.”

Bat, it is out of the questionto enter-
tain such a proposition just now. When
on two or thres former occasions, New-
foundland had the chance to join the
Dowinion, and was really pressed to do so,
both her le and her legislators, with
few exceptions, opposed the schem>. In
those days the Ancient Colony was fairly
prosperous, her banks were solvent, her
trade was good, and her development was
growing. When terms were proposed,
Newfoundland wanted far more than
Canada could grant. And even when the
last meeting took place between the dele-
gates, she was still stiff and unreasonable,
To-day, Newfoundland is, practically,
bankrupt. She has fishery and French
troubles. Financially and politically, she
is in a bad way, and mistrast and poverty
go hand in hand. To reopen negotiations
at this juncture, would be folly, much as
one would desive to see the whole British
North American Continent united under
the same Government, and political sys-
tem. We must wait. The Island is likely to-
become, in less than ayear, a Crown Culony,
for the Imparial Government has convinced
itself that the people cannot continue
much longer as they have done. It is too
harsh a term to say, perhaps, that they are
incapable of self-government. They have
not, however, shown much aptitude for it.
The Vaucouver News - Advertiser is a
valued Conservative contemporary, with a
heart large enough to take in everything.
Its Newfoundland proposition, we fear, is
too much for us. In the meantime, in
Newfoundland itself, there does not appear
to be any particular anxiety on the part of
tho people down there, to enter the Cana-
dian Confederacy.

Lord Dusraven's speech at Cardiff is
frank enough, but it is not satisfuctory. It
makes an unpleasant matter, still more un-
pleasant, and gives the impression that
while His Lordship is of the same mind as
he was before, and is ready to make the
same charges, he is quite unable to prove
them. It is a great pity that delay has
occurred in this matter. The very time
that the d-ception wis made knowu to
Lord DuNBAVEN, was the time when the
question sheuld bave been investigated
and disposel of. His Lordship was ap-
plauded by his friends at the banquet.
The New York Yacht Club will probably
now be heard from in reply. Butitis a
bad business from beginning to end, and
will injure international yacht racing in
the future.

The masterly speech of Attorney-General
Cascralx in tho House of Assembly, the
other day, upon the Code of Civil Pro-
cedure, is being pretty eaergetically dis-
cussed by the members of the Bar, the
notaries and others, OQur full report of
his remarks puats his argument before the
people clearly and directly. The Code
went into operation at the date of Con-

-federation, and since then, as Mr. Cas-

cralx ably pointed out, industries, com-
merce, means of transporiation, &o.,
bad all, advanced. To keep pace with
the progress of the times, our judi-
cial system had been improved little by
little, and the period had now arrived,
when it was only natural that the Code
should, to some extent, be amended. Over
four huodred amendments had been
made, and with the legal judgments inter-
preting the different articles of the Code,
formed an enormous miss of matter, to
which referencs kud to be made to dis-
cover the true rales of procedurs. Mr,
Casarary quoted in strength of his views,
the opinions of many men of mark and
learning, such as Lareav, Jerre, Lor-
rary, Wem, Larve, Davivsoy, Seric-
say, Bervor, Rousssav, Lamssez, Lor-
avaer, Dourre, Macooxatp and Can-
rigr. He analysed the Code and its
faults, and requiremsants, and presented
as admirable a case in support of his
measure, as could bo mwdo out. An ex-
collent Select Committee wis appointed
to consider the reports made by the Com-
mission for the revising of the Code of

Procedure.

The inhabitants of Levis are moving
with the times, it appears. They want
improvements and must have them. Cer-
tainly, the Railway Station over there is
quite inadequate to give the accommoda-
tion required by travellers. Whea only
one or two railways arrived there, and
business had not reached its present
volume, perhaps, the station answered
he purpose very well. But matters have
changed since then, materinlly, and the
trafic has increased enormous'y. The
other day an important meeting of the
Levis Chamber of Commercs was held,
under the presidency of Mr. Durre.

Among the leading citizens present
were Messrs., L. N. CARRIER,

Eriesye Dussavir, Piesre Rosrraie,

Dastase Larye, C. Danveav, CHARLES
Samsoy, Davio Rov, J. B. Micnavn,
Arserr Lameeer, Joseen E. Roy, L. E.
Covrure, M. Fervaxp, J. E. Mercier
and many others. It was an enthusinstie
meeting, and many arguments were pro-
posed in favour of a large, commodious
union station. It was unanimously
decided to memorial'zs the Minister of
Railways and Canals on the subject, with
the view of having h'm move in the
matter, the large increass in the business
of the Intercolonmal Railway, being urged
in behalf of the scheme. The meeting was
very harmonious, and the impression was
that the Government would accede to the
wishes of the people. Interviews will
likely fo'low between the Board and the
Quebee Central Railway authovities, and
possibly the Grand Trunk people will be
spoken to also,

TENANTS' FIXTURES.

The case of Argles vs. McMath is at
present being argued before the Court of
Appeal. This is the ease in which Chan-
cellor Boyd gave judgment declaring that
a tenant could not take away with him, on
leaving the premises, fixtures, like gas
brackets, putin by him during his tenancy.
The judgment of the Chancellor created a
great furore, as it affected every house-
holder and shopkeeper in the city, and
there was an immediate outery for legisla-
tion to save the tenant from the clutches
of his landlord. In response to this cry
for help the Ontario Legislature passed an
act at its last session declaring that atenant
might take away all such fixtures on leav-
ing his house or shop. But in the mean-
time thecase of Argles vs. McMath had
been appealed to the Divisional Court, and
Chief Justice Armour decided that the
Chancellor was wrong, and that a tenant
could, on leaving the premises, “‘or within
a reasonable time thereafter,” remove fix-
tures placed by him in the house. From
this judgment an appeal is now being
argued before the Court of Appeal.

4t will be seen that the dispute has been
robbed of much of its importance by rea-
son of the legislation referred to. But it
will be noticed that the act says nothing
about the tenant being given “‘a reasonable
time” in which to remove his fixtures, a
very important element in many cases.
The act simply says that on leaving the
premises the tenant may take with him his
fixtures. DBut, if the judgment of Chief
Justice Armour is sustained, the tenant
may not only do so on leaving, but *“‘with-
in a reasonable time thereafter,” so that
tenants wlll not have to resort to the
act at all to obtain relief, the judgment of
tI:}e court being much wider.—Loronto

Year after
year they departed, lingering for a moment
at the gate to say farewell to college friends,
the bond with whom they vowed to preserve,
but whom they were never to see agsin, then
stepped forth into the chances and perils of
lif=, while the shadow on the college dial
moved on its unceasing round.”

Tho French and German Armies.
( From the Saturday Review. )

The knowledge that France would fly at
Germany’s throut as soon as it seemed sufe
to do so has b:en a permanent factor in all
international bargainicgs an- controversies ;
the terror that some untoward accident might
precipitate the always-threatened conflict,
even agrivst the desires sud best judgmeot of
the combatants, has never ceased Lo haunt
the imagioations of men. If this prolonged
anxiety has strained the nerves of onloskers,
what must have been the tension apon the
peoples directly oed ! Statisti.s afford
some slight conception of the material bur-
dens which they have been forced to bear.
When ths war ended, for instance, the Ger-
mans had 570,000 troops of all arms on
French territory.

To day the peace footing of the regular
French army, without counting gendarmerie
or any reserves, actually exceeds by 30,000 the
total muster of the Germauns at the time of

J their triumph. The prezent standing army

of the German Empire, being formed on the
theory of a defensive force, is a trifle smaller.
It has only 585,000 men uader arms. These
figuces are too vast to convey realities to the
mind. The fact may be made a little clearer
by saying that the Freuch and German peo-
ples together hare now some 800,000 more
professional fighting men in active service
than they found it necessary to maiatain be-
fore the war of 1870. Yt this, too, fails to
give an adeqnate ides of the tremeadous
sacrifices which both nations have been com-
pelled to make, year after year, throughout
this dreary quarter of a century.

Tho Fast steamship Service.

At a recent political meeting at Conning-
ton, the Hor, Mr, Foster is reported as l.ﬁ-
lows : —

**Mr. Foster pointed ont that no coantry
ever became great without possessing lines of
foreign commerce, and the Government had
given themsclves up to the development of
Canadian commerce with other countries by
subsidizing steamship lines to Australia, the
West Indies, and other countries, and par-
ticularly devoted themselves to establishing
between the Dominion and the Mother Coun-
try a fust line of steamers, which should be
equal to the prowess and credit, and com-
mercial and travelling veeds of this country.
In the furtherance of this, and the construe-
tion of a Puacific cable, Canada was assisted
by the Mother Country anid the other colo-
nies. The Liberals, however, oppused such
successise efforts forthe improvement of trade
and luughed at the Intercoloaial Conference
and the proposed Jsteamsiip service. Lord
Jeriey,” continned Mr. Foster, *‘reported to
the British Government ia favor of the resolu-
tions of the couference for this line of com-
maunication, and did you see this morning's
papers ?  Iu the Globe, in the Mail and Em
pire, io all the great dailies, there appeared
u cablegram from Londor, stating that it was
ascertuined, from authoritative sources, that
the British Government had resolved to sub-.
sidiza that line of Imperial communication—
(loud applause) —and I stand here to-night to
say that I belicve very thoroughly this cable-
gram stated the exact truth, and that with
British aid added to Canadian and Auastra-
lian, there will soon be a line of commuuica-
tiou from Australia to Liverpool itself, both
by cable and telegraph, and ste.mship, which
will be an houor and o benefit, and more
than that, a conlinuously growing bond of
union between the Kmpire and the outlying
porta, stretching hands to each other across
thie continent, tie porthern half of which is
owned and has been developed by Canads,
and which has thus pe:formed aa  Imperial
service to the Empire, while doing an autual
service to its own people,”

CAPTALIN SIMON WRIGHT FLOOD.

Captain Simon Wright Flood, General
Agent, Norwegian Uuaderwritiog Clabs, for
the United States and Canads, and for many
years a successful ship master trading to the
port of Quebee, where he made many friends,
died at the Roosevelt Hospital, New York,
on Wednesday, the 20th instant, from the
effects of an operation. He was born in Nor-
way, in 1838, studied for the mioistry in his
youth, and his health failing, be took to the
sea and followed it for twenty-eight years,
working his way up to the command of large
vessels on long voyages. He was appoiated
representative of Norway at the International
Marine Conference for promoting safety at
sea, which was convened at Washington on
the iavitation of President Cleveland, in 1839,
For his services King Christian IX., of Den-
mark, created him a Knight of Daneborg,
He leaves a widow, two sous and two daugh
ters.

Iamglad to beable toeay that the de
tachment of police that you seot us were
fully equal to the oceasion. They were at all
times calm, cool anid above all, brave. They
knew how to accomplish their diflicult and
delicate duties with discernment and dignity.
All appears in perfect order now at Lowe,
and it is due to the promptitude with which
you and Hon, Judge Alexandre Chauvesn
acted in placing your ail end your services
at our disposal. The commandant of the
military district, at my request, and above
all at the production of your telegram
apropos of the militia, hastened to send a
military force to the country.

much exceeding the production during the same
months in 1884, The report is devoted chiefly
to recommendations for the repeal of many of
our navigation laws of the last century, which
were copied verbatim by the earliest Congresses
from the laws of King George 111 of Fngland.

History of Canada.
THE COMMITTEE ON MANUSCRIPTS HAS MADE
ITS SELECTION,

(Montreal Gazette.)

The Committee appoiuted to examine the
manuscripts of the several authors, who were
willing to compe:e for the prizes offered to
the three best works under the above title,
has selected the one whicn seems to them to
meet the requirements of their programme,
and it is likely that the book will be published
next spring,

The division of matters belonging to each
Province and each successive period has been
carefnlly made, in order to treat, in brief,
the small or secondary events and give more
room to the important facts. All the events
of the past are explained philosophically, in
plain language, short geniences, and short
paragraphs.  Any child, from ten to fifteen
years old, will easily grasp vhe subject thue
put before him. Fire illustrations, of a new
and most comprehensive character, will help
the pupil in his stndy. The main features of
the history of the Dominion are explained in
a clear manner, such as the Constitution of
1791, that of 1841, the Ashburton treaty, the
creation of the municipal system—all that a
boy must know to be able to pull throngh
life, without saying nonsense or swallowing
wrong information. The period of the last
thirty years tukes abont one.quarter or one-
third of the whole work because it is really
the most abundant in remarkable doings, and
the one we need more to know for the pyr-
pose of every day life. It has often been said
that the history of the seven or eight Pro.
vincew, which form our Confederation, is too
vast a ficld for a school book, but all depends
on the way the work is conducted. If the
main facts only, with neat explanations are
given, the book may be made very small.
Altogether, 400 pages offer ample room for a
good deal more than dry facts, and justice
can be done to every one of the Provinces
without eansing any confusion in the mind of
a young student,

IMPORTANT DEPUTATION OF WORKINGMEN.
To Wait Upon the Government this Morning.

The members of the Governmeut will re-
ceive this morning, at 11.30, an important
deputation of workingmen, consisting of the
following : —

Messrs, Patrick J. Jobin, Elward Little,
H. Laforce Langevin, John Kipling, Delphis
Marsan, Felix Murois, John Scott, T. St.
Pierre, Edward Jackeon and Vietor Tardif.
Amongst other things that the attention of
the Government will be directed to by the de-
putation, are the following points covered by
the resolutions adopted by the Trades and
Labor Congress of Canada at its last meet-

ing i —

'{. That this Congress places itself on re-
cord as ngainst the seizure of wages, and re-
questing that a law exempling wages from
;izure be pussed by the Legislature of Que-

C.

2. That the Quebec Government be re-
quested to pass an Act, or 8o amend existing
laws dealing with the subject of wages, pro-
viding that all employees shall in future be
paid weekly and in the current money of the
Dominion. 3
3 That this Congress condemn the barbar-
ous and inhuman law known as the Master
and Servants Act, as applied in the cities of
Montreal and Quebee, and which permits a
brutal employer to assault snd inflict bodily
punishment without affording any legal pro-
tection to the servant,

4. That the Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada request the Legislature of Quebec to
g0 amend the Factory Act as to prohibit any
overtime work in the shoe manufactories
except by special permission of the Factory
Inspectors ; and that the Executive Com-
mittee be instructed to have this question
brought before the Legislalure at its first
session.

5 That the Legislature of Quebec be peti-
tioned to totally prokibit all manual labor
by children under fourteen years of age.

6 That the Quebec Legislature be re-
quested to appoint & Factory Inspector for
the Ottawa district.

7. That the Quebec Government be re-
quested to notify the Factory Inspectors that
they shall inspect all shops employing five
persons or more, which duty has not been
performed up to the present.

8. That it be an instruction to the Execu-
tive Committee of the Congress to urge upon
the Quebeec Government the desirability of
Provincial Building and Scaffolding lnspectors
being appointed.

9. Tnat Quebeec Legis'ature be petitioned
to facilitate and render less expensive the
incorporation of benefit and labour protective
unione.

10. Whereas, the masses are interested in
and bear their portion of the expenditure of
all municipal moneys ; therefore be it re-
solved that it be an instruction to the Kxecu-
tive Committee to petition the Legislature of
the Provinecs to so alter or amend the Muni-
cipal Act of the Provinces as to allow the
entire electorate of municipalitics to vote on
all money hy-laws,

11. That whereas the succeesion after death
tax is recognized as a step in the direction of
justice ; be it therefore resolved, that in the
opinion of this Congress the principle in the
snccession tax should be extended so as to
provide by law that u progressive tax system
should apply in the ussessment of real estate
aud personalty.

12. That in the opinion of this Congress,
pending the abolition of the existing contract
system, it is expedient on all Government and
municipal contracts (Dominion, Provincial
or Municipal), and in the best interest of the
lnbouring classes as a whole, to insert in
every coutract for any public work made and

evormous extent, that a clause be inserted in
every contract fixing the hours of labour at
eight per day, this to be the maximum and
not to be exceeded.

13. That Provinciul Legislatures be peti-
tioned to pass an Act preventing the employ
ment of labour in carrying on soy tratlic on
Sunduy not shown to be absolutely necessary.
14. That the following resolutions be taken
into consideration by this Congress : —The
French-Cavadisn Typos of Montreal ener-
getically protest against the granting of sub-
ventions by the Government to certain com-
munities of the city of Montreal and other
places, as these communitics make a disloyal
competition aguinst the printing industries;
they further protest aginst the exemptions
from taxation (Provincial and Munic'pal) thut
they enjoy ; they further protest sgaintt the
privilege and monopoly of printing aud echool
book selling wccord:d them ; they further
protest against the apprenticeship in the
printing trade given in the Rcformatory
to & number cof chiliren, when our
printing officesarealreadyovercrowded ; more-
over, such apprenticeship is voly » specula-
tion. We request that these children be
directed towards agriculture,

15. The [[contemplated amendments and
ameliorations to the Industrial Establish-
ments Act re Boilers and their Inspection as
set forth st greater Jength in the memorial
of Oct. 8th, 1895, addressed to the Houo. the
Prime Minister.

16. The amendments to the Civic Charters
of Quebec and Montreal re the aboliticn of
property qualification for councillors aand
aldermen,

17. Amend the Municipal Cods by the
addition of a clause depriving Municipalities
of the right to grant tax exempticus, bonuses
or subsidies Lo any person or persons for sny
object.
