This
mutter is purely of n'businéss charne-
ter, Tt js fop the rate payers to de-
cide whather such o subsidy will ben-
ofit . them pecuniarily, or in other
words—awhether it will pay.

Again, it may fuirly be questione:|
whather it iy a reasonable eall to muke
upon the different towns in the Coun-
ty. I urgo theso objections against it,
If'the enterprise 'is likely to secure
prafitable rveturns for the investors,
there should bs pg Jack of cupital to
carry it on, and consequently no need
that donations should be made te
swell the dividends of stockholders. .

If it is not to prove a paying busi-

ness, it would certninly be foolish for
Stanstead, or any other town to throw
nwyy money on o losing venture. If
it can go alone it needs po help—if it
ennnot it will fail when the help is no
longer extonded. [t is said, however,
that to aid this project, will' give Lhe
townships n market for their produce
and thus return moro thun an equiva-
lent for tho subsidy voted, But is
this true 7 How is the scheme work-
ing?
The Company assume to slaughter
100 animals por day. What kind are
thoy'killing ? As I understand, they
ave mostly yoarlings and two year old
cattle that are not fut, in fact, .what
are ‘storo cattle,” nud that even ealves
two or three days old, ape worked up
in their shambles | Is it such a mar-
kot that the poople are rolicited to cx-
tablish? Why, it would ruin the
country. to furnish this class of nni-
mals that will not’sell as beef, for the
cost of raising, And if the young
cattle are drained off in this way,
where are these to be futtened for
beof to come from? It would soon
happen that the puerile punishment
which the Company is reporied to
hayo threatened to visit upon Hatloy
for voting against p grant—i. e. not to
purchase any of their (slippery) beet,
would aceruo to their advantage, for
tho rest of the county would be
obliged to go to Hatley to replenish
their own exhausted stocks.

I thinl, Mr. Tditor, that the rate-
payers of Stanstead will do best to
lot. this enterpriso be tested by its
own ability to succced, or to rospect
a familiar but pertinent proverb, “lot
every tub stand on'its own bottom.”

Mr. Carr and the Cashior immediate-
ly proceeded to the room where but a
fow seconds before the former hul left
his box and the stranger, and wero
astounded to discover that in  the
meantime both had disappeared. The
alarm wus at once given, bnt nn trace
of the bold thief could be found, and
as Mr. Carr was unnble to give any
aceurate description of him, it 1= some-
what doubtful if he will be captured.

The stalen box contained $7,000 in
Government bonds which are negotin-
ble, but the remainder of the securi-
ties consisted of railrond stocks and
shares in different corporations.

How ro Use A Deap Homse.—A
‘dead horse or other animal should be
skinned, and ronghly cut vp into as
many small 51eoes as possible. A
plot of ground a few rods square
should then be plowed deeply, and the
carcass thrown upon the soil in the
centre of the ploughed ground. Some
freshly dry-slacked lime should“then
be scattered upon the heap, so as to
cover it thinly but wholly. The loose
earth is then heaped over it, a foot in
depth, and the pile covered with
boarrs, so that dogs cannot get at the
heap and tear it np. If the least
smell is perceived, moro earth should
be thrown upon the heap. In three
montha the heap may be dug over or
turned over with the plough, anl well
mixed.” The bones that coonot be
broken ap shonld be taken from the
heap, and “the fine matter will be
worth at least §20 per ton, to use in
the hill for corn. The larger bones
may be broken np and buried- among
the roots of grape vines or fruit trees.

The horse had three pails
of water, four quarts of oats, two
quarts small potatoes, and two quarts
of corn extira every ilay he worked,

He says: Thirty
yeurs no wheat was harvested till
tully ripe; consequently tho starch
and glaten in sll wheat sown, being
perfectly granulated, was taken up or
absorbed' by the growing plant, giving
it ¥igor and vitality, leaving the bran
outside, clear and clean. Weewil,
chinch bug and winter-killed wheat
were yet unknown, and Genesee wheat
or flour stood at the head of the class.
Genesee wheat or flour was first com-
plained of in 1845, and the same and
only complaint, viz., “Yoor wheat
and flour works soft and sticky,”
stands against it to this day. Farm-
ers have continued to sow this unripe
wheat year after vear, the growing
plant taking up what starch and glu-
tengranuldted, leaving the rest to rot,
and the plant, robbed of its natural
source of vitality, is loft too weak to
winter, or to fall a prey to Insects—
and this degenerated productis again
sown to go its annual round of dete-
rioration.

The al-
paca can then be made into suits, and
the all wools used for trimming with
good effect. :
Faded drab or slate colors can be re-
atored by saving the grounds and slops
of the teapot until you have a pailful;
boil in clear water, and finish same as
the black.

The
man who patronizes the cheese facto-
ry creamery considers he is not get-
ting his just dues unless somo result
ba obtained for the milk he delivers to
the manafuetnrer.  But: examine the
method the first named dairymen pur-
with his cows in all its dotails,
and then that followed by most pat.
rons of & fuctory. It makes no differ-
ence with the former weather it is
haying time or husking time, the cows
are attended to as regularly ns the
hands of the clock move; while with
tho latter a threatening shower will
keep a poor mistress cow patiently
waiting one, two and often three hours
behind her usual timo of being re-
lieved from the labor of the day, fill-
ing her udder to itz utmost capacity,
and then, in a hurry, some dog is sent
to induce haste at the last moment.
It iz not possible that persons who
practice this last mode of handling

Tue VALUE oF Asues.—Among Lhe
most valuable substances for the com-
post heap, where the farmer has fore-
sight to make such work a part of the
bustness ot his farm, there are none
that take precedence to ashes. Wood
ashes ot aleinda are valuable, and in
the burning of logs, stumpg and brush

gathered and put in the manure heap
instead of being leftin the place they
aro made to monlder away without
any benefit whatever to the farm. In
fuct the ashes made in cleaving up
a good many fields might Le made to
[;uy in part for the work of clearing,

y the greater value which they
wouald give to the manure. compost.
Hard-wood ashes contain of socluble
salts, which are leached out by water,
12 1-2 per cent. of which is ealled pot-
ash and goda, and 86 1.2 per cent of
residaum, which is known as leached
ashes. The 12 1-2 of potash contains
of pure potash and soda 68 per cent.
The balance is mostly carbonic acid,
and some sulphuric and muriatic
acid, the wholoe going to form the car-
bonate of potash, or the polash of com-
merce as it is usually sold in the
shops. The leached asbes besides con-
taining some potash, which is not car-
ried off by the leaching process, con
tains generally 70 ber cent. of lime, or
what would be called by the chemist
carbonate of lime, some phosphoric
acid, magnesia, silex, oxide of man-
ganese, and iron. The quality of
ashes obtaimed by burning hard woor
is nt the rate of 2.87 out of overy 100
parts of wood, The soft woods or pine
only yield to every 100 lbs. something
less than one pound of ashes, in which
thero is somewhat less limo, but about
the samo amount of potash,—XN. E.
Homestead.

No Woxper.—The Marietta, Ga.,
Journrl was told by a gentleman the
other day human spittle was as dead-
Iy to poironous snakes as their bites
were deadly to man, Ile says while
picking up a bnndle of straw and
trash under his arm, while clearing a
field, a ground rattlesnake, four fect
long, crawled out from it and fell to
the ground at his, feat.
