Nearly 2,000 United States 
bombers and fighters went out 
today, smashing fighter plane fac­
tories in Germany as a similar 
armada had done yesterday.

Sandwiched between these blows 
was a night assault on French rail 
junctions by more than 1,000 
R.A.F. and E.C.A.F. bombers, the 
heaviest force ever dispatched by 
the E.A.F. against occupied terri­
tory.

Eire Is Isolated 
By Security Move

London, April 19.—(®—Brit­
ain adop’.ed new security meas­
ures today to isolate neutral 
Eire as a potential Axis spy 
post, suspending shipping be­
tween Cork and Britain and cur­
tailing rail traffic between Nor­
thern and Southern Ireland.

Both measures, obviously link­
ed with Allied preparations for 
the forthcoming invasion of 
Western Europe, dealt a fresh 
blow to Eire’s already hard-hit 
economy. Suspension of Cork’s 
shipments bottled up one of 
Eire’s main outlets for livestock 
and agriculture produce.

The War Office declined to 
divulge the extent of reduction 
in rail service between Eire and 
Northern Ireland.

Trial Opens In

Cochrane, Ont., April 19.—JP)— 
Testimony that the four children of 
Mr. and Mrs. Walter Gillis died of 
asphyxia and that bottles of milk 
were frozen solid in the home the 
day the children died was given yes­
terday during the first day’s pro­
ceedings of the trial of the parents 
on charges of manslaughter and neg­
lect in connection with the deaths 
of the children.

ITALIAN JUNTA 
IS EXPECTED TO 
BACK BADOGLIO

Conference with Leaders 
of Six Italian Political 
Parties Will Likely Clear 
Troubled Atmosphere.

Naples, April 9.—iff’) — Premier 
Marshal Pietro Badoglio will come 
here from the seat of government to 
confer tomorrow with leaders of the 
six Italian political parties, it was 
announced today, amid indications 
that the hitherto rebellious junta 
would accept his proposed composi­
tion of a coalition war government.

The Marshal has encountered con­
siderable opposition from party 
loaders over personnel of the new 
cabinet, and there was widespread 
pessimism last night on his chances 
of breaking the political stalemate, 
but politicians expressed belief to­
day ^hat the joint conference would 
clear the atmosphere.

While signs pointed to acceptance 
of the marshal’s stand, it was clear 
■some of its more anti-Bndoglio mem­
bers would agree reluctantly. They 
said the plan in effect gives five 
ministries to what they call the 
‘‘Badoglio group,” which they regard 
as tinged with Fascism.

Count Carlo Sforza, former Ita­
lian Foreign Minister, said ho would 
participate in such a government 
but only because he felt that if he 
remained out of the Cabinet opposi­
tion would crystallize around him. 
He did not desire this, he said, be­
cause of his “wish for Italian unity.”

Flans for the new Cabinet call for 
each of the six parties to be given 
one ministry and two under-secre­
taryships. Count Sforza, and Bene­
detto Croce, Italian philosopher and 
political leader, and possibly Giulio 
Rodino, of the Christian Democrat 
Party, are to be ministers without 
portfolio.

Marshal Badoglio is to remain as 
Premier and Foreign Minister.

In the subsequent 
German bombardmemt of Warsaw 
another 75,000 living quarters were 
destroyed.

In addition to losing more than 1,- 
000 dead and wounded the Germans 
suffered heavy losses in factories 
burned out by the Jews, Ghetto 
fighters included boys of 13, many 
of whom were killed in the fighting.

Tho report said that as late as 
the end of June, 1943, a 13-year-o!d 
boy arrived at the headquarters of 
the Jewish organization outside 
Warsaw with a note from the city 
dated June 10, showing that some 
sign of life remained in the cata­
combs beneath the ghetto.

The only case to be heard in 
Superior Court today was a Court 
action taken by Laura Godfrey Val- 
lieres against the St. Vincent de 
Paul Hospital for the sum of $2,500 
for injuries and incapacitation suf­
fered as a result of a fall in the 
hospital in August, 1942.

The plaintiff alleges that, while 
leaving the hospital after visiting a 
patient, she slipped on the hardwood 
floor, suffering a severe fracture of 
the thigh-bone. She claimed that the 
floor was excessively waxed, and 
that a bottle of wax was still on the 
floor, and that the condition of the 
surface made it impossible to avoid 
slipping.

As a result of the fall, the 
plaintiff was confined to hospital for 
eighty-four days, and was able to 
do only light work up till last July. 
A housemaid, the plaintiff asked for 
$675 for loss of pay during forty- 
five weeks.

The defendant claimed that the 
accident could easily have been 
avoided and that the accident was 
due to carelessness on the part of 
the plaintiff. Judgment will be 
rendered later.

BAN LIFTED ON 
PUBLICATION OF 
SYDNEY PAPERS

Australian Press, Armed 
with High Court Injunction, 
Resumes Printing After 
One-Day Suspension by 
Censorships Authorities.

Sydney, Australia, April 19.—((R)— 
Sydney newspapers, armed with a 
High Court injunction, reeumed pub­
lication yesterday after a one-dlay 
suspension caused by censonsihip 
authoritaieH, and one printed a sharp 
plea for “your freedom to read, 
think and write,”

The Hi gib Court Monday pro­
hibited censors from interfering 
with publication of six papers_ whose 
week-end editions were confiscated 
because they contained an article 
relating to “misunderstandings 
abroad.”

The confiscated paper» were the 
Sydney Daily Telegraph, the Sydney 
Morning Herald, the Sydney Sun, 
the Sydney Mirror, the Melbourne 
Herald and the Adelaide News.

High Court Judges commented 
during the preliminary hearing yes­
terday that the stories suppressed 
contained nothing prejudicial to the 
public safety or the defence of the 
Commonwealth, or of value to the 
enemy. The suit to test the legality 
of the censor’s action will be heard

’riday.
The Daily Telegraph devoted four 

nd one-half pages today to a chro- 
ological story of events leading up 
o the dispute, which became so 
eated crowds of students gathered 

n the streets yesterday shouting 
Gestapo!” and in Sydney Univer­
ity’s Union Hall they chanted 
Freedom of the press lies amould- 
ring in the grave.”
