Loxbox, June 24,—Varjous rumors are pub-
lished that the authorities bave arranged for
the embarkation of tm? at Gibraltar and
Malta for the protection of the Suez Cunal in
case of necessity.

The *Chester”’, a tank vessel, has been or
dered to the Mediterranean, The Adwiralty now
deem it desirable to guard the Buez Canal by a
number of small, dwf t gunboats, instead of by
two large war-ships, as originally intended.

CoxsTANTINOPLE, June 24.—The proceed-
ings of the conference are conducted in secret.
Count Corti, the Italian Ambassador presides.
A long session was held yestorday.

Oomrun-rmo June 25.—Coumt Corti,
who over the couference, expressed to
the lorte regret thnt Turkey took no part in
the conference. He said the deliberations
would be attended with results to Turkey.
Constantinople had been chosen as the place
of mee in order to easily obtain the Portc’s
views. This communication produced a good
impression on the Porte. The conference sat
to-day and the sovereign rights of the Sultan
over Egypt were discussed aud coutirmed.

ALEXANDEIA, June 25.—The Sultan has
conferred the Order Medjidie of the first-class

' Arabi Pasha and presented the Khedive
ﬂamuvemr of dianionds. Ragheb Pasha
contradicts the report that the Sucz Canal is in
danger. The Khedive will hold a grand re-
ception on Monday, the anniversary of his
accession. It is reported Egyptian troopsare
constructing earthworks alung the coast betwoen
Ramleh and Aboukir.

ALEXANDRIA, June 25.—Last
chief engineer who has churge of the puwps
supplying the canal carrying water to Alexan-
dria, arrived here,having been driven by threats
of the natives and Bedounins to abandon the
works. He reports only five days coal lor the
engines. There is utter incapac ity on the part
of the natives who coutinue to work, conse-
quently Alexandria may be deprived of water.
"T'he reports from the interior confirm that the in-
crease of fangticism on the partof the patives
is principally directed agninst the Enghsh.
The insulting demeanor ot the populstion is
augmenting hourly, and there are fears of an
immediate renewal of the tminult. It is hikely
the Cairo water works will also stop on account
of the European engineers flceing. The new
ministers are at their wits' end and know not
what to do, and are searching all round for
support. The religious Sheik who has been
serving as intermediary in the negotiations be-
tween the Sultan and Arabi, has been author-
ized to inform Arabi that Iu.ll immunity will
be granted him for his past conduct. .

ALEXANDRIA, June 24,—The position of the
¥ Khedive is considered very dangerous. It 1s
believed he will be.arrested at the first sign of
foreign occupation. Arabi says that as soon
as o foreign enemy actually lands troops in
Fgypt, it will be his duty to fight until the
last drop of blood is shed.

" Numbersof Arabs are starving. A crpwd
went to Arabi Pasha's house on Satnrday
and asked for bread. Arabi told them to go
away.

ALEXAXDRIA, June 24.—The Khedive has
written thé President of the Council re-
capitulating recent events in Eaypt which
the Khedive describes @as deplorable.  Not-
withstanding his sssurances forcigners coun-
tinue to -abandon ypt. Commercial af-
fairs are at a stanstill, specie being hastily
withdrawn. There is a complete absence of
credit and enormous loss is thus caused to the
country. He declares that astrict and search-
ing inquiry must be held, and commands Rag-
heb Pasha to eprnestly consider the best means
of finding out the causes that have led to the
catastrophe in Alexandria which might have
been avoided by timely measures.” He urges
Ragheb to discover the names of the promoters
of the riot and their accomplices with a view 1o
severe punishment. The Khedive says it is ab-
solutely necessary that measures be taken for
the re-establishment of friendly relations be-
tween natives and Europeans for the mainte-
nance of otder and the resumption of business
on which the prosperity of the country de-
pends.

Tuxis, June 24.—Events in Egypt are re-
awakening the agitation among the Arabs of
Tunis and Tripoli.

I%EI.Lm, June 25.—It is understood that
England is resolved to assume the responsibility
of protection to the Suez canal, not ouly in the
name of British interests but in the interests
of all civilized commereial nations.

Loxpox, June 26.—The newspapers this
maorning, under the heading ‘“English War P're-
parations,’’ give great prominence to orders
from the Admiralty for the immediate nnder-
taking of the ironclad ¢¢ Hotspur,” prepara-
tions for the immediate embarkation of marines
and getting ready some troopships.

BavtiMonk, June 24,—The grain handlers
struck this morning for an advance of 25
cent payffor unloading grain-laden vessels,
They have been receiving 80 cents per 100
bushels, The receivers of grain refused the de-
wmand.

New York, June 24,—Merchants seem to
have given up all hope of shipment of goods
until the strike of freight handiers has ended.
Very few trucks are waiting to-day along the
river front to discharge freight.  The general
1mpr'_5r. on is that coruorauous intend to main-
taiu the present situation until the 1st of July,
when freight charges will be advanced to about
twice the present rates, A prominent Tailroad
official said to-day that there is no alternative
for the railroad companies but to submit to the
demsmds of the strikers. 1t is estimated that
one million pounds of butter have been
spoiled while under the care of the New
York Central Railway.  Great loss will also
be sustained in the same manner by the Erie
Railway.

switchmen employed by the Eric Company on
the ,west side Bergin Hill and Weehawken
branch have joined the strikers. This will
put a complete stop to the movement of freight
tmins on the road, and cut off the supplies of
the Weehawken Oil Works. A committee has
been appointed to go to Newburgh and other
places to prevent men from unloading barges
sent from New York. The stnikers have adopt-
ed a resolution not to interfere with the stock,

JErseEY CiTY, June 24.—There were appre-
hensions of trouble this morning on account
of the strike ot longshoremen and freight
handlers, and the entire police force are on
duty. The Fourth Legiment has been or-
dered to be ready to move at a moment’s no-
tice. A large body of strikers started for the
Erie Railroad yard, but learning that the police
were there in full force, stayed away. The strik-
ers, however, went to the Pennsylvania Co.'s
vard, where all the men at work joined them.
One thousand strikers then took possession of
the yards of the Jersey Ceuntral Railway.
Fighty policemen have been sent there. Calls
for police protection are pouring into head-
quarters from all directions. The Pennsyl-
vania Railroad swear in three hundred speciak
policemen this afternoon. Strikers are so far
very orderly ; they simply invite the workers
to join them.

THE “ JEANNETTE ' SEARCII,
A Pespatch From Lient. Melville,

New Yorg, June 25.—The Herald has a
despatch from Melville, dated Yakutsk, April
10th, stating that he searched the coast from
River Alanek to River Janabut, and found no
traces of the second cutter or Chipp's party,
and fears they never reached coast.
Melville is now en rowte to Irkntsk. Last Win-
ter was terrible, Any number of natives were
lost, and frozen to death. He says :—*“When
I got into Burkoff last September not a man
was well in the boat, and only two were able to
walk. Theice in the river was thick enough to
stop the boat, yet ndt stroug enough to walk
upon. Long before I got to Bulun to see
Ninderman and Noros I fear my comrades’
troubles were over. I did all I counld in the
circumstances to get my people up the river
and relieve DeLong. 1 lost no time going to
Yakutsk or getting my party there, as all my
travel was done in the dead of Winter, when
work could not be done at Delta, and it was
necessary to get supplies for bprmg and Sam-
mer from Yakutsk."

taxation on the plea of religious or sdueation-
albenefit. While the law which exempts
property from taxation remains ia force, the
schools should certainly derive their legal
benefit from it. It is possible that their sup-
posed cxemption from taxation was taken
into account when the school rate was fixed.
But it should not be forgotten that the repeal
of the statutes regarding exemption from taxa-
tion would relieve the citizens of a burden far
more vast and weighty than that which
the proposed increase in the school mate will
impose.

says that folly a hundred miles were travelled.
Had the weather heen clear and no fog there
would be no difficulties enconntered. At times
the fog was 50 dense that the lookout man could
not be seen by those on the deck of the vessel,
and the eaptain ordered that the teroperature
of the water be taken every few minutes to dis-
cover the proximity of the ice. On Monday the
temporature of the sea fell to forty degrees,
when the engines. were na[vped !or six hours,
after which the steamer owly

Celebration of fthe French-Canadian

$ Naitonal Fete-Day. |

The French Canadisu . National fete of Bt. Jesn-
Baptiste was celebrated this morning with great
eclat. The fm for ' size and perfection of
delail excolled those of many preyious ycars.
The cars representing the various trades wers
tastefully umnfad. “and the  actors
seemed to  heartily enter  into the . spirit

vexatious Ilal%:,
everything oflf smoothly. o
weathor was all that could be desired, a slight
wind causing a delightfulJcoolness. The strosts
along the line of march were gayly decorated
with flags, banners, bunting, green bonghs and
oceasional arches. St. Lawrenee strect was very
noticeable,  presonting a ‘beautiful appearance.
The maple leaf was to bo seen everywhere, in
button-hole and hat-band, real and artifieial, em-
blasoned oun bu;m; and regalia. Larpe crowds
began to erin the streots as early as 6 o'olock,
and by ﬁi’ timo. the procession moved off,
the sidewalks and’ every window offering a view
werp filled with sightseers.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROCESSIUN.

. The various sections comprising the procession
began to gather on and about the Champ do Mars*
2t 7.30, and shortly after 8 o’clock the advanco
guard moved off. First came the St. Cunegonde
sectipn of St. Jean Baptiste Society, headed by a
band and preceded a standard oarry-
ing the magnificent banner of the Socicty. Then
followed an imitation locomotive drawing 'a
colony of tinsmiths, the potters end boi}
makers, the firo brigado of the - parish, winding
up with the litile representative of 5t. John the
Baptist with the usual snow white lamb.
Sectiop 2 comprited the parish of Sacre-Cecur, |
and was made up of school boys, a car gontain-
ing bair dressers, and others, with shocmakers,
grain merchants, leather dressers and eigar
makers, all engaged in their several vocations.
The next seclion came from St. Jean Baptiste
village, and was headed by the Princo of Wales’
bard, followed by tho Fire Brigude. A caleche,
containing an old Aabitant and his wife, clothed
in homespun, exeited much merriment. A car
full of Indiang was very well gotten up. Then
followed a car conveyiog a number of boys per-
sonating Jacques Cartier, Christophor Columbus,
1 Am erican Indian, and John the Baptist, each
imappropriate dress. Little St. John the ist
was attended by two guardian angels,in the form
of two boys'of about eight years, who were d?.ned
in white. and provided with very material
looking wings. One of these angolic (?) person-
ages, when observed by Twr Srtam reporter, was
engaged in the uncelestial habit of smoking a
cigarette. The St. Gabriel fire brigade next hove
in sight, followed by a car filled with men en-
gaged in fuiling oloth after a very primitive
mode, by beating and malling in a large. rough-
bewn trough. A brace of fiddlers were soated in
the rear and occasionally struek up a lively air
when a country looking eouglo would immedinte-
ly proceed to executo a double shufle with old-
timo vigor.

Without entering too much into particulars, the
remainder of the procession was in the following
order:—Sections of St. Gabriel, St. Paul, St.

THE MEMORY OF MAZZINI. — GExoa,
June 23.-—There was an immenss concourse of
visitors, deputations, socicties, bands, banners
and manifestoss here yesterday. A huge pro-
cession formed at the appointed station on the
Viadi Milano. The municipal representatives
were in gala costume, and there were 500 asso-
ciations, with flags and thirty bands, around
the ample piazor corvetta surrounding Mazzini's
monument. At half-past two the trumpets
sounded and the white veil fell amid immense
cheering. The sculptor Costa was cnthu-
siastically applanded. Around the monumient
were placed plants, flowers and poles,
bearing the portraits of Mazzini's principal
friends and companions. The banner of ** Italia
Irridenta " was shown for a momrnt, but dis-
appeared without causing amy disturbancs of
order. Signor Anrelio Saffi, President of the
Promoting Committce, made the speech pre-
senting the monument to the municipality.
The Mayor of Cenoa replied in acceptance ot
the trust, and invoked the glorious memory of
Cavour, Mazzini, Victor Emmanunel and Gari-
baldi. The Roman municipality was invited
to attend the ceremony, but requested a pro-
vincial deputy to represent Kome. Mazzini
was proclaimed a Roman citizen in 1849, but
his bust is not yet allowed on the Pincian

cnade nor placed in t" e Capitoline Gallery
of illustrious ltalians, nor received in the Santa
Croce at Florence.

A Bloody Tragedy on Board the American
Ship * Freeman Clarke.»

The New York papers of Juue 18 give
details of a bloody occurrence on board a ship
which reached that port last week. She was
the American vessel * Freeman Clarke,” and
her eaptain, James 8. Dwight, was murdéred
at sea on May 27 by #wo Malays who were act-
ing as cook and steward of the vessel.

Onthe night of the 36th of May, Friday,
Second Mate Lowry le ptain Dwight asleep
in his cabin about 5 o’clock in the morning.
