Council offices willed and filled

THE offices of mayor
and aldermen in
many municipalities are
sought, fought and even
bought.

In Westmount they are
simply willed and filled.

The Examiner long has
been a booster of the ex-
cellence of the adminis-
tration of Westmount —
the “best run city in Can-
ada.” The city is blessed
with an inexhaustible
store of talent among its
distinguished and lesser-
known citizens from
which to draw its Coun-
cil.

Over the years a
smooth, effective system
has evolved whereby the
Westmount Municipal As-
sociation recruits (wills)
citizens the city’s elective
posts and nominates —
fills the vacancies, almost

invariably by acclam-
ation.
If The Examiner has

been critical, it has been
over the fact that the sys-
tem is so slick that unless
citizens and ratepayers
interest themselves in the
WMA, they have little or
no expressed interest in
how the public affairs of
their city evolve, are
handled and resolved.

It doesn’'t make for
vibrant democracy—just
for excellent administra-
tion, so long as the sys-
tem works.

UR other beef, deliv-
ered each year
about this time when the
usual batch of acclama-
tions are declared, is that
once elected our solons
are prone to pay little
more than lip service to
the principle that public
business should be dis-
cussed in public. The real
work of our City Council
is, in fact, done by dis-
cussion in “committee of
the whole,” behind closed
doors. Divergent views—

and there must be some
among the men of exper-
ience, talent and imagi-
nation involved — are
beaten out in private,
Formal Westmount Coun-
cil meetings, the ones on
the public record and
open to the public, are
routine, stereotyped af-
fairs — very neatly pack-
aged and pre-settled but
for the wusually unani-
mous vote,

The system does little
to encourage the public,
particularly the local tax-
payers who pay for it all,
to interest themselves in
issues as they arise, to
contribute to their reso-

lution, or to concern
themselves in the out-
come.

The result: rezonings,
high-rise permits, swim-
ming pools in undesirable
locations which have to
be changed: such things
from time to time burst
upon unsuspecting and
uninformed affected citi-
zens. Even so, the ‘“sys-
tem” wusually weathers
the resultant storm,
which itself gets smooth-
ly abated.

THE other day The Ex-

aminer was accused in
a letter in The Montreal
Star of being the “mouth-
piece” of Council, in this
instance over the Selby
street citizens’ relocation.
In all the circumstances,
we attempt to report
what we can elicit from
City Hall — which all too
often isn't nearly enough.
If we are a “mouthpiece,”
which we deny, our alleg-
ed masters are both re-
luctant and inadequate in
blowing through us a
public trumpet.

Having once again
praised the city but not
the system, we are not at
all reluctant to congrat-
ulate Mayor Michael L.
Tucker upon his return

‘From Russia with Love’

Examiner publisher falks abouf
recent visit fo Soviet Union

The Soviet Union is
still to a great extent a
country of contrasts, John
W. Sancton, president of
the Canadian Weekly
Newspapers Association
and publisher of The
Examiner told Westward
Rotary Club last Thurs-

day.
True, as a member of a
VIP-type three-city tour of

Russia, Mr, Sancton admits
he may have been in a posi-
tion to see only one side of the
Soviet at times, but he be-
lieves his experience as a
trained observer and season-
ed traveller discouts attempts
at brain-washing,

He visited Russia with other
Canadians, on the inaugural
flight of Air Canada’s air-
link with Moscow via Copen-

hagen.
Says Mr. Sancton: ‘‘We were
royally treated — of course

I can’t really speak from the
viewpoint of an ordinary tour-
ist because of the special na-
ture of the trip, but there is no
doubt in my mind that the
Russians welcome all tour-
iStS."

“The country is hungry for
foreign exchange,” he added,
“and it has found in tourism
a quick and ready source of
income",

He was strongly critical of
those who look on a visit to
the Soviet Union with for-
bodeing.

He was amazed, he said,
that there are people who were
afraid if he went to Russia he
might not get back. On a visit
to New York shortly before
his flight to Moscow, he
lunched with a couple of Ame-
rican businessmen who actu-
ally believed he was joking
when he said he was going to
the USSR, and then were sin
cere in their actual regard for
his safety there,

Messrs. Daniel Doheny,
QC, and G. Ian Craig
upon becoming new
aldermen; by acclama-
tion, of course!

After eight days in Russia
— during which he visited
Moscow, Kiev and Leningrad
— Mr. Sancton admitted he
had preconceived notions about
the Soviet Union consider-
ably altered.

In Canada, he said, Russia
will be better known after
Expo — for the Russians are
bent on outdoing the United
States at the ‘big show’,

NEW WINDOWS

The Russians, he believes,
are opening new windows on
the west because they are
“‘scared stiff'” of the Chinese
and don’'t want to find them-
selves the meat in a sandwich.

And, he added, not only is
Russia looking for a rapport
with the west because of the
situation with China, but is
actively looking to increase
their foreign exchange pic-
ture. Tourists from Canada
offset purchases of Canadian
wheat.

With 10 members of the Fed-
eral Parliament in the party,
the takeoff was a joyous one,
Mr. Sancton related, and from
the moment of arrival,
throughout the trip TV came-
ras were trained on the party
at most times.

The trip across, he said, was
9 hours and 20 minutes with
a reception laid on when the
plane arrived in Moscow.

With the receiving party,
and attired in a kilt, was the
Canadian writer and poet,
Farley Mowat. The sight of
this international character,
with his frost-bitten knees,
was one of the incongruities
of the trip.

Touching on the beverages
at these affairs, Mr. Sancton
said there was plenty of cham-
pagne, white and red wine,
vodka and cognac. He found

the Ukranian vodka, with a
couple of red peppers in each
bottle, especially violent.

With the beverages, he add-
ed, the Russians frequently
serve chocolate éclairs, other
confections and fruits.

Moscow, Mr. Sancton said,
is a city with little private
motor car transport, the peo-
ple travelling on buses, and
the 100 miles of metro that
criss-cross the city. A new
hotel is opening in Moscow in
May — with 5,000 rooms.

In Kiev, women were doing
the snow removal and other
heavy work, and even laying
cobblestones. Mr. Sancton’s
guide (a charming young
woman) explained the women
preferred the tasks, since it
obtained higher wages for
them and earlier retirement
on pension.

Though the Nazis had de-
stroyed half of Leningrad dur-
ing the Second World War,
little, if any, sign of the dam-
age remains, Mr. Sancton said.

Russia, when he visited it,
was in a festive mood, Mr.
Sancton reported, celebrating
the 49th anniversary of the Re-
volution. Decorations were
everywhere and the special
lighting effects ‘rivalled
Christmas in Hampstead’’.

There was no restriction
whatever on cameras, he said,
except in Lenin’s Tomb, and
there he was disappointed with
the look of Lenin. The process
that is supposed to be keeping
the long-dead leader in ‘per-
petutity’ appears to be less
than perfect, he said, and
Lenin in the Tomb doesn’t look
as well as Lenin at Madame
Taussaud’s waxworks,

He was free to go where he
wished during the tour, he

6. All are cautioned to speak
low and be as quiet as possible
in the Reading Room.

(No comment)

7. Children are not allowed
to lend library books to one an-
other

Thank you very much,
gentlemen, Would you just
stand here, please. You can
be very helpful,

Noew, ladies and gentle-
men, most of you are prob-
ably much more familiar
with these Westmounters
than T am. But I might men-
tion that I remember M.
Drury when he was still in
short pants, long before he
moved into Westmount. And
curicusly 1 met Mr. Kerrvigan

The point in this. Because
