The arrival of Mgr. Falcnnio 
A|H»stolir Delegate, in Slierbi*tK>kt 
on Monday evening, was the seem 
of great rejoicing.

London, June 20.—morning—'Fhe 
Bloemfontein correspondent of the 
Daily Mail, telegraphing June 16, 
says that Lord Roberts is getting huts 
for 30,000 men and is arranging tran­
sport for a part of his army, although 
his plans are not to take effect im­
mediately.

The Daily Mail points out that it is 
quite possible the wires have again 
been cut in Lord Roberts’ rear as no 
despatch later than June 16 has been 
received.

The Boers are gatheiring in force 
front of General Bundle, near 

Ficksburg. His forces stretches forty 
miles.

The town guard of Walkerstroom 
has surrendered to the British, and 
several rifles of American manufacture 
have been handed in.

Lord Roberts reports that over 2,000 
stands of arms have been given up at 
Pretoria since the occupation of the 
capital. T hese will be utilized by the 
released British prisoners, of whom 
there are 143 officers and 3,039 men. 
Of the former, twelve, and of the latter 
248 are in the hospital.
BOTHA WILL NOT ACCEPT TERMS

London, June 10. Lord Roberts 
according to a Boer despatch from 
Machadodorp, sent a message to 
Commandant-General Botha June 
13, suggesting disarmament and 
complimenting the bravery'of the 
burghers. It was pointed out that 
the surrender would be without 
dishonor to the burghers, would 
prevent much suffering. General 
Botha asked for a six days’ armis­
tice in order to confer and con­
sider. Lord Roberts consented to 
five day's. Finally, General Botha 
declined the proposition and hos­
tilities were renewed.

The Boer commandoes are retir­
ing on Middleberg, followed by’ 
the British cavalry and artillery, 
occasional shells reaching the rear 
guards. The Boers are destroying 
the bridges and burning the veldt 
behind them, carrying off pro­
visions and cattle and lea^yig the» 
country' barren.

Advices from Machadodorp say 
that the Boers have an abundance 
of arms and ammunition with dy’- 
namite and oxen,*and that they 
are preparing heavy' waggon trains 
for a retreat to Ly denberg district 
where chiefs, notwithstanding ru­
mours to the contrary, are deter­
mined to make a stand.

Tin* Boers continue to work the 
Barberton mines, say’s a despatch 
from Lorenzo Marques, and there 
are eight carloads of bar-gold, 
valued at 5,000,000 sterling with 
President Kruger.

ONE CHANCE FOR KRUGER.
The Lorenzo Marc pies corres­

pondent of the Times, under yes- 
terday's date, says:—

“Judge Van Leuwen, who left 
Pretoria with a jiermit from the 
Military Government, is under­
stood to have been the bearer of a 
verbal message from tin* British 
authorities to President Kruger to 
the effect that, if he would sur­
render now, he would not be* sent 
out of tin* country. Van Leuwen 
was unable to see Mr. Kruger, but 
when ]>a>sing through Macvhado- 
dorp he told State* Secretary Kettz 
The latter scouted the idea of sur­
render.

“Mr. R. J. H. Fortuin, head of 
the Transvaal Secret Service, is 
taking to Kuropc very im|M)rtaut 
secret document*.”

A belated despatch from Lord 
Roberts sent from Pretoria, under 
date of June Hi, gives an official 
version of an attack on a British 
post at Zand River, June 14, by' 800 
Boer" with three guns. It says 
that General Knox, with a mixed 
force, drove off the Boers, who left 
four dead and four prisoners on the 
field. The* British loss wa# Major 
Seymour and two men killed and 
nine wounded.

BADEN-POWELL AT PRETORIA.

In a despatch to the War Office 
from Pretoria, dated yesterday'. 
Lord Roberts say's that General 
Baden-Powell has just arrived 
there.

Mr. Ste.vii, in his proclamation 
declaring the Free* State still free 
and independent, says tin* fact that 
the army is yet in the field renders 
Lord Roberts’ annexation contra­
ry' to international law.

Mrs. Reitz, wife of tIk*Transvaal 
state secretary, sailed for Europe 
yesterday, accompanied by’ her 
family'.

The Daily Telegraph correspond­
ent furnishes to his paper a graph­
ie description of the relief of Mafe- 
king, in the course of which he 
says “The Canadians and the 
infantry' on the left had a tougher 
job and a more protracted, but not 
an inch did they' budge, except to 
move forward.”

Mr. Charles Williams, the mili­
tary expert of t he Morning Leader, 
accuses tin* Marquis of Lands- 
down, secretary of state for war, 
of having cut out of Sir Redvcrs 
Ruller’s despatches on tin* Spion 
Kop disaster, the crit ieisms of Gen­
eral Buller upon himself and of 
having left in Lord Roberts’ de­
spatch remarks almost identical 
with General Buller’s. He also as­
serts that the reasons for not re­
moving Sir Charles Warren were 
cut out, together with much other 
matter, the mutilating of the de­
spatches snowing personal animus.

Forts Open Fire on Fleet 
of Powers

KMPKKSS DOWAGKH ISSUES 
ORDER FOR ATTACK !

Lmdon, June \\K China declared 
war against the world when the 
Taku torts opened tire uinm the 
international tiect. The accounts 
of what took place arc still unsat­
isfactory, the best seini-oHicial in­
formation being the despatch re­
ceived at Berlin from Che-Foo as 
follows :—

Berlin, June 1*. Later a seini- 
otticial despatch from Che Foo an­
nounced that the lahu torts had 
been captured after a combined at­
tack by the foreign warships. 
Three men on the German war* 
diip litis were killed and seven 
were wounded. *

The despatch added that the 
foreigru settlements at Tien Tsin 
were being tired into by the C hi- 
nese. .

When the despatch left nothing 
had been heard from the German 
detachment sent to IVkiu or from 
the German legation there.

The unotticial narratives,coining 
by way of Shanghai vary widely 
and bear internal evidence of sup 
plementing the main facts with 
guesswork. One despatch, say* 
that the Yorktown partieii>ated 
in the bombardment. Another as­
serts that American marines form­
ed part of the storming force of 
two thousand.

An Associated Press despatch 

from Chee Fax), dated yesterday 
afternoon says :—

“The forts on both sides of tin 
Taku are now occupied. The Chi­
nese opened tire unexpectedly. The 
casualties to the mixed forces were 
as follows:—

“Killed—British, 1 ; German, 3; 
Russian, 16, and French 1.

“Wounded—British, 4 ; German,
7 ; Russian, 45, and French 1.

“The Chinese torpedo boats wert 
seized.

The Shanghai correspondent ot 
the Daily Mail, telegraphing yes- 
ten lay, says:—

“The forts began tiring in obedi­
ence to orders from Pekiji, convey­
ed in a personal edict of the Em­
press Dowager, by advice of Kang 
Vi (president of the* ministry ot 
war.) Several warships were struck 
by shells from the twelve inch guns 
of the forts.

“The heavy Russian losses were 
due to tin* blowing up of the ma­
gazine at Nandshur.

“Four hundred Chinese are rc 
ported to have been killed. The 
Chinese, when retreating, fell into 
the hands of the Russian land 
force.”

RUSSIAN TROOPS MASS.
The Brussels correspondent of 

tin* Standard, in a despatch dated 
yesterday, says :

Russia has massed 40,0fK) men 
with seven batteries, at Kiaehta 
with orders to proceed to Maimat 
chin, a Chinese town contiguous to 
Kiaehta and thence to advance 
along the telegraph route to the 
Mongol town of Orga, 200 miles 
south of Kiaehta and seven hun­
dred and fifty miles northwest of
Pekin.” .

The Shanghai correspondent oi 
the Times under yesterday’s date 
gives the following description, 

dd to be taken from official 
sources, of the action at Taku :

‘On the afternoon of June 10, in 
view of the large bodies of Chinese 

oops assembling at the forts and 
the facts that torpedoes had 

been laid in the river and that all 
communications were interrupted, 
he naval commanders held a coun­

cil and decided to send an ultimat­
um, calling for the disbandment of 
the troops and announcing that, if 
this demand were not complied 
wit h before 2 a. in. of the following 
flay, the united squadron would 
destroy the forts.

“Shortly after midnight the forts 
ojxmed fire. The British, French, 
German. Russian and Japanes war- 
Miip> replied. Two of the forts 
blown up and the i*est were carried 
by assault. . ,

“Two British, one American and 
five Chinese warships are in Che- 
Foo harixm”

STATE OF WAR EXISTS.

“The force apparently arrived in 
the nick of time, for the Chinese 
assert that the attack upon the le­
gations had been successfully re­
newed. . . .

On the night of June 10, the Chi­
nese troops under Gen. Tung huh 
Slang and Tung Cliing attacked 
the legislation and set on fire five 
European building. Nothing de­
finite is known as to the result ex­
cept tliat the Chinese were disap­
pointed, although other reports, 
utterly discredited by foreigners 
here, are that the Chinese, infur 
iated by the destruction of Taku. 
iave since massacred all the foi‘ 

eigners in Pekin.
A modified version of these 

.’imiours received at Beilin is that 
tin* French as well as the German 
minister has been killed. The Eng- 

i at Shanghai think that the 
Chinese had foreign advice in or­
ganizing defences at Taku, because 
of tlie precision with which their 
attack was delivered.

SEVERAL PERSONS SERIOUS­

LY INJURED.

WERE WATUHI NO PARADE WHEN 
ACCIDENT OCCURRED.

A rather serious accident occur- 
ed on Monday evening at the Sher­
brooke House. The verandas at 
the Sherbrooke House were crowd­
ed with people,majority of whom 
were ladies, to witness the proces­
sion as it passed the hotel. When 
the parade had turned on to King 
street those on the east veranda 
rushed to that portion of the first 
veranda facing King Street. The 
extra weight of moving humanity 
was too much for the wooden 
structure, and it was at once felt 
that the flooring was giving way. 
The people felt it going, but owing 
to tin* dense throng it was im­
possible to get clear, and with a 
loud crashing noise of breaking 
timbers which was heard a con­
siderable distance away, the floor 
caved in. Immediately thegreatest 
confusion prevailed, for it was 
thought surely that several lives 
would be lost as about seventy-live 
people went down together and 
for a few minutes created a panic 
among those who were on the

»-<*er
The floor giving way at the end next 

the hotel saved those on the upper 
veranda for had it given out to­
wards the street it also would have 
been rent asunder. Willing hands 
were soon at work, and within five 
minutes of the collapse all the 
l>eople were rescued, it was fortu­
nate that all escaped with their 
lives. The fall was not much,about 
eight feet, but there was a danger 
of the people trampling each other 
under foot in an endeavour to get 
out. A few cool heads among 
those who fell kept the remainder 
quiet.

When the first veranda fell the 
greatest confusion prevailed on the 
upper veranda for it was feared 
that it also would go seeing that 
the supports had been broken.

The* presence of mind of Mr. 
Smith.superintendent of the Street 
Railway, saved any further acci­
dent. immediately he realized the 
danger he ran into the house and j 
opened the bedroom windows fac­
ing the veranda on the front of 
t he house and the large majority of 
the people got into the house in 
thD way without going over the 
portion immediately over the 
wrecked piazza.

A detachment of the 53rd Regi­
ment formed a cordon around the 
wreckage until the work of rescue 
waseompleted. Many parents had 
got separated from their children 
and men from their wives and un­
til all were accounted for consider­
able excitement prevailed.

It was found that only a f^v 
were in any way seriously injured. 
Mr. Clark Gordon hail one of his 
ribs cracked while Mrs, Gordon had 
her lip cut somewhat. A Mrs. 
Gosselin and Mrs. Caron were 
found to be suffering severely. On 
examination by Dr. Rioux it was 
found that the former had a frac­
tured leg and the latter severe 
injuries to the chest. They were 
conveyed to their home in East 
Sherbrooke in the ambulance. 
Many others received bruises of a 
minor nature, but forgot about 
them in their endeavour to assist 
the more unfortunate ones from 
the pit. Others got off with not 
more than what the dressmaker 
or tailor could remedy.
