The workers in the 
building trades, in railway construction work, in extension services 
of all kinds, are thrown out of work. They can no longer buy. 
This curtailed demand for new clothes, new shoes, moving picture 
entertainments, tobacco and the like causes a partial shut down ot 
that section of industry known as production for consumption. This 
causes a dismissal of workers in the consumption branch of industry, 
still further reducing the purchasing power of the publie and s'ill 
further curtailing employment.

The world wide employers have adopted tlii» cours.-. In the 
United States and Great Britain it has turned into an attempt at 
union smashing. In Canada the aim is also t• • smash the unions, hut 
it is covered up under smoother words.

The •■nrployers' press do not give the real reason for unemploy­
ment. They speak of industrial paralysis as something beyond the 
control of everybody. They talk of the terrible expense of support­
ing the unemployed which cannot h** met by the governments be­
cause of the tremendous debt it would incur. They do n*u speak of 
the millions of idle hands aching to he doing something useful and 
the millions of hungry people for whom the aching hands could 
produce wealth in abundance.

Capital is out to break the spirit of the working elass. This 
spirit cannot he broken. Canadian labor has shown that it i» willing 
to practice the principle of helpfulness and harmony in industry, hut 
the employing elass must do it» part.

A census enumerator, speaking of hi» experience in Montreal, 
declared that his official duties opened hi» eye» and that unemploy 
ment in Montreal is appalling.

If the employers are willing, they can open up industry, lias 
not the process of deflation of wages proceeded far enough Let 
not the employers proceed too far. Alberta is an example of what 
the common people are thinking. Ottawa will he next.

Let capital unlock it» treasure chests. Let it b- reasonable. Let 
it provide employment for all.

For a breaking time comes at last. People will not suffer 
hunger with patience for ever.

Let the employers of labor either furnish employment, nr let 
there he an unemployed insurance law to be paid for out of industry 
that will provide an adequate living for those who offer their 
services and for whom no work offers.
