APPLICATION FOR A WRIT OF HA4BEAS

CORFUS IN THE OaSE CF JOHN
OAMERON, OHARGED WITH
ARSUN.

An application was made by Mr Kerr yeater-
day atone o'clock in the afterncon, before the
Hon, Mr, Justice Monk, in the Superior CUourt
Chambers, for & writ of Habeas Corpus in the
case of John Cameron, committed for trial by
Judge Ooursol on & charge of arson. Mr. Kerr
submitted the petition of the prisoner in the
usual form, in which he declared his innocence
of the crime charged,

Mr. Devlin resisted the application, and enter-
ed into a detailed statement of the evidencs, the
chieffeatures of which we have already published

He contended that the evidence adduced was as
conclusive a8 conld be in such cases, snd that
the law did not absolutely require that the evi-
dence should be direct. The evidence was eir-
cumstanual; but all the circumstances pointed
to the accused a8 the person who had ficed the
building, te dwelt on the facts of three insur-
ances haying been effected, amounting in all
to $5800, and that while concealing from one
office the existence of insurance with another
office,

The Judge remarked that although it was ne-
cessary that persons effecting insurance should
say wnether previous insurance existed, it was
of daily occurrence that men insured in different
offices, without giving this information. It
would be different, however, if, after the ques-
tion was pointe . ly acked, the existence of pre-
vious insurance ghould he denied.

Mr. Devlin gaid in this cass the question had
baen agked and a denial was given,

Mr, Kerr replied: He censured the course
which he coutéended was taken by lusurance
Qompanies in csges of thig character. Instead
of using every effort to ascertain »ho the guilty
party really was, they fixed upon some oune per-
son and then endeavoured by every means in
theiv power to establish the guilt of that person,
He contended that in this case witnesses whose
evidence would heve established the innocence
of the accused were carefully kept away. He
then proceeded to show that persons had mot
been examined for the prosecution whose evidence
was material for the defence. He also reviewed
the evidence and dwelt particularly upon the
depogition of the accused taken during the in-
vestigation before Judge Courssl. He contend-
ed that the evidence for the prosecution was
purely circumstantial, and it had been shown
that the gateway was open and nothing to pre-

vent burglars from entering the shop, John
Cameron gtated that he had retired at 11 o'clock
the night before, and the fire did not ocear until
two or three the following morning, and it was
inconceivable that such inflammable & matter as
had been described in the evidence as having
been gcattered through' the shop, could have
taken such time to break out i flames. He
urged that the testimony was most defec-
tive, the evilence of persons who could

have esteblished or refuted the facts alleged
by John Cameron in his deposition. In getting
forth the rcasons why the writ of his Honor
should issue, he alluded to the case in which his

Honor had just granted s writ. It was not fora

moment to be supposed that the fact of the prin-
cipal iu that csse being & member of Parliament
had influenced hiz Honor's deecision, but he re-
ferred to it to show that so far as the impor-

tance of the respective crimes was concerned,
as shown by the punishment astached to both,
he might reasonably claim that the writ might
isgus, In a case of forgery there was no discre-
tion allowed by law, the lowest penalty being
four years imprisgonment in the Penitentiary,

We may premise that, owing to unforesoen
dslays, though the instrument was fully erected,
many of the pipes had to be left for the Sun-
day’s service in & half-regulated and imperfectly
tuned condition, so that it was not heard to the
best advantage. In aday or two these defects

The instrament is phced in an organ chamber
open to the Churcl and the Uhancel by two
arches, 80 that then are two organ fronts, the
pipes composing wyich are symmetrically ar-
ranged, and are beitg handgomely decorated by
Mr Spence, who; juiging from the smaller front
already completed,{hay been most sueceesful
both in design and xecution. The feet of the
pipes are maroon colour, the lips gilt, the lower
part of the body grepn, the upper part white,
with a capital of gollapd crimson ; the whole
being diapered and otherwise ornamented in a
most tasteful manner, The effect ia rich and
beautiful, and by no means gaudy or meretri-
cious, Beyond all question, it is the hand-
aonl:est organ front jn Oanada, and unique in
style.

In regard o the instrument itself, we can
award Mr. Warren much prsise. The mechan-
ism works well, The touch of the manual key
boards (which are pevelled in front, and very
accessible,) i8 agreeable and easy, There are,
besides, special meohanical facilities afforded to
the organist; the swell pedal being centred be-
neath the foot, and the swell being constructed
80 that it will remain open in 8ny position, in-
stead of closing of jtgelf, as usual. The three
couplers, maauals t; pedals, instead of being
worked by stop heads, in the usual way, are
placed under tha choir manuul, beneath
the right hand of the organist, and thus
more easily acceseible, They are, moreover,
worked In couples, the pressing of a small
thumb piece throwing the coupler into gear,
the pressing of the other throwlug it out. This
we believe in the first time the plen has been
tried on this continent,

In voicing of the yarions stops, Mr. Warren
has besn very succegsfal, The dispasons, as all
foundation stops shonld be, are full, round, and
gonorous, The soft and solo stops are sll good,
many of them excellent ; among which may be
mentioned the dulcians, melodia, harmonic flate,
aud piceolo of the choir organ ; and the hora
diapason and yiol de gemba of the swell
organ. The posaune of the greal organ is very
powerful, addiog much to it richness ; whila
the cornopean and hautbois of the swell organ
are well voiced and agreeabie,

The mixtures of the great Organ are extremely
powerful, and add immensely to the brilliancy
of tone of the full organ In thus making the
ghter than the construction committee
calculated on. Mr. Warren hus shewn how
eagily the ringing tone so much admired in the
organ at the Knglish Csthedral can be aitained
by the uge of heavy mixture stops. Asa matter
of fact the great organ of this inalrument while

s
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less in size by 54 pipes, is nearly as bright as
that of the organ in the English Oathedral ;
and could emsily have been mwade as mach so,
though at the risk of making it harsh. No one
connected with organs wouid for a moment
degire %o have this tone tampered with.

Of the Pedal Organ we may remark that the
open pipes are full and pleasant in tone, while
the bourdon pipes are soft enough for the most
delicate stops in the organ.

Should (aa seems not unlikely) a transept be
added to this Church, the instrument as iv now
stands will be sufficient to fill the building with
sound ; though it might be judicious to add a
Reed stop, and a soft metal siop for the pedals,
for which there i3 not sufficient room in the
organ chamber. As matters stand the builder
hes had to exercise considerable ingenuity in
compressing the organ into its present spacs,
while leaviog sufficient room for access to
the mechanism and pipes incese of derange-
ment.

We may assure the congregation of the church
that tney have secured a well built and hand-
some instrument, nearly as large as that of
the English Oathedral, filling the building
most effectively, and with ample resources for
the beat organists. We may express the hope
that they will value and cherish it as it deserves,

: It may not be amiss to mention in this connec-
tion that very recently, Mr. G. G. Hook, of the
firm of celebrated Organ Builders of Boston, ad-
dressed aletter to one of the gentlemen of the
Montreal Seminary, stating the highly favorable
impression made on him by the organ in the
French Parish Church here, 8o far as completed ;
naming particalarly the superior judgment, skill
and enterprise evinced in the couception of the
work ; the excellence of the mechanical work
and ection ; the volume and grandeur of the fall
Swell Organ ; and the b2auty of the solo stops ;
coneluding by etating that, when completed,
judging by what was already done, the result
must be traly magnificent. This coming from &
gentleman who has recently erected in Boston
an instrument rivalling in many respects the ce-
lebrated Boston o®gun, is certainly a great com-
plhiment to Mr. Warren ; while from one, resid-
ing near enough to Montreal to render a busi-
ness competition with Mr. Warren by no means
improbable, it has additionsal value. By those
conversant with organs,the complimant is known
to be well deserved.

REPORTED RAID TO RELEASE THE PRI-
BUNERS AT OLINTON PRISON.

The Trtbune receives letiers from Montreal,
which on several occasions, we have observed to
contain very exaggerated statements in reference
to the feeling of the people here and so forth, It
ig the game correspondent we présume who now
claims to have discovered the plot of another
raid across the border. We give for what it is
worth, the substance of his story, which is as fol-
lows. The statement i8 made with a minute-
nesg whieh gives it an appesrance of truth, but
it should be received with caution :—

The project of these Rebels comprehends the
capture of the Clinton State. Prison at Danne-
mora, & descent on the village of Plattsburg,and
a grand raid in New Engisnd. At the prison
the machine shops, rolling mill, foundry, &c., are
to be destroyed, and the convicts relessed, most
of whom it is believed will readily accompany
the raiders to Plattsburg. At the latter place,
the extensive barracks belonging {o the Govern=
ment are to be destroyed, the custom house,nost
office and banks plundered, and the entire town
given up to pillage and conflagration. And all
this “as & mild cetaliation for the outrages com-
mitted by Hunter, Burbridge, Sheridan, and
others.” But this work i3 not 1o be done alone
by Rebels in Canada. A considerable number
of the ¢ chivalry ” have been detached
trom their regiments by the Rebel
War Department to assist in the work of plun-
der, murd.r and devastation. These * gallant”
men have steslthly made their way North, and
many of them are now concealed with their
friends in Baltimors and New York, while a few
others are said to have actually colonixed in
Plsttsburg and other towns in Northern New
York. All are in communication with the
leaders, and are awaiting orders, The * in-
vaders” from this quarter ars to work their
way across the line in small parties—most of
them pros:eding in sleds—in the neighbourhcod
of Surmmit, and are to rendexvous ata designat-
ed poiny, at an appointed hour of night, near
Chazy Lake.
