The recently restored Powerscourt
Covered Bridge, alternately known as the
Percy Bridge, belies its 150 years. And
now with the unveiling of a commemora-
tive plaque by the Honourable Pierre
Duchesne, Lieutenant Governor of
Quebec, the landmark anniversary has
been forever written in stone. Over 250
people were present with the Lieutenant
General on Saturday, October 15, as the
regal structure, spanning the
Chateauguay River at the |st Concession
uniting the municipalities of Elgin and
Hinchinbrooke, was officially saluted for
its historical and cultural significance.

“There are no big or small commemo-
rations,” said the Honourable Pierre

Duchesne, to the crowd gathered in cele-
bration of the bridge. Himself no stranger
to larger social functions, he noted that
the new plaque would serve to remind
everyone of this day while informing all
those who come afterward of its impor-
tance.

A slew of dignitaries and officials were
present including: the Honourable Pierre
Duchesne, the Lieutenant Governor of
Quebec, the Consul-general of the
United States of America, Mr. Andrew
Parker, the federal member of parliament
for the Beauharnois-Salaberry riding Ms.
Anne Minh-Thu Quach, provincial MNA
for the Huntingdon Riding, Mr. Stéphane
Billette, as well as the Mayors of Elgin
and Hinchinbrooke, Mrs. Deborah
Stewart and Mr. Normand Créte, and the

Prefect for the Haut-Saint-Laurent MRC,
Mr. Alain Castagner. Retired Superior
Court Judge, John Gomery. served as
Master of Ceremonies for the event.

Built in 1861, the Percy Bridge is the
last covered bridge in South West
Quebec and the oldest covered bridge
still standing in Canada. It is also recog-
nized as the only bridge of its kind
remaining in the world.

The Bridge was recognized as a his-
toric monument in 1984 by the federal
government and the Quebec government
followed suit three years later.

It would seem obvious that the
bridge would be recognized as a
national treasure; however the fight to
preserve the bridge has been long
fought.

In addressing the audience, MNA
Billette reflected, “it will be a day
that everyone will remember.” He
also spoke of the significant role of
community in the conservation
struggle to maintain and preserve
monuments to our heritage.

MRC's proposed bicycle path on aban-
doned rail beds.

Most concerning is a draft certificate
of occupation that the MRC would
have farmers sign whose land is dis-
sected by the railway. In a letter to pro-
(ducers with land along any part of the
r ‘abandoned rail beds, the Directors of
the Chateauguay Valley Syndicate of
the UPA advise that producers not sign
the document under any circumstances
in the event one is circulated.

“The document seriously endangers
your right to farm and will revoke your
acquired right to freely use your cross-
ing site in order to access your land on
both sides of the rail bed,” in favour of
a certificate dispensed and controlled
by the MRC. “It is 150 years of
acquired rights that they are going to
ask people to sign off on - its just plain
wrong,” says David Lamb.

At a meeting organized on October
17 by the CN Committee of the
Chateauguay Valley Syndicate of the
UPA. the most surprising revelation
came from a pair of Mayors who admit-
ted they were never given access to any
of the provocative documents present-
ed during the meeting, including con-
tracts and several reports. Both Jean
Armstrong, the Mayor of Dundee and
Deborah Stewart the Mayor of Elgin,
have been vocal in their criticism of the
MRC's approach to this project, and
they were more than open about the
lack of transparency. "I did not know
that this stuff existed.” said Stewart,
holding up the sizeable packet of doc-
uments handed out during the meet-
ing.

Before an audience of at least 35
people, including several councilors
from different municipalities, represen-
tatives from the CN Committee assert-
ed that the MRC's project is being
rushed into place while allowing a
handful of critical questions to go
3 unanswered in the process. Among
these are the contents of a 60-year
lease that has reportedly been signed
between the MRC and the Ministry of
Transport, which transfers responsibil-
ity for the maintenance and liability for
| all users of the rail beds to the munic-
i ipalities. Parity among municipalities
has also not been adequately
addressed, nor has the issue of the
comparative value of the project to

“It is rare that as time goes on

Issues such as security, land con-
tamination, maintenance, and the pos-
sibility of alternatives to the proposed
project have also been ignored.

“The fear,” says Lamb, “is that once
the MRC starts the project there will be
no going back,” and there is a risk that
as costs escalate in response to all of
these issues it will be too late to
address them. “At the end of the day,
the figures they are projecting don't
mean much,” says Lamb.

The farmers rallied at the meeting
were informed that one way to stop the
progress of the bike path was if the
councils voted not to accept the MRC
budget when it is presented to them.

“We feel the MRC is not being
forthcoming with their Mayors,” said
Lamb, suggesting that this was also
keeping councilors in the dark. “I
believe the councilors are uninformed,”
says Lamb, adding that blame can not
be laid squarely on the Mayors as only
a select few sitting on the Bicycle Path
Committee at the MRC would have had
access to the information revealed by

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Bike path debate reveals
lack of transparency at MRC

As talk of the MRC's proposed bicycle path along abandoned rail lines continues to
draw lines in the sand, the Chateauguay Valley Syndicate of the UPA has formally taken
a stance in the debate — not against the idea of a bike path but against the current proj-
ect as drawn up by the MRC. The reason, amid speculation that the MRC is driving the
project with blinders on when it comes to critical issues such as safety, potential usage.
maintenance and the true cost of the completed trail, is an utter lack of transparency.

This was on full display at a meeting of the Council of Mayors in August when a
roomful of citizens prepared with tough yet valid questions saw their concerns pushed
aside with one contemptuous comment by the prefect for the MRC. “You can talk all you
want, we have made our decision.”

The fact that at least two Mayors have gone on record to say they never had access
to the documents unearthed through an access to information request by the
Chateauguay Valley Syndicate of the UPA suggests that the MRC not only lacks trans-
parency, but in asking Mayors to sign on to a project without fully disclosing all infor-
mation demonstrates an absence of accountability towards the municipalities.

The Chateauguay Valley Syndicate is already planning on filing a complaint with
Quebec’s Access to Information Commissioner, suggesting that the information includ-
ed in an envelope sent from the MRC included documents and reports with missing
pages and incomplete information. This is the kind of tactic that may be commonplace
at higher levels of government. but we are all aware of the trust that the average
Canadian holds with regard to government as a result.

The rationale taken by the MRC with regard to the bike path seems to be that if the
government is prepared to throw money into the project we have to take it or someone
else will. This is misguided. So what if another municipality gets the money. Is not a more
proactive approach to implementing a bike path warranted here? Does it not make sense
that alternatives such as a combination of paths on secondary and tertiary road net-
works and rail beds be considered? And why the mad rush to start construction as soon
as possible?

If the bike path is so important to the economic and touristic development of the
region, should we not have a bike path that at the very least highlights our more pictur-
esque landscapes and landmarks? The recently celebrated Percy Bridge is not on the bike
path, neither is the freshly restored Turcot Bridge, which can only be crossed by bicycle
or on foot. For that matter the vast majority of the cultural and historical sites within
the Valley are skipped over by the MRC path, which runs through cornfields instead.

A bicycle path would be a fantastic addition to the region, but it must feed the region-
al economy. Unfortunately, when it comes to the bike path, the MRC seems to be as
transparent as the stone fist with which it is controlling this project. This is a problem

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Hugues Théorét launches new book on

the life of Dr. Paul-Emile Lalanne

To say that author, and former journalist for The
Gleaner/La Source. Hugues Theéorét has been mildly
obsessed with the life of Dr. Paul-Emile Lalanne is an
understatement. A twenty-year interest in research-
ing the activities of Dr. Lalanne culminated on
October 7 with the official launch of his new book,
“Le Docteur Lalanne — Le Faiseur d’'Anges a la Croix
Gammeée,” at the McBroue resto-bar in Salaberry-de-
Valleyfield.

In his book, Théorét draws an objective portrait of
Dr. Lalanne, who contributed to the rise of Nazism in
Quebec. Born in 1883, the Doctor studied medicine in
Montreal at the University of Laval. He was admitted
to the College of Physicians in 1907 and practiced
medicine throughout his life. Far from a typical biogra-
phy, Theoreét strives to present what he calls a “histor-
ical investigation” into the story of Dr

a number of fascist movements in Canada in the 1930-

40s. Lalanne was one of the main financiers of the
Nazi Party of Canada and a political organizer for

Arcand.

The Doctor lived out much of his life on Sherbrooke

Street and later in the Cote-des-Neiges area in
Montreal, however in 1925 he bought a house near
Sainte-Barbe on an island bearing his name. During his
life, the doctor demonstrated great generosity towards

the Sainte-Barbe Parish Church. He purchased a new

organ for the church in 1928 and seven years later he
invested $100 for new church bells. Upon his death in
1951, the diocese in Salaberry-de-Valleyfield acquired
the property and created the Centre Saint-Francois. In
1998, a developer from Montreal purchased the build-
ing and sold it to a private buyer.

“My point was to try to dig to find some facts
about the doctor,” says Theorét, acknowledging that
Lalanne is an historical figure whose life is mired in
myth and rumour. For example, the long-held belief
that Dr. Lalanne was performing clandestine abortions
on the island in Sainte-Barbe proved impossible to
confirm without a doubt.

"l am not judging,” says the author, noting that
wherever possible he has tried "not to judge the doc-
tor, the church or the people who knew him.” This was
at times a difficult task. as “history is not always
nice,” he quips.

The Gleaner launched
author’s career

Théorét worked at The Gleaner for four years,
between 1996 and 2000. “To be very honest, my expe-
rience was probably my most interesting job,” he says.
And this is no small praise as he has gone on to fur-
ther his education, work as a counselor for the federal
government and to author his first book. “I learned a
lot and | really enjoyed working with the community,”
he says of his time behind the desk at the weekly

involvement in financing the activities of Adrien
Arcand. a Quebec journalist and pamphleteer who led

paper.

The Gleaner represented the author’s
first experience as a reporter, and you might
say the spirit of journalism has followed him
throughout his career. “The line between
journalism and being a historian is very
thin. In my mind, | am still thinking like a
journalist,” says Theorét. “It involves the
same attitude and the same work, it is just
the tense that changes.”

One thing that has not wavered is his
interest in the life of Dr. Lalanne. Raised in Saint-
Stanislas-de-Kostka, he first learned about the island
in Port Lewis at a young age. Then in the early 1990s
he met a local historian, and had the opportunity to
visit the island and was shocked with what he found.
"It started there,” he says of what would become an
odyssey into the life of the Doctor.

His interests remained sidelined until 2002, when
he worked for the French version of the History
Channel, Historia on a series, which featured an
episode on the island. It all came back to him, and fol-
lowing his stint with Historia, he delved back into his
research.

His work brought him to The Gleaner archives,
where an article was published on October 3, 1939
about an RCMP bust on the island. The clipping was
featured on the front page. The first time Théorét pub-
lished an article on the Doctor it was printed in La
Source, and he wrote another for the Chateauguay

“I'm not sure this is the end,” he says of his inves-
tigation into the doctor s life. The author assumes that
once the book is out there, people will begin to come
forward with new stories of Lalanne, and another
chapter will open up. “It's my first book but | am pret-
ty sure it won't be the last,” he says, noting that he
hopes to see the book translated into English. “The
doctor was well known among the English community
as well,” he says.

A warning however, this is not light reading. "My
goal was to produce a historical book,” he says, not-
ing that he chose to leave the rumors to those who
wish to believe them. “Everything | mention is sup-
ported by facts,” he says, noting that he is aware of
the book’s significance to local readers.

“It was important for people, not only in Saint-

Preserving architectural heritage

The celebration was not only a testament
to the longevity of the Powerscourt Covered
Bridge and to the work of ancestors who
built it, but to the perseverance of all those
who have fought to see the bridge saved and
then restored. As such it will remain an
enduring symbol not only of our history but
of a dedication to preserving our architectur-
al heritage.

"It is important to remember that before
it was not a monument, it was used. Now
the bridge represents much more,” said Jean
Pierre Proulx, the former Mayor of Elgin and
an important advocate for the bridge.

“| am convinced that as long as there is
not a disaster, it will last another 150 years
because now it is like new and the wood has
been protected,” he says of the 2009 effort
to restore the bridge while preserving the
original materials and architecture.

Alain Gibault is credited with being the
spark that lit the initial fire within the region

While waiting one day
in Montreal’s Central Station, he picked up a
copy of a pocketbook entitled, “Covered
Bridges of Canada,” and inside he not only
found a photo of the Percy Bridge, but a
description that told of the bridges historical
importance.

munity deeply divided by the debate over pig
farms, and he suggests his mission to save
the bridge went over a touch easier. “It's
much harder to rebuild bridges between
people than to rebuild over water,” he says
with a knowing smile.

"I think after watching those three
wash away in Vermont, this one is so
much more important,” said Mary Lou
Black, a member of the Chateauguay
Valley Historical Society. “It's just an
important part of our heritage,” she
added.

“In the last two hours | have learned
a lot more than during the time | took
to do my research.” said Saeed Mirza, a
professor from McGill specialized in struc-
tural engineering and the rehabilitation of
infrastructure who spoke on the impor-
tance of preservation and conservation.
Like Black, Mirza also lamented the loss of
the three covered bridges in Vermont to
Hurricane Irene, and openly questioned
the tradition of leaving bridges to decay.

“You have to treat a bridge like a human
being,” he said, "with love.” He called on
governments to become more directly
involved in conservation efforts and spoke
directly to the representatives from all lev-
els sitting amongst the crowd.

A special committee under the aegis of
the Cultural Committee of the Haut-
Saint-Laurent MRC worked for over a year
to organize the commemorative celebra-
tion. Event Coordinator Luc DeTremmerie,

For local artist John Ryan, the Percy
Bridge has served as the inspiration for
paintings. "l love timber frame and wood,”
says Ryan, noting that he has painted
scenes featuring the structure several
times, though never in winter. “To see it
brought back like this, it just exudes
strength. It is a tribute to the area.”

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Wind turbines could be coming
to Saint-Chrysostome and
Tres-Saint-Sacrement

A Sainte-Martine company has plans to
erect wind turbines in Saint-Chrysostome
and Tres-Saint-Sacrement.

The President of Troc International,
Jean-Claude Desgroseillers, met with the
municipal councils of the two municipali-
ties in September to propose the creation
of a wind frm straddling the two territories.
The company plans to build 20 turbines on
the Du Rocher Sideroad, eleven of which
would be located in Saint-Chrysostome
and nine in Trés-Saint-Sacrement. The sug-
gested layout of the turbines reccomended
by the company would see them built
between the Rangs du Cing. Saint-Jean-
Bapriste, Saint-Antoine et Saint-Louis.

The new wind farm would connect to
the Hydro-Quebec power station in Saint-
Chrysostome. As specified in an Haut-
Saint-Laurent MRC bylaw the electrical
lines will be buried, however those passing
on solid rock will be covered in cement.
These lines will bring electricity to the sta-
tion where it will be connected to Hydro
Quebec’s 120,000 volt high tension lines.

“The du Rocher sector is a promising
site,” said Desgroseillers, who is originally
from Howick. "The site offers solid ground,
composed mainly of rock and thin layer of
topsoil that is unsuitable for agriculture.
The solidity of the ground minimizes the
need for embankments on the access roads
required for the coming and going of heavy
equipment transporting components. The
layout is the same size as the du Rocher
site, which limits the need to cut trees.” He
also promises that the project will not
touch arable land.

Desgroseillers specifies however that
the wind turbines will be placed at least
500 meters away from nearby homes. “As
the layout is located between two roads,
this gives us a distance of 900 to 1100
meters.” he says.

The height of each turbine will be
approximately 150.5 meters or 497 feet.
The towers will be built in Matane while
the blades will be made in Quebec.

According to Desgroseillers, the wind

farm should generate 60 megawatts of
power.

The councils from both municipalities
are now studying the draft project submit-
ted by Troc International. The wind farm is
expected to cost $160 million to build.
Desgroseillers has suggested that he seek
out investors and funding for the project.
“It won't cost either municipality a penny.”

Desgroseillers estimates that the initial
construction work could generate one hun-
dred jobs after which five or six individuals
will be hired to operate the site.

In addition to the wind turbines, a 70
metre high wind verification tower will be
installed.

The councilors and | are reflecting on it,"
says Saint-Chrysostome Mayor Jocelyne
Lefort. "We will take the time we need to
be certain that the project is feasible at this
time in Saint-Chrysostome. We must con-
sider what our citizens really want. We are
aware of the potential impact of the pres-
ence of wind turbines on our municipality."

The Mayor of Tres-Saint-Sacrement,
Francois Rochefort suggests that municipal
officials are still analyzing the proposal
submitted by Troc International. "Mr.
Desgroseillers gave us a nice project on
paper, but we have to go prudently. There
is still a way to go before we reach a deci-
sion. There are a lot of questions to be
asked before we reach a final decision," he
said.

Before the project can proceed, the head
of Troc International needs the support of
both municipalities, which would need to
sign a memorandum of understanding.
"“The MOU defines the financial benefits as
well as the preoccupations of the municipal
councils, which will be incorporated into
the wording of the agreement as presented
by my company.” said Desgroseillers.

The first turbine will be erected 2.4 kilo-
meters away from the Village of Saint-
Pierre and 2 kilometers from Dyno-Nobel, a
company that manufactures dynamite.

Desgroseillers has given himself a period
of 18 to 24 months in which to come to a
final decision on the construction of the
wind farm.

A Sainte-Martine based company, Troc International, led by Jean-Claude Desgroseillers, has plans
to erect 20 wind turbines, eleven of which will be located in Saint-Chrysostome while nine will go

up in Trés-Saint-Sacrement. (Photo: PL.)

She also hopes to be re-elected
on November I. “l love what | do and |
want to continue to work to ensure the
best health services for everyone. This is
why | am seeking the support of citizens
in this very important election that
affects all of us,” said the Saint-Anicet
based artist, whose father, Marc
Lachance, practiced general surgery for
49 years, and whose husband, Marcel
Legault, practiced as a dental surgeon
for 30 years.

As a high level administrator with
the Streté du Québec (SQ) now retired,
Yves Beauregard decided to run for
either of the two available positions on
the Board. "My experience in public
service, combined with my training in
political science and women's studies
gives me the abilities to understand the
challenges within the institution, to
analyze them and collegially take
action," said the resident of Elgin.

For Beauregard, the main priority for
the future Board will be to continue to
focus on efforts to recruit new doctors.
"In continuation of its efforts and
achievements in 2011, the new Board
will have to innovate in order to address
this recurring problem. For example, it
would be good to attract new doctors
by focusing on the many attractions of
our region which unfortunately remain
unknown. Until then, it will have to
improve the work environment in our
facilities and meet the challenges relat-
ed to the shortage of doctors.

In 1929, Huntingdon was in the
grip of prohibition. It is a fascinating period
of local history that serves as the backdrop
for a new bilingual play written and direct
ed by Suzan Porter opening on October 29
at the Alfred Langevin Cultural Hall in
Huntingdon.

Une demande d’'acces a l'information
aupres de la MRC du Haut Saint-Laurent
a revele plusieurs documents qui ont
laisse le syndicat de base de la vallee de
la Chateauguay de I'UPA avec une longue
liste de questions dont il veut des
reponses concernant la proposition de la
MRC de creer une piste cyclable sur des
voies ferroviaires abandonnees

La plupart de ces questions concer-
nent un projet de certificat d'occupation
que la MRC aurait fait signer aux agricul-
teurs dont les terres sont traversees par
la voie ferrée. Dans une lettre adressee
aux producteurs agricoles possedant des
terre sis tout au long d'une partie des
voies ferrees abandonnées, les adminis-
trateurs du syndicat de base de la vallée
de la Chateauguay de I'UPA leur conseil-
lent de ne pas apposer leurs noms sur le
document, de n'agir sous aucun prétexte

«Le document met gravement en dan-
ger votre droit a la ferme et révoque votre
droit acquis d'utiliser librement votre site
de traversee afin d'acceder a votre terre
des deux cotés de la voie ferrée. Cent
cinquante ans de droits acquis qu'on va
demander aux gens d’abandonner, ca ne
marche pas», a expliqué David Lamb.

Lors d'une rencontre organisee lundi
par le comite du CN du syndicat de base
de la vallee de la Chateauguay de I'UPA,

la revelation la plus surprenante emanait
d'une paire de maires qui ont admis
qu’ils n'ont jamais eu acces a aucun des
documents provocateurs presentés au
cours de la seance, y compris les contrats
et plusieurs rapports.

Lhistorien Hugues Théorét est intarissable quand il s’agit
de parler du Dr Paul-Emile Lalanne, un des personnages les
plus méconnus et des plus fascinants de la petite histoire
régionale et aussi de celle du Québec. Il peut parler pendant
de nombreuses heures de cet individu dont des faits mar-
quants de son existence ne cessent de |'étonner grandement.

La vie de cet homme pour le moins énigmatique est racon-
tée dans un livre intitulée «Le docteur Lalanne — Le faiseur
d'anges a la croix gammeée», écrit par M. Théorét, qui a fait
I'objet d’un lancement officiel le 7 octobre en soirée au deux-
ieme étage du resto-bar McBroue a Salaberry-de-Valleyfield.

Dans cet ouvrage de 184 pages, |'auteur dresse un portrait
objectif du Dr Lalanne qui a contribué a sa maniere a |'essor
du nazisme au Québec. Ce mystérieux gynécologue, qui pra-
tiquait des avortements dans la clandestinité, était un fervent
de cette doctrine et de la croix gammée qui en était le pur
symbole.

«Mon but était d'essayer de creuser pour trouver un cer-
tain nombre faits sur ce meédecin», explique I'auteur, tout en
reconnaissant que le Dr Lalanne est un personnage historique
dont la vie «s'est embourbée dans le mythe et la rumeur»,
selon lui. Il estime que la vieille croyance voulant que ce
medecin a pratiqué des avortements clandestins sur son ile

s'est révelée éte impos-
sible a confirmer sans
aucun doute.
Ne a Montreal en
1883,  Paul-Emile
Lalanne a etudie a
I'Université Laval a
Montreal en
medecine. Admis
au College des
medecins en 1907,
il a exerce cette
profession tout au
long de sa vie.

Théorét racon-
te entre autres

que le Dr Lalanne financait les activités de Adrien
Arcand, un journaliste et un pamphlétaire québé-
cois qui a été le leader d'un certain nombre de
mouvements fascistes au Canada tels le Parti de
I'unite du Canada durant les décennies 1930 et
1940. «ll était un des principaux bailleurs de
fonds du parti nazi au Canada. Il était un des
organisateurs politiques de M. Arcand», a-t-il
déclareé.

S'il a passe la majeure partie de sa vie sur la rue
Sherbrooke puis dans le quartier Cote-des-Neiges
a Montreéal, le Dr Lalanne a acheté non loin de
Sainte-Barbe une ile sise qui portera son nom de
famille en 1925 et s’y installera. Il va y construire
une maison en bois rond comportant de nom-
breuses pieces et deux immenses foyers.

Durant sa vie, le Dr Lalanne se montrait
genereux en dépit de sa fortune. En aodt 1928, il
a achete un orgue tout neuf pour I'église parois-
siale de Sainte-Barbe. Sept ans plus tard, il verse
100% pour la remise a neuf des cloches de ce
meme temple religieux.

Apres la mort du Dr Lalanne survenue en avril
1951, le domaine fut acquis par I'évéché de
Valleyfield qui va creer le Centre Saint-Francois.
En 1998, un promoteur immobilier de Montréal
en fait I'acquisition pour ensuite le revendre a un
particulier. Les meubles du defunt sont restés la
propriéte du diocese.

«Je ne juge pas», indique |'auteur, soulignant
que la mesure du possible, il a essayé «de ne pas
juger le medecin, I'église ou les gens qui le con-
naissaient.» Il «Cela a été parfois une tache diffi-
cile», selon lui, d'autant plus que «I'histoire n'est
pas toujours agreable», ironise-t-il.

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Cleaning your car regularly
will help it survive winter

For many Canadian motorists, washing a car
in winter seems like an impossible task. Yet, it
is crucial to the survival of the vehicle, mostly
in the colder and snowy areas where salt or
other forms of abrasives are used on roads
during the cold season. Do not think because
it is cold that those salts or abrasives are
harmless to a vehicle's body or structure.
They are still active!

Running your car or light truck through a car
wash regularly is not wasted money,
especially if it is a touchless high pressure car
wash that can reach every crack and crevice
under the vehicle. Have a close look at the
many options offered at the car wash. There
might even be one that will
spray water under the vehicle
to remove accumulated salt
and dirt, thus curtailing
corrosion. The optional hot
wax job might also seem like
too much, but it is another
step that can help you fight
corrosion!

If, by any luck, there is a thaw during the
winter, take advantage of the slightly warmer
weather to wash the car by yourself with the
garden hose or, even better, with a pressure
washer. Try to do it when the sun is as high as
possible, around noon, so the car will dry
without icing up. Cleaning the interior is also a
good idea, as salt and dirt might accumulate
on carpets and slowly lead to rusting
underneath.

Don't be tempted to keep a bag of salt in the
trunk for fear of getting stuck in the snow or on
the ice. No matter how careful you are, some
of that salt will spill in the trunk and it will cause
corrosion.

Storing summer
tires in winter

Whether by provincial law or by street smarts,
serious motorists are turning to winter tires
during the cold season. The best winter tires
available on the market are designed not only
for performance driving but also for safety. But
what to do with summer tires during the cold
season?

There are many ways to store them. If you
have a garage or basement, choose a dry and
dark place where you can lay the tires flat or
stack them on top of each other. If they are on
rims, lay them down, inflated to their
recommended pressure.

For
these people, the best place to store them is
at the local tire dealer's. Nowadays, many tire
dealers have facilties to keep customers'
winter tires in summer and summer tires in
winter. Most of them have some way of
identifying the tires, whether it is by writing the
customer's name on the tire tread or by
stapling tags on the treads. Others have a
digital method of identifying tires by their
customers' name.

When trusting your tires to a dealer, make
sure he has the proper room to store them.
Tires must be left in a dark and dry area with
controlled humidity
