experiences fo Rotarians

He recalled one story he had told on his last visit
and gave thumb-nail impressions of Britain today, the
Middle East situation, France and Germany.

On an eight-week tour of
Canada &nd the U.S.. Mr. Smith
is General Secretary of the
North of England Section of the
Congregational Union of Eng-
land and Wales and has been
particularly concerned with the
fate of the thousands of refu-
gees from behind the Iron Cur-
tain.

Here, he recalled
Westmount Rotary
sent a cheque to provide three
looms for elderly displaced per-
sons, billeted in a former Nazi
barracks in Germany.

The human
touch hae been replaced by the
chilling touch of the State and
his patients are just names on
an index, to be filed and tabu-
lated.”

Leads Loyola’'s youth

THE Very Reverend

Gerald Francis La-
hey, MA, PhD, rector
of Loyola College, gaz-
_ed out onto the green
“lawns of the largest
Jesuit College in Can-
ada and remarked “One
of the functions of we
Jdesuits is to bring rea-
sonableness and sanity
to this fragmented
world rife with inter-
national tensions that
threaten the members
of the human family.”

The members of the
human family under
Father Lahey's direct
jurisdiction total - 1300
boys and young men —
550 high ‘school and 750
university students — and
a faculty of 54 Jesuit

English-speaking college as a
student and spent a year be-
fore entering the Society of
Jesus. “I can remember this
was a rural site,” said Father
Lahey. “The famed Montreal
melons were grown in the
vicinity. The college had
moved about five years be-
fore from the La Salle Hotel
site to Sherbrooke street
west. There was the main
building — one story and a
half tall — and two other
small buildings. Now the main
building is seven stories high
and we have six buildings.”

In 1929 Father Lahey re-
turned to Loyola, a young
Jesuit, to serve on the staff
for a year. He taught English,
Latin and Greek. In 1934 he
was ordained in the Loyola
Chapel. Years later, in 1954,
he returned to the college as
rector.

MISSIONARIES

“You know that the first
Jesuits came to Canada as
missionaries in 1625 and

“I am prepared for an en-
rolment of close to 2,000
university students by 1970,”
said the fair-complexioned,
blue-eyed Jesuit father during
a recent interview in his
study.

dians,” said Father Lahey.

“The second coming of the

Jesuits was in 1844 and this

time they came mostly as

educators. They came from

France and founded the

College Sainte Marie on

Bleury street. The English-

speaking Catholics broke

away and Loyola College
was founded in 1896 to ac-
commodate them. It began
modestly with 60 boys. By

1920 there were 200."

A scholar and one of the
foremost educators in Canada,
Father Lahey has spent a
quarter of a century in uni-
versity work. “I am primarily
interested in academic work
rather than administrative
work,” he laughed. “But I
must do both.”

By canon law the rector-
ship of Loyola College is re-
stricted at the maximum to
six years. At that rate Father
Lahey has two years more to
serve, “I do not know, of
course, where I will be go-
ing,"” said the good father.
“A Jesuit lives to be obedient.
There are 33,000 Jesuits in
our 400-year-old order and

they are in most countries in
almost every field of eduta-
tion."”

Filling in his background,
Father Lahey said that he

was born in Penetang, Ont.;’

the only child of a department
store owner. ‘“My boyhood
was spent on Georgian Bay,"
he said. “I was a strong
swimmer and I loved fishing.”

After attending high school
in Penetang and putting in a
year at Loyola, Father Lahey
began the long training—the
longest in the Church — to
become a Jesuit priest and
started his professional study
of the spiritual life in the
House of Formation at
Guelph, Ontario. He spent
four years there and then was
off to England for a year at
Stoneyhurst, the oldest Cath-
olic College in England.

“It was a very lovely place
in Lancashire and I wan-
dered in the fields and fished
the rivers,” said Father La-
hey. “The next two years I
spent at the Jesuit Heythrop
College outside Woodstock in
Oxfordshire. The college was
a former ancestral home of
Lord Brassey and there were
wonderful trees, a private
lake and sunken gardens.”

AUTHOR

Father Lahey was abuut
25 when he wrote the first
book ever written on the
poet Gerard Manley Hop-
kins while at Cambridge,
“My professional field al-
ways has been and still is
English,” said Father La-
hey. “I have specialized in
17th and 20th century lit-
erature.” He recalled his
friendship with poet lau-
reate Robert Bridges. “He
was an old man and I was
a young one,” he reflected.

Since this book Father La-
hey has written many articles
on literary subjects. Two
years ago he wrote on The
Private School for “Canadian
Education Today" in which
university  presidents and
dearns expressed their views.

In 1930 after a teaching
vear at Loyola Father Lahey
was transferred to the Col-
lege for Jesuit Students at
Guelph where he spent an-
other four years teaching.
Further special studies in
theology took him back to
England and Wales,

Father Lahey was posted
to Winnipeg in 1936. "1 stayed
there for 18 years and I loved
Winnipeg and its people,” he
said. "I was Dean of Arts
and Science at St. Paul's Col-
lege, a Jesuit college affiliat-
ed to the University of Mani-
toba on whose Senate and
many sub-committees I
served."”

While in Winnipeg Father
Lahey was chaplain of the
Newman Club of the Univer-
sity and was responsible for
the spiritual welfare of 600
young men and women. *“I
married them and bantized
their babies,” said Father
Lahey. “All my life I have
been associated with boys and
girls and I think I know and
understand modern man and
woman. Believe me, I have
been through their battles
and troubles with them.”

For two years during World
War II Father Lahey served
as national chaplain of the
Federation of Newman Clubs.
In Winnipeg Father Lahey
lived a full, artistic life,
watched the ballet grow up,
attended symphony and
chamber music concerts, was
an art gallery enthusiast.

ADULT COURSES

Since his rectorship at
Loyola Father Lahey has in-
troduced extension courses
in adult education. Ahout

Thoughtful people are troubled and distressed about
the world they are living in. We are living in a state of
crisis; in fact, half our population has never known any
other kind of life. People said to themselves in 1919 and
1920 “If we could only have five years of quiet in order to
get back to normal!” For we fondly thought back to the
period of 1900-1914 as normal. But, of course, the whole
of our present trouble harks back to our activities in that

same pre-war period. Those

activities were our relation-

ships with one another in those years. Something must
have been wrong to produce the present trouble; in fact,

something always has been

wrong in our’ dealings with

material things, with our fellow-men and in our dealings

with God.

That brings us back to the
three facts that we all have to
deal with, and as all our prob-
lems are concerned with those
three facts we had better start
with some definitions. Let us
start with the one about which
we all think we know some-
thing. What is the world? Well,
cobviously, as we live in 18358
we know that it is a planet ro-
tafing on its own axis at the

rate of 1,000 miles an hour, re-
volving about its parent sun at
the rate of 10.000 miles an hour,
and flying through space along
with its parent and its fellow-
satellites; yet with such pre-
cision that the astronomers can
tell us exactly how many times
in the next century the earth
will cut the light of the sun off
from the moon, and how often
and when the moon will cut off

the Yight of the sun from the
earth.

In other words, the universe
we live in is a dependable place,
Yet not entirely dependable, be-
cause there are vast conflagra-
tions from time to time on the
sun which affect our climate;
and on our own planet there are
volcanog, earthquakes and tidal
waves which may sweep away
thousands of lives in a moment.
A dependable planet, in one
sense, but a chancy place in an-*
other., !

There is another thing to say
about it. It is inhabited by people
and they are actually a part of
it — bone of its bone — com-
posed of exactly the same ma-
terial atoms as the rest of the|
planet. We come from the earth |
and return to the earth, And be- |
cause we lJive on the earth and
gain our living from it we are
under a certain obligation to it.!
For the moment I shall assume;
that the universe is God's crea- |
tion, though I shall return to
that later. The universe comes
from God; man comes from God
and God has given man certain
rights, but He has not given man
complete ownership. No matter
how for we go in our civiliza-
tion and in our dominion over
the earth we come ultimately to
the point where we must admit
that we brought nothing into this
world and we take nothing out.
We are not owners, we are ten-!

‘We’ don’t hate the police,

local judge answers article

A policeman’s lot is not.

an easy one, according to
a letter received this
week from Westmount's
municipal judge Bernard
Rose, but it is a useful
one, deserving every ci-
tizen's respect.

His letter follows:

May I avail myself of your
editorial courtesy to com-
ment upon a widely adver-
tised article in a Canadian
periodical which professes
to give reasons “Why do we
hate the police?"” The writer
takes it for granted that
“we"” hate the police. In
view of the prominence given
it by the magazine in which
it appears it will no doubt
be generally discussed not
only in police circles but
wherever criminals congre-
gate.

I deny most emphatically that
“we', that is the general popu-
Jation, hate the police. The as-
gertion is ill' founded and ecal-
culated to inspire distrust of the
men who are called upon in the
performance of their hazardous
duties to proteet the lives and
property of the citizen. The
writer of the article overlooked
the fact that the policeman
takes an oath of service to Her
Majesty and in that quality, is
as much entitled to the respect
and cooperation of the citizen as
an officer of any branch of the
armed forces.

TOUGH TASK

His task is at no time an easy
one and calls for patience, cour-
age and good judgment. In the
instances that are given of in-
dividual constables who may
have acted indiscreetly or he-
cause of the attitude of the cul-
prits they arrested. we forget
that it ig unfair to condemn the
police generally because of the
conduct of a few individuals. He
makes no reference to lawyers
who are disbarred or suspended
nor does he refer to doctors
guilty of malpractice nor men
in their professions and callings
who abuse their authority or be-
tray the confidence reposed in
them.

With the multiplicity of laws
which the constable is called
upon to learn and enforce it is
inevitable that occasionally an
irate citizen may scold the po-

lice. The policeman who is effi-
cient cannot make distinctions
nor he a respector of persons
where an offence has heen com-
mitted. The average police-
man’s iot in any circumstance
is not a happy one. He generally
gets more wverbal bricks than
bouquets; yet he carries on not-
withstanding the strictures of
the law abiding citizen as well

as the curses of malefactors
who, but for the police, would
carry on unmolested their ne-
farious activities. Those who

hate the police are: the profes-
sional criminals, the juvenile de-

linquents, the convicts and all
who violate the laws of- the
municipality, the province, or
the nation.
HELP OUT
The author of the article

certainly rendered no service
to the community in relating
the alleged misdeeds of cer-
tain  police econstables. He
would have been much bet-
ter advised had he suggested
that citizens give the police
a Jarger and more
measure of cooperation than
they have been receiving. He
is probably unaware that it
is the duty of every citizen or
subject of Her Majesty to
come to the assistance of the
guardians of the Jaw when
they are attacked by law-
breakers.

I strongly repudiate the as-
sertion that there is a *“cold
war' between the police and the
citizens. The police forces of
our cities, large and small, must
wage continuous war against
criminals if citizens are to sleep
safely in their beds. Would he
suggest that the heroic police-
men who are killed while seek-
ing to apprehend a bandit lacked
the respect of the community?
If we gave the police the re-
spect to which they are entitled
it would be an incentive to re-
double their efforts to reduce
the appalling increase in crime
in all large centres of popula-
tion. We should not only respect
the uniform but the man who
wears it.

WHY ?

Mistakes may occasionally
be made, but why level ac-
cusations against the whole
police force!

The heads of the several po-
lHce departments enjoy the con-
fidence of the men who serve
under them. Director Hilaire
Beauregard, chler of the Pro-
vincial Police Force; Director

deserved ¥

Montreal constabulary and the
directors of the police depart-
ments of the several municipali- |

ties on the Island of Montreal
are competent, and men of in- |
tegrity. Speaking if I may of

the City of Westmount, its ef-
ficient police personnel are held |
in high regard by the citizens. I |
can understand that the receiv- |
er of a parking ticket or he who |
is charged wilh a more sm-iou.'e;
violation may at the time lose |
his or her temper and berate the |
police, but what group could do |
a better job than what they are |
doing ? Showing disrespect and|
lacking confidence in our police |
force will not make the situation
easier or less dangerous for the |
splendid men who must be ready |
at all times regardless of the
risk involved to protect life and |

property. The sensible citizen |
does not hate ‘the police but |
admires them in spite of the

insinuations and allegations of |
the writer who wrote the article |
referred to in the opening para- !
eraph of this communication.
