Grants for Heritage Churches

The Government of Que-
bec, through the Ministry of
Culture and Communica-
tions, has set aside $3.5 mil-
lion to restore the churches of
the province. Of this amount
approximately $800,000. will
be alloted to the non-Roman
Catholic churches of the re-
gion Estrie. The money will be
paid out over the next five
years.

Funds will be admini-
stered by a foundation estab-
lished for this purpose, known
in English as The Religious
Heritage Foundation’. Within
this foundation there is an
Estrie Table to organize the
flow of money to the churches
of this area.

This Committe is com-
prised of Dr. Derek Booth,
representing the Anglican
Churches, Rev. Martyn
Sadler; representing the

United Churches, and
Michael Riddell, representing
all other denominations, such
as Advent, Baptist and Univ-
ersalist; three Catholic repre-
sentatives, a representative of
the Ministry of Culture and
Communications, and an-
other person yet to be chosen.
Over the past ten years
the Ministry of Culture and
Communications has had
studies done ofthe Protestant
Churches of the different
MRCs that make up the
Estrie. The churches were
iven ratings of A B, C, D,
ased on the criteria estab-
lished by the Ministry. Some of
the criteria were the architec-
tural value ofthe building - its
style, the standing of the
architect who designed it, its
location and whether or not it
had been changed from its
original design.

Funds will be distributed
to the churches according to
this rating, with ‘A’ churches
having a priority, and so on
down the list. Each congrega-
tion will decide whether their
church will participate in the
project or not, so not all
churches will necessarily par-
ticipate. Churches wishing to
participate will have to pro-
vide a minimum of 15% ofthe
total amount of the expendi-
tures they make. Any church
could contribute a higher per-
centage should theywish to do
S0.

Forms for applying for
funds have been sent out to
the churches and a meeting
will be held in the near future
at which a Ministry of Culture
representative and others in-
volved will try to answer ques-

havi

Fighting Racial Discrimination

On March 21, 1960,
sixéy-nine people were killed
and one hundred and seventy-
eight were wounded when
police opened fire on a demon-
stration in Sharpeville, near
Johannesburg, South Africa.
The demonstrators were pro-
testing what was then the
government of South Africa’s
policy of apartheid, the strict
segregation of peoples by race.

Sixyears later, the United
Nations commemorated the
event by designating March 21
as the International Day for
the Elimination of Racial Dis-
crimination. This annual
event is a sad, but necessaiy,
reminder that racial discrimi-
nation must be combatted
everywhere, not just in the
world's trouble spots, but also
here at home.

Howdoes this affect us in
Canada? It would be easy to
say that compared to many

countries, Canada does not
have a problem; but for many
Canadians, discrimination
can be a fact of life. Canada is

anation ofimmigrants. Today,
more than 9% of people living
in Canada are members of
racial minorities. In major cit-
ies like Toronto and Vancou-
ver, the number is 20% or
higher. Add to that the ap-
proximately 4% of Canadians
who are Indian, Inuit, or
Metis, and our population is
more racially diverse than it
has ever been.

While diversity enhances
Canada’s social fabric, it can
also increase the possibility of
discrimination against those
who are different. Thisisnotto
say that Canbada is in any
way a racist society, in fact,
most racial discrimination is
not deliberate or overt; it isthe
product ofa lack ofawareness
about other cultures and
subtle prejudices which need
to be overcome.

Each year, human rights

TheTownshlpsSun

commissions at the federal
and provincial levels receive
dozens of complaints of dis-
crimination on the basis of
race. In many cases, the alle-
gations deal withjob discrimi-
nation — a person who was
turned down for a job or a
promotion because he or she
didnt quite “fit in" or was not
considered ‘“personally suit-
able”. In others, like a recent
case dealt with by the B. C.
Human Rights Council, the
discrimination was housing-
related. Inthat case, a couple
complained that they were
denied an apartment after the
caretaker discovered that the
husband was Indo-Canadian.
Other cases involve name-
calling, racially-motivated
jokes, or other forms of racial
harassment.

Still other cases involve
what is often referred to as

(Wt

'systemic” discrimination.
For example, the Canadian
Human Rights Commission
has been dealing with the is-
sue of why some federal gov-
ernment departments have so
few senior managers who are
members of racial minorities,
even though there are many
minority employees in the
lower levels from which man-
agement is recruited.

Sometimes, racial, relig-
lous and cultural differences
have become flash points for
discussion. For example, the
debates over the wearing of
turbans in the RCIVP and the
Royal Canadian Legion; or
tensions within communities
over the impact of immigra-
tion.

Questions like these

show that we still do not have
all the answers.

What we do know is that
government and Human
Rights Commissions cannot

combat racial discrimination
on their own. Changing atti-
tudes, eliminating prejudice,
and fighting discrimination,
must take place at all levels—

in the home, in the school, in

the workplace, and, in the

community at large.
Canadians can be thank-

ful that we have never had the
racial problems of South Af-
rica or, for that matter, our
American neighbours to the
south.

That doesntmeanwecan
be complacent, or ignore the
issue altogether. We can all do
our part to help combat racial
discrimination, and ensure
equality is a reality for every-
one.

We should think about it
not only ai*March 21, but
every day of the year.

Idealism

and Liberal Education

by James O. Freedman
Ann Arbor: The University
of Michigan Press, 1996

It is rare to find inspira-
tion in today’s literature, but
James O. Freedman success-
fullyprovidesit inhis champi-
oning ofliberal education. His
conviction that education
gives direction and signifi-
cance to one’ life permeates
the twenty-two essays. His
belief that the cultivation of
character and intellect are
both essential tools in facing
life’s challenges are messages
to those who teach and learn
in today’s society.

As President of Dart-
mouth College in Hanover,
New Hampshire, Dr. Freed-
man sees the reality of the
forces of idealism in liberal
education. Hewrites, Forme,
the central theme has been
love of learning and reading,
together with, from an early
age, the profound desire to
become a scholar and a
teacher. Almost everything
that | have sought to achieve,
personally and professionally,
derives from that theme’.

The essays include The
Value of Intellectuals’ and
The Teaching of Values in a
Liberal Education’, both of
which require a step back-
wards in time to the consid-
eration of the philosophy and
the goals of education.

Freedman’s belief in the
importance of a liberal educa-
tion is rooted in the human
need for a deﬂoer strength
than is provided by skills or
professions. Without the
greater understanding
gained in a liberal education,
financial successes pale.
Freedman’s recent battle with

Books Available at
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cancer reinforced his views on
the value of a liberal educa-
tion. He says, During the
difficultand dismaying days of
chemotherapy, liberal educa-
tion helped me in that most
human ofdesires—the yearn-
ing to make order and sense
out of my experience.’

In his essay on The
Teaching of Valuesina Liberal
Education’, Freedman refers
to the calling into question of
the performance of higher
education and the fact that
society has fixed its greatest
anxieties’ on educational in-
stitutions. He concludes that
colleges do inevitably teach
values andthat students learn
values simply by observing
professors. The importance to
Freedman of such example is
clear; The morality of a pro-
fessor’s example Is perhaps
the most powerful force in the
teaching of values.” He says
the values ofinquiry, integrity,
empathy, and self-discipline
are conveyed through a liberal
education. Students who are
fortunate to have been ex-
posed to a good liberal educa-
tion form a lifelong commit-
ment to the ftransformative
values that a liberal education
imparts.’

James O. Freedman does
not share the pessimism
about today’s generation, and
says, Today’s undergradu-
ates possess an untapped
capacity for idealism and al-
truism, for which our society
does not provide adequate
outlets.” Freedman sees his
role at Dartmouth College as
one of providing students with
‘a sense of idealism, a sense of
personal destiny, a sense that
service counts In meeting the
daunting tasks that confront
us.” He succeeds in that role,
as well as in the leadership
role of stimulating excellence
in the world of education.

The writing is articulate
and thoughtful. James O.
Freedman speaks with clarity
and fearlessness about ideal-
ism and liberal education,
providing direction for a floun-
dering society.
