LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.
Toronto, June 23.

Last night after the report left, the Speaker,
on the suggestion of Mr. Dunkin, decided that
Mr. McGee’s motion on the Seat of Government
ag an amendment to the motion for going into
the Committee of Supply, was out of order.

The House then discussed the amendment

moved by Mr. Brown till 12:30, when an ad-
journment was carried.
1« To-day Mr. Ferguson moved certain resolu-
tions condemnatory of the Separate School
System in Upper Canada, and the debate was
proceeding when the House rose at 6.

BY SPECIAL TELEGRAPH FROM OUR
TORONTO CORRESPONDENT.

We received the following last night:—
Toronto, 23rd June, 18568.

Mr. Read, Railway Contractor, was examined
to-day in the Committee on Public Accounts.
He stated with reference to a lot of Debentures,
bought by the Government at 973, that he had
gold them to Dr. Clarke, at the time a member
of Parliament, for 80, on long credit. That he,
Read, had taken them in payment, with other
debentures, at an average of 80, and that he
was glad to get that price for them as their full
current value. The sale by Dr. Clarke
of these debentures to the Government, was al-
most simultaneously with their purchase by
him from Mr. Read. The amouut was £20,000,
and the profit on the transaction £3,500, with-
out the outlay of one dollar, on the part of that
unfortunate Member of Parliament, Dr. Clarke.

‘We make no comment upon this specimen of
glaring—what *shall we call it ?—public rob-
bery, between the seller and buyers of Mr.
Read’s debentures.

Mr. CAYLEY AT THE HEAD OF THE PROVINCIAL
Financrs.—There Lave been lately made pub.
lic three specimens of financiering ability. We
have had the ex-officio financier making his
exposition of the state of the Provincial funds;
we have had his antagonist of the opposition
benches giving his views of our condition ; and
we have had an essay from Mr. Galt, which was
rather a commentary on portions of the subject
than a general review of the whole. The
readers of the three expositions, the two spoken
and the other written, will have no difficulty,
we think, in making up their minds to this—
that whoever ought to be Inspector General,
Mr. Cayley certainly ought not to be. In the
speech of Mr. Brown, as well as in the draft
report of Mr. Galt, we see qualities which fit the
men for the task they have undertaken. In
that of Mr. Cayley, what is most remarkable is
ihe absence of any one quality, which must be
supposed to be required for the task that he has
undertaken. Look through Mr. Brown’s state-
ment, and you see a grasp of the whole subject
—a generalization which places before you, at
a glance, the true position of our affairs. Turn
back to Mr. Galt’s paper and, amongst many
mistakes into which he has been betrayed by
the clumsiness of the mannerin which the facts
were set befere him, you see a perfect com-
prehension of the method of dealing with the
details of our monetary system, so as to reduce
the expenditure to the lowest point, and, at
the same time, to obtain the greatest advantage
from every operation. Go from these to the
official budget and you meet neither with any
clearness of views as to our actual position,
nor any knowledge of the operations of
the money market, capable of inspiring

_ suggestions for improving our posgition.
There is plenty of violence towards opponents ;
plenty of outeries against misrepresentations ;
but nothing to elucidate what is confused, and
no indication of any reform or improvement.
Tn both parts of his business, Mr. Cayley seems
deplorably deficient. #He neither knows where
he ig nor whither he is going. He is quite un-
able to say what is his true position, as a matter
of account, or how he can recover from it by
means of action.. These are not mere declama-
tory remarks on our part. We invite any one
to reflect upon the clearness of the views taken
by Messrs. Brown and Galt, from their respec-
tive standing points, with the confusion and
helplessness of Mr. Cayley, and we will defy
him to come to any other conclusion than that
with which we started—that having Mr. Qay-
ley for our Provincial Chancellor of the Exche-
quer, we are very far from haviug the right
man in the right place. There are at least two
men in Parliament, either of whom would be

suporior 4o the prosent woale and incapable in-
cumbent.

We invite the attention of our readers to a
communication, which we publish this morn-
ing, from a professional friend, +who has
devoted much of his time to the study of the
law of crimes and punishments, on the subject
of the—whether right or wrong, just or neces-
sary, still equally revolting exhibition, with
which our city is threatened to-morrow—the
cold-blooded strangulation of Jean Baptiste
Desforges and Marie Anne Belisle, the convicted
murderers of Catherine Prevost, the wife of the
former’s brother, Antoine Desforges, who now
awaits hig trial for the murder of the husband
of the latter. = We need not tell the readers of
the Herald that we have long since arrived at
the co_nclusion, not that capital punishments
are unjustifiable in the abstract, or opposed to
the principles of either divine or human law—
for in' certain conditions of Society (*because
of the hardness of your hearts”) the slaughter
of the criminal is the only effectual meais of
protecting the virtuous ang well-doing—hut
beca.uei;e we are B'ahsﬁed that, in civilized com-
munities, possessing all the means anq appli-
ances for the effectual restraint of the criminal
capital punishment can, in no case, he eithex’-
necessary or expedient. On the contrary, our
firm conviction—the result.of years of observa-
tion and reflection—is, that so far from proving
a check upon the passions of the criminally-
disposed, every judicial destruction of life Eas
a direct and powerfully brutalizing effect upon
that particular class that exists, more or less,
in every society, and which inevitably in-
creages instead of diminishing ecrime. We
have neither time, nor space, nor even in-
clination, just at present, to repeat, what we
fhave on former occagions fully stated, the
mnumerous facts and arguments on which our
conviction ig based. We neither feel, nor shall

e affect to feel, any special commiseration fo

the wretched couple, now the tenants of 1he

« condemned cell” in our District jail, more

than we should feel were they tenants in the

same dread chamber in Newgate or in any
county jail in England. It is not for their
sakes, but for the sake of the public merality
and well-being that we shall rejoice to hear
that, even at the eleventh hour, their punish-
ment has been commuted to imprisonment for
life. As te their guilt or innocence, it is no
part of our duty to offer any opinion on the sub-
ject ; and we entirely agree with our contem-
porary, the Gazelte, ‘‘ that it is not the duty of
the Crown, unless for some good and sufficient
reason, by the exercise of the prerogative, to
set aside the sentences of the ordinary Courts.”
We have seen it stated, however, how far cor-
rectly we are unable to say, that the learned
Judges, who presided at their trial, and by one
of whom their sentence was pronounced, have
expressed an opinion that the evidence against
them was not so conclusive as to shut out the
possibility of their innocence. Should such be
the case, we take it for granted their Honors
will make the proper representations in the pro-
per quarter ; and that the representative of the
Queen, tempering justice with mercy, will find
even the most trifling and far-fetched doubt of
their guilt, sufficiently weighty to turn the
balance in their favor. It, assuredly, is not
the duty of the Crown to set aside the sentence
of the Court, but it is the right ; and we hope
in such a case, it must always be the pleasure
of the Crown to do so. We sincerely trust,
then, that we have been correctly informed as
to the Judges’ opinions ; and that, without any
improper interference with the course of justice,
our fair city may be spared the disgusting and
demoralizing scene, which our correspondent
so graphically pourtrays.

MR, MONTIZAMBERT AND THE PURCHASE OF DE-
BENTURES.—We learn, with respect to the sale of
debentures, which, from the evidence taken be-
fore the committee of Public Accounts, appear-
ed to have been made by Mr. Mortizambert to
the Govrrnment, that the particular transaction
was merely an exchange of securities, not
made for himself, but for a friend at Quebec.

Proressor Acassiz.—The New York Times
says that the Emperor Napoleon has been try-
ing all sorts of tempting offers to induce this
world-famed naturalist to accept the vacant
place of Director of the Museum of Natural
History in the Jardin des Plantes; and adds
that, although the Professor has once plumply
refused to leave his pleasant home in Cambridge
to go to Paris, the Emperor has renewed his
offers, with the additional inducement of mak-
ing the Naturalist an immediate Senator, which
will add 30,000 francs to his salary. Our New
York contemporary further states that Agassiz,
it is reported, has yielded so far as to promise
to go over to Paris and have a personal inter-
view with the Emperor, and concludes by urg_
ing that the University of Cambridge oughtnog
to allow the French Emperor to outbid them.

TorNADO AT NEW YoRE.—A fearful tornado,
says the New York Herald of Tuesday, visited
our city yesterday afternoon, and though its
duration was but half an hour its effects were
visible in every quarter to an extent never
before known after a storm of such short dara-
tion. The streets were completely inundated,
and for a while the fierce winds made sad hayoc
with all moveable objects, starting trees, roofs,
chimneys, signs, waggons, and objects of less
note, whirling <them like feathers about the
streets. Among the more serious accidents in
the city were the partial destruction of a church
iu Fifty-fourth street; the demolishing of the
chimney of the methodist Book Concern, by
which the roof of a neighboring house was
broken'in, and a woman badly injured; the un-
roofing of a dyeing establishment in Eigh-
teenth street, by which two men were seriously
injured, and a horse killed ; the unroofing of
the stables of the Seventh avenue omnibus line,
injuring one man, and the hostler of the stable
being struck by lightning. TFortunately, so
far as we can learn, there was no loss of life in
the city, though the injuries of some of the
wounded may possibly prove fatal, The dam-
age to property, however, 18 extensiye, and in-
deed more so than would seem credible from
the limited time in which the storm continued.
At Hunter's Point, Long Island, just above
Greenpoint, the tornado was more disastrous.
One wing of the large establishment of the
Ameriean Flint Glassworks was blown down,
killing two of the employés instantly—the one
an engineer and the other a foreman—and se-
riously injuring seven others. The total loss of
property by this disaster is $8,000.

ANNUAL MinitTAry Pic-Nic or No. 4 & §
Conpanies.—This annual pic nic of these two
splendid companies came off yesterday at Guil-
bault’s Gardens. The day was fine and favor-
able, and altogether nothing was wanling
which could contribute to the general enjoy-
ment.

The gardens were thrown open at ten
o'clock, and a large number instantly availed
themselves of the opportunity. A little atter
the Volunteer Rifle Companies, No 4 and 5,
made their appearance, and marched into the
gardens., They were under the command of
Major Devlin, Captain Mullins, Lieutenant
Donnelly, Lieutenant Gillies, and Ensign
Rooney ; and bore themselves in a manner
which testified the pains which had been taken
to perfect their drill and discipline.

Throughout the day the Gardens were
thronged with pleasure seekers, and the utmost
good order prevailed everywhere. Dancing
was carried on to the music of Irish bag-pipes,
and we need hardly add, that the tunes were
well appreciated, and that the young people,
the girls especially, stepped it with that spirit
and elegance peculiar to the sex and country.

The men of the two companies, under the
watchful observation of their officers, were re-
markably exemplary in their conduct; in fact
we have rarely witnessed an occasion where a
military gathering behaved with such decorum
and propriety ; the public, also gave no oppor-
tunity to lay themselves open to comment, if we
except, indeed, that disposition for peace and
order which marked them all the day. Taking
it in all, the pic-nic, for the sake of its aim, the
purchase of an organ for St, Anne’s Church, as
well ag for ite amusement, was one which gave
gratification to every one present, and one
which reflects credit on its projectors.

Two bands were engaged, and acted no in-
considerable part in enlivening the proceedings.
The Gardens closed a little after seven o’clock,

and all retired highly pleased with the exper-
riences of the day.

We are glad to learn that upwards of three
thousand persons took part in the pleasures of
this interesting pic-nic.

DEATH UNDER SUSPICIOUS CIRCUMSTANCES IN
GrirriNTowN.—The adjourned inquest on the
body of the woman Howlett, supposed to have
been murdered by her hushand, came to con-
clusion yesterday. The evidence, which was
very voluminous, we are compelled, owing to
the pressure on our columns, to condense in the
mere result of the inquest, which was a verdict
of ‘manslaughter” against Howlett. He is
remanded for trial.

The murder for which these persons were sen-
tenced to death was of the most revolting char-
acter. Nothing was disclosed at their trial
which could claim the slightest doubt of their
guilt, or palliation for their crime. And, there-
fore, upon Friday they will be executed.

Some crotchety individuals will, neverthe-
less, enquire—Why hang them? Will the
strangulation of Jean Baptiste Deforges and
Marie Anne Crispin improve their physical or
spiritual condition, or restore the life of their
victim ; or, has the exhibition of two human
corpses, swinging in the air by a rope, any re-
markably curative properties upon human
vice ?

Yes, we are assured, Capital Punishment, in
the first place, punishes the criminal; and the
exhibition of his doom operates as a warning to
society.

Waiving the question of the right of any
Legislature to enact a punishment unaccompa-
nied, and incompatible with the opportunity of
reformation, let us enquire, in the first place,
into the nature of the punishment in the pre-
sent case.

Physiologically speaking, we predict that
these criminals are, comparatively, insensible
to the doom which awaits them. Persons who,
as they did, could so coolly plan a murder, and
so systematically execute it, and then lie down
and sink into sleep, with all the ease and confi-
dence of innocence, by the side of their murder-
ed victim; who could stand unmoved and un-
abashed, day after day, during the trial, while
their crime was, step by step, revealed, and
while other crimes, some of equal and some of
greater magnitude, were disclosed ; and who,
when the sentence of death was pronounced,
could listen with indifference, and of the vast
throng in the Court were the only apparently
unconcerned spectators,—persons such as these,
we repeat, will, in all probability, after the
mode of treatment society has adopted, walk
upon the gallows in stolid insensibility, or with
brazen-faced bravado.

The second virtue claimed for Capital Punish-
ment, is the example it exhibits to society. It
certainly exhibits an example. On a wooden
platform, surmounting the gate of the jail, the
eriminal makes his appearance, accom-
panied by the chaplain, the sheriff and
the hangman. The intended victim perhaps is
overwhelmed in grief and horror, but more fre-
quently he exhibits a reckless indifference, and
thinks more of dying “game” than of dying
penitent. He addresses the crowd assembled
beneath, asseverating his innocence, or palli-
ating his guilt,—asking their prayers for his

soul, or hurling defiance at his persecutors ;
the chaplain offers a prayer, the calcraft of the
occasion shakes his hand,—his arms are
pinioned,—a cap placed over his head,—the
rope is adjusted around his neck,—the holt
withdrawn, and, in a moment, after a few con-
vulsive struggles, his body is pronounced a
corpse !

This is the example. Now look we to the ef-
fects. To those who have witnessed a public
execution, it need not be told that it exhibits
human nature in its most revolting form. Not
the gambling-room, not the prize-ring, not the
brothel, not the lowest den of intemperance,
can afford so brutalizing a spectacle, tor around
the gallows upou the day of execution are to be
seen the worst and most appalling features of
the head and heart.

In this arena are some thousands of men,
women and children ; the very habe is even
brought by its mother there to familiarize its
infant eye with such scenes. Of this mass of
beings some have arrived hours previous to
that fixed for the execution, and some, during
the preceding night, so as to secure a favorable
spot for observation. The adjoining fences are
crowded with them, the neighbouring windows
are thronged with gaily dressed ladies, the sur-
rounding roofs are covered with eager faces,
the very chimney-tops are surrounded with ven-
turesome youth. And here we are told to look
for the effects of these examples. Look, and
what do we see ? Here, a group calmly specu-
lating upon the prisoner’s guilt, or, in half
drunken stupor, hiccuping forth sympathy at
his fate. There, men or women in a drunken
fray—in one direction we observe the pick-
pocket relieving a spectator of his watch—in
another, some Fugin teaching an Oliver Twist
how to extract handkerchiefs from the pocket.
These are the invariable, and we add, the ine-
vitable results of public executions; and until
we are convinced by argument that these hoot-
ings, these drunken exhibitions, these opportu-
nities for brawling and pocket-picking are
really very beneficial examples for society,
we must adhere to our opinion, that they are
the very hot-beds upon which no inconsiderable
portion of yice and erime is engendered.

The exhibition of Capital Punishment will
never prevent the commission of murder.
When the crime is to be committed the mind is
too much governed by passion, or too callous
by vicious training, or too sanguine of escape,
to allow the thought of punishment a moment’s
congideration.

Without entering into the scriptural argu-
ment--where, however, the advocate of abolition
need not fear to meet his opponent,-—let us con-
gider in a word the probable effects of the sub-
stitute for capital punishment, of solitary im-
prisonment for life with hard labor, which
has none of the objections as a mode
of punishment which is urged against the
other,  The victim cannot be benefitted or
injured by the life or death of the murderer.
The murderer ig, by imprisonment, secured from
society, and afforded time and opportunity for
reflection—reflection which, amid the solitary
and gloomy walls of the dungeon will, soone,
or later, force itself into the hardest human
heart. And finally, society would be relieved
from the moral pestilence which the exhibition
of capital punishment invariably engenders.

But no. Society virtually tells Jean Baptiste
Desforges, and Marie Anne Crispin, we will fol-
low your exawple. You took the life of Cathe~
rine Prevost, and therefore ‘we repair the injury
by taking yours. You committed murder, and
therefore we, to protect our morals, will com-
pensate Catherine Prevost’s death by hanging
you;—we will benefit you by hurling you,
blood-stained and unprepared as you are, before
yonr (tod ; and we will benefit the commnunity
by gratifying the curiosity of brutality and in-
temperance with the exhibition of your bodies
swinging from the gallows, with the additional
advantage, at the same time, of affording young
pick-pockets an opportunity for improvement in
the practice of their profession, and thus facili-
tate their progress to your fate. These are, in
reality, the practical results of capital punish-~
ments ; and therefore, after nearly twenty years
of virtual abolition of the death penalty, we
cannot compliment the Government on its
re-introduction.

COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC ACCOUNTS.

(Zrom the Globe of Tuesday.)

FripAY, 18th June, 1858.
The Committee met at eleven o’clock.

Mr. C. E. AxprrsoN was called as a witness.

Mr. BROWN said he had a number of ques-
tions prepared for Mr. Anderson, but as some
of them would require a reference to the books
of the Receiver General’s Department, he would
place the questions in Mr. Anderson’s hands,
that he might be able to answer them conse-
gecutively, when they were put to him on Mon-
day.

eMr. AnpersoN said that there was one point
on which he would like to be examiaed to-day.
Evidence had been give before the Commitiee
which imputed to him great neglect or some-
thing worse, in reference to the £20,000 Deben-
tures paid by the Great Western to the Sinking
Fund on the 3rd September 1857. The Deputy
Inspector General and the Auditor General had
stated that neither of them was aware of this
payment, until Mr. Reynolds gave the informa-
tion to the Committee. He could not understand
how Mr.Langton made such astatement as at the
end of each year the Auditor came to count
what was in the public chest, having previous-
ly ascertain from the Inspector General’s books
what ought to be in it. The statement he had
thus brought with him would have shown that
there were £25,000 to the credit of the Great
Western Sinking Fund, but when he came to
count the chest in December he found £45,000,
and certified to that effect, and again in Febru-
ary he certified that there was £45,000, to the
credit of the Great Western Sinking Fund.
And if the Auditor knew the fact in December
and in February, he could not understand how
he should say that he knew nothing of it till
Mr. Reynolds gave his evidence.

Mr. Lanaron, who was present, said he did
not like to sit still, while such remarks were
made, and, with the permission of the Commit-
tee, he begged to state that his finding the De-
bentures in the chest, was not such an official
intimation of a transaction of that kind as
should have been sent to the Inspector Gener-
al’s office. In an answer to a question by the
Committee, he said that he eonceived when
£20,000 had been paid over to the Proviace,
there should have been an official record made
of it in the books. But this payment did not
appear in the Inspector General’s books, and he
did not believe it was in the Receiver General’s
books, as both sets were compared at the end of
the year. When he went to the public chest on
the 19th of January, he counted over these de-
bentures along with the rest that he found
there. When he was not able to go on the 1st
of January, it might happen that some altera-
tions -had been made in the investments in the
meantime, and such alterations he noted in the
margin of the paper he took along with him.
This memorandum he had shown the Committee,
and they would have seen that opposite the£25,-
000 he had marked on the margin plus £20,000.
In the Marriage License Fund he had expect-
ed to find £75000, but he found more, and
marked on the margin plus £6'700, He first as-
certained that the balances he had obtained
from the Inspector General’s were correct, and
the Debentures he found in excess of those bal-
ances he made a note of in his own private
memorandum, and signed a statement which he
left in the Receiver General’s office, of the num-
ber of Debentures he had counted., Perhaps it
might be that, when he found £20,000 more than
he had any record of, he should have made a
formal investigation of how it came there. But
it was no part of his duty to look after Deben-
tures. According to the Audit Act, the charge
of special funds rested with the Deputy Inspec-
tor General. The Auditor was simply charged
with checking the expenditure of the Province,
although some other duties had come to be as-
signed to him by degrees, and one of these was
counting over at the end of the year the securi-
ties lying in the Receiver General’s chest. He
was willing to admit that he should have made
an investigation how this £20,000 came there,
but that did not in the slightest degree alter his
evidence, that in his opinion, when £20,000 was
paid into the public chest, an entry should have
been made in the public ledger.

Mgr. AnpersoN said he had himself made the
entry in the day-hook, and if the book-keeper
did not enter it in the ledger, that was his fault.
Mr. Langton had stated that the Deputy Inspec-
tor General had no means of knowing of the
transaction. This was a mistake. In July
1857, the semi-annual interest was collected
from the Debentures belonging to the Great
Western Sinking Fund, and carried to the cre-
dit of that fund. In making these entries, the
Deputy Inspector General of courge saw that
the amount was £25,000. 'When the next semi-
annual statement was made in the end of De-
cember, Mr. Dickenson signed a cheque for six
per cent interest on Debentures to the amount
of £45,000.

Mr. LanaroNn—The interest on the 1st July,
1857, was not paid, and when Mr. Dickenson re-
ceived the interest on the 31st December, he
might have supposed that it was the interest for
the whole year.

Mr. AnpersoN.—If the interest was not paid
on the 1st July, it had been paid regularly for
half-a-dozen half-years betore, on £25,000, and
when the amount was increased to £45,000, it
ag strange that it did not excite the curiosity

the Deputy Inspector General.

_Mg'. LaAncroN said that that did not alter the
original fact that the transaction did not to this
day appear in the public ledger.

Mr. fmnnnson said there was another point,
on which he wished to remark. Mr. Langton
in his evidence the other day appeared to doubt
the propriety of the £20,000 being taken from
the Great Western in Debentures. When the
£25,000 was taken, it was paid in cash, which
the Government invested in Municipal Deben-
tures at par, and when the Company offered the
£;20,000 in the same Municipal Debentures, the
Government could scarcely refuse it.

It was then agreed that Mr. Anderson’s ex-

STATE OF FRANCE.

—_—

Loujg Philippe rnled France under the title of
the szgn King. Tt hasbeen attempted to in-
vest Louls Napoleon with the character, if not
the j;ule, pf the Citizen Emperor. In his ascent
to imperial power, this artful usurper has no
doubt s}xown a good deal of skill in alternately
eplljloy1ng as stepping stones the deep impres-
sion ma.de on the rural population of France by
the fame of his uncle, the disposition of the
c}ergy in the hope of sharing it with him, to
aid him toassume an unlimited authority, and
tpe readiness of the moneyed class to sacrifice
liberty to order under the mistaken idea that
order alone, witboutliberty, can serve as a main-

spring and impulsive power of permanent indus-
trial progress.

. The-enterprise, however disguised, of sub-
jecting to despotic and irresponsible rule a peo-
ple which has once tasted, even to a slight de-
gree, of the sweets of liberty, ever a work full
of hazard and danger, encounters in our day
an obstacle in the shape of the periodical press,
quite unknown to the usurpers of Greek and
Roman times, or even to the Italian tyrants of
the middle ages. Here is the rock ,on which
the revived dynasty of the Bonapartes seems in
d.nger of malking speedy shipwreck. The only
practical taste of liberty which the French have
ever had has been ina press more or less free.
Such a press has existeds mong them, to a great

er or less extent, for p° va century, though ir
the early pnrt'b’fldmff period B sufferance rather
than by law, and for a time, during the empire
of the first Napoleon, greatly restricted and al-
most extinguished. Still it has been, in the
use of the pen, more or less iree, that what has
been called French liberty has mainly consist-
ed, nor can it be doubted that the political re-
volutions of the last century have been largely
produced by that cause.

With respect to the press, the present usurper
is placed in a most embarrassing position. Free-
dom of the press is totally inconsistent with
that system of government which he is seeking
to establish, and which i3 based on the simple
idea that the Emperor is to do all the thinking
at least all the resolving, and that his grateful
people, saved from this trouble and embarrass-
ment, are bound in their allegiance to re-echo
his ideas, and to obey his orders. As interter-
ing with the prerogative of:the Imperial Gov-
ernment, to settle exclusively all questions,
whether of domestic or foreign policy, the peri-
odical press is a great inconvenience. But
there are other points of view, in which it is
not merely an inconvenience but a source of
perpetual danger and alarm. It is a means by
which, independent of any associations or pub-
lic meetings, a sort of political organization can
be kept up. All who read the same newspaper,
all who assent to the force of the same argu-
ments, all who enjoy the same ironical flings at
abuses which it is not permitted to attack
openly, are, as it were, kept in a sort of spirit-
ual communication with each other, a state of
semi-combination, which may be brought into
full operation at any moment which affords the
opportunity to act. As combination, aggrega-
tion is a great source of political power; every-
thing in the nature of voluntary association
has been most sedulously discouraged in all
despotic governmentis. Another great source
of political power is the sway which eloquence
is able to obtain over the feelings and actions
of masses of men. Hence the hostility of all
despotic Governments to public assemblies, and
the liberty of addressing them, But what avail
all the laws against societies, associations and
public assemblies, of which the Code of France
is so full, so long as periodical journals afford

"a medium whereby those having common inter-
ests and sympathies may, however scattered
and separated, though bebarred by law from
meeting each other face to face, keep up a con-
stant communication and sympathy ?  Of what
avail are all the laws against popular assem-
blies so long as political leaders and impassion-
ed orators can, through the speaking trumpet
of the press, address, instead of a collection of
a thousand or two people at the most, the en-
tire body of their partisans, scattered over all
France, and even those of them who may be
exiles, on account of their political opinions, in
foreign lands ?

The shortest and simplest method would be
that adopted by the first Napoleon—the sup-
pression of all newpapers except the official
Moniteur, of which the Emperor himself acted
as grand supervisor and editor-in-chief, and &
few legal and miscellaneous journals in- which
no discussion of public affairs was allowed, nor
even the pubtication of news except by way of
extracts or summaries from the official Monitewr.
But now that the journals have become a neces-
sary of life to all reading Frenchmen, this short
and simple method is hardly available, In at-
tempting to reduce the Frenchmen of the pre-
sent day to the short allowance of the first
Rmpire, Napoleon III. is reduced to imitate the
example of the countryman who undertook to
teach his horse to live upon shavings, It is
impossible to stop the entire allowance of pro-
vender at once. The hay and the oats have to
be withdrawn by degrees, and the beast to be
taught gradually to put up with shavings in-
stead.

But in this operation of gradually depriving
the French periodical press of all its nutriment
and its juices, its pungency and its flayor, the
journals seem to prove more than a match for
all the force of ecivil suppression hitherto
brought to bear upon them. Whether in the
shape of a deposit of money required of the
publishers, the signature of the writer affixed to
each article, warnings, suppressions, prosecu-
tions, fines and imprisonment, all these harrass-
ments under the form of law have not yet suc-
ceeded in reducing the French press to that
condition of sapless insipidity and pufi-ball
emptiness which would render it at once satis-
factory to the French Emperor and an object of
indifference, it not of disgust, to the French
people. The law failing, the army, as i3 cus-
tomary with our Napoleon—indeed, with both
the Napoleons—has been brought into the field.
The officers of the army, left in these piping
times of peace with no regular professional
business on their hands, have instituted a cam-
paign against the press. Ivery writer for a
newspaper who presumes to say a witty or a
pointed thing capable of being construed as
squinting at the army or the Emperor—and it
is the army and Emperor that now constitute
the French Government—is, it would seem, to
be forthwith challenged, not by a single oﬁ;cer,.
but by a succession of officers, till some one of
the number succeeds in Kkilling him. Na'y,
more ; not only are editors to be challenged for
what they write, they are to be required, at the
point of the small sword or the muzzle of the
pistol, or rather at the point of fifty or a hun-
dred small-swords or pistols, directed at them
in succession, to ingert any piece of stupidity
or talsehood on which these new military cen-
sors of the press may choose to iusist.

An instance has been given of the first of

these new methods of procedure in the case of
M. de Pene, a contributor to Figaro, & Jou'rpal
which at Paris fills in some respects the position
of The London Punch. A joke in that paper
was made the basis of a challenge by a sub-
lieutenant of the Ninth Chasseurs in garrison at
Anmiens, by a M. Hyenne, an officer of the same
regiment in garrison at Abbeville, and by
twenty-nine other mlitary gentlemen, all of
whom, unless killed or disabled in some pre-
vious combat, the writer who had presumed to
jest about sub-lieutenants was required to meet
in succession. The man of the pen disabled
his first challenger, but no sooner was this ac-
complished than Hyenne, the second challen-
ger, who had acted as gecond to the first, claim-
ed his turn, M. de Pene thought it rather hard
that he should be obliged to fight all the officers
of the army, whereupon Hyenne, in order to
force him into it, resorted to an insult of his
own, which the seconds of De Pene, though
they had resisted Hyenne's claim to a new fight
on the old ground, {held gnfficient ground for a
second duel, in whichDe Pene was run through
the body and dangerously if not mortally
wounded by his opponent, as he would have
been by some other of the twenty-nine if this
one had failed. But of this there was not much
danger, as Hyenne, it seems, was a professional
and experienced fencing master, who, in watch-
ing the first duel under the disgunise of & second,
had . the opportunity to stady his opponent’s
weak points, :
. Thig slap in the mouth to one paper for presum-
ing to be witty in & style not relished by the ar-
my was duly followed up by compelling another
paper, by similar means, to become an apologist
for this outrage. The office of the Industriel—
a newspaper of St. Germain, whose account of
this military assassination was not altogether
satisfactory to the officers of the Ninth Chas-
seurs—was visited by forty-two officers, Who
marched thither in uniform, “to demand, and,
in case of need, to require” the insertion of a
paper drawn up by their comrade, M. Rogé, who
had served, it seems, ag second both to the first
and the second challenger, and who would, we
suppose, if necessary, have filled the third place
bimself. In this paper the ground is distinctly
taken that M. de Pene was responsible for his
article, not only to an individual but to a class.
It remains to be seen how this new military
censorship will be relished by the French peo-
ple, and what its precige effect may be in modi-
fying the character of the French press.—New

PROVINGIAL PARLIAMENT.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

ToroxNTO, June 21.
The SPEAKER took the Chair at three
o’clock.

MONTREAL BY-LAW,

On motion of Solicitor General ROSE. the
House went into Committee on a bill to’con-
firm a resolution or a by-law of the Corporation
of Montreal, to empower the Harbor Commis-
sioners of Montreal to erect a gallery across
Capital street, in Montreal. The Committee
reported the bill without amendment.

REPRESENTATION BY POPULATION.

On the order for the first reading of Mr. M.
Cameron’s bill, about representation by popula-
tion being called, Mr. Cameron was not in his
place.

Mr. SICOTTE said he hoped the House would
be willing to let the matter drop for that night.
Most of the members were so fatigued by their
excursion to Detroit that they would probauvly
not attend, and in a House so thin—there being
only some thirty members present—it would
not be fair to bring it on.

Mr. LANGEVIN thought there ought to be a
call of the House for the discussion and the
vole.

Mr. J. S. MACDONALD wished to
—he desired to ¢ kill the monster.” TRy

Mr. DUNKIN said that, an amendment having
been already proposed, the first vote would not
effectually kill it. It would not stay dead if
voted on now.

After a few words from Mr. Brown,

On motion of Attorney General MACDON-
ALD, the bill was made the first order of the
day for Wednesday.

NORTH SHORE RAILWAY,

Mr. LANGEVIN moved the House into com-
mittee on the bill to change the name of theNorth
Shore Railway and St. Maurice Navigation
Company.

Mr.J. S. MACDONALD expressed his sur-
prise that a bill should have been introduced—
without having been called for —to change the
method of allotting the 2,000,000 acres granted
to the North Shore Railway, and thisin a most
objectionable manner.  He objected that
the name of the bill was no index to its
contents.

Messrs. CARTIER and ALLEYN defended
the bill, on the ground that it would facilitate
the disposal of the Company’s shares among
the capitalists of Europe.

Mr. LANGEVIN moved tlhe adoption of the
first clause.

Mr. MERRITT hoped the Government would
legislate on a principle. He contended that it
was unjust to give the land of the Province for
the benefit of one locality, when such locality
was not that in which the public land lay ; and
especially when' other localities had improve-
ments in progress for which they wanted sim-
ilar aids if they were given at all. Ifthe North
Shore Railway received a grant, why not the
Grand Trunk, the Great Western, or the Wel-
land Railways ? =

Mr. CAUCHON urged that this was beside
the question, which was to change the name of
a Railway company. The grant of land had
been made last year.

Mr. GOWAN showed that the settlement of
the country was the best means of increasing
the revenue, He thought Mr. J. S. Macdonald
unpatriotic in opposing a measure calculated to
carry out this object.

Mr. J.S. MACDONALD replied, stating that
the bill would give the Company power to take
up all the best lands for themselves and leave
the worst for the Government. This would re-
tard emigration.

Mr. SICOTTE said that the hon. member
for Cornwall was mistaken in his state-
ments, and then proceeded to defend the mea-
sure.

The bill was then passed, and the Commit-
tee rose and reported the bill as amended.

GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY BILL.

On motion of Mr. GALT, the House went in-
to committee on the bill to enable the Grand
Trunk Railway Company to erect a bridge at
Sarnia,—Mr. McKellar in the chair.

Mr. GALT explained that the object of the
bill was to allow the Grand Trunk to build a
bridge across the River St. Clair at Sarnia,—
provided the consent of the American Govern-
ment can be got.

Mr. J. S. MACDONALD thought the bill too
indefinite. There was not a single provison
made in it for arbitration between parties who
might be injured by the railway company tak-
ing their land.

Mr: GALT said the Grand Trunk Company
were already in possession ofall the land they
wanted. Tae object of the bill was to enable
the Grand Trunk to connect with the American
railways so as to bring the trade from that side
over the line. And no monopoly was sought
in the matter of this connection.

Mr. J. S. MACDONALD explained that his
intention was to support this measure ; but he
wished to restrict the company, so as to pre-
vent their monopolizing the connection, to the
detriment of other railroads who might in future
wish the same privileges.

Mr. FOLEY, in order to show the partial
feeling against the Grand Trunk, called the at-
tention to the recent acquirement of the Mil-
waukee road by some parties for the Great
Western Railroad Company without the con-
sent of the directory of the English stockhold-
ers. Now, the hon. member for Cornwall gave
his full sanction to the bill brought into legal-
ize that transaction, although in this instance
the Company sought a monopoly, whereas the
Grand Trunk sought none,

“Mr. BROWN was in favor of the construction
of the bridge at Sarnia. But he would suggest
that if any other company came here, desiring
to cross, they should, on complying with certair
conditions, be entitled to do so.

The committee rose and reported the bill as
amended,

T10N.”—[ From a letter to his Constituents.]—
I have been desirous of seeing a remonstrance
made to the House of Commons, that it might
be referred to as evidence that Canadians had
protested against organized fraud, but I find
that both parties in Assembly look cool upon
such a measure, and blow away lustily about
responsible government and representation by
numbers, which no one from Lower Canada
ever votes for, while Upper Canada men carry
personally profitable jobs by French votes, and
turn up their noses, McMicken fashion, at the
very name of equity and justice.

From the jobbing Cashier of the too notorious
Suspension Bridge and Zimmerman Banks this
was perhaps to be expected ; but the two Came-
rons, godly Isaac, Pope, Benjamin, Burton,
Holmes of Huron, Tom Daly, brother Angus of
Simcoe, the modern Macbeth, poor John A.,

tawa Scott, Carleton Powell, Russell Fellowes,
Father Playfair, the Carling, and fat old Rob-
lin, keep McMicken in countenance.

Public offices are as common in the market,
for vendue, as fish atv Billingsgate. Toronto city
borrows and squanders by the million; small
offenders pass through Gurnett’s grist mill into
Allen’s penitentiary, while scoundrels of larger
calibre keep their chariots and livery servants.
Rob Roy’s red-reavers had at least the merit of
disdaining hypocrisy ; like other bands of rob-
bers, they broke no trust.

We had a grand debate in Assembly last
Monday on a proposition of Foley’s to make an
example of one of John A.’s men from Welland,
who hought the sheriff of Norfolk out for
$22,000 ; but crime was sustained triumphantly,
and the advice of Skeffington Connor, patriot
and doctor of laws, paraded in justification. In
all England’s history I cannot find one instance
where a High Sheriff sold his office for gain. It
is quite common in Canada, however, and
heavy fees are authorized to make places worth
the purchasing.

SeErrrEMpNT oF THE JEW QuUEstioN.—The
Peers have capitulated in the battle with the
Commons on the Jewish question. The last
division in the lower house, which gave a lar-
ger majority than ever, had a material effect up-
on the resolve of one portion of the Peers. It
was that portion which is represented by Lord
Derby—those who stand by their order, and
would shed the last drop of their blood rather
than surrender their high position in the coun-
try, yet who nevertheless feel that they can
mainiain that ascendant position only so long
as they have the concurrence of their counftry
generally. Lord Derby has always been dis-
tinguished by his dashing style of debate, but
he has also been called * the Rupert of debate,”
from his facility of Retreating. This character-
istic was brought into stronger play by the pe-
culiar circumstance of his being a Mlnister.—
News of the World, June 6.
