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Five-hour standoff in Windsor ends in tragedy

olice from the Sfireté de Québec spent the better part of
Pyesterday trying to make contact with an armed man
shut in his Windsor home alone who had threatened to
commit suicide.

The 48-year-old man was discovered dead at around 4 p.m.
Police said he was apparently depressed and suffering from a
long-term medical condition. He was on extended sick leave
from his work at Domtar.

“The Haut St-Frangois detachment received a call at 11:40
a.m. from the man’s wife who said he was armed and want-
ed to take his own life” said Agent Isabelle Gendron from the
Montreal detachment of the SQ,

“We secured the perimeter and evacuated the neighbours,
and the Special Crimes Squad was called in from Sher-
brooke,” she said.

“We tried to make contact with the man many times
throughout the day, using the telephone, a megaphone and
a siren, but we had no response,” Gendron said.

The assembled officers decided to wait for the arrival of a
special intervention team from Montreal before trying to
gain access to the house. When dealing with someone who is
armed and in an unbalanced psychological state, the police
sometimes do not enter a building quickly because it might
cause a reaction, Gendron explained

“In cases like this we also have to ensure our safety as well
as theirs,” she added.

At one point during the afternoon, a loud noise was heard
coming from within the house, but it was not determined
whether it was a gunshot.

The special intervention team from Montreal eventually
arrived by helicopter, bringing the total number of officers
surrounding the victim’s house at 123 Harley St. to more
than 20. Bystanders and neighbours also filled the street out-
side the house. Eventually, at around 4 p.m. rescue workers
and ambulance technicians entered the man’s home where
they found him dead.

Breakfast makes the grade

dietitian.

hen your child returns to school this fall,

will he excel or fall behind? If your child

struggles in class, one way you can help is
by ensuring he eats a nutritious breakfast every
morning. Many studies have shown that children
cannot learn to their potential when they're
hungry or improperly nourished, yet 31 per cent
of primary school students and 62 per cent of
secondary school students don’t eat a nutritious
breakfast on school days.

Teachers report that children with poor eat-
ing habits have lower energy, are late or absent
more frequently and are often more disruptive
and irritable than classmates who maintain
well-balanced, nutritious diets.

“Kids who don't eat breakfast can't concen-
trate,” says cookbook author Anne Lindsay.

The reasons children skip breakfast are nu-
merous. “It's a different world today than it was
twenty years ago. The time constraints of mod-
ern living often mean there's not enough time
for meals,” explains Carol Dombrow, a registered

“Some children don’t get up before
their parents leave for work, and don't take the
time to make their own breakfast. Others get up
so early to catch the bus that they aren’t yet
ready to eat. Some children haven’t learned to
eat breakfast because it's not a habit practiced
by their parents and older family members.” In
addition, a growing number of people in Canada
report having to compromise the quality or
quantity of food in their diet because of finan-
cial concerns.

What's the solution? Studies show that nu-
trition programs can have cognitive and social
benefits while providing nutritious meals. Child
nutrition programs offer parents an alternative
way to provide meals and snacks for their chil-
dren, regardless of their economic status. These
universal programs serve all children, and in
keeping with this philosophy, many families
routinely contribute time and money to child
nutrition programs in their communities.

agog residents Donald and Serge
MCGté. charged with rape, incest
and a number of other violent
crimes against their sister, each made
yet another brief and uneventful ap-
pearance at the Sherbrooke courthouse
on Tuesday.

After more than a year of cooling
their heels in jail, Serge, 23 and Donald,
26, have yet to have even a preliminary
inquiry as they wait for their father, co-
accused Renald Coté’s trial to proceed.

The elder Coté is scheduled to return
to court next week when his lawyer will
argue the trial should be heard in an-
other judicial district because of the
massive media attention the prurient
case has received here in the Townships.

Renald Coté, now 51, and his two

sons were arrested on June 27, 2001, and
charged with five dozen counts of sexu-
al abuse and assault linked to an al-
leged 17-year reign of terror and sexual
abuse against Isabelle Coté, their only
daughter and sister.

The horrific tale came to light after a
hospital worker reported an attack on
the young woman at the Centre hospi-
talier universitaire de Sherbrooke in
Fleurimont where she was being treated
for cancer. That launched police investi-
gations by both the Sherbrooke and
Memphremagog regional police forces.

The alleged victim, who was suffer-
ing from ovarian cancer, succumbed to
heat stroke this summer at the Sher-
brooke convalescence home where she
had been living. Neither the father, nor
her two brothers, were allowed out to
attend the funeral.

Boisvenu murder: Eight more interviewed in Gaspé

Investigation not
linked to unsolved
murders, say police

etectives investigating the murder
Dofjulie Boisvenu have extended
their road trip to the Gaspé in
order to meet with eight more witnesses,
but Sherbrooke police can’t say if they
have any suspects or any new leads in the
case.

Two months after the 27-year-old Sher-
brooke woman was found brutally mur-
dered in a Bromptonville ditch, four
detectives from the Sherbrooke force
went to the Gaspé coast and Moncton,
New Brunswick to interview a dozen po-
tential new witnesses.

Three detectives, who met with 11 wit-
nesses in Gaspé on Tuesday along with a
colleague from the local Sareté du
Québec detachment, wanted to meet
with eight more people on Wednesday.

Another detective, who had gone to
Moncton, New Brunswick to meet with a
student who was vacationing in Sher-
brooke at the time of Boisvenu'’s disap-
pearance, went to join his colleagues in
Gaspé to help gather the rest of the depo-
sitions.

Despite reports in yesterday’s La Tri-

bune which said Boisvenu’s murder
could be linked to a half dozen unsolved
murders in the Gaspé over the last
decade, Sherbrooke Police spokesman
Michel Martin said that was highly un-
likely.

“Only one of those crimes resembled
the Boisvenu murder and that’s not the
reason we went there,” Martin said, not-
ing that one of the unsolved murders was
an elderly couple that was robbed and
murdered.

Claudette Servant and Victorien Vallée
of Tourelle disappeared in May 1995,
their bodies were found shot to death
and dumped in a stream a month later.

Also described in yesterday’s Tribune
were the murders of two young women
including Sonia Raymond, a resident of
Causapsacal who was found stabbed to
death on a beach in Maria in 1996. Linda
Condo, a young native woman from Ges-
gapegiag, who had disappeared on Oct. 4,
1988, was found more than two weeks
later in the woods in Miguasha. She had
been shot in the face.

The last two unsolved murders were
two men Kkilled in 1999.

La Tribune also reported that a weekly
newspaper in Ste-Anne-des-Monts in the
Gaspé published a news brief last week
announcing the visit by Sherbrooke po-
lice and asking locals to contact police if
they had any information on Boisvenu’s
murder in late June.

While he could not release details on
the investigation or witnesses, Sher-
brooke police spokesman Michel Martin
said the detectives were following up on
information gathered during their inves-
tigation. Martin, who said detectives had
talked to some of them by phone, said the
officers were corroborating evidence and
gathering depositions in person.

Martin said the detectives would be
back in Sherbrooke today and that details
of the Gaspé trip may be released.

Boisvenu, whose battered body was

found in a ditch in Bromptonville on July
30, has not been seen since she left some
friends on Wellington Street in the wee
hours of July 23. Moments after she bid
her friend’s goodnight, Boisvenu’s dark
blue Kia Sportage was involved in a
bizarre hit-and-run accident with a fire
hydrant on the corner of Wellington.

Police, who are awaiting the results of
DNA tests on Boisvenu'’s body, never re-
vealed how she was killed. They simply
said she died a violent death.

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Parents upset some
young kids are forced

he Eastern Townships School
| Board (ETSB) will deal with com-
plaints over the school board's
transportation system on an individ-
ual basis, explained director general
of educational services, Dennis Mc-
Cullough at the board’s first monthly
meeting of the 2002-03 school year.

“Get complaints to us in writing,”
he urged one frustrated mother. “We
encourage parents to send (requests)
in writing, because we deal with
them case by case. We have made a
few concessions.”

Despite concerns from parents
whose kids are not eligible for bus
service (roughly 800), the system,
which covers 18,000-square-kilome-
tres (Lake Champlain in the West, to
the Maine border in the East and Vic-
toriaville in the North) continues to
serve roughly 87 per cent of ETSB stu-
dents, according to the superinten-
dent of transportation, Austin Bailey.

The criteria is as follows:

e Children in kindergarten who
live more than 0.8 km from the
school are provided with transporta-
tion;

* Elementary students who live
further than 1.6 km from the school
are provided with transportation;

e Secondary students who live
more than 1.8 km from the school are
provided with transportation.

Although these guidelines are not
new, the board has only really begun
implementing them in the last two
years.

cause we had buses coming by with
room,” explained Bailey, adding that
ETSB is equipped with over 100 buses.
“(Now) most of the buses are pretty
full, we don’t have spare seats regu-
larly.”

The growing number of joint cus-
tody and multiple household families
only compounds the difficulty of sort-
ing out who should be riding on
which bus, or route, when.

“Joint custody is causing us prob-
lems,” he admitted. “How do you

know if there is room on (a given)
bus?”

For the second year in a row,
Lennoxville resident Jacques Lé-
tourneau is appealing to the depart-
ment of transportation to ensure his
seven-year-old son Patrick can ride
the 1.55 km bus trip to school. The Lé-
tourneau family live on Glendale
Road, just within the border of the 1.6
km radius.

But with a blind curve in each di-
rection and high-speed traffic, it is

not a safe area for walking, explained
the worried father. As his son Paul,
five, who will be entering kinder-
garten this year, and is eligible given
the reduced 0.8 km rate. Létourneau
said he hopes the two brothers will be
able to ride to school together.

“It’s frustrating to see six en”ty
seats, one kid getting on and the
other has to walk. At seven, children
are not streetwise. If they drop their
ball, they will run and pick it up, even
if there are cars coming.”

Létourneau wrote to Superinten-
dent Bailey yesterday, asking him to
consider the extenuating circum-
stances, namely the dangerous nature
of the area. He thinks the qualifying
distance should be adjusted, giving
priority to kids below Grade 3.

“This is about safety. A six or seven
year old just does not have the same
road awareness as a 12 year old.”

Next year, he added, Patrick will
likely be ready to walk on his own. Be-
cause of professional commitments,
Létourneau cannot always accompa-
ny him in the morning, or pick him
up mid-afternoon. “We all work,” he
said.

During the launch of a new ETSB
initiative earlier in the day, director
general Ronald Canuel, alluded to
parents’ heightened expectations of
public schools.

“Society is holding schools much
more accountable than ever before.
There is a lot of stress, a lot of pres-
sure, within the school system.”

START team to identify the
target goals of schools across
the Townships

o teams of ETSB teachers and administrators
I have been selected to operate a new program en-
titled START (School’s Targets, Achievements,
and Results Team), which will assist teachers and ad-
ministrators in identifying and resolving issues in
their schools.

“We're very enthusiastic about this. It will be a big
challenge, but to me a negative is a positive,” said
team leader Martine Auray, of any anticipated com-
plaints regarding the general lack of adequate re-
sources during the ETSB school tour. Auray will be
working with colleague Paulette Losier and six teach-
ers, full-time, on the two-year effort. The teams will
each visit five schools, chosen randomly in a July
draw, per year.

START officials will not perform individual assess-
ments of the staff, instead will report directly to ETSB
director general Ronald Canuel, serving as a kind of
feedback mechanism to the board. They will also as-
sess services provided by the various head-office de-
partments.

“Itis not a negative evaluation of our current status
but rather a true, direct attempt to assist our person-
nel in the attainment of their mandates,” explained
Canuel, adding that the program will not be an “add
on” resource and won't take money away from other
areas. “The implementation of START will not gener-

ate any reductions in our current level of services or
programs,” he noted.

The $400, 000 program will be financed through
local taxation, board reserves and an administrative
travel budget.

“Successes in school and head-office improvements
are fundamentally contingent on the ability of our en-
tire personnel to always remain alert to change,” said

Canuel of START's overall mandate. “And to act upon
the ever increasing demands placed by society, and to
remain sensitive to the constant evolution of the
needs of our students, parents and related communi-
ties.”

Canuel also wants to recognize work well done.

“Such an orientation will allow for our students’
needs to be even better met.”

It was ‘exactly 20 years ago, in Au-
gust 1982, that terrorists killed six and
injured 22 in an attack on a Paris
restaurant. A year earlier, in August
1981, terrorists killed two people and
injured 17 in a Viennese synagogue. In
October 1982, terrorists killed a child
and injured 10 in Rome.

These attacks were the work of the
recently deceased Abu Nidal - the
Osama bin Laden of his day - but he
was by no means alone. Between Au-
gust 1980 and November 1981 at least
20 acts of terror were recorded in
Rome, Paris, Beirut, Nairobi, Cairo,
Buenos Aires, Istanbul, Vienna,
Athens, and Antwerp. They killed 36
people and wounded hundreds. In ad-
dition to Abu Nidal’s Black June, they
were committed by groups such as Sai-
qua, George Habash’s Popular Front,
and the then-current 15 of May Move-
ment for the Liberation of Palestine.

Militants exported their region’s
conflict to every corner of the world.

When Pan Am Flight 103 was blown
out of the sky, it killed villagers as far
away from the West Bank as Lockerbie,
Scotland. In the case of the writer
Salman Rushdie, the deadly threat of a
fatwah was directed against a citizen
of the United Kingdom.

Though acts of terror can create a
steely resolve in some cultures to resist
the terrorists, terror, as its name im-
plies, can also terrorize people. It has
clearly done so in Europe.

Bombs are not the militants’ only
weapons of intimidation. Some
Arab/Muslim pressure groups utilize
the host culture’s own institutions to
shape the political climate. In France
the novelist Michel Houellebecq is
being sued for making “insulting” re-
marks about Islam in his latest book.
The plaintiffs include Saudi Arabia’s
World Islamic League and the Mosque
of Paris.

According to BBC news, this isn't
merely a civil suit.

Houellebecq's remarks are claimed

Meanwhile in Denmark, as reported
by Daniel Pipes and Lars Hedegaard,
“Muslim leaders openly declare their
goal of introducing Islamic law once
Denmark's Muslim population grows
large enough.” In anticipation of that
happy day, the militant Islamist orga-
nization Hizb-ut-Tahrir is contending
itself with calling on Muslims “to kill
Jews wherever you find them.”

The Danish state prosecutor is
thinking about banning Hizb-ut-
Tahrir. The risk, I suppose, in doing so
might flout some European human
rights-type legislation compelling “re-
ligious tolerance.”

Twelve years ago, as the Soviet
Union's imminent collapse was greet-
ed with euphoria, I sounded a caution-
ary note. I wrote that even if all the
Marxist-type tyrannies and the West's
own loony left were to run out of
steam together, mankind's totalitarian
impulse would still not come to an
end.

“It's possible to do away with an evil
empire,” | wrote in 1990, “but it’s
much harder to do away with evil.
Greed, fear, stupidity, selfishness, para-
noia, intolerance, sloth, envy, and all
our other deadly sins are here to stay.
No doubt they'll find new flags in
which to wrap themselves.

“The most likely new candidates for
evil? After our experience of black,
brown, and red fascism, I wouldn't ex-
clude the greens. In fact, two varieties
of greens: The fanatics of the environ-
ment, and the fanatics of Islam.”

Some of Islam’s fanatics have set-
tled in Europe, but it hasn’t turned
them into Europeans. They've become
adept at making use of the West’s val-
ues without sharing them. The World
Islamic League sues for religious toler-
ance for Muslims, while Hizb-ut-Tahrir
issues calls to kill Jews. And Europeans
who invited unbridled immigration
are painfully learning to sit on the
fence they neglected to use for its orig-
inal purpose.
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Ministers to study national patient safety institute

anada’s health ministers are consid-
‘ ering a proposal to establish a na-
tional patient safety institute to
monitor and prevent incidents of medical
error in the health-care system, the Ot-

+ tawa Citizen has learned.

The federal and provincial ministers
will devote a significant portion of their
annual closed-door meeting, next week in
Banff, Alberta, to the issue. They have de-
cided it is time to make a priority of en-
suring that systemic changes are
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established to prevent the estimated thou-

sands of deaths that occur each year in
Canada because of medical errors involv-
ing health-care professionals.

Federal Health Minister Anne McLellan
said in an interview that she and her
provincial colleagues view medical error
as “an important issue,
an area of growing
concern and one that
we need to take up, We
need to have better in-
formation in relation
to medical error.”

In addition to caus-
ing harm to patients,
medical mistakes add
an “enormous cost” to
the health-care system,
McLellan said.

Alberta Health Min-
ister Gary Mar, who
will co-host next
week’s meeting with
Mclellan, said in an in-
terview “people are
dying needlessly of er-
rors in the system.”
“There is a growing
recognition in Canada
that this is a legitimate
issue,” said Mar. “Let

me say this: This is not an exercise at lay-
ing blame at anyone’s feet. This is an exer-
cise in trying to improve outcomes for
patients, We're not blaming doctors, we're
not blaming health-care providers, we're
not blaming system administrators. We're
simply saying that we need to focus on pa-
tients in order to improve their out-
comes.”

A major impetus for the governments’
decision to make the issue a priority stems
from an initiative a year ago by the Royal
College of Physicians and Surgeons of
Canada. It sponsored a one-day forum in
Ottawa last September, which led to the
creation of a panel — composed of health-
care professionals, experts and members
of the public — which spent the last year
burrowing even deeper into the problem.

Its draft report, already in the hands of
health ministers, recommends the cre-
ation of a Canadian patient safety insti-
tute - a body similar to those in other
countries such as the United States,
Britain and Australia. It would track the
prevalence of medical mistakes, look for
ways to build safeguards into the system to
prevent such errors from re-occurring,
and educate health-care workers.

Dr. John Wade, chair of the panel’s na-
tional steering committee, said the minis-
ters will receive the final report next week.

f you think we've exhausted every

possible natural health supplement,

and will soon be pulling ideas out of
thin air, you're right. The latest cure-all
is the oxygen spa. Where, yes, you re-
ceive oxygen therapy. “And what’s wrong
with breathing?” you ask. .

According to proponents of oxygen
therapy, there is a lot wrong with what
we're breathing, and there are com-
pelling reasons for becoming oxygen
junkies. For starters, there are the pollu-
tants, about 70,000 contaminants in our
air, that tax our bodies as they try to me-
tabolize and eliminate them. We need
an oxygen boost for that extra load.

Deforestation (green plants are a big
source of oxygen), together with pollu-
tion, have cut atmospheric oxygen by as
much as 50 per cent over the past 200
years. How do we know that? Air bubbles
trapped in ancient amber samples and
ice from polar regions show that at one
time, oxygen content in air was 38 per
cent; today, it is about 21 per cent. So
even though our bodies need more of it
than ever before, we're getting less of
what’s at the heart of every cellular and
body function. Enter oxygen therapy,
oxygen filtered from the air in richer,
denser form. “Therapeutic” oxygen is 95
to 97 per cent pure oxygen.

Oxygen deficiency and starvation also
takes the rap for causing degenerative
diseases since every cell in our body
needs oxygen to remain healthy. “It's
based on the premise that all harmful
bacteria, viruses and fungi, which foster
flu, colds and cancerous cells are anaer-
obic,” says Katja Ehlers, sales manager
for The Oxygen Clinic, a mobile oxygen
unit that sets up at special events in Van-
couver. For all those reasons, oxygen
bars in health spas have become a hot,
hot trend in the U.S., especially in
celebrity-rich L.A. and in Las Vegas,
where oxygen revives those suffering
from gambling stress.

It’s taking off in Vancouver, too, with
oxygen bars in many spas and an oxygen
steam bath and super-oxygenated water
in at least one spa. Some companies
(Fido, Sonar Group, Feldman and Associ-
ates) are paying for mobile oxygen ser-
vices to provide oxygen “breaks” for their
employees to increase mental alertness,
stamina and morale.

Oxygen is absorbed not only via the
lungs, but through the digestive system
(oxygenated water) and skin (oxygen
steam baths).

Oxygen therapy isn't without detrac-
tors. Dr. Michael Lepawsky, clinical assis-
tant professor of medicine at the
University of B.C., however, says it makes
more sense to do something about pollu-
tion if air quality is a concern. “I don’t
know what scientific evidence they're
going to cite,” he says. “If someone tells
me everybody needs oxygen to be
healthy, I'd take exception with that. I
don’t think they would want to go on

record saying there's science behind the
theory that breathing more oxygen will
make people healthier.”

Lepawsky runs the hyperbaric facili-
ties at Vancouver Hospital and Health
Services Centre, treating disease with
high pressure oxygen.

“Its effectiveness has been proven for
diseased states and certain conditions
but not for general health,” he says.

Such conditions include obstruction
of blood flow by gas or air bubbles, car-
bon monoxide poisoning, crushed in-
juries of selected types and
decompression sickness.

Proven or not, I decided to check it
out. Except for the sprained ankle I sus-
tained which blew up to large potato pro-
portions (to be explained), I did feel good
after a 20-minute oxygen steam bath and
a 20-minute hook-up to the oxygen bar at
State of Being Urban Spa.

The oxygen bath is tucked away in a
tiny room. The bath involves a steam
chamber, something like an up-turned
snowmobile, in which I sat naked with
just my head sticking out while jets of
oxygenated steam saturated the cham-

ber. Next, I donned a robe and sat in the
lounge area, hooked up via canulla (nose
hose) to an oxygen generator for 20 min-
utes of lemon-flavoured oxygen. It felt
cool and pleasant but was hardly notice-
able. The immediate effect is an inner
calm, a 7-Up kind of lightness but with a
tiger purring in my tank. I was floating
and walking crooked at the end of it but
felt quite refreshed, although uncertain
as to what planet I was on. As I stepped
dreamily out of the building, | mistook a
step and ended up severely wrenching
my ankle. By the time I returned to the
office, the ankle looked like a bison
bone. Jennifer Kasprick, director of State
of Being, had warned of dizziness, and
light-headedness.

A couple hours later, despite the
painful swollen ankle, I did feel good - as
if I could skip all the way to the gym. But
for my ankle, of course.

Despite these incidental hazards,
Kasprick says the oxygen bath helps rid
toxins. “It's also a natural sterilizer so it’s
good for preventing blemishes, open le-
sions, scarring and acne. It speeds up

healing.”

After a client’s first oxygen bath,
there are traces of toxins left behind on

" the towel - grey and brown spots. “You

can definitely see it,” she says. “If you
want to detox, you'd do about five in a
row. After five in a row, you're bathing
suit material. It forces out toxins and
sweat and you lose weight. It's great for
cellulite reduction, too. That's the key
selling point.”

More importantly, oxygen takes on
our microscopic foes. “It’s based on the
premise that all harmful bacteria, virus-
es and fungi which foster flu, colds and
cancerous cells are anaerobic,” says
Ehlers, sales manager for The Oxygen
Clinic, which sets up at special events,
like raves to sell hits of oxygen for a dol-
lar a minute.

“About 90 per cent of*the body’s life
energy is created by oxygen. Our elimi-
native processes consume large
amounts of oxygen to rid our bodies of
waste and toxins,” she says.

She claims oxygen therapy can pro-
vide relief from migraine headaches, re-
plenish energy levels, improve hair and
skin conditions, filter toxins from the
blood, provide relief from hangovers
and improve the digestive system.

Stress - the modern-day intoxicant -
puts added demand on oxygen for me-
tabolizing adrenaline-related hormones,
and so do saturated fats and junk food
and lack of exercise.

The average person, it is said, requires
three litres of oxygen per minute while
resting and more than 10 litres during
strenuous activity. (Our brains use more
than 20 per cent.)

At State of Being, the oxygen steam
bath costs $45 for a 20-minute session
and the oxygen bar costs a dollar a
minute.

For further oxygenation, you can
drink liquid oxygen (water with an extra
boost of oxygen), augmented with sup-
plements such as dong quai for women
and ginseng for men.

“We're an added benefit to achieve
better health,” says Ehlers.

Symptoms of low oxygen might in-
clude fatigue, circulation problems, poor
digestion, depression, memory loss,
muscle aches and pains, headaches and
hangovers.

If oxygen bars and steam baths aren’t
in the cards for you, you might do as the
yogics have for centuries and learn the
art of breathing. For really low-budget
oxygen therapy, try this: Inhale for four
seconds, hold for two; exhale for four sec-
onds, hold for two. Repeat for about 10
minutes and build up to doing this
about three times a day.

To dramatically increase amount of
oxygen in the bloodstream, try this: In-
hale for one second, hold for four. Exhale
for two seconds.

And if that doesn’t excite you, the
least you can do is breath deeply - none of
those stingy, shallow swigs of air. Then, if
you listen really closely, you'll hear every
cell in your body say “A Rating 5 h."

Wages pose no inflation threat

orkers’ earnings are keeping
Wahead of inflation but not too
far ahead to worry the Bank of
Canada.

In fact, the latest report on earnings
show the rate of wage increases have
eased, possibly indicating the pace of
economic activity has as well, which is
what the Bank of Canada will be watch-
ing for when it decides whether to raise
interest rates further on Wednesday, its
next pre-set date for any rate change.

“In June, average weekly earnings for
all employees totalled $676.61, virtually
unchanged from May,” Statistics Cana-
da reported Wednesday. “Compared
with June 2001, average weekly earn-
ings were up two per cent, above the 1.3
per cent increase in the consumer price
index for the same period.”

Average hourly earnings were also up
by more than inflation, rising by just
four cents in June from May to $17.17, but
to 2.8 per cent more than a year earlier.

There’s no evidence, however, of any
wage inflation in the numbers, said Ted
Carmichael, a J.P. Morgan Canada econ-
omist.

The increases in both weekly and
hourly earnings have slowed from earli-
er this year as has the pace of job

What the bank is waiting to see be-
fore deciding on whether or not to raise
rates further, however, is the economic
growth report for the spring quarter,

particularly the June numbers which
will be released Friday.

“The bank will be looking for
whether the economy hit its peak in the
spring and is now slowing,” Carmichael
said.

Evidence of a slowdown could
prompt the bank to keep rates steady
rather than raising them further. Ana-
lysts are now divided about whether the
bank will proceed with its fourth con-
secutive rate increase, which would
bring its target rate for overnight loans
to the banking system to three per cent,
or whether it will hold off until it gets a
better idea of where the Canadian and
U.S. economies are heading.

A recent survey found 11 of 15 fore-
casters, including J.P. Morgan, expected
the bank to keep rates unchanged, he
noted. However, markets are pricing in
an almost 80-per-cent probability of a
further quarter point rate increase.

“The uncertainty about what the
Bank of Canada will do has heightened

the importance of Friday's GDP reports
for June and the second quarter,”
Carmichael said.

The consensus is the economy was
growing at a healthy annual pace of 4.3
per cent in the quarter, but down from
the searing six per cent rate in the first
quarter, he noted.

J.P. Morgan also anticipates growth
has slowed further to an anemic 1.3 per
cent pace this summer, with evidence
of the start of that slowdown expected
in the June GDP report, reflecting in
part the impact of
the severe drought
on Western Cana-
dian farm produc-
tion.

“Canadian farm
Crops are now ex-
pected to fall to
their lowest level
in about 30 years
due to drought
conditions in
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Western Canada,” it noted.

There are several other reasons to ex-
pect June will be a relatively weak
month for the economy despite
strength in retail sales and housing,
Carmichael said.

“Therefore. . . there appears to be a
significant probability of a downside
surprise in the June and second quarter
GDP reports,” Carmichael said. “Based
on that risk, we continue to believe that
the Bank of Canada will opt to keep in-
terest rates unchanged on Sept. 4.”

lagued by quarterback struggles and needing
P a big-play receiver, Ottawa Renegades general
manager Eric Tillman's attention shifted
south yesterday.

The penultimate cutdown deadline for Nation-
al Football League’s 32 franchises was yesterday,
but those players who survive until the next round
of cuts (on Sept. 1) will likely end up on practice
squads or rebuff CFL offers until other NFL oppor-
tunities arrive.

“This is the one of note,” Tillman said. “Gener-
ally, these guys who are cut here are in the mar-
ketplace. The NFL cuts are certainly one way that
you improve your football club, but, organization-
ally, we believe our nucleus is solid.”

The Renegades are expecting to bring in four or
five players over the following seven to 10 days, ei-
ther to help this year or for an advanced look for
next season.

Tillman will be keeping a keen eye on the re-
ceivers and quarterbacks who don't make the NFL
grade, including Zeke Parker, a speedy wide re-
ceiver on the team's negotiation list who was cut
by Arizona last week.

But Tillman still believes that any quarterback
who could help the team this year would have to
possess CFL experience. That eliminates negotia-
tion-list quarterbacks such as Romaro Miller (Mis-
sissippi), who was dumped by the Minnesota
Vikings, and Miami Dolphins cut Zak Kustok
(Northwestern). Woody Dantzler, a former Clem-
son quarterback, looks like he will make the Dal-

las Cowboys as a return specialist and/or running
back.

In fact, the only quarterback peaking Tillman's
interest as a possible contributor this season is for-
mer Calgary and Saskatchewan signal-caller
Henry Burris, who is in the Chicago Bears’ camp.

“I'm not sure there is another quarterback out
there who could have any impact this year,” Till-
man said. “But our quarterback solution might be
here.”

Dan Crowley'’s struggles led to his benching last
week while backup quarterback O.T. Sampson did-
n’t excite the coaches with his performance in a
30-9 loss to Hamilton. Third-stringer Chuck
Clements is inching closer to playing time, but
hasn’t yet taken a regular-season snap.

Another quarterback, Ken Mastrole, a 25-year-
old from Rhode Island, has been more impressive
than Burris through Chicago’s three preseason
games, but Tillman still believes Burris will either
make the Bears or be claimed by another NFL team.

If he does become available, Tillman said inter-
est will be “immediate and strong,” adding that
he is supposed to call the Bears after their final
preseason game. But, the Renegades will also have
to contend with potential offers to Burris from
B.C., Saskatchewan and Calgary, so nothing is
guaranteed.

As for the other former CFL quarterback on the
bubble, Dave Dickenson is almost assuredly slated
to be the San Diego Chargers’ third-stringer. And
even if he becomes available, Dickenson's wife is
from the West and it is believed he would only

play for Calgary or B.C.

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Another impossible
play to find

Jean Kerr, a U.S. playwright and au-
thor, penned: “I'm tired of all this non-
sense about beauty being only
skin-deep. That's deep enough. What do
you want — an adorable pancreas?”

This deal features a beautiful point,
but after using William Bailey's Deep Fi-
nesse program, I discovered that it has
something clever at pancreas level too.

How should declarer play to make
four spades after the defenders take
three diamond tricks, then cast adrift
with a club? How can the defenders do
better?

If the trumps are 3-1 or 2-2, there are
no worries; declarer’s club two can be
ruffed in the dummy. But what if
trumps are 4-0? If East has them, the
contract is unmakable. But if West has
all four, declarer must play carefully.
Here, if South immediately leads a
trump to dummy’s queen, he cannot
make the contract.

Instead, as a precaution, South
should first unblock the heart ace.
Then, after a trump to’dummy’s queen
reveals the bad break, declarer ruffs a
heart in hand, plays a spade to dummy's
nine, ruffs the heart jack, draws West’s
remaining trumps, and cashes his clubs.
South's 10 tricks are four spades in the
dummy, one heart, three clubs and two
heart ruffs in hand.

To defeat the contract, if declarer lets
the diamond jack win trick one, West
must immediately shift to a trump. This
disrupts declarer's timing, but who
would find it? And if declarer does cover
with dummy’s diamond queen, the de-
fenders take their three diamond tricks,
then West exits with a trump. Again,
unlikely, but possible.
